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Native Floyd 
soldier 
killed in Iraq

A 22-year-old Floyd 
County native was killed 
Wednesday in Iraq, after 
the humvee he wa riding 
in was hit by a roadside 
bomb just out ide of 
Fallujah in al-Anbar 
province. 

U.S. Marine Corps 
LCpl. Jonathan E. 
Thornsberry was one of 
five U.S. troops who died 
in the bombing early 
Wedne day morning, 
including four marines 
and a navy sailor. Fallujah 
and al-Anbar province 
have been known as one 
of the most violent areas 
in Iraq since 2003, and the 
five deaths on Wednesday 
raised the American death 
toll in Iraq to 96 this 
month. 

Thornsberry, a 
McDowell native, joined 
the Marine Corps in 
January 2004, following a 
family tradition of mih­
tary service. His grandfa­
ther and father served in 
the Army while his broth­
er is in the Air Force. 

Thornsberry's wife1 
Toni, said he was a loving 
family man who liked to 
put others needs before 
his own. She said while 
she was going to school 
he worked in the coaJ 
mines to pay for her edu­
cation and planned to go 
back himself one day. 

''He was really kind 
hearted, real brave," 
Thornsberry said. "He'd 
do anything for anyone. 
He'd give you the shirt off 
his back." 

Thornsberry worked in 
the mines during the week 
and spent his weekends 
training in Johnson City, 
Tenn. When 
Thornsberry's unit was 
called into action, he 
hooked up with an attach­
ment out of Grand Rapids, 
Mich., and was stationed 
at Camp Pendleton, Calif. 
before he left for his tour 
of duty in Iraq. 
Thornsberry arrived in 
lraq on Sept. 26.

"A lot of tt is still under 
investigation by the FBI," 
said Michael Truman, a 
spokesman for the Federal 
Bureau of Prisons in 
Washington. 

Speight was serving a 
prison sentence of 25 
years to life for rape and 
two counts of burglary in 
Washington, D.C.. the 
news relea e said. 

Speight was trans­
ferred Jan. 27,2004, to the 
prison.

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Public should 
see report 

Throughout the many months of the grand jury investiga­
tion of hiring practices within Gov. Ernie Fletcher's admin­
istration -all the allegations, incriminating e-mails, sealed 
and unsealed indictments, denials, counter attacks and fin­
ger-pointing - perhaps lhe most disturbing aspect for the 
general public was not really knowing what happened. 

Certainly, the general conclusion could be drawn that pol­
itics had been illegally allowed to influence personnel deci­
sions involving merit system employees - Fletcher admit­
ted as much when he agreed to a settlement. 

The hope was that a fu ller picture would be revealed 
when the special Frank1in County grand jury issued its final 
report, even though the name. of indicted individuals par­
doned by Fletcher or any unindicted individual could not 
be included. Even with those limitations. the report is 
expected to fill in scores of blank and an wer a myriad of 
questions about the actions and motivations of people 
entrusted with governing. 

Or will it'! 
The grand jury's final report wa issued last week. It was 

immediately put under seal. It could be weeks before the 
public gets to see it. and not until the pa111es involved­
Flct~her. Attorney General Greg Stumbo and former 
Franklin Circuit Judge William L. Graham- get a chance 
to voit;e any objections to it before it is made public. 

No one seems sure that any objection will be rai ed. But 
what if they are? wm the report be altered, edited or possi­
bly watered-down to protect someone's statu or reputation? 
Opportunities to pull the report's teeth seem mnple. 

What the public deserves to see is the fu ll report, with no 
portions redacted and nothing scissored our. The grand j ury 
has already had to comply with re triction. on what could 
bc.included in the report. and a lawyer for Fle tcher was 
quoted as saying the report should not "discuss or evaluate 
what the grand jury believe he (Fletcher) did because that 
would be evaluating the evidence. '' 

Actua1ly. we'd Uke to know what the grand jurors think 
about everything that transpired. And we'd like to read the 
report for ourselves before the lawyer. and politicians get 
finished with it.

A Donald Trump-like mogul trans­
forms an island paradise into a posh 
resort and upset an ancient beast 
worshipped by the native population 
in lhis Italian gore fest. 

Italian drive-in movies sometimes 
were late in getting to the next trend, 
which i~ the case here as you get a 
''nature strikes back because of envi­
ronmental plunder" message lhat was 
pas e by 1979. American filmmakers 
had already exploited this idea in the 
early 1970s with 
popular fare such 
as ''Night of the 
Lepu..;" and 
''Frogs.'' Despite 
being late to the 
genre, this one 
packs a good 
amount of enter­
tainment for 
undemanding 
viewers and Tom DD(J 
lovers of camp. Times Colu•lll 

It all begins 
with a photograph-
er, named Daniel Nessel. sharing a 
helicopter flight to ''Paradi e House" 
with its billionaire founder Joshua. 
Along for the ride is Joshua's trophy 
girlfriend Sheena, who knows Daniel 
from her fashion maga7ine work. 

The group gets a lecture from 
Joshua. -.vho explains that tourists will 
pay through the nose for his resort, 
which has been carved out of a 
Southeast Asian island. He explains 
that he bas brought progress to the 
region and tamed the natives, the 
Kuma tribe. who will act as the 
resort's main attraction, by supplying 
them with gifts of designer jeans, 
booze and as much backbreaking 
labor as they can stand. Joshua 
appears conf1dent that they won't eat 
his guest . but that turns out to be a 
mall comfort as the film progresses. 

Turns out that the resort has stirred 
an ancient crocodile/deity called 
Kruna, and It 1s poised to take a bite 
out of the tourist trade.

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I idle doesn't save money or the environment

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My job requires me to spend 

a lot of time in my car every day 
- not only driving. but parked. 

• working on my laptop. 1 esti­
mate that the car is sitting at idle 
for approximately one hour 

~ every day while I work on the 
laptop. When the weather is 
cooler, I tum the engine off and 
roll the window· down, but dur­
ing the ummer. it is just too hot 
to sit without the AC going. J 
am retmburscd for mileage but 
have the teeling that 1 am get­
ting the short end of the stick. 
While I am parked with the 
engine running, the odometer is 
not moving. Any guess how 
much gas l am usmg while sit· 

1 ting at idJe'1 I am sure this varies 
based on the size of the engine, 

1 but for argument's sake, l have 
a 4-cylinder (Toyota Corolla). 
With gas prices so high, people 
might be mterested in knowing 
how much gao; is consumed by 
Iening the engine idle. - Steve 

RAY: The only statistic 
l we've ever seen for the amount 
1 of fuel used at idle is from the 

Ohio Air Quality Development 
Authority. It says that the aver­
age car uses about 0.15 gallons 
of fuel per hour of idling. That's 
about 45 cents' worth of gas. If 
you do that once a day for 250 

1 days a year, that's $112.50 a 
year at $3 a gallon. 

• TOM: So what you need. 
teve, is a jack. Jack up one of 

those front wheels while you're 
stopped and doing your work, 
put that baby in drive and let the 
odometer roll. That way, you·n 
MAKE money on the reinl-
bursement for your i<.Uing time. 

RAY: No, that's dishonest, 
Steve. And that doesn't even 
take into account the excess 
pollution you're creating by 
tdling for an hour a day. A bet 
ter solution would be to stop at 
a Distended Belly Doughnut 
Shop and do your work in there 

1., over a cup of iced coffee. 
TOM: Yeah. It's got to be a 

lot more comfortable than sit­
ting in your car. You won't 
waste any money burning gas, 
you won't be creating new 
pounds of carbon dioxide and 
you can put the coffee on your 
expense report. What could be 

better than that, Steve? 

Get tire wear checked out, 
stat! 

Dear Tom and Ray· 
My husband and I share a 

2002 Subaru Baja. which we 
love. We often drive it on tough 
four-wheel-dJive roads m the 
mountains and desert. of 
Southern California. and it has 
never let us down. However. I 
have noticed that the sidewalls 
of the tires are becoming worn, 
and in one place. the black 
"rubber" coating has been 
·craped away and a white 
underlayer i exposed. This 
patch is about an inch by a half­
inch, do. e to the outside edge 
of the tire. My husband and I 
disagree about the seriousness 
of this. He thinks the injury is 
cosmetic and should be 
ignored. I think it is serious and 
could result in the tire de-lami­
nating on the highway or some­
where in the remote outback. 
Since he is the one who looks 
after the car. I really cannot 
insist on new tires. However. I 
am worried. Could you put my 
mind at ease?- Daphne 

RAY: No, we can't, Daphne. 
I'll tell you a little story. One 
time, J had a terrible ringing in 
my ears. And after a week or so, 
it was driving me crazy. 

TOM: So he goes to the hos­
pital, and he sees a world­
famous eye, ear. nose, throat 
and wallet specialist nan1ed Dr. 
Patel. Dr. Patel does a thorough 
examination and asks my broth­
er a bunch of probing question . 
And then he announces his 
diagnosis. which is that my 
brother has tinnitus: ringing in 
the ears. 

RAY: And I .ay: "Tinnitus? 
What causes that?" And he 
say<~, "Well, Raymond ... it 
could be nothing.·· Then a look 
of excitement lighh up his face 
and he adds. "Or, it could be a 
brain tumor!'' 

TOM: Thafs the story with 
your tires, Daphne. It could be 
something cosmcttc, or your 
tires could be falling apart. 

RAY: When a tire has rahed 
white letters, oftentimes those 
are produced by building up 

several layers of rubber, then 
buffing off one layer and expos­
ing a white layer of rubber 
below. So that would be the "it 
could be nothing" explanation. 

TOM: On the other hand. 
there arc white-colored struc­
tural elements in there, like the 
carcass ply, which is the poly­
ester "ribcage" that holds the 
whole tire together. And there 
are the steel beltc; themselves, 
which would look more metal­
lic or ·hiny, but could appear to 

be white. Those arc the tire 
equivalents of brain tumors. 
Those would need to be 
addressed immediately. 

RAY: So. one thing to look 
for is the texture of the white 
material that\ been exposed. If 
it's exactly the same texture as 
the rest of the tire's exterior rub­
ber, that increases the likelihood 
that it's just another layer of 
rubber. 

TOM: But if the texture is 
any different. if it has any kind 

of tibrous feel or if you see any 
crisscrossing material. you may 
have exposed something much 
more important. 

RAY: The bonom line is that 
you need to take it to a mechan­
ic or tire professional you trust, 
and find out exactly what's 
been exposed. Sec if you can 
get a more definitive opinion 
than the one Dr. Patel gave me. 
And by the way. my tinnitus 
went away a few days later and 
never came back.
