FRANKFORT­
Kentucky's recent brush 
with salmonella is a little 
worse than previously 

ought, as state health offi­
cials announced the discov­
ery Friday ot four new sus­
pected cases. 

The Department tor 
Public Health said state 
laboratory officials identified 
the cases stemming from 
the recent national out­
break. bringing to 19 the 
number of salmonella 
cases striking the 
Bluegrass. 

Previously, Kentucky 
health officials identified 15 
cases that occurred in 
September. One of the new 

ses occurred in early 
October, according to the 
statement. Health officials 
are conducting additional 
tests to confirm the cases. 

Health officials said 
Friday that contaminated 
fresh tomatoes served in 
restaurants were the cause 
of a recent salmonella out­
break that sickened dozens 
of people In 21 states. 

The outbreak sickened 
at least 183 people, accord­
ing to the Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention. There were no 
reports of deaths, although 
~people were hospital­
ized. Interviews with victims 
led investigators to suspect 
restaurant tomatoes. 

-we have Identified 
tomatoes eaten in restau­
rants as the cause of this 
outbreak. We don't have 
any Information that a 
name or a certa1n type of 
restaurant is involved. As 
far as we can tell, it's 
across the board." said Dr. 
Christopher Braden, a food­
borne outbreak and surveil­
lance expert with the CDC.

Welfare rule 
is no reform 

The ultimate antidote to poverty is education. It i. true for 
the mas~es as well as a. ingle individual. Where poverty 
breed-; hopelessne'\~. education fosters hope for a brighter 
future. 

Mary Obcng ha::, demonstrated that she believes in the 
power of ducation to change her life. A 19-year-old single 
mother of a 6-year-old son, Obcng attends Berea College 
where she i. majoring in accounting and can·ying a 3.0 
grade-point average. 

But Obcng. the subject of a recent newspaper article. 
must be wondering if the government want her to . ucceed 
m. much as she does. 

Like a lot of poor .. inglc parents in college. Obeng wor­
ries that she won't be able to cope with a new federal rule 
already in effect that says she must work 20 to 30 hour-. a 
week in order to continue receiving a welfare payment 
eve!) month. 

Obeng, who currently works about lO hours a week in an 
on-campus job, receives a $300 welfare check a month. 
Raising a child. attending classes. studying and working is 
about all Obeng can handle. Doubling or tripling her work 
requirement could force her to give up and drop out of 
school. 

Welfare reform in this country has made great strides in 
cutting welfare roles and reducing welfare expenditures. But 
the new, stiff regulation that is about to deliver a blow to 
single-parent co1lege student is counterproductive because 
it places a barrier in front of people who are eeking to 
remove themselves from welfare rolls permanently. 

Obeng is facing a no-win ituation. She needs the $300 to 
get by. But if she has to spend a lot more time at a job, her 
education could ~uffer, threatening her and her son's long­
term futlM~s. -1 

Sadly. an ill-'advised rule has placed Obeng and others 
who share her plight in a no-win situation. A quick adjust­
ment to the rule is in order. The federal government should 
be in the business of encouraging young single parents Lo 
further their education, not giving them a reason to fail.

right. So there's no need for 
any riot act to be read to any­
body. 

RAY: That said, you've got 
the overdrive thmg completely 
backward, Nancy. Overdrive 
h. cs:-.entially, the highe~t gear. 
So. if you have a three-speed 
automatic transrni. sion with 
overdrive. "overdrive" is 
fourth gear. Setting the shiner 
to overdrive means that you're 
allowing the tran mission to 
usc any of those four gears, 
right up through overdnve. 

TOM: When you put the 
hifter in "drive," yoy keep the 

transmission from shifting any 
higher than lhtrd gear. So 
you're preventing it from 
going into overdnve. 

RAY: There's really no 
good reason to limit the trans­
mission to third gear. The 
more ttme you spend m your 
highest gear (overdrive), the 
better your gas mileage. And 
the higher the gear. the fewer 
times the engine turns for the 
same amount of distance trav­
eled, so the longer the engme 
lasts. So, ba ically, Nancy, you 
want to put the shifter in over­
drive a ll the time. 

TOM: You're fortunate in 
that you have an automatic 
tran mi sion. That means tt 
figures out what gear it needs 
to be in. how? Automattcally' 
So just let it do its job. 

RAY: There arc a few rare 
situations - normally hilly 
roads- when you might want 
to be out of overdrive. One i~ 
when you're going 35-45 
miles per hour - where the 
tran~mission will he right on 
the edge between third gear 
and overdrive. In that situa­
tion, the transmission might 
''hunt." going back and forth 
between thmc gears trying to 
lind the nght one. Some peo­
ple find that annoying. So in a 
situatton like that. it's fine to 
~hift down into drive tem­
porarily to stop it from hunt­
ing. But it's not necessary. 

TOM: And when you're 
gomg down a long. steep 
grade. it's good to downshift 
to a lower gear - thtrd, sec­
ond or even first - so that 
engine braking keeps your 
speed under control, and you 
don't overheat your brakes. 

RAY: But other than that. 
the best thing to do is just put 
it tn overdrive the moment you 
leave your driveway. and then 
forget all about it. 

Can do-it-yourselfer do this 
himself? 

My wonderful boyfnend 
ha recently discovered that he 
enjoys working on our vehi­
cles. and it has become his 
new money-. aving hobby. He 
has always changed the oil 
(though a lot of it always 

ended up on the driveway), 
and he recently moved on to 
brakes. But no\\ he's deter­
mined to up the ante and 
replace the t1mmg belt on my 
1990 1 oyota Camry. He has 
the Chilton manual, so he feel . 
confident. I am just a bit ner­
vous myself. Should I be? 
What do you think arc his 
chances for success, and how 
long should I plan to be taking 
the bus'!- Channaine 

RAY: The time to get ner­
vous would've been when he 
worked on your brakes. 
Charmaine. T mean, if he 
screws up the timing belt, the 
engine stops running. But if he 
screws up the brakes, then he's 
sending you an unmistakable 
message about the future or 
the relationship. 

TOM: Actually, it's a big 
step from brakes to a timing 
belt. The main obstacle can be 
the crankshaft pulley. That 
pulley needs to be removed in 
order to change the belt. And 
~ometimes, removing it ain't 
easy. 

RAY: We have a special 
puller we use for the job. 

TO"v1: Yeah. his name's 
Bruno. He weighs 350 pounds. 

RAY: No. a puller is a tool 
that maximites the pulling 
force. But even that doe!>n't 
work o;ometirnes. and we have 
to use the oxyacetylene torch 
to heat up the pulley and 

expand it until we can pull it 
off. 

TOM: And the older the car 
i~. the more likely the crank­
shaft pulley is frozen on there. 

RAY: So he can try it. 
Charmaine. Lf he gets the pul 
ley off, the rest of the job on 
four-cylinder Camry is quite 
manageable. 

TOM: And if he can't get 
the pulley off, then he can just 
have the car towed to his local 
garage, fess up and let them 
finish the job. 

RAY: Of course, it might 
take him a week or so to admit 
defeat .. crew up the courage to 
confe , and have the car 
towed. So if I were you. 
Charmaine, I'd pick up at least 
a one-month bus pass.

2-time champ 
Terry Labonte 
ready to retire

Then he became the Ice Man, 
known for his cool demeanor and 
unflappable personality. 

A little further down the NASCAR 
road, Labonte became the Iron Man, 
setting a record with 655 consecutive 
NASCAR starts, a mark later broken 
by Ricky Rudd. 

In the end, though, the two-time 
series champion wants to be remem­
bered imply as Terry Labonte, a guy 
who got to Jive his dream for nearly 
three decades. 

"None of those names meant much 
to me," said Labonte, who will make 
the 848th and final start of his 29-year 
Cup career Sunday at Texas Motor 

And, for the first time. John on 
like hi chance . 

"I had a great dream about being a 
champion. That' the flfst time for me 
in my champion hip battles ... I hud 
the. ensation of bemg a charnp10n," he 
aid. "I didn't have the full vi ual of 

standing on the tage or anything, 
(but) every thought I have about iL fill 
me up with excitement and happine. s, 
where in the past, I almost had night­
mare. 

"When I would think of the cham­
pionship laying there before I'd go to 

Leep at night ... everything was kind 
of fear-ba ed. This year, everything as 
I doze off and go to sleep, I'm smiling 
and I'm like, 'Man, I can't wait to get 
to Texas and Phoenix and Home tead 
and race for this thing."' 

Kenseth, who won the 2003 cham­
pionship under NASCAR' old ys­
tem, isn't as wild about his chance as 
Johnson. 

"I was ju t doing my job 
and enjoying my elf." 

Labonte will be feted this week in 
Texas with a dinner, gifts, a speciaJ 
paint job on his car and a prerace ride 
around the 1.5-rrule TMS oval. allow­
ing the 200.000 fans expected Sunday 
to show their love and appreciation 
for his contributions to the sport.
