Two men die 
in apparent 
murder-suicide

ELKHORN CITY -
1\.vo fatal shootings within 
a half-mile of each other in 
eastern Kentucky appear to 
be a murder-suicide, state 
police said. 

Police first found Jordan 
Justice. 27, dead from a 
gunshot wound shortly 
after I 0:30 a.m. Sunday at 
his home in Road Creek, 
about 7 miles west of 
Elkhorn City in Pike 
County. Nearly three hours 
later, they were summoned 
to a home along the arne 
road to find Gal) King, 50, 
aL o dead from a gunshot 
wound. 

"I think the shootings 
are related," said Detective 
Mitchell Adkins on 
Monday, adding that the 
incidents were an apparent 
murder-suicide. 

"Right now, it doesn't 
appear that there's going ro 
be suspects,'' Adkins said. 

Authorities were await­
ing results from autopsies 
performed Monday morn­
ing. 

Adkins said Justice and 
King Hkely were kil1ed by 
the san1e weapon, a .22-cal­
iber shotgun. 

Witnesses told police 
that the shootings followed 
an argument the men had 
earlier in the day.

Ameiican voters want change - in Congre s, in Iraq, in 
the way government contracts are di pensed and how 
their repre entatives behave. What' unclear after the rout 
of Republicans is what kind of change. 

Democrat have taken control of Capitol Hill for the 
ftr t time in 12 years without a coherent plan for the war 
in Iraq or much of a national agenda. Indeed. Tuesday ' 
was less an embrace of Democrats than a rejection of the 
GOP, which did it elf in by abandoning the con ervative 
principle of discipline and restraint that brought it to the 
fore in 1994, by taking its power for granted through 
bar h parti anship and excessive corruption, by squander­
ing the tru t invested in its leaders to competently take 
this nation to war in the Middle East. 

If Democrat desire a blueprint for how to me sup a 
good thing, there it is. If they're wise, they'll stick with 
the moderate domestic agenda they've laid out and avoid 
turning Washington into Witch Hunt Central, with one 
investigation of the admini tration after another.

The Democratic takeover was not unprecedented for a 
second presidential midterm, m, the party occupying the 
WlUte House frequently has lost more than two dozen 
congressional seats. It was historic, however, in that 
Nancy Pelosi is slated to become the first female Speaker 
of the House - in line to the presidency immediately after 
the vice president- the highest political rank ever 
achieved by an American woman. 

Parochially, the GOP defeat and ouster of Dennis 
Hastert a speaker are not necessarily positives for cen­
tral Illinois. Congressman Ray LaHood will move into 
the minority for the first time, which likely mean les 
influence. 

Sti tl, the occasional shift of power is beneficial for the 
republic overaJl, especially when accomplished by voters 
reminding their public servants who serves whom. Call it 
a triumph for the classic conservative value of account­
ability.

Four new justices may leave Supreme Court in the center

PIKEVILLE - With four new 
justices elected to the Kentucky 
Supreme Court this week, there' 
been talk around the state on how the 
court may Jean - to the left, to the 
right, for plaintiffs, for busines . 

"I don't think of them in those 
terms of being conservative or liber­
al." he said. ''They were really good 
law students, they were good lawyers 
and good judge .'' 

"Noble compared to Roach is 
more liberal,'' Keller said. "But com­
pared to a normal justice, she's mod­
erate." 

What blurs the line is that most of 
the justices have spent most of their 
career. as trial judges, a poor indica­
tor of political or ideological lean­
ings. 

But it looks like the court will land 
S<>mewhere in the middle. 

"I think the whole court will move 
more toward the center," said former 
Justice Jame Keller. "You're gomg 
to see a moderate court, a strong 
court." 

Keller noted that Schroder and 
Cunningham will replace William 
Graves and Donald Winter hcimcr, 
the two justices who took a conserva­
tive tough-on-crime stance. 

Schroder and Cunningham also 
took victories Tuesday over conserv­
ative contenders Marcu Carey and 
Rick Johnson, both of whom mdicat­
ed their opposition to abortion and 
gay marriage during their campaigns. 

''The important thing to keep In 

mind with a judge in lower court, he 
or she is constrained by the dcci~ions 
of the higher courts," he aid. 

The three remaining justices -
Chief Justice Joseph Lambert. 
Deputy Chief Justice Will T. Scott 
and John D. Minton Jr., another 
Fletcher appointee- don't clear up 
the issue either. 

Lambert IS also "hard to pigeon­
hole.'' and Minton hasn't been on the 
bench long enough to reveal any 
leanings, Ragland ·a1d. 

··we don't know where we are 
with this court," Ragland aid. 

And John Roach, a conservative 
justice appointed to the court by Gov.

The price tag would be 
about $1.000 to add the feature 
to each of the tate·s 7,700 
voting machmes. 

Grayson aid allowing vot­
ers to verify their votes on a 
paper ballot would give them 
assurance that a machmc isn't 
"eating'' their 'ote . 

''If they don't tru t the 
machines. then they may not 
trust the fact that on Election 
Day that their vote matter ·." 

Grayson said "You may not 
like the outcome, but you have 
to trust the outcome. If we lose 
that trust in our elections and 
our machines, then we really 
threaten our Democracy.'' 

After the 2000 presidential 
election. Congres pas ed a 
Jaw that required all tates to 
upgrade their voting equip­
ment not only to improve the 
accuracy of counts but also to 
require voting machines to be 
acce sible to people with dis­
abilities. That, Grayson said, is 
why Kentucky countie began 
purchasing updated voting 
machines. 

"We have to usc the e new 
machines, becau 'e federal law 
requires it,'' Grayson said.

KITE Advocates arc 
working to lessen the high lung 
cancer rates in Eastern 
Kentucky by making even 
more fundamental changes. 

"Irs about changing a cui­
tun:. a way of life:· !iaid Becky 
Simpson. il cancer control pe­
cialist who works m the Big 
Sandy region the 
Paintsville, Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg area - for the 
Kentucky Cancer Program. 

~ Nine counties in Kentucky 
· have some of the highest lung 

cancer death rates in the nation. 
In Perry County. the hardest 

hit Eastern Kentucky county. 
126.5 per I 00.000 died of lung 
cancer - about 37 people a 
year. The national average dur­
ing that time wall 55.1 deaths 
caused by lung cancer per 
100,000 people. 

'It's a very heavy burden in 
Perry County." said Sandra 
Good, community liai on for 
the 111versily of Kentucky 
Prevemion Rc. earch Center in 
Hatard "This is a coal-mining 

~ region and the men who work 
in the mmes already have their 
lungs challenged to a great 
degree. Then, you add smok­
ing." 

Transformations that could 
save lives are being made in 
the region. slowly. Several 
area'> of Eastern Kentucky -
Letcher ounty. Lhe cities of 

hland and Morehead -
have recently implemented 
i~door smoking ban . . 
Smoking -cessation instructors 

are leading classes in every 
Eastern Kentucky county. 

Meanwhile, researchers 
also are working on the issue 
Th Marty Driesler Cancer 
Project is targeting eastern 
Kentucky' 5th Congre sional 
Di ·trict. trying to improve 
early detection, prevention and 
treatment of cancer. particular­
ly lung cancer. 

Projects include a Hazard­
based UK study inve. tigating 
how chronic obstructive pul­
monary disease m ea tern 
Kentucky could be a marker of 
future lung cancer. and a lung 
cancer screening study using 
cr scans to examme former 
and curnmt smokers who have 
poor lung Function. 

Chronic obstructive pul­
monary disease has been 
linked to future development 
of lung cancer. 

''The worse the level of lung 
function, the more hkely they 
are to develop cancer." said Dr. 
David Mannino, a UK pul­
monary physician and 
re earcher who is leading the 
study. 

So far, 576 people in 
Eastern Kentucky have been 
surveyed and have taken lung 
function test . Twenty percent 
of those tested have some 
ymptoms such as mild airflow 

limitations and usually a 
chronjc cough. 

"Things are starting to hap­
pen as far as approactung this 
as a public heaJlh problem." 
Mannino said "But I think 
we've only scratched the sur­
face."

AVONDALE. Ariz. - The 
Nextcl Cup title is Jimmie 
Johnson's to lose. 

For anyone else, it would be 
a perfect position. But Johnson 
has been here before. 

John on kN two of these 
titles before. and nothing is guar­
amccd - even after his second­
place fini~h Sunday at Phoenix 
lntemationaJ Raceway gave him 
a fum hold atop the Chase for 
the championship leaderboard. 

He needs to only finish 12th 
or better next week in the sea­
son-finale at Homestead-Miami 
Speedway to win the champi­
onship. 

"[ seriously don't have any 
clue what to expect," Johnson 
said. "I don't have any trategy 
other than go down and finish 
ahead of (the other Chru e dri­
vers). It's just that simple. That's 
all we've done . o far. through 
these last few months. and we're 
ju t going to go down there and 
do the arne thing we've been 
doing."' 

What Johnson has done is 
put together a nearly flawless 
five-race stretch to rescue hi 
sea<>on. After leading the points 
for all but four of the first 26 
weeks of the regular cason. he 
saw hi-; title hopes crippled in 
Round I of the Cha<>e when he 
cmshed and tinished 39th. 

That dropped him to ninth m 
the standings. and few believed 
Johnson could mount yet anoth­
er one of his amazing come­
backs. He did it the past two sea­
sons. when he dominated the 
regular cason only to fall apart 
at the start of the Chase and 
have to frantically work his way 
back into contention. 

Doing it a third time just 
seemed a little too much to a~k. 

So he didn't try to. Johnson 
instead decided to attack the 
remaining Chase race one at a 
time and let the points faJj where 
they may. In d9ing so. he's 
racked up five-straight fini. hes 
of second or better to move back 
into the points lead and put a 
healthy margin on the competi 
Lion.
