And so we give imp applause to the food industry' 
new promi. e to limi the advertising aimed at children. 
Frankly, it's waaaay p . t time. 

America is expericnc· g an obesity epidemic. 
Testimony comes straigti from the Institute of Medicine, 
a branch of the National A ademie of Science: "Obesity 
among children and youth more than tripled over the 
past four decades - from a ut 5 percent in 6- to 19-
year-old. in the 1960 to 16 p cent in 2002," aid the 
institute in a report la t year. " re than 9 million U.S. 
children and youth are obese and another 15 percent are 
at risk for becoming obese." 

Type 2 diabcte was once known a adult-on et dia­
betes. but the label doe. n't fit anymore. The rate among 
children ha doubled in the pa t decade. 

That gets us to Ronald McDonald, Shrek, the Little 
Mermaid and their human co-conspirators in the adverti -
ing and food industries. Companies, including 
McDonald' , the big cereal maker , Coca Cola and Pep i, 
are promising to abandon their sleazier marketing meth­
ods and go straight. Sort of. 

From now on, half their children's adverti ing will 
emphasize healthy foods and healthy life tyle . Only 
healthy product will be. hown in video game , and com­
panies promj e to top sneaking unhealthy food into 
entertainment programming through product placements. 
There will be no more advertising in elementary schools. 
They will reduce use of entertainment character in 
adverti. ing. An arm of the Better Bu iness Bureau will 
provide over. ight. 

Con umer groups are skeptical and claim the new rules 
are fuJ l of loopholes. [t will be interesting to see what 
products the food and beverage-maker con ider healthy. 

Still, the guideline are a tep forward. If companies 
pur ue them honestly, they may head off a movement for 
regulation that's been building in Congres . 

Natalie Allen is a dietician at BJC Healthcare who lec­
ture chool children on healthy eating and exercise. 
She' read the new guidelines and con iders them a good 
start. "Your school scoreboard will no longer be spon-
ored by Pep i or Coke,". he adds. Nor willldd contin­

ue to get coupon for fa t food as reward for good acad­
emic work. 

She also noted a healthy change in fast-food menu .. 
McDonald's offers fruit juice instead of soft drinks a an 
option with it. ldds · meals, and its alad menu i larger. 

·'I think iL's quite a big change," he says. 
As our children get bigger and bigger, a big change i

Reuben Tortilla 

4 B·inch whole wheat tortillas, softened 
112 cup fat-free Thousand Island dressing 
4 oz. cooked turkey {and/or pastrami or corned beet) 
4 slices {314 oz. each) Swiss cheese 
1 , cup well-drained Krrrrlsp Kraut, Silver Floss or 
Bush s Best Sauerkraut 

Spread ea~h tortilla with 2 Tbsp. dressing. Top with 1 oz. 
turkey, 1 shce cheese and V4 cup sauerkraut. Fold opposite 
edges of tortilla over to cover filling. Roll up from one unfold­
ed edge to the other, forming wrap sandwich. Microwave 
each 20 seconds to 30 seconds or serve at room tempera­
ture. Serves four. 
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
