Calvin Speight, 42, died 
Oct. 24, also from stab­
bing.

Peterson was trans­
ferred to the prison on 
Dec. 14 and was serving a 
sentence of six years and 
three months for unlawful 
possession of a firearm by 
a convicted felon, authori­
ties said. 

The FBI is investigating, 
but no charges have been 
filed in either case, prison 
spokeswoman Mashelle 
Arisman said.

EASTERN - Touching on a subject 
that has fostered much debate throughout 
the nation in recent years, Aoyd County 
Board of Education member Mickey 
McGuire smd during Monday mght's meet­
ing at Duff Elementary School that he felt 
it was "inappropriate" for area school to 
use the Confederate flag as part of their 
school symbol. 

'Tm not a black per on," McGuire said.

CH A NGING HOLIDAYS Supreme Court 
gives lawyer 
2-year suspension

FRANKFORT - The 
Kentucky Supreme Court 
suspended the license of a 
Floyd County attorney for 
two years on Nov. 22 after 
stating in a unanimous deci­
sion that the two sexual 
assault convictions he had 
incurred in the past seven 
years were "directly related 
to his law practice" and 
because of that a substan­
tive sanct1on was in order. 

Sheridan Martin. who 
owns a Social Security and 
personal injury practice in 
Allen, was convicted on 
January 24, 2001, of third­
degree exual assault 
against one of his female 

employees and was con­
victed three months later on 
a charge of third-degree 
sexual abuse against a for­
mer client. 

The first case, dating 
back to Dec. 13, 1999, 
stems from an incident 
when Martin was working 
from his home. A female 
employee flled a complaint 
against Martin after she was 
asked to bring Martin's 
mail to his home and was 
thrown onto his bed and 
Martin tried to kiss her. 

The woman quit her job 
and filed suit against 
Martin, along with another 
female employee who said 
he had made inappropriate

New mine safety chief says arugs are major problem

CHARLESTON, W.Va. - West 
Virginia's new mine safety chief is 
preparing to test his agency' staff for 
illegal drug use. 

Ron Wooten doesn't suspect a drug 
problem at the Office of Miners' 
Health, Safety and Training. Rather. he 
considers testing a first step toward 
combatting what he believes is a wide­
spread drug problem in the coal fields 
of the nation's econd largest coal pro­
ducer. 

"Coal mining is tough enough and 
dangerous enough, even with all the 
safety innovations we have and all the 
modern equipment we have," Wooten 
said. "When you start to mix controlled 

substances in there with it then we've 
got, we've got a major problem.'' 

Wooten's concern comes from the 
agent:) 'l. inspector , who are in the 
state's mines e'>ery day Wooten says 
they routinely return to the office with 
complaints such as prescription bottles 
with more than one type of pill. 

"Where there's talk, there's ome­
thing going on." he said. 

Or not. 
United Mine Worker. of America 

spokesman Phil Smith said there' little 
evidence to !>Upport suspicions that 
drug use is more prevalent among min­
er than any other segment of society 
Nor is he aware of evidence that drugs 
were involved in any of the nation's 45 
coal mine deaths this year. Twenty­
three of those deaths have occurred in 

West Virginia. 
"No coal miner wants to work next 

to anybody who'. impaired." Smith 
said. "But then to turn around and say, 
welL we're going to test you based on 
nothing at all makes us wonder. What's 
the reason?'· 

Wooten said he will have informa­
tion on the involvement of drugs in 
serious accidents and some fatalities in 
West Virginia mines by the end of the 
year. 

Just how to deal with the problem, if 
one i found. is another matter because 
state mining laws don't prohibit drugs. 

Pas ing legislation to test miners 
isn't likely because Wooten doubts the 
state could get past legal concern over 
privacy and unlawful searches.

comments to them and touched 
their backs, knees and hair in 
the past. 

Martin admitted to wrong­
doing and pleaded to the third­
degree sexual assault charge. 
He wa sentenced to 90 day-; in 
jail in the case, which was pro­
bated for two years on the con­
dition that he refrain from fur­
ther violations of the law, com­
plete community service, have 
no contact with the victim and 
complete a counseling pro­
gram. 

A former client filed 
charges against him after an 
incident on April 27, 2001, 
when a woman seeking a 
Social Security claim for her 
son aid Martin exposed him­
self to her and began fondling 
and kissing her in his office. 

7 Martin later admitted hi. 
conduct was ethically mappro­
priate but claimed it was con­
sensual. He entered a plea to 
third-degree sex.ual abuse and 
was sentenced to 30 days in 
jail, again probated for two 
years on the condition that he 
commit no further crimes, con­
tinue therapy and have no con­
tact with the victim. 

The Kentucky Bar 
Association initiated discipli­
nary proceedings against 
Martin shortly after that and in 
April 2004 formal charge 
were brought against him for 
committing two crim.inaJ acts 
that reflected adversely on the 
lawyer's honesty, trustworthi­
ness or fitness as a lawyer in 
other respects. The charges 
were then referred to a trial 
commissioner. who listened to 
evidence and offered a recom­
mendation that Martin could 
continue to practice Jaw as he 
underwent aggressive therapy 
for sexual addictive behavior 
under supervision for a mini­
mum of two years. 

Included in the recommen­
dation was a two-year suspen­
SIOn from practicing law in 
Kentucky, but he would only 
have to serve 181 days with the 
remainder probated as long a'> 
be followed through with hi 
treatment. The recommenda­
tions were approved by tfie 
Board of Governor's for the 
KBA, and Martin requested 
the Kentucky Supreme Court 
review his case because he 
said in previous case law attor­
ney's with mental health prob­
lems were not subjected to the 
same disciplinary actions he 
faced. 

4l!l Martin claimed that a 
divorce and the deaths of his 
father, father-in-law and moth­
er all impacted his mental 
health during the time of the 
two incidents, factored in with 
his admitted depres ion and 
obsessive-compulsive disorder 
with sexual element . After 
reviewing the case, the 
Supreme Court ruled that 
Martin's actions "reflect very 
poorly on the profession as a 
whole" and that his behavior 
was so egregious in that both 

~ incident were directly related 
to his practice the justices 
decided his original penalty 
was insufficient and stiffened 
the penalties. 

The court ordered that 
Martin be ·u ·pended form 
practicing law in Kentucky for 
two years. that when he seek 
reinstatement after the suspen­
sion ends he remain in proper 
treatment and have in-office 
safeguard to ensure he does 
not fall back on old habits, that 
he pay a fine of $4,973.58 in 
coun costs, and w1thin tO days 
from the entry of the decision 
he notify all of his current 
clients m writing that he will 
be unable to represent them 
during his suspension. 

Martin said Monday he was 
notified of the court'l; deci ion 
on Thanksgiving and wa dis 
appointed by the news. 

"l'm ure there will be three 
or four people that will be very 
happy with the decision, and 
only me and a few others will 
ever know what happened," 

• Martin aid. "1 placed my elf 
~in a bad po ition, and I have 

only myself to blame for that." 
Martin hopes to return to 

hi practice when his uspen­
sion ends and said he ha other 
professional options open to 
him in the meantime. He said 
things did not go the way he 
bad hoped they would, but he 
remains positive and beLieves 
he can change because he doe 
not have a termjnal illnec;s. 

"I hke what I do and I've 
been very blessed with a good 
busine , and I'm sure some­
thing good will come down the
