Q uestion: I have a friend 
who has a trigger finger. 
Could you tell me what this 

really is? What cau. es this problem? 
What can he do about tt? 

A nswer: Most people don't 
notice how well their fingers 
work until one gets stuck in 

a bent position. When thi happens to 
one of your fingers or your thumb, it 
is caiJed a trigger finger. The medical 
term for trigger finger is steno ing 
tenosynoviti . 

The name "trigger finger" is ~orne­
what of a misnomer, since any digit 
can be involved. The term derives 
from the fact that attempting to 
straighten out an affected finger will 
at first put it in a bent po ilion similar 
to that of a finger around a trigger. 
Then, when enough force is applied, 
the finger may suddenly straighten out 
with a snap. Also, when you grip an 
object, instead of the normal smooth 
motion, your finger tends to catch and 
then suddenly bend to the proper posi-

lion. 
Trigger finger is usually prunful 

and comes on gradually. It i caused 
by an inflammation of a tunnel-like 
sheath surrounding the involved ten­
don. Excessive use or a natura] pre­
disposition can cause inflammation in 
this tunnel. This can be because the 
tendon thickens or the wall of the tun­
nel narrows. Either way, the tendon 
no longer glides smoothly within the 
sheath and b prone to "catching." 
This joint locking, as I described ear­
lier, <;tops the finger in a bent position 
before it snaps into the desired posi­
tion - either straight or closed. You 
may experience this catching in just 
one finger joint or in the entire finger. 

Trigger finger can become a cycli­
cal problem. That is, each time your 
digit catche. it can irritate the tendon 
and the heath. and they can become 
even more inflamed. This, in tum, 

makes it more likely to catch tht! next 
time and cau<;e further inflammation. 
In chronic ca. e , scarring and thicken­
ing can produce fibrosis and bumps. 

Tngger finger is more common in 
women than men, and certain medical 
conditions - like rheumatoid arthri­
tis, diabete , hypothyroidism and 
some infections - can increase your 
likelihood of develop111g a trigger 
joint. 

Treatment of a trigger finger 
depends on the severity and duration 
of the problem. Jn a case of mild trig­
ger finger. when symptoms are infre­
quent, the treatment may be rather 
simple. You may be instructed lo 
decrease the usc of the finger, \Oak it 
in warm water, use a finger splint 
while sleeping, and engage in finger 
exerci es and massage. Using anti­
inflammatory drugs like ibuprofen 
can help as well. 

In more severe case • more poteOI 
anti-inflammatory drugs may be used. 
Sometimes the tendon sheath i. tnject­
ed with steroids to improve the func­
tion. This can bring prompt relief. If 
there is no respon e to two steroid 
injections, then surgery ts usually 
indicated to release the trigger finger 
and repair the tendon.

ORDINANCE NO. 06-008 

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO ANIMAL CONTROL WITHIN THE 
JURISDICTIONAL BOUNDARIES OF FLOYD COUNTY, KENTUCKY 

WHEREAS, the County of Floyd, acting by and through its Fiscal Court, ts autho­
rized, pursuant to KRS 67.083(3)(a). to enact ordinances, tssue regulations, appropri­
ate funds, and employ personnel in pertormance of the public function of the control 
of animals within its jurisdictional boundaries; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Floyd, acting by and through its Fiscal Court, is required, 
pursuant to KRS 258.195(1 ), to "employ, appoint, or contract with an animal control 
officer" and "may adopt additional standards and ordinances related to public health, 
safety, enforcement, and the efficient and appropriate operation of their shelters and 
their animal control programs." 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL COURT OF THE COUN­
TY OF FLOYD, COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS: 

ANIMAL CONTROL 
1 . By this Ordinance No. 06-008, there is hereby enacted an ordinance whtch shall 

be known as the "FLOYD COUNTY, KENTUCKY ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE" 
and which shall conform to all applicable laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, 
presently in effect and as from time to time amended, regarding animal control in the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. 

STATUTORY AUTHORITY & PURPOSE 

The statutory authority and purpose for the enactment of this Ordinance by the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court is set forth in those powers granted by KAS 67 080, et seq., 
KAS 67.083, el seq., and KRS Chapter 258, as presently In effect and as from time to 
time amended, tncluding but not limited to the control of animals in Floyd County, 
Kentucky, pursuant to KRS 67.083(3)(a) and KAS 258.195. 

JURISDICTION 
3. The jurisdiction of each animal control officer employed. appointed, or acting 

pursuant to a contract with Floyd County, Kentucky, by and through its governing body. 
the Floyd County Fiscal Court, shall extend only to the unincorporated areas of Floyd 
County, Kentucky. Each city lying within the jurisdictional boundaries of Floyd County, 
Kentucky may enter into an lnterlocal cooperation agreement with Floyd County, 
Kentucky for the enforcement of KAS Chapter 258, and the county's animal control 
ordinance by any animal control officer employed, appointed, or acting pursuant to a 
contract with Floyd County, Kentucky. The interlocal cooperation agreement between 
Floyd County, Kentucky and each respective city shall include, but shall not be limited 
to, the jurisdiction, compensation, liabilities, and duties of the animal control officer 
while pertorming his or her duties with the jurisdictional boundaries of the city in 
question. 

EFFECTIVE DATE 
4. This Ordinance, Floyd County Ordinance No. 06-008. shall become effective 

upon its Second Reading, adoption and passage, as required by law.
