Drug Court working, Hall says

PRESTON BURG- "'I've 
had some people tell me that 
they sec the people in drug 
court more than they sec their 
own families." 

Those arc the words of 
Judge Eric Hall, a di. trict coun 
judge in Floyd Count and 
head ol tl1c Floyd Count Drug 
Court program, a program 
whlch allows its member.- a 
chance to not only avoid jail 
time, hut also helps them to 
reclaim control of their lives. 

"Dmg Court gives them the 
tools to )>Ucceed." Hall said. 
"Everyone in it has a substance 
abuse issue. and everyone' ill-

ness ha:. its own life." 
The Drug Court program 

began in Floyd County in 
March 2004 and tarted with a 
single member, with its enroll­
ment reachmg a high as 36 
stnce. The program consist. of 
three phases and aftercare. 
where members attend ~everal 
drug addtction counseling es­
sion. a week. al(mg "ith group 
meeting· where member meet 
with counselors and ca \\ork­
crs to discuss how things are 
going in their li\>C)o. Member, 
are abo subject to random drug 
testing throughout the entire 
program. The progrum take~ a 
minimum of one year to com­
plete, depending on ho" clo. e­
ly members follow the require-

ments of the program and if 
they truly make an effort to bet­
ter themselves. 

"We use the word recovery 
all the time; we stress over a 
period of time that those who 
don't show the intent to recov­
l!r, they can be terminated 
(lrom the program),'' Hall aid. 

Tem1ination means jail time 
because everyone in the pro, 
gram ha-; a minimum of a YO­
day sentence hanging ovc1 
them; a majority of the current 
32 members have been sen­
tenced to at least a year. All 
members' sentences are probat­
ed on the condition that they 
comply fully with all the rules

Two men indicted

Prior to the search of his 
home. undercover agents work­
ing with the task force had 
allegedly purcha~ed drug' from

of working in underground 
coal mines in the mountains 
of Eastern KenLUcky left 
Chester Baker with the 
dreaded occupational eli -
ease black lung. 

But the disabled coal 
miner from Harlan County 
said no thanks to money 
from the Kentucky Office 
of Workers Clrums. money 
that could have been used 
to pay for retraining for a 
job in some other profe.-;­
sion. 

The state program, 
advocates say. is of little 
u e to people sickened by 
coal workers· pneumoco­
niosis, more commonly 
known as black lung. Th~.; 

problem is there just an:n 't 
that many jobs in central 
AppaJachia out ide the 
mming industry, especially 
for people with chronic 
breathing problem . 

Only 168 Kentucky coal 
miners bothered to apply 
for black lung benefits from 
the state over the past year. 
the fewe t since 2001, a 
year before lawmakers 
tweaked the state's work­
ers' compensation plan in 
an effort to make it ca!\ier 
for miners to qualify for 
benefits. 

The tweak didn't work. 
said Thomas Moak, a 
Prestonsburg anomcy who 
represents coal miners. 
Moak aid the tate pro­
gram is of little use to dis-

abled coal miner because 
the same impainnents that 
make them unable to work 
as mmcrs also prevent them 
from working in other pro­
fessions. 

"If you're going to 
retrain coal miner for some 
other employment, you've 
got to think realistically 
about what employment is 
out there." Moak said. "Our 
economy up here is manual 
labor If it's not m the 
mine·, it's still manual 
labor. Thh whole busineJ s 
about retraining miners ts 
up ·ide down." 

The re,ult, Moak said, is 
that miners with early 
stages of black lung who 
are still able to work are not 
leaving their jobs in Lhe 
mines. 

"You have mines beg­
ging for qualified miners," 
he said. "There's no reason 
for these guy- to leave the 
mines when the demand for 
labor is so strong." 

William P. Emnck, exec­
utive director of the Office 
of Workers Claims, said the 
incidence of black lung 
declined over the past 35 
years after federal laws 
were enacted to control lev­
els nf dust 111 coal mines. 

The National Black 
Lung Assoctntion however, 
e~timatcs 1,500 people die 
each year due to the dis­
ease. New cases continue to 
pop up despite efforts to 
comrol the amoum of black 
dust inhaled by miner .

The hare-raising work of yodeling bound is an 
appreciative pursuh in itself. but most people 
aren't equipped with the appropriate canjne units. 
Since an accelerated, habitat-related decline in 
rabbi! populations over the pa<it 30 years and a 
shift away from rabbit hunting, the availability of 
trained beagles for hitting the bunny trail is sparse 
at best. 

Rabbit hunting waned when intere t shjfted to 
larger game like deer and turkey as those species 
proliferated. Am1d a gradual decline in humer 
numbers, "retiring" rabbit hunter. e pecially, 
weren't being replaced by new ones. 

Beyond those specialists who do keep rabbit 
dog,. hunter. sti11 can revisit a small game tradi­
tion that's much neglected nowadays. They can 
walk them up. 

The pursuit of rabbits- one of the mo t popu­
lar game species a few decades ago - is still do­
able for the enterprising hunter. It comes down to 
finding good rabbit habitat, the brushy. weedy 
homelands that cottontail like be t. then doing 
one's own dog work by taking to the cover on foot. 

It's often called jump shooting, for most of the 
opportunities lie in a quick reaction to rabbils 
bounding from the shelter of weeds and briar 
patches to flee the intruder. Unlike hunting with 
dogs when the hunter may be clued that a rabbit is 
approaching when beagles turn back his way, the 
jump shooter has to be ready to shoulder his 

Jump shooting can work better for a team of 
two or more hunters. Particularly where they find 
linear trips of cover along farm tield or open 
meadows. the bunny zone 1s more concentrated 
and may be covered more effectively by multiple 
pedestrian hunters. 

Workmg rabbit cover in tandem. bunters can 
walk abreast, spacing themselves to effectively 
kick up most all the bunnies in a trip, often pro­
viding shots for their neighboring hunter if bolting 
rabbit'> veer off at an angle. 

Hunting with partners. it i<o imperative that all 
keep track of ea h other's location and only take 
shot~ in a safe direction. To that end. tluore~ct:nt 
orange hunting clothing i. recommended for visi­
bility to deter any potential "line of fire" accidcnh. 

At the end of the day. the hunter who moves 
his own rabbit· typically will have a ltghter 
game bag than does the beagle-equipped hunter. 
He stands a fair chance of having orne weight 
in the bag, however, anti he gets the chance to 
revi it a pursuit that was a staple to earlier gen­
erations of sportsmen

Federal researchers believe 
coal miners in some 

ppalachian counties are get­
ting black lung at a younger 
age and higher rate than other 
mining regions, despite the 
government's measures to 
tontrol coal dust levels and 
eliminate the disease. The 
National lnstitute for 
Occupational Safety and 
Health has identified 22 coun­
ties in Pennsylvania, 
Kentucky, Virginia and We. t 
Virginiu as "hot spot. •· for 
rapidly progressive black lung. 

In these coal-producing 
counties, some miners in their 
30s, 40s and early 50s are 
experiencing rapidly progres­
sive black lung - about 10 ro 
30 years sooner than cases 
observed in the past, according 
to the federal study. 

Lawmakers in Kentucky 
made slight changes to the 
state workers' compensation 
Jaw m 2002 to loosen restric­
tions on black lung claims. A 
complete revamping of the 
black lung program in 1996 
prevented most miners from 
winning award~ from the state. 
Under the 1996 law, the Office 
of Workers Claims approved 
only II claims over a five-year 
period. 

Under the revamped law. 
mmers with any evidence of 
black lung are eligible for 
retraining benefits worth near­
ly $65,000 over four year . 
That would cover basic litera­
cy instruction to college class­
es. Miners age 57 and older 
could receive cash instead of 
retraining benefits. 

Wes Addington. an attorney 
for the Appalachian Citizens 
Law Center in Pre1.tonsburg, 
said Kentucky's black lung 
benefits program is worthless 
to miners. 

"The system is basically 
dead." he said. "It's written in 
uch a way that it doesn't give 

miners real alternatives. The 
likelihood of a miner being 
ctrained at 55 is not a practi­

cal alternative. I think that' 
!>hown by the number of min-

trolled substance not in its 
original container. 

The 53-year old Little was 
also originally arrested for 
drug trafficking within 1,000 
yard~ of a school, in his case 
Opportunities Unlimited in 
Martin.

ers who don't use the system. 
It's not a practical, workable 
system." 

Baker's case made its way 
to the Kentucky Court of 
Appeals earlier this month, not 
because he was pursing bene­
fits, but because his attorney, 
Johnnie Turner of Harlan, was 
trying to collect legal fees 
from the Office of Workers 
Claims. Neither Turner nor 
Baker could be reached for 
comment. But Moak said their 
situation points to an addition­
al rea ·on why the number of 
miners who apply for black 
lung benefit is low. Lawyers 
have no guarantee they'll be 
paid if they take on the time­
consuming cases. 

"There's less incentive for 
attorneys to file these retrain­
ing cases if the attorney i n 't 
going to get paid," Moak said. 

Moak said lawmakers need 
to take a fresh look at the black 
lung issue, and consider mak­
ing further changes to a 1996 
Jaw that made getting benefits 
almost impossibJe. 

"Common sense tells you 
we've not eliminated the dis­
ease,'' he said. '"Yet we've got 
a system that closes the door 
on miners getting benefits."

rules will not spend any time 
in jail. 

The court admits anyone 
over 18 arrested for a drug­
related crime, such as a drug 
po session charge or a DUl 
offense, but every potential 
member is evaluated thor­
oughly by a drug court case­
worker to ensure that if admit­
ted they will have a reasonable 
chance of success. Not every 
ehg1ble person is placed m the 
program, with violent offenses 
and drug-trafficking charges 
being grounds for exclusion. 

Pha e 1 begins when the 
member is convicted and 
accepted into the program. 
Counseling and drug rehabili­
tation sessions kick off with a 
strict 30-day sober period. 
Individuals are tested a mini­
mum of three times a week 
during this period to ensure 
they remain clean; any "dirty" 
screen will result in a return to 
Day I of the 30-day cycle, 
where the person will again 
have to go 30 consecutive 
sober days hefore advancing to 
Phase 2. The number of 
screenings decreases to two 
and then one with each succes­
sive phase of the program. 

Phase 2 lasts approximately 
eight months and is what 
Judge Hall calls "the core" of 
Drug Court, where members 
receive the buJ k of their treat­
ment. At this point the number 
of meetings members arc 
required to attend increases, 
mcluding one Mountain 
Comprehensive Care meeting 
and one self-help meeting, a 
minimum of three Narcotics 
Anonymous or Alcoholics 
Anonymous meetings a week, 
and also weekly sessions with 
counselors from Floyd 
County's Drug Court office to 
touch base. This phase also 
requires that members either 
obtain work, attend school or 
perform community serv1ce if 
they are doing neither. 

Ca e speciaJist Sue 
Blackburn, of the Floyd 
County Drug Court office, aid 
she believes the court's ~logan 
that the court doe work is tme 
because of all the hard work 
members are forced to do. As a 
retired police officer who said 
her new position has helped 
her see both sides of the addic­
tion problem, Blackburn said 

n' 

there is no que. tion the pro­
gram is a success. 

"I think one of the reasons 
it works is because we arc in 
their lives a lot. we keep an 
eye on them; we do expect 
them to change their whole 
lifestyle," Blackburn said. 

Phase three Is a period 
where members are requ1red to 
stay clean for 90 days. fol­
lowed by three months of 
aftercare treatment. When a 
person successfully completes 
the program there is a gradua­
tion ceremony 

The state's Administration 
of the Courts keeps track of all 
graduates in the state for a 
five-year period, keeping a 
record of where they Jive and 
contacting them at least once a 
year to check in. Depending 
on the member's original vio­
lation, Judge Hall is occasion­
ally permitted m expunge an 
offen e from a member's crim­
inal record. 

The Floyd County Drug 
Court has held two gradua­
tions, with seven graduates so 
far. Hall said not one graduate 
bas fallen back into drug 
addiction. He said five of the 
seven are gainfully employed, 
with the other two currently 
taking care of recently born 

children. 
"It's a struggle; I wtsh [ 

could tell you it's all !>UCcess­
es, because if~ not.'' Hall aid. 

Even so. three years into 
the program, BaH says it has 
been a worthwhile and suc­
cessful project in Floyd 
County. He said the program. 
which is funded with grant 
money by Operation UNITE, 
should easily contilllle with 
further funding when the grant 
runs out in two years because 
ot the drug court's growth and 
success statewide.
