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State police say 
goodbye to one 
of their own

Kentucky State Troopers 
and law enforcement offi-
ials from as far away as 

Lexington were at May 
Val ley Elementary School 
on Friday to attend the 
funeral of a detective who 
died at his home on 
Christmas day. 

More than 50 state 
police cruisers encircled the 
entire cbool as fellow ofti­
cers and family members 
came to pay their last 
respects to Stewart "Joey" 
Howard, a 16-year veteran 
of the KSP. Howard pent 
his entire career at the 
Pikeville Post. 

• Floyd County Sheriff 
John K. Blackburn said he 
worked with Howard on 
everal cases over the years 

and said he was an excellent 
detective. 

"He was a real good guy, 
and he'. going to be 
missed," Blackburn satd. 

Howard wa found at his 
home in Regina shortly 
before 2 p.m. Chri tma. day 
and was pronounced dead at 
the cene. The investiga­
tion is ongoing by the KSP. 

"The Kentucky State 
Police mourns the loss of 

...,one of it!'> family member!'>" 
said KSP Comffilssioner 
Jack Adams. "Detective 
Howard was a tremendous 
asset to Post 9 in Pikeville." 

Howard was the second 
state trooper ,-r0m the po. t 
to die in a week span. 
Trooper Jonathan K. 
Leonard, a three-year veter­
an of the KSP who had also 
spent his entire career at the 
Pikeville Posl. was killed 
on U.S. 119 near Sidney 
while attempting to perform 
U-turn on Dec. 19.

Law enforcement out in force

Governor Ernie Fletcher along 
with the Governor's Highway Safety 
Program and Kentucky State Police 
are making sure that the beginning of 
the new year brings light to motorists 
and the decisions they will be making 
while driving dunng the New Year's 
holiday. 

Beginning Jan. l, 2007, law 
enforcement officers around th~; ~tate 
will be handing out tickets rather than 
coune y warning to motorists not 
wearing their seatbelts. On that date, 
the sL'< month grace period built into 
the primary seat belt law will end and 
\ iolators will be subject to a fine not 
to exceed $25. Previously. officers 
were only allowed to cite for this vio­
lation if motorists were pulled over for 
another traffic violation. Now, law · 
enforcement can top a vehicle solely 
for an occupant not wearing a. eatbelt. 

"Too many people, especially 
teens, young male drivers and pick up

That's \\ hy we are remind­
ing e\ eryone that t b 1 u. i th 
single most effect1ve way to protect 
yourself as well as those you Jove in a 
crash," Adams said. 

Preliminary statisuc. indicate that 
'IX people d1ed in SIX • eparate vehicle 
acctdents on Kentucky's roadways 
during the Chri. tmas holiday period 
trom 6 p.m. Friday. December 22. 
through II :59 p.m. Christmas Day. 
Alcohol was a suspected factor in two 
of the six crashes. All five of the 
motor vehicle victims were not wear­
ing seatbelts. Two of the crashes were 
in Johnson and Pike countie .. 

Through December 26, a total of 898 
people lo t their lives on Kentucky 
roadways. Of the 757 motor vehicle 
fatalitie , 488 victims were not wear­
ing seatbelts. 

The Governor's Highway Safety 
Program advocate~ always designat­
ing a sober driver and don't allow 
friend Lo drive drunk. 

They also encourage motorist. to 
wear their seatbelts and promptly 
report drunk drivers to law enforce­
ment. 

KSP and local police and Sheriff's 
Departments will continue their 
increased activity on roadways

Coal experts hoping for a safer 2007

PIKEVILLE - TI1is year Kentucky's coalfields were 
scarred by 16 deaths and the worst mining disaster in the state 
since 1989. Coal operators contributed to at least I 3 of the 
fatalities by failing to meet . afety tandards. according to state 
and federal investigations 

A slew of new federal and state mine safety laws ha'i both 
indur;try heads. lawmakers and safety experts casting a ho~­
ful eye at 2007, though wme plan to lobby for even tougher 
law in 2007. 

The laws enacted at the state and federal levels were an 
"1mprovement, but not wholly adequate," said Tony 
Oppegard. a mine safety advocate in Lexington. 

Kentu ky's 16 mining fatalitie thi year were the most 
since 1993, when there were 18. The death. of five miners at 
an eac;tem Kentucky mine in May --just four months after the 
Sago disa! ter in West Virginia that killed 12 -- bot. tered a 
national push for more stringent mine afety regulations. 

Nationwide. 47 coal miners were killed on the job this year, 
compared to 22 in 2005. according to the U.S. Mine Safety

Trooper Alfred Bunch eived a 
minor injury to his eye during the 
arrest and wa treated and released 
from Pikevtlle Hospttal. 

Damron wa charged with two 
counts of fir t degree robbery. first 
degree fleeing and evading. first 
degree DUI, third degree possession 
of a controlled ubstance and illegaJ 
po es ion of a legend drug. She was 
lodged at the Pike County Detention 
Center. 

Pur. uant to KSP policy, Trooper 
Chri Phillip , a two year veteran of 
KSP. will be placed on administrative 
duty while the shooting is being 
inve tigated.

year.

In democracy, 
more is better 

Kentucky Secretary of State Trey Grayson wants 
Kentucky to follow Ohio's lead and adopt "no-excuse" 
absentee voting. 

It would increa. e the number of vote ca t, e pecially in 
lower-profile race . Ohio set a state elections record this 
November with ab entee ballots accounting for J 5 percent 
of the total. That be t Ohio' previous record of 10.6 per­
cent in 2004. The increa~e i. credited to a new Ohio law 
that say~ any qua1ified voter may request an ab entee ballot 
without giving a reason. About 14 percent of Hamilton 
County's voters thi. time voted ab entce. Kentucky law-

maker· hould take up Gray on's early-voting plan. There 
could be negative such a more risk of vote fraud or 
delayed vote count , but those can be overcome. Public 
officials aren't the only one dismayed at chronica1ly low 
voter turnouts. State need to do all they can to make vot­
ing more convenient in an age of instant. electronic com­
munications. 

Healthy democracie. depend on a cititenry energi7ed 
nough to be heard deci ·ively at election time. 
Oregon voters in 1998 did away with precinct voting alto­

gether. Vote By Mail saves the cot of voting machine. and 
staffing the poll . Like a take-home te t from chool. mail­
in ballot give voter more time to study the i ue and can­
didates before choosing. Oregon· system with it nonparti-
an tradition. may not lend it elf to bare-knuckle Kentucky 

politics, but . ome form of "no-fault" ab entee voting could 
boost voter participation here. 

"The biggest advantage is that people would be able to 
schedule when they vote," say Gray on, a Boone County 
Republican who filed on Tue day as a candidate for re-elec­
tion The Secretary of State ha pushed other election 
reforms in the legi lature. including a tailed bill that would 
have prohibited automatic "straight-ticket" voting by party. 

Current KentucRy law requires that voter seeking to vote 
early either "in-hou e" at county clerks' offices or by mail­
in bal1ot must qualify for it by uch reason as advanced 
age, disability. military ervice or attending a chool out ide 
the county. 

Some lawmaker will re i t change for fear of increa ed 
vote fraud. A federal grand jury in October indicted a former 
Bath County Attorney, Donald "Champ" Maze, on charge 
of buying ab cntcc votes in the primary. A "no-excuse" sys­
tem might increase the opportunitie for fraud. Other law­
makers may object that a urge in absentee ballot could 
low reporting of election re ult . Ohio ·s Warren County 

Board of Election. found the crush of ab entee ballot so 
great that they voted late on election night to go home, with 
many uncounted. Hamilton County Board of Election 
avoided that embarrassment by readying absentee ballot in 
advance for scanning on election day and by buying addi­
tional scanner . . 

Kentucky county clerks could help lawmakers craft an 
early-vote plan that' more fraud-proof and less susceptible 
to counting delay . The General A embly will need to fund 
the change, and not just dump an unfunded mandate on 
county clerk .

More and more of us are k.ipping 
the daily newspaper and getting 
information from blogs, web-.ite. , 
and entertainment TV. 

The newspaper • websites are 
more and more popular. but website 
'>Urfer. don't buy subscription • and 
-.o far. adverti er aren't paying near­
ly as much to place ads on newspaper 
web ites as they do for the dead-tree 
edition that's delivered to doorstep .. 
So, a their ad revenue drops, new 
paper are cutting b· ck on the num­
ber of stories written. the breadth of 
coverage they offer, the features they 
include, and much more. 

Some people hear about this and 
'>hrug. Who care~ if newspaper die? 
We can get by without them. But 
here's the rub. Most of the alternative 
source. of news, including blogs and 
websites, rely on newspaper article. 
for information. It'" usuaJly new pa­
per tories that provide ideas for TV 
stations or create the basis for the 
controversy on talk rad1o or the om­
mentary on a blog. It\ often a news­
paper story that inspire~ an angry cit­
iten to dig for tact. that contradict or 

c nfinn a statement from a public 
official. 

In other word .• when you look at 
where local new comes from. it's 
almost a1way the joumali ts at the 
local newspaper who report the tuff 
people are talking about. 

ure. local TV news, radto. and 
other publications al o produce local 
stories, but the number and breadth of 
'itories from other source don't hold 
a candle to '"'hat's generated by news­
paper reporter-.. So, when people tell 
you that the local newspaper IS no 
longer relevant in the Internet age. 
ask them what's going to take it. 
place. Who. if not the new paper 
reporter, is going to report on the 
mayor, the poltce force. the sports 
teams. and. of course, the weather -
all in the arne issue·J Who'!. going to 
write the story that the blogger is 
going to trash? 

That's why newspaper. remain so 
important, even if you think the} 're 
biased. boring. or irresponsible. Most 
of them carry more fair and accurate 
tnformation about local is. ueh than 
you'll find anywhere els . even if 
newspapers are much smaller and 
more entertainment-oriented than 
they once were. 

I mean. imagine if newspapers 
didn ' t exist. Information will become 
more and more fractured. with web­
\ltcs and bloggers keeping track of 
narro\o\ hands of local infornuttion 
that will attract an audience ju. t big 
enough to nag advertt. ers. Your 
average citizen will be able to find 
the information and new. they want.

MIAMI - It's not easy lucking 
for Bobby Petrino. 

The Louisville coach' ob. e. sian 
with scoring touchdowns is so con­
sumtng, Petrmo almost looks defeat­
ed when forced to send the spec1al 
teams out on the field wlten it's nut 
for an cxtra-poim attempt. 

It ·s a look kicker Art Carmody 
has gotten used to over the year .. 
More than a few times during the 
last three seasons, Carmody ha 
heard his coach omewhat angrily 
call for the. field goal umt after the 
high-powered Louisville offense ha. 
failed to reach the end zone. 

Carmody's goal is simple: keep 
Petrino . ati fied, if not exactly 
happy. 

"I try to take every kick like it can 
be the outcome of a game. whether 
it's the first quarter, econd quarter, 
whatever," Carmody said. "You 
never know when you're going to 
need the points." 

Points have never been hard to 
come by for the Cardinals under 
Petrino, and when Carmody has 
been summoned from the sideline, 
rarely has there been anyone in 
school history a automatic. 

The kid who was simply happy to 
be on scholar hip three years ago 
has evolved into one of the nation'o;; 

best. Carn1ody won the Lou Groza 
Award a-; the country's best kicker 
this season after making 20-of-23 
field goals and all 57 of his extra 
points for No. 5 Louisville ( 11-1 ). 
who plays No. 15 Wake Forest ( 11-
2) in the Orange Bowl on Jan. 2. 

The irony is that Carmody won 
the award while forsaking one 
dream for another. The Cardinals 
have been so good over the last three 
year Carmody ha never been 
called on to win the game with one 
swmg of hi left leg. 

Ask Carmody if any one kick 
stands our. and he point to a 35-
yard kick midway through the fourth 
quarter against Cincinnati on Oct. 14 
that gave the Cardinals a 13-point 
lead in a game in which they would 
hold on to win 23-17. 

Not exactly the kind of dramatic, 
fist-pumping. storm the field 
moment that gets you noticed. Then 
again. Carmody knows there are 
wor e problem than playing on a 
team so dommant late-game heroics 
are unnece sary. 

And to be honest, all of thi · - the 
Groza Award, the first-learn All Big 
East honors, the Orange Bowl berth 
- are JU. t a bonus for player who 
simply hoped to make the team as a 
walk-on in 2003. 

"When I first got up here. 1 never 
envisioned all this," Carmody rud. 
"I knew they had a good football 

team. Just to be on the team and to 
be a part of it i · all I wanted." 

It almost didn't happen. A-. a rule, 
Petrino doesn't give . cholarships to 
kickers, instead putting them 
through a yearlong weeding out 
process to see who can deliver when 
the light:. come on. 

Getting the scholarship turned 
out to be the easy part tor Carmody, 
who earned it in camp the summer 
before his freshman year in 2004. 
But the second Carmody won the 
starting job, the focus that helped 
him earn Petrino's tru t vanished. 

"That week after we put him on 
scholarship. I think he mis. ed every­
thing,'' Petrino said. "I was like 
'Tony. what did we ju t do?'" 

It was a mystery to Carmody too. 
"The upnght!t looked really nar­

row." he said. "Everything looked 
like a 50-yard field goal. I wa strug­
gling to get the ball through." 

Carmody battled through the 
. lump after hearing over and over 
from coache and teammates to take 
it one step at a time. One miss didn't 
mean he would lose his cholarshtp, 
and one make didn't mean he could 
stop working. 

"With kicking. you're going to 
have days like that where you're 
kicking the ball great and all of a 
sudden you might mis!> one or two 
and your swing feels a little off," 
Carmody said. "But r learned you 
can't get too lugh with the highs and 
too low with the lows." 

There have been few lows for 
Cannady over the years, thanks in 
part to friend and wide receiver 
Harry Douglas. whose good hands 
helped him earn the holding job and 
who e work ethic has let him keep it. 
Even a. he's developed into one of 
the Big East's top receivers, Douglas 
hasn't forgotten how he first got on 
the field. He's spent counde days 
during the offseason working with 
Carmody 

"It's great because he takes it 
seriotl ," Carmody said. "We have a 
good relationship if he needs to get 
on me or I need to get on him for 
certain things.'' 

Having Douglas back there adds 
a certain unknown element to 
Louisville's kicldng game, though 
adly Petrino's wide-open play book 

doe ·n't have a chapter that a ks for 
Dougla to run the ball. 

''That's Artie's time to shine," 
Douglas said. 

A junior, Carmody has no delu­
sions of kipping hi enior year to 
head to the pros. Only one kicker in 
NCAA history has won the Groza 
Award twice. Florida State' 
Sebastian Janikowski did it in 1998 
and 1999, and the way the Cardinals 
have been playing the last three 
years. he knows he won't lack 
opportunities to do tus thing. 

"You can never get complacent." 
Carmody said. "You've got to just 
get the ball through the upright and 
keep everybody happy, especially 
coach."

The players' union can ask for a new hearing 
before the full 9th Circuit or appeal the panel's 
ruling to the U.S. Supreme Court. 

The information, which an appeals court 
granted to authorities Wednesday, could help the 
government pinpoint the source of steroids in 
baseball and also bolster the perjury cru e against 
Barry Bonds, who is under investigation for 
telling a grand jury he never knowingly used per­
formance-enhancing drugs.

The players' union sued to keep the govern­
ment from acce sing the records. saying the 
seizures violated the players· con. titutional 
rights. 

The union's general counsel, Michael Weiner, 
declined to immediately comment, saying he 
wanted to fir t review the decision. 

Separately. the court also ruled that "the gov­
ernment's seizure were rea onable under the 
Fourth Amendment" and . ent the ca e back to

Appeals gave investigators access to data from 
confidential drug rest by Major League Baseball 
in 2003. 

Quest Diagnostics of Teterboro, N.J., one of 
the largest drug-te ting flrms in the nation, ana­
lyzed more than 1,400 urine . amples from play­
ers that season. Comprehen ·ive Drug Testing of 
Long Beach. Calif., coorclinated the coUection of 
specimens and compiled the data.

sition in the AFC wlld card race. 
Now, they need a lot of help to reach 
the playoff:-.. 

"I would have bet my life saving 
that we would have made that one," 
receiver T.J. Houshmandzadch said. 
"lt isju t a microcosm of our season." 

One that could very easily end on 
Sunday. 

To keep playing, the Bengals (8-7) 

have to beat Pittsburgh at Paul Brown 
Stadium. The gan1e will have o;pecial 
signiticance for the defending Super 
Row) champion Steelers. given that 
coach Bill Cowher is mulling retire­
ment. 

A victory wouldn't get Cincinnati 
into the playoffs by itself. 

The Bengals have fallen a game 
behind Denver (9-6) and the New 
York Jets (9-6) for the wild card 
benhs. In order to Cincinnati to move 
ahead, the Jets would have to lose 
Sunday at home to Oakland, which is 
tied with Detroit for the NFL's worst 
record at 2-13 and hasn't won on the 
road all season. 

The other way in: Denver loses at 
home to San Francisco (6-lJ), and 
Kansas City (8-7) beats Jacksonville 
(8-7), giving the Bengals a wild card 
berth by virtue of the tiebreakers. 

That's a lot to ask. 
The Bengals can blame them­

selves for their predicament. 
They won the AFC North chumpi-

onship last season because they 
played well consistently. They didn't 
lose consecutive regular--;eason 
games until the last week. when they 
rested the1r starters for most of a los.; 
at Kansas City left them 11-5. 

Th1s year. they're a team of 
extreme .. 

They opened 3-0, branding them­
selves as a force. 111cn. they drop!)Cd 
five of six and were on the verge of 
imploding. Star players questioned 
the play calling and teammates· 
toughness. 

They regrouped during the most 
favorable stretch of their chedule. 
beating New Orlean. , Cleveland. 
Baltimore and Oakland to get back 
into contention and move to the front 
of the pack of wild card contenders. 

With a chance to clinch a playoff 
spot, they've played two of their 
worst games back-to-back a 34-16 
loss in Indianapolis, followed by the 
stunmng defeat in Denver. rn both 
games, they let the pressure get to 

them. 
"You cmmot come nut ten'e and 

tight. and we need to get away from 
that." Lewis !->aid. 

Their biggest 'taro; have made the 
biggc\t blunders. 

Carson Palmer has played his 
worst baek-to-back games nf the sea­
son, throwing for a comhincd 3R5 
yards with six ~acks. two touchdowns 
and two interceptions.

tone for the game. 

Palmer later overthrew Chad 
Johnson and Chlis Henry after they'd 
beaten delcndcrs downfield.

Palmer said.

Rich Braham retiring after 13th season NFL GAMES ON TAP

CINCINNATI - Center Rich 
Braham will retire after the Cincinnati 
Bengals' final regular season game 
Sunday. ending a career that spanned 
13 seasons and had him snapping to 
six starting quarterbacks. 

Braham, 36, has the longest tenure 
of any current Ben gals player. He has­
n't played since suffering a knee 
injury during the second game of the 
season. 

He is not expected to play Sunday 
when the Ben gals (8-7) finish their 
regular season against Piw burgh. 
Coach Marvin Lewi. said Braham 
will be honored on the field before the 
game. 

"It gets to a point: Do you want to 
walk someday?" Braham said 
Wednesday. "You can play with one 
oad knee. This injury, it's going to be 
tough to come back from. It's ome-

thing the doctors couldn't tell if it' 
going to heaJ in a week or a year. So 
what do you do? 

''If it's your time, it's your time." 
Braham is one of only six players 

with at least 13 seasons in Cincinnati. 
He was a walk-on at We~t Virginia, 
where he developed into a starting left 
tackle, and was taken in the third 
round by AJizona in 1994 The 
Bengals claimed him off waivers dur­
ing his rookie season, and he ha 
played the rest of his career in 
Cincinnati. 

Braham moved from left guard to 
center m 1999, when the Bengal 
were in the proce s of switching quar­
terbacks from Jeff Blake to first­
round draft pick Akili Smith. Braham 
snapped the ball to six starting quar­
terbacks in hi . even seasons a a cen­
ter. and helped Car. on PaJmer devel­
op into one of the NFL's top passers 
last season. 

"Defenses can't confu e Car. on 

because they couldn't confu. e Richie, 
point-blank,'' Pro Bowl right tackle 
Willie Anderson said. "He's a guy 
that's held his team togeU1er for a long 
time. I think his value to this team ha-; 
been long underrated." 

Since Braham moved to center in 
1999, the Bengals have used Blake, 
Smith, Scott Mitchell, Jon Kitna, Gu. 
Frerone and Palmer as their starting 
quarterbacks. 

Braham also is known for his 
toughness. Outing h1s career, he h:t 
played with a broken toe, torn knee 
canilage, a herniated disc in hi. neck. 
a balky elbow and various knee 
injurie that required surgery. He had 
two operations on hi right knee in 
2000, but played m nine games 
despite the pain and limitations. 

"He's been kind of like (Mike) 
Webster was." offensive line coach 
Paul Alexander said. referring to the 
center on Pittsburgh's championship 
teams. "He was the toughest guy on 

th\: field, seuing d1e huddle, breaking 
the huddle and leadmg us to the line 
of scrimmage. He's a great inspira­
tion." 

Braham privately told sc' era! 
player last week that he had decided 
to retire after the linal game. The club 
announceu hi' decision on 
Wedne. day. 

Lewi<> has tried to keep the severi­
ty of Bmham 's knee injury :ecrct, 
describing it only a-; a deep bruise. 
Brah~m revealed on Wedne~day that 
it was more enous. 

Braham said pan of the wp of his 
tibia - the bigger of the bones thm 
make up the lower leg- broke off and 
slid down, causing bleeding and 
bruising below the knee. Braham \:tid 
the p1cce of bone wus crushed.
