Still not ready to 
make nice over 

Confederate flag

Every Kentucky high school bas­
ketball game begins with a meeting of 
the team ~ptaiWi and coaches at center 

g ~ffl'o durjng whj~ a referee reads a 
sflb'rlsmaqship warrung car.d. OVes: the 
last five ~ar.$ I h~~e)\~:gd U..U.~ }Varn­

ing at every game played by the team I 
coach for the David School. The 
sportsmanship card simply reads that 
there will be no launling <.luring lhe 
games and that there will be no warn­
ing as to the con equcnces of taunting. 

I recently read in the Lexington 
Herald-Leader that my attempt to can­
cel this year'$ game against Allen 
Central led to a "furor." It did. Why did 
I do jt? The various press accounts 
indicate there is confusion about my 
reasoning. I write to explain the events 
that led to the decision that I still 
believe was correct. 

So that there is no misunderstand­
ing. my recommendation to my team 
and my attempts to cancel the game 
were based upon my belief that <lis­
playing a Confederate flag constitutes 
a fonn of taunting. I believe this is 
especially true when one of the teams 
involved in the game is racially mixed. 

I am not alone in this view. In 2000, 
the NCAA stated that the presence of 
the Confederate flag at sporting events 
creared an "intolerable environment" 
and i sued economic sanctions against 
the state of South Carolina for their 
continued use of the Confederate flag 

above their State Capitol. In an inter­
esting side note, the NCAA press 
release announcing this position was 
issued by Charles Wethington, fanner 
president of the University of 
Kentucky. 

In reflecting on the tumultuous 
events that have surrounded the contro­
versy, I believe there are several mis­
conceptions that need to be addressed. 
First, I have been criticized for sched­
uling game against Allen Centralm the 
first place; len owing of their past use of 
tbe Confeaerate flag. I also obviously 
knew tha~'I had the only racially mixed 
team in Floyd County. 

Several events occurred during 
December 2006, after the game was 
scheduled, that led to my decision. 
During this time I read with great con­
cern press accounts of the response of 
certain Allen Central officials and stu­
dents when Floyd County school board 
member Mickey McGuire publicly 
challenged the use of the Confederate 
flag at Allen Central sporting events. 
The defiant response by those associat­
ed with the school generated national 
news coverage prior to the David 
School becoming embroiled in the con­
troversy. 

During this same time period, Rev. 
Lewis Coleman, of Louisville, traveled 
to Floyd County to publicly criticize 
AUen Central's use of the Confederate 
flag. From reading his comments, he 
appeared to be given the incorrect 
impression that people within Floyd 
County were not conflicted by the use 
of the Confederate flag at Allen 
Central. Make no mistake about it, 
there are people within our county who 
strongly support the Confederate sym­
bol, and plenty of folks like me within 
the county who frnd it to be offensive. 

Also, duiing the same time period. 
we played a game in which we lost b~ 
a very large margjn. While the players 
and school officials with the opposin~ 
team displayed great sportsmanshijtfl 
ttrroughout this mismatch, I was con­
cerned that a handful of fans may have 
taunted my players during the later 
stages of the game. 

At our next practice, I <liscussed my 
concerns about the recent incident with 
the players. As the coach of a team that 
often loses grunes by large margins, J 
am especially sensitive to taunt5ng. 
During the team discussion, l 
expressed my strong concerns to my 
team about the recent comments those 
at Allen Central had made over the flag 
controversy. We specifically di~usse 
the fact that one of our former player~· 
had actually participated in displaying 
a large Confederate flag near the. oppo­
nent's bench at a game at Allen Central 
last season. 

As the conversation continued, l 
recommended to my team that we can­
cel the game against Allen Central. 
They all agreed. The conversation 
immediately turned to their desire tc 
play a game against another Floyd 
County team. I then advised the team 
that I would try to contact South Floyd 
and schedule a game there. We agreed 
we would cancel the game against 
Allen Central due to my concerns 
about the atmosphere. I held up makin 
the final deci ion to cancel the game 
until I had the opportunity to <liscuss it 
with the principal of the David School 
I advised her of our tentative decision 
and I further advised her that I would 
attempt to contact officials at Allen 
Central about ·omehow avoiding the

Wall will cost 
more lives 

There is a section of roadway two­
and-a-half miles long, from the inter­
section of the Mountain Parkway and 
U.S. 23 to the intersection of Route 80 
and U.S. 23. This two-and-a-half-mile 
stretch of roadway has seen death 
after death to our families, especially 
since 2001. when the commonwealth 
put down what has been referred to as 
experimental blacktoppmg that has 
created hydroplanjng and black ice. 

Town Branch Road, Bull Creek 
Trade Center, Skeans Marathon and 
many other busines es are along this 
two-and-a-half-mile stretch of road, 
which is a death trap with this faulty 
blacktop, no red light, and 60-to-70 
mile an hour traffic through a business 
aref!. 

The wall shows a strong will from 
the commonwealth to do something 
about this problem. In fact, this wall 
will cause U-turns in the middle of a 
four-lane highway that will cause 
more death. Approximately 30 house­
holds and their friends, neighbors. etc. 
will to do U-turns to get to their 
homes. Fire trucks, ambulance ser­
vices, etc. will be affected. 

What I believe would be a good 
proposal at this time would be to let 
the political leaders of our govern­
ment take a better look at this two­
and-a-half-mile section of road, and 
just maybe they will come up with a 
better decision that will satisfy all 
concerns. Together, we are all win­
ners. 

On a personal basis, I have never 
put any political ·influence on this 
road, except to ask for a red light at 
the mouth of Town Branch Road after

a whole family was killed there. 
I have received many busine 

offers during the past two year , one 
from Holiday Express to build a $4. 
million motel, another from Toyota 
and recently from Pilot Air Freight 
Company. 

Personally, I would not lift one fin­
ger to influence the decision on the 
wall. The decision must come from 
our government leaders and the com­
monwealth to save lives.

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tentative decision to cancel the 
game. 1 lefl repeated messages 
with the Allen Central athletic 
director. To date. I have never 
had a single phone caJI returned 
from the Allen Central athletic 
director. 

Instead, I have read various 
quote ' from the Allen Central 
athJetic director tn which he 
defended the use of the 
Confederate flag, and went so 
far as to defend the usc of the 
word "colored" in referring to 
black people. I per onally view 
the use of the word "colored" to 
be reminiscent of the awful 
days of "separate but equal," 
when the word was used to des­
ignate separate but not equal 
bathrooms, water fountain and 
other public facilities. 

After not hearing back from 
• anyone from Allen Central, I 

simultaneously scheduled a 
game at the South Floyd gym 
and notified AUen Central that 
we were canceling the game 
based on my belief that their 
use of the Confederate flag vio­
lated the taunting rule. We 
eventually played Rivers1de 
Christian at South Floyd High 
School on Jan. 26. 

A few days later, 1n an inter­
view with the Associated Press. 
1 allowed the use of the word 
"boycott'' to become associated 
with the decision to cancel the 
game. In fact, when I discussed 

• the matter with my players, I 
don't believe t.he word "boy­
cott" was ever used. As a 
lf:lwyer, I should have been 
more careful in choosing my 
words. I am still unsure if a 
decision by one team to cancel 
a game constitutes a boycott or 
not, but it is clear to me that the 
usc of the word "boycott'' con­
tributed to the publicity. A 
"furor" did erupt. 

What I have found most dis­
tressing about the pub1icity 
concerning the decision to can 
eel the game is the pattern of 

-.mismfonnation that has been 
engaged in by some, but not aU, 
of the officials at Allen Central 
High School. The most mis­
leading misinformation has to 
do with whether or not 
Confederate flags arc in fact 
waved at Allen Central games. 
On several occasions, I have 
had to convince skeptical mem­
bers of the media and others 
that such flag waving actually 

occurs. My response for any­
one who has any doubts i to go 
to the WYMT news website 
and look at the video footage 
that WYMT captured at a past 
Allen Central gan1e. The news 
footage m question aired on 
WYMT on the 6 o'clock edi­
tion of the Feb. 8 news. It con­
ftrms the fact that a very large 
Confederate flag is clearly visi­
bly di~played at Allen Central 
High School basketball gan1es. 

Much of the misinfonnation 
can also be traced to the Sons 
of Confederate Veterans, who 
have explmted this controversy 
to promote their obsession with 
the Confederate flag. They 
have been in continuous c·on­
tact with the media. What has 
not been reported is their 
bizarre political agenda. This 
agenda includes not only their 
continuous promotion of the 
Confederate flag, but their curi­
ous view of history which 
includes portraying Abraham 
Lincoln as orne type of war 
criminal. Recently, one of their 
leaders spoke in opposition to a 
commemoration of President 
Lincoln at a V1rginia legislative 
hearing, by declaring that 
Lincoln had attempted to "lay 
waste" to the state of Virginia. 

There was also an erroneous 
report on WSAZ television that 
either myself or my wife and 
assistant coach, Janet Stumbo, 
claimed that racial slurs caused 
the attempted cancellation of 
the game. We never heard any 
lues, racial or otherwise. We 

did ce the Confederate flag. 
The reality of the David 

School basketball team i that 
we are not as big and fast as 
other teams. There are approxi­
mately 35 students who attend 
the Davtd School, of which 25 
percent arc the basketball team. 
We have never won a var ity 
gan1c. However, I don't believe 
there is a coach in Kentucky 
who is prouder of his team than 
I am. While my players are 
often on the wrong side of lop­
sided scores, I am proud of 
thetr dedication. and the fact 
that no team tries harder than 
the David School players. 

The David School is a won­
derful school and has helped 
countle!)s tudonts in thi 
region. It is a tuition-free 
school. Many, but not ali, of the 
students arc from low-income 

families. One of the reasons I 
have dedicated my time. money 
and efforts to the David School 
i imply to repay them the 
invaluable education my mid­
dle daughter received at the 
David School, which in my 
opinion helped her to achieve 
the academic succes she is cur­
rently experiencing at Hollins 
University. My other reason for 
coa hing and funding lhe David 
School team is that I simply 
enjoy being with the players 
and I hope I can make a positive 

contribution to the future of 
the ·e fine young men. The 
greatest threat to our basketball 
program at the David School is 
the presence of taunting, which 
can discourage players in a way 
losing games does not The vast 
majority of tea.mS we play do 
not engage in taunting and gen­
erally display outstanding 
sportsmanship. A shining exam­
ple is our last regular cason 
game against Pikeville High 
School, in which Pikeville 
defeated us by the score of 98-

46. With approximately a 
minute to go, PikevilJe had the 
opportunity to score 100 points. 
Instead. the Pikeville players 
merely held the ball . After the 
game, I congratulated Coach 
Bart Williams and their players 
for outstanding portsmanship. 
As I left the game, I thought 
about what a valuable lesson in 
sportsmanship and discipline 
the Pikeville players had exhib­
ited not only for theiD!ielves and 
their fans, but for our team as 
well.

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Democratic gubernatorial candidates split on cigarette tax

LEXINGTON 
Candidates seeking the 

'mocratic nomination for 
governor in May's primary 
election were split Monday 
night on whether the state 
should impose steeper I axes on 
cigarcltes. 

The cigarette tax issue was 
on a short list of areas in which 
the candidates- appearing on 
a statewide stage - had wide­
ly different positions. 
Candidates. however, found 
more agreement on whether 
Kentucky should allow casi­
no-style gambling to raise 
state government revenues. 

Only Otis Hensley Jr., a 
ernolition contractor from 

Wallins Creek in Harlan 
County. said he opposed both 
raising the cigarette tax. and 
allowing casino gambling in 
Kentucky. 

"We pay enough taxes and 
we ought to back off and leave 
the smokers alone," Hensley 
said. 

The two-hour debate on 
Kentucky Educational 
Television marked the first 
opportunity for all seven can­
didates involved in the May 22 
Democratic primary election 

appear together on live tele­
vi ion. 

Other candidates arc former 
Lt. Govs. Steve Beshear and 
Steve Henry, Lexington, attor­
ney Gatewood Galbraith, 
Louisville businessman Bruce 
Lunsford, state Treasurer 
Jonathan Miller and House 
Speaker Jody Richards. 

The nominee would head to 
the November general elec­
tion, one of three governor's 
races in the country this year.

"I will consider it," be said. 
During Monday's debate, 

candidates took some mild 
verbal jabs at their fellow 
Democratic opponents but did 
not seem to get personal. 

The governor's adrninistra 
tion was embroiled in a 
lengthy investigation into his 
administration's hiring prac­
tices. Fletcher, who cam­
paigned in 2003 on a promise 
to "clean up the mess" in state 

government, pardoned rus 
entire administration before 
being indicted on three misde­
meanors stemming from the 
probe. Charges against 
Fletcher, who maintained it 
was a "political witch hunt," 
were eventually dropped in a 
deal with prosecutors. 

"You've a choice here," ·' 
Miller said. "You can have the 
six-pack of Fletcher light, or ' 
you can have Miller genuine.''

Richard said as governor 
he would support leaving the 
gambling issue to Kentucky 
voters. Galbraith, Henry and 
Lunsford also said they sup­
ported gan1bling in Kentucky. 

Galbraith said be wants the 
state to own the casinos, rather 
than license them. 

Miller said his first priority 
would be for the stale to allow 
expanded gambling, but his 
econd priority would be to 

"put everything on the table" 
for discussion. 

"Certainly the cigarette tax 
would be on the table," Miller 
said. 

Similarly, Beshear said he 
supports legalized casino gam­
bling - a prospect he thought 
could bring in about $500 mil­
lion per year. With that in 
place, the state would not need 
to rai e other taxes, he said. 

"We're not going to need 
any more revenue from the 
cigarette tax or anything else," 
he said.

Kentucky's wild turkey 
population growth may have 
outpaced the hunter experti ·e 
necessary to take best advan­
tage of today's hunting oppor­
tunitie . 

The statewide spring gob­
bler hunt runs from April 14 to 
May 6. An estimated 115,000 
hunters were expected to take 
to the woods and field of 
Kenntcky in pursuit of tom 
turkeys from among an esti­
mated population of som 
210,000 birds. according to the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Because the state's gener­
ous turkey population is sti II a 
relatively new development, 
built largely with trap/reloca­
tion/release efforts that taned 
only about 30 years ago, the 
information pool of turkey 
hunting is till a little shallow 
for some sportsmen and 
women. Newcomers to turkey 
hunting are corning into the 
pursuit every year, so the skills 

arc a work in progress. 
Here is a collection or lip -

how-to gleaned from longtime 
hunters. wildlife biologists and 
the National Wild Turkey 
Federauon - that could help 
new hunters and veterans, too. 

n Li. ten carefully around 
first dayhght or whenever you 
hum to hear gobbling. Get as 
good a fix as possible on a 
talking tom. then try to move 
quickly to get within 100 yards 
(but no closer) before setting 
up. Try to move too close and 
the gohbler will be wise to a 
bogus and thrcatemng situa­
tion before you can even begin 
to coax him in your direction. 
Don't start your day by alert­
ing the game to your human 
presence. 

n Learn to u e and carry 
multiple calls to make "hen 
talk" on a hunt. Different gob­
blers and different moodo. may 
react differently, if at all, to a 
variety of calls. lf one type 
isn't working, try to vary the 
presentation with different 
tones. Try mouth diaphragms. 
. late and/or glass calls, box 

calls and push-button yelp . 
Mix the provocations until one 
type of call trigger~ a vocal 
response from a gobbler. 

n Call enough to capture a 
gobbler's attention and valida­
tion. then back off. If a tom 
turkey gobbles at your hen 
call. he's acknowledging it, 
showing interest and may be 
headed your way. If you con­
tinue to call, it may provoke 
more gobbles - but the bird 
may cease to advance, stop­
ping mstead to stntt. Or more 
calling, especially imperfect 
calling. could by repetition 
alert the gobbler that some­
thing ounds fishy.

My First Train Ride 
By Ralph Hall 

It is the big day! So we get up early and put on 
our best clothes. We are getting ready for the 
biggest day of my young six years of living. 
Mother dressed little Mutt up and he was the best 
looking little boy in the whole valley. It is the day 
l have talked about, thought about, dreamed 
about, and waited for, all the days of my life. 
When we were aU dressed up Daddy said, "Ok, 
it's time to go if we want to catch the train." Jam 
going to ride the train today. I am going to get on 
the good old train and ride it down to the town of 
Martin. 

I ran down through the yard out the gale into 
the dusty road and the little bank that leads up to 
the tracks. I ran down the tracks with Daddy hol­
lering to the top of his voice, "RALPH!

FALL AND GET HURT!" I paid no atten­
tion, though. 1 had train ride on my mind. 
So down the tracks I went toward the sta­
tion platfonn to wait for the train.

After awhile the train came slowly 

had never been lhrough a tunnel before. it was all 
new to me. Onc:e through. the conductor called 
again. "We are going to slop at Clear Creek 
Junclion to take on water.'' A large water tank 
stood on top of a cement platform so the train 
stopped for water here. The water was uc;ed to be 
converted to team which cau ed the train to run. 
Both coal and water were needed to keep the !rain 
running. Once the !rain took on water, we pa seJ 
by villages called Boyd. Gayheart, and Spewing 
Camp. The next stop would be McDowell. We 
didn'l ee too many houses going down the rail­
road w Manin. not too many people lived beside 
the tracks in 1942. Most of the people lived in the 
coal camps, like Weeksbury, Wheelwright and 
Drift. 

l didn't talk too much on the way 10 Manin, 

carrying Mutt. Daddy with the two bags of 
clothes and me wilh my holster on my side 
pulling the gun in and out of the hobter, hooting 
at everything that moved. Daddy said, "Ralph. if 
you don't put that gun in the holster and Leave it 
there I will break if'. So I put it up real fast not 
taking il out again on the ride home. Mother said 
she was hungry so we stopped at a small place 
that sold hot dogs and burgers. Daddy ordered for 
us. He said. ··Four burgers. two cups of coffee 
and milk for the baby. Whal do you want to drink, 
Ralph."" he a~ked. "A big old root beer."' I 
answered. We all enjoyed our lunch. Mutt didn't 
eat too much of his burger. him being a baby and 
all but he sure drank all his milk.

We saw 
the tram as it moved into the tation for our 
trip back up Left Beaver. We walked out to 
the loading platfonn waiting to board the 
train for home. The conductor tepped down 
on 1he platform and said. "Everyone going 
up Left Beaver load here." I didn't care if I 
:sat by the window or not on my way home, 
but Daddy said, ··Get in there boy. by the 
window." 1 just had my mind on the cap 
buster.
