State files suit 
against Marathon 
for price gouging

price gougmg laws in lhe 
aftermath of hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita in 2005. 

Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo claims Marathon 
overcharged Kentucky resi­
dents $86 miUion and that 
Speedway and 
SuperAmerica stores over­
charged an additional $3 
million. 

"The worst thing about 
the massive overcharging 
for gasoline 1s that it took 
place during a grave nation­
al emergency." Stumbo said 
m a statement. 

Angeha Graves, a 
spokeswoman for 
Marathon. Kentucky's 
largest wholesale supplier 
of gasoline, said the compa­
ny did nothing wrong.

Graves said Marathon 
officials had "some prelim­
inary di cussions" with the 
attorney general's offic in 
January, bm none of the 
investigators had contacted 
the company since.

OxyContin maker and executives 
lead guilty to misleading public

ROA OKE. Va. - The 
maker of Lhc po\\ crful 
painkiller OxyComin and 
three of ils current and former 
executives pleaded guilty 
Thursday to miskading the 
public ahout the drug's risk of 
addiction. a federal prosecutor 
and the company said. 

Purdue Pharma L.P.. its 
president. top lawyer and for­
mer chief medical officer will 
pay $634.5 million in fines for 
~!aiming the drug wa..<; Jess 
a<1dictive and less subject to 
abuse than other pain medica­
tions, U.S Attorney John 
Brownlee said in a news 
release. 

The plea agreement comes 
two days after the Stamford, 
Conn.-based company agreed 
to pay $19.5 million tlt 26 
~tates and the District of 
Columbia to "ettle complaints 
that it encouraged physicians 
to overprescrihe OxyContin. 

"With its OxyContin, 
Purdue unleashed a highly 
~lhusah1c. addictive, aud poten­
tially dangerous drug on an 
unsuspecting and unknowing 
public,'' Brownlee said. "For 
these mi representations and 
crimes. Purdue and iL'l execu­
tives have been brought to jus­
lice." 

Purdue leamed from focus 
groups with physicians in 
1995 that they were worded 
about the abuse potential of 
OxyCmitin. The company U1en 
g:a\'e false informalion to il:l 
soles representatives that the 
drug had less potential for 
addiction and abuse than other 
painkillers, the U.S. attorney 
~aid. 

Purdue Pharma said it 
accepted responsibility for its 
employees· aclions. 

.. During the past six years, 
we have implemented clianges 
Lo our internal training. com­
pliance and monitoring sys­
tems 1hat seek to assure that 
similar events do not occur 

again," the company said in a 
news release. 

OxyContin, a trade name 
for oxycodone, is a time­
release painkiller that can be 
highly addictive. Designed to 
be swallowed whole and 
digested over 12 hours, the 
pills can produce a heroin-like 
high if crushed and then swal­
lowed. snorted or injected. 

From 1996 to 2001, the 
number of oxycodone-related 
deaths nationwide increased 
400 percent while the annual 
number of OxyContin pre­
scriptions increased nearly 20-
foJd, according to a report by 
the U.S. Drug Enforcement 
Administration. In 2002, the 
DEA said the drug caused 146 
deaths and contributed to 
another 318.

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Environmental groups ask U.N. to oppose Appalachian coal mining

The groups from Tenne see, 
Wesl Virginia and Kentucky 
asked the U.N. Commission on 
Sustainable Development, 
which is holding its annual es­
·ion tluough Saturday, to shun 
coal in favor of policies pro­
moting renewable energy and 
cuts in fossil fuel consumption. 

The delegation told 
reporters outside the U.N. that 
coal extraction has destroyed 

more than a mi ilion acres of 
forests, 500 mountams and 
1 ,000 miles of streams in 
recent years in the 
Appalachians. 

"We need the help of the 
U.N. to expose and bring an 
end to coal mining abuses," 
said Larry Gibson, a board 
member of the Ohio Valley 
Environmental Coalition in 
Huntington, W.Va. 

Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association, 
said the group was exaggerat­
ing the environmental effects 
of coal mining. 

"We're helping to develop 
the region," he said. ''They're 
just a very emotional, anti­
business group .... Taking their 
case to the United Nations, I 
think, is extremely inappropri­
ate." 

Ann League, vice president 
of Save Our Cumberland 
Mountains of Lake City, Tenn., 
said the groups were appealing 
to the U.N. because federal and 
local governments had failed 
to address the problem. 

Some group members wore 
orange shirts they said repre­
sented water stained by coal 
mining.

Commonwealth said she 
recently discovered l.hal her 3-
year-old daughter's bathwater 
has high levels of arsenic that 
had leached into local· supplies 
from mining operations.

Most teams want Car Of Tomorrow in 2008

CONCORD, N.C. - Despite com­
plaints about the Car of Tomorrow, 
most teams want NASCAR to use the 
car exclusively in 2008. 

The COT is being phased into com­
petition. with 16 races scheduled this 
season. Although the original plan was 
to use it exclusively in 2009. 
NASCAR will move it up a year if 
teams are on board. 

Based on feedback he's received 
after four COT race , Nextel Cup 
director John Darby said teams are 
leaning that way. 

"NASCAR has not been out in the 
garage promoting or soliciting the 
acceleration of 2008, but what we do 
have is a large group- and large is a 
very fair lahel - of organi7ations and 
owners that have come to us and said 
Let's put it all in,' " Darby said 

Tuesday. "There's a lot of it And 

although we've heard from a majority 
of the team owners, we arc not com­
plete in that process." 

NASCAR is expected to decide 
over the next few month whether to 
move up full tmplantation of the car it 
des1gned. A seven-year project, the 
COT is a afer car that is also sup­
posed to cut costs and foster better rac­
ing. 

Many driver have been critical of 
its handling and difficulty to drive. and 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. aid the car needs 
many adju tments before he'11 be 
happy with it. 

But in the same breath, NASCAR's 
biggest star said he wants to be in the 
COT full-time becau e flipping back 
and forth between the old car and the 
new one is taxing. 

"I don't like doing two different 
cars - it's one or the other." he said. 
"I'd go full-time to the COT right now. 
Why not? We're all struggling with it. 
We might as well get all the time we 

can with it week in and week out, even 
if it drives us all crazy." 

Darby acknowledged that teams 
prefer the old cars, and are pushing for 
the COT mainly to simplify their opcr- · 
ations. 

"lt' not because everybody is in 
love with the car, but everybody 
knows they hate working on two of 
l11em;· Darby said. "It's expensive. f(o;; 
extremely confu ing. It's hard for 
NASCAR, our inspection group. to 
switeh back and forth and try to stay 
focused on which rule book we are 
using for what week. 

'•J think almost everyone want<; the 
COT all-in so we can move on.'' 

There's one major issue with 
peeding up implantation, though. The 

COT i n't scheduled to race on 1.5-
mile tracks until 2009, and teams will 
have zero data on those tracks if its 
moved up to next season. 

So even though Hendrick 
Motorsports has won all four COT 

race this season, Jeff Gordon isn' t 
positive he supports moving up the 
implantation date. 

"Without being on a mile-and-a­
half track, I don't see how we can just 
go completely forward with it," 
Gordon :,aid. ''I'm pretty optimistic 
about the way things are going right 
now. Obviously we're running good 
with it. But! still think there are things 
that need to evolve with this car that 
are not Lhere yet." 

NASCAR could have mandated 
the COT be used in next week's 
Nextel Challenge, an invitation-only 
all-. tar event that doesn't count in the 
season standings. But drivers were 
mixed on its inclusion in the event. 

Gordon and teammate Jimmie 
Johnson support using it m the $1 mil­
lion event, but Earnhardt was 
adamantly against it. 

"That's a terrible idea, actually," he 
llld. "That's a lot of money and [ 

don't want the Car of Tomorrow to 

throw a monkey wrench in there." 
Toyota officials are calling the 

loude t for the COT in 2008 becau 
focu ing on only one program could 
alleviate many of the struggles the 
manufacturer i experiencing. It 
teams are struggling to make races thi · 
season, Toyota's ftr t in the Nextel 
Cup Series. 

"I am I 00 percent for it," said 
Michael Waltrip. who is running a

GREENSBORO, 
N.C. - NASCAR driver 
Scott Wimmer has filed 
a law uit against former 
employer Bill Davis 
Racing, ask.ing for $I .2 
million in unpaid salary 
for the 2006 eason.

"1 know Rick, I know hi passion 
for winning and I know he's going to 
do whatever it take , " said rival car 
owner Ray Evernham, who won three 
champion hips as a Hendrick crew 
chief. 

"Right now they are just pounding 
everybody. More power to htm. He: 
worked for it and I don't see it letting 
up anytime soon." 

The Car of Tomorrow wa sup­
posed to be NASCAR' great equal­
izer, the one variable that would close 
the gap between the elite team and

Question: My children get 
poison ivy every spring and 
summer. l have never got­

ten , don't know much about it. 
I ~orry that 1 w1ll get it from my kids 

or am I immune since I have never 
ten it. What do you think? 

A nswer: Only about 15 per­
cent of adults in the United 
States do NOT have an 

allergy to poison ivy or the other 
members of the Rhus plant family. 
PSison ivy's close kin in this notori­
ous plant family are poison oak and 
poison sumac. Generally if you are 
allergic to one of these plants, you are 
allergic to all of them. Also, just 

becau e you've never had an allergic 
reaction to one of these plants doesn't 
mean you're immune for life. You 
can develop an allergy at any time. 

The Rhus plants are delicate and 
easily damaged by simply bru hing up 
against a leaf or stem. When such an 
injury to a plant occurs, a sub tance 
called urushiol oil leaks out. It is this 
oil that causes the allergic reaction. 

While these plants are delicate, the 
oil is quite the opposite. It's very 
hearty and can survive away from the 
plant for several years. The oil can 
attach to your clothes, a ball that's 
rolled into a poison ivy infested bush. 
or a pet that roams free outdoors. If 
you then touch one of these objects or

play with your pet, you can get a poi­
son ivy reaction even though you did 
not come into direct contact with a 
damaged plant. 

Regardles of how the oil gets on 
your kin, it binds to kin protems in 
about 15 minute , and the allergic 
process begins. If you can wash the 
oil off quickly, you can prevent the 
allergic reaction. Once the allergic 
reaction has started, it can be any­
where from mild to severe. Itching is 
the first symptom. followed by a 
raised, blistery rash which doctors call 
a vesicular rash. These blisters can 
then burst and turn into weeping 
sores. 

The rash is often in lines or treaks 
and can be widespread or localized, 
depending on where the oil contacted 
your skin. You can also spread it by 
touching the oil on one part of your 
body and touching another part of 
your body. For instance, your leg 
brushes up against a poison ivy plant, 

and then you touch your leg and pick 
up. orne oil. When you then scratch 
your eyelid a ra h may develop 
around your eye. Contrary to popular 
beliefs, however, poi on ivy does nor 
spread from per on to person through 
the weeping sore . 

Some people also have evere sys­
termc allergic reactions causing a 
debilitating rash and facial swelling, 
usually within a few hours of coming 
in contact with the urushiol oil. This 
is a medical emergency and anyone 
who expenence such a reaction 
should go to the nearest hospital 
emergency department. 

The best treatment for poison 1vy is 
prevention. As soon as you have been 
exposed, you should wa h the 
exposed area with hot oapy water. If 
you know you catch poi on ivy easily, 
carry some hand sanitizer with you in 
the woods, and u e it if your kin 
becomes itchy. There are also prod­
ucts available for u e prior to expo-

sure that offer orne protection to the 
skin. 

Irs also a good idea to wash your 
clothes and clean off your shoes every 
time you have been in the yard or 
woods - even if you don't think. 
you've come into contact with a mem­
ber of the Rhus family. Wearing long­
sleeved shirts and long pants when 
outside can also help to minimize skin 
contact with poison ivy.
