PRESTONSBURG 
Connect Kentucky met 
once again on Thursday in 
an attempt to gain more 
input on bringing broad­
hand mternet to the area, 
but a surplu. of outdated 
computers from local busi­
nesses became the focus of 
the meeting. 

Connect Kentucky 
develops and implements 
effective strategies for tech­
nology deployment, use 
and literacy in Kentucky, 
focusmg on getting com­
munities throughout the 
state up to date wHh all of 
the technological advance­
ments available. However, 
Eric Mills, a representative 
with Connect Kentucky, 
brought an idea to the table 
which could possibly fmd 
new homes for outdated 
computers and a bridge to a 
successful future for chil- . 
dren of Low-income fami­
lies at the same time. 

Jackson County now 
offers a low-interest loan 
pool ~o families who meet 

the income guidelines, 
allowing them to purchase 
refurbished computers pro· 
vided by large companies 
or school districts who have 
updated their systems. 
Connect Kentucky enlists 
the help of the prison indus­
try to refurbish the outdated 
computen;. 

Representatives from 
Highlands Regional 
Medical Center who attend­
ed the meeting said that the 
hospital has a turnover rate 
of about 300 Computers 
every five to ix years, but 
the problem is that they 
have a hard time figuring 
out what to do with the old 
ones. A program such as the 
one implemented in 
Jackson County would be a 
solution to their problem 
and would help many peo­
ple in need of a computer. 

Also discussed at the 
meeting was the possibility 
of giving refurbished com­
puters to students who 
graduate from the Carl D. 
Perkins Job Corps Center in

Performance not 
bonus-worthy 

Thousands of servicemen and women have died overseas 
since 9/11 and countle more have been injured protecting 
our freedoms. 

Those who have come home wounded have been met 
with inadequate health care hardly worthy of these men and 
women of honor. 

Veteran of pa t war and those who served their country 
in peacetime wait month for decisions on whether they will 
receive health care at VA facilitie throughout the nation. 

The disregard for the care of those who have erved their 
country with pride and risked the ultimate sacrifice hould 
be a source of shame for our government. 

However, there are no words to describe the hame 
Wa hington should feel this week following the unfath­
omable news that those responsible for the foul-up resulting 
in a $1 billion shortfall that put veterans' health care in peril 
received exorbitant bonu es. 

The Associated Press reported that more than $3.8 million 
in payments by the financially strapped agency went to 
tho e whose poor planning and misleading accounting has 
resulted in substandard medical options - if any at all -
for veteran . 

Some received performance payments of up to $33,000, 
equal to about 20 percent of their annual salaries. The 
bonuses were awarded even though government investiga­
tors had determined the VA repeatedly miscalculated- if 
not deliberately misled- taxpayers with questionable 
methods used to justify Bush administration cuts to health 
care amid a burgeoning Iraq war. 

Among those receiving a top bonus was the deputy 
undersecretary for benefits who helps manage a disability 
claims system that ha. a backlog of cases and delays aver­
aging 177 days in getting benefits to injured veterans. 

There is no logical explanation for this travesty unless the 
"performance'' bonuses were baed on extremely poor­
borderline criminal- execution of job duties. 

These payments are not only a slap in the face to 
America's veteran , but to its ta.Xpayers who rely on their 
elected officials to oversee the proper spending of hard­
earned dollars. 

Washington needs to put legislation into place immediate­
ly that bases any bonuse by government officials on a very 
stringent set of goals and divvy out extra paychecks only 
when tho e benchmarks are reached and improve the gov­
ernment entity's ability to function properly. 

That wa not the case in this instance. The e milllons 
would have been much better spent on improved facilities or 
more care for our veterans. 

We should be more concerned with rewarding our heroe , 
not the officials who put their lives at risk long after they 
have returned from the battlefields.

Fighting for 
farm subsidies 
Spinach might not seem to have 

anything to do with military opera­
tions. But there it is, in ao emergency 
supplemental bill to fund the wars in 
Iraq and Afghanistan: $25 million for 
California pinach growers, whose 
vigorous, martiallike pinach-grow­
ing had heretofore not been een as 
part of the war effort. 

The war bill illustrate the axiom 
that gillde the nation's agricultural 
policy: namely, that any principles of 
good government, common ense 
and fiscal sanity must always be 
abandoned in the cause of hoveling 
federal dollars at American farmers. 
Its $4 billion for disaster relief, 
together with million for peanut 
torage, ugar-beet production and 

the Milk Income Loss Contract 
Program, isn't unusual, except for the 
fact that it was used to buy votes for 
a pullout from Iraq. For House 
Speaker Nancy Pelosi, apparently, all 
geopoli tics i local, and some of her 
members are happy to lo e a 'war if 
they can win a ub idy. 

Otherwise, the ag pending is 
unremarkable, part of the perpetual 
bi-partisan, farm- pending gros -out. 

Disaster relief is always a ratio­
nale for giving money to farmers and 
ranchers, some of whom are o disa -

ter-prone that they must be living on 
the set of the biblical-plague movie 
"The Reaping." A study of the past 2 I 
years of emergency disaster aid by 
the Environmental Working Group 
found that 
most farmers 
and ranchers 
rarely receive 
the aid, but a 
small minority 
"are chronical­
ly dependent 
on dlsaster aid 
and over two 
decades have 
collected it one 
year out of 
every two or 
three, if not more frequently." 

Roughly 21 .000 recipients collect­
ed ·'disaster aid more than 11 years 
out of21, amounting to $2.5 billion," 
or nearly l 0 percent of the total dis­
aster aid of $26 billion in that period. 
This highlights another rule of feder­
al agricultural spending - it tends to 
benefit very few farmer and ranch­
ers. 

Over the past decade, most farm­
ers (66 percent) didn't receive ubsi­
dies, but an10ng tho:;e who did, a 
elect l 0 percent received 73 percent 

of all payment , according to EWG. 
That means they raked in more than 
$120 billion from 1995 to 2005 and 
received an average of $34,000 a 
year. Some of them are very rich, and 
they 7ffortlessly evade the notional

As Halberstam 
passes, so does 

an era

David Halber. tam, an iconic fig­
ure to journalists who came of age 
dunng the Vietnam era, died last 
week. He wa being driven to yet 
another interview. One car made a 
turn, another car didn't. they collided 
and he wa dead. The irony of o pro­
saic a death to one who had covered 
wars, riot and revolutions through­
out the world would not have been 
lost on him. 

Halberstanl wa~ one of tho e peo­
ple who not only looked like a Big 
Deal and sounded like a B1g Deal (hi 
voice seemed as though it were on 
loan from God); he was a Big Deal. 
He wa a key member of that small 
cohort of reporters who in the 1960 
and '70 redefined war correspon­
dence for the American public. 

Until Vietnam, war correspon­
dents were considered by govern­
ment and public alike to be part of the 
war effort. They could report- and 
much good work was done in the 
World Wars and Korea - but criti­
cism of the military, much less ques­
tioning the premise for the war, was 
considered unpatriotic. 

Halbcrstam and hi colleague , 
Neil Sheehan and Malcolm Browne, 
broke the trail on a new kind of war 
reporting. Lacking inside sources or 
acce s to "high ranking officials," 
they went into the bu h with troop to 
get the . tory fir than d. They soon 
found that the "information'' the gov-

emmcnt wa putting out - numbers 
of enemy killed, friendly troops 
trained- was largely fictitious; that 
our allies were hope­
le sly corrupt and inept 
and that instead of 
making steady progress 
in the war, we were 
steadily lo ing it. 

Pre ident John F. 
Kennedy, enraged by 
Halberstam's early 
reporting, sought to 
have him rea igned. 
Arthur Ochs 
Sulzberger, the publi h­
er of "The New York Time," not 
only refu ed but al o canceled the 
reporter's scheduled vacation to 
make sure his sudden disappearance 
from the paper would not be misin­
terpreted. (It' tories like that that 
make you proud to be a "Time. " 
reader.) 

Halber tan1 went on to win a 
PulitL.er Prize (shared with Sheehan) 
for his Vietnam coverage and to a 
hugely successful career as a writer 
of big, important book . on war, busi­
nes and ba eball, among other 
thing . 

But those of u who fir t met him 
as a young war corre ·pondent stand­
ing up to the Pentagon' propaganda 
machine will alway:. think of him in 
that role. 

It was perhap · appropriate that m 
the week. he died. Bill Moyers rurcu a 
documentary, ''Buying the War," that 
underlined the lack of Halberstams 
out there today. 

Sad to ·ay. the war in lraq wa~ 
sold to u not merely by a duplicitous 
government but by a willing. enthusi­
astic and lai.y press. 

Wait. That's unfair. There are 
do/ens of fine reporter in Iraq doing 
heroic work under trying circum-

Happy Mother s Day, everyone. To 
celebrate the occasion. the Lagoon is 
dredging up one of Irwin Allen's dis­
aster epic that l saw with my mother 
back in 1 978 . 

This wasn't one of her favorire 
ftlms but a dedicated mom wiH allow 
her son t.o drag her to whatever the 
child fancies and so we alute you 
moms who have suffered through 
"Pokemon" and all manner of cine­
matic hijink to make your cbildren 
happy.

ness.

He's already NASACAR's highest­
paid driver, earning $20.1 million per 
year, a million more than No. 2 Jeff 
Gordon. 

And the bidding has already begun. 
"7Q..l-662-9642. tell him that"s my 

phone number." said car owner Chip 
Ganassi, who lured Juan Pablo 
Montoya away from Formula One thi 
season to drive one of his Dodges. 

Perhap Teresa Earnhardt should 
shout out her phone 
number, too, now that 
. he must rebuild the 
company without its tar. 

"It is time for me to 
continue his legacy in the 
only way I know I can -
by taking the life lessons 
that he told me: Be a man. 

Dale Earnhardt Jr. 

"While we are very 
di appointed that Dale Jr.

said in a statement.

Earnhardt had tried to reach a new 
deal with his stepmother.

So he'll move on, starting whaL 
should be a frenzied free agency peri­
od that could shake the sport by caus-

pionship contender, and 
tho e principles still apply. Dale 
Earnhardt Inc. will win." 

The late Dale Earnhardt started 
DEI in 1980 as a little company be 
hoped to someday hand over to his 
four children. DEI had grown into one 
of NASCAR's elite teams when 
Earnhardt was killed on the last lap of 
the 2001 Daytona 500, but it slowly 
has deteriorated ince. The team cur­
rently fields cars for Earnhardt, Martin 
Truex Jr. and rookie Paul Menard. 

Despite 17 career victories, Junior 

ha never been a consistent champi­
onship contender. He flirted brietly 
with the title in 2004 but had a horren­
dous 2005 eason, when hi stepmoth­
er split up hi crew and he finished a 
career-worst 19th in the standings. 

Earnhardt rebounded lightly lust 
season, when he made t11e Chase and 
finished fifth. He's yet to show any 
muscle this sea on. with three top-1 0 
finishes through 1 0 races. 

"At 32 year of age, the same age 
my father was when he made h.is fmal 
and most important career decision. 
it's time for me to compete on a con~ 
sistent ba is and contend for champi­
onship now," he said. 

Earnhardt agonized over the deci-
ion and said telling DEI's employees 

on Thursday morning was one of the 
hardest things he's done. Underneath 
his party-boy persona, Junior cares 
terribly what people think and worries 
hi father's fans will feel betrayed by 
this defection. 

It's why be asked Darrell Waltrip. a 
friend and fanner rival of his father's, 
to fly in from Nashville. 

Hi mother, Brenda Jackson. said 
her son struggles to understand his 
place in the sport. 

"He never wants to upset any· 
body," she said. "As long as Dale Jr. is 
racing, the Earnhardt legacy is a]jve." 

Earnhardt strongly believes his 
father's vision for DEI has been lost, 
and it' why he demanded 51 percent 
of the company during contract nego­
tiations that started before the season 
began.

CHARLOTTE, N.C.- Dale Jarrett 
lmew his first season with Michael 
Waltrip Racing would be rough. But 
he never imagined he'd be sitting at 
home while a race roared on without 
him for the fu t time in 13 years.

Hornish has new goals in defending Indy title

INDIANAPOLIS- Sam Hamish Jr. is growing into Ius 
celebrity status. 

His face is plastered on media guides, on television, 
around the historic Indianapolis oval, and, of course, etched 
into the Borg-Warner Trophy. As this year's star attraction, 
the low-key 27-year-old still is adapting to his new role as 
defending Indy 500 champion. 

"A lot more people know who you are," he said. "I 
lthought after winning two championships in the IRL, I was 
about as recognizable as I ever would be. I've definitely 
been surprised by bow many more people know who I am 
now." 

Harnish's profile has risen so much in the past year that 
his name is bandied about in NASCAR circles, and he's 
added a few Busch series races to his schedule. 

Yes, winning Indy 
changes everything, and in 
Hamish's case it's even 
meant reassessing goals. 

ured the jinx. had truck again. 
Instead, he rewrote the script. Hornish fought his way 

back from a one-lap penalty, finally catching leader Marco 
Andretti in the last half-mile with a daring pass to win the 
econd-closest Indy. The margin: 0.0635 econds.

"When you win here, it's like you're a made man,"
