Johnson men face 
gun charges

PIKEVILLE - 1\vo Johnson County resi­
dents have been indicted on several counts 
regarding the possession and sale of stolen 
firearms. 

A joint indictment filed on Thursday alleges 
that on March 27, 2006, Darrell Edward May and 
Carl Lee Cook aided and abetted each other in the 
receipt and possession of 13 stolen firearms. 

May is named in each of the four counts; felon 
in possession of a farearm, sale of a stolen firearm 
(2 counts), receipt and possession of stolen 
farearms, and aiding and abetting (2 counts). 

Cook is only named in counts three and four. 
According to the indictment, while knowing the 
farearms were stolen, he both received and pos­
sessed 13 such firearms. 

Counts 1 through 4 carry a maximum sentence 
of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine, three years 
supervised release and restitution if applicable.

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Democratic 
race likely to 
go into overtime

LOUISVllLE- With a 
politically weakened 
Republican incumbent and 
a fractious GOP primary, 
once demoralized 
Kentucky Democrats see a 
prime opportunity to recap­
ture the governorship - an 
office they monopolized 
until losing four years ago. 

But frrst Democrats 
must choose their own 
nominee - and with multi­
ple candidates running in 
the May 22 primary, the 
outcome seems likely to go 
into political overtime. 

"Unless somebody 
makes an amazing late run, 
I just don't see how there's 
not going to be a runoff," 
said Michael Baranowski, a 
political scientist at 
Northern Kentucky 

University. 
A candidate must get at 

least 40 percent of the vote 
to avoid a runoff pitting the 
top two finishers five weeks 
later on June 26. In jockey­
ing to break away from the 
pack, the Democrats mostly 
refrained from attacking 
each other, aiming criticism 
at Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher - who spent part 
of his term defending his 
administration against an 
investigation of its hiring 
practices.

FRANKFORT 
Critics speculated that Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher 's political 
career was in ruins after lus 
indictment a year ago on 
charges that he violated 
state hiring laws. 

The speculation intensi­
fied when Fletcher struck a 
deal with prosecutors to 
have the charges dismissed 
instead of facing them in a 
jury trial. 

Despite those dire pre­
dictions, the state's first 
Republican gqvemor in 
more than 30 years, could 
be considered the man to 
beat in the May 22 primary 
election, said Kendra 
Stewart, a political scientist 
at Eastern Kentucky 

University. 
"Voters have very short­

term memones," Stewart 
said. "A month is a lifetime 
in politics. All those events 
occurred a lifetime ago in 
the political realm." 

That's not to say his 
chief opponent, former U.S. 
Rep. Anne Northup of 
Louisville, isn't reminding 
voters in campaign stops 
and in political advertise­
ments. Northup said GOP 
voters need to nominate the 
candidate who can win 
against the Democratic 
nominee in the Nov. 5 gen­
eral election. She says she, 
not Aetcher, is that candi­
date. The third candidate is 
businessman Billy Harper 
of Paducah, who was

CHARLESTON, W.Va.­
The Environmental Protection 
Agency allowed Ma ey 
Energy Co. to continue selling 
coal to government power 
plants after two sub. idiarie. 
pleaded guilty to violating the 
federal Clean Water Act rive 
years ago. 

The agreement 1s outlined 
in a new government lawsuit 
that accuses Massey and 27 
sub idjaries of thousands new 
Clean Water Act violations 
from 2000 to 2006. Federal 
pro ecutors filed the new law­
suit la t week. 

Provisions of the Clean 
Water Act could have allowed 
the EPA to bar other Massey 
operations from government 
contract In 2002. That's 
because subsidiaries Omar 
Mining and Independence 
Coals pleaded guilty to Clean 
Water Act violations. 

Instead. court record how 
the EPA agreed that it would-

n't expand the ban to other 
Massey-owned operations. 
The agreement wa negotiated 
before Omar and 
Independence pleaded guilty. 

Accordmg to the agree­
ment, EPA considered the 
Omar and Independence viola­
tions represented one-time 
violations that had been fixed, 
according to document 
obtained by The Charleston 
Gazette. 

The deal allowed the 
Richmond, Va.-ba ed compa­
ny to sell coal to the govern­
ment-owned Tenne see Valley 
Authority, which buys about 
40 million tons of coal a year 
for 11 power plants in 
Tennessee, Alabama and 
Kentucky. 

Court records show 
Massey's ales to the TVA 
increased after the agreement, 
but the government power 
plants were never particularly 
big Massey customers. The 
TVA bought 300,000 tons of 
Massey coal in 200 1 , the year

"When J talk to people.

In the weeks leading up to 
the primary, the race wasn't 
creating much buzz in 
Mar·shall County in western 
Kentucky, said longtime coun­
ty Judge-Executive Mike 
Miller. 

"It' the qUietest governor's 
race that l can remember," said 
Miller, whose first involve­
ment in a governor's race was 
as a youth chairman for Ned 
Breathin in the 1960s 

The Democrats have out­
lined plans to improve educa­
tion, health care and the econ­
omy. 

Every candidate, except 
Hensley, supports putting a 
proposed con titutional 
amendment on the ballot o 
voters can decide whether to 
pemut casino-style gamblmg 
in Kentucky.

Fletcher campaign manager 
Marty Ryall said polls show 
the first-term governor is 
extending his lead among like­
ly voters.

Fletcher had spent $2 mil­
lion on the primary race as of 
April 25 compared to 
Northup's $543,000, accord­
mg to campaign finance 
reports. Both campaigns.. 
reported having more than 
$900,000 on hand at that point. 

Harper, who is covering the 
cost of his campaign, had 
spelll nearly $4.6 millron on 
the race. His campaign 
spokesman, Sam Edelen, said 
Harper shouldn't be ruled out. 

"The Kentucky electorate is 
JUSt now turning its attention 
to this race, and Billy's strong 
stance against higher taxe and 
his opposition io more govern­
ment spending puts him in a 
positJon to win, and stands in 
stark contrast to hi oppo­
nents' records," Edelen said. 

Fletcher won hi first race 
for governor on the promise to 
clean up the mess in Frankfort. 
becoming first Republican to 
hold the office in more than '30 
ye;u·s. Northup and Harper say 
he fell short of that promise. 

However. political scien­
tisrs say Fletcher srill is c:apa­
ble of winning the Republican 
nomination, and of winning 
re-election in November. 

Paul Beck, a political scien 
tist at Ohio tate University. 
said Pletcher wouldn't he the 
first governor to overcome 

ed health care and education 
initiatives. 

"There arc a lot of candi­
dates who are saying very sim­
ilar things," Baranowski said. 
'That's not exactly a recipe for 
a rip-roaring campaign." 

Lunsford, who ran for gov­
ernor four year. ago but 
dropped out days before the 
pnmary, has drawn flre from 
organi1ed labor leaders for 
breaking ranks with 
Democrats to support Fletcher 
in the 2003 general election. 
Fletcher later angered orga­
nized labor by trymg to repeal 
the prevailing wage law and 
proposing to open union-rep­
resented workplaces to 
nonunion workers - a mea­
sure known as ''right to work." 
Both proposals ilied in the 
General Assembly. 

Bill Landrigan, head of lhe 
Kentucky AFL-CIO. said the 
labor vote could be splintered 
among several Democratic 
candidates. The labor federa­
tion has expressed its dissatis­
faction with Lunsford, but oth­
erwi e has remained neutral in 
the Democratic primary. 

The candidates also waged 
a competitive race for finan­
cial contributions. 

Beshear and Miller each 
raised $1 million or more, 
while Lunsford drew $720,000 
in contributions on top of his 
own $3.5 million he loaned his 
campaign, according to recent 
financial reports. Richards 
raised nearly $515,000, while 
Henry reported just less than 
$500.000 in contributions, 
plus a $1 million personal loan 
to his campaign.

This week's episode of "The Suprauus?" Nu. The latest devel­
opments in the increasingly sleazy oap opera at the top of the 
U.S. Department of Justice. How much longer is President 
George W. Bush going to allow thi relentless water-boarding of 
the nation's faith in the admini tration of justice to go on? 

To recap for tho e who may have mi sed the late t episode: On 
Monday, Paul J. McNulty, the No.2 man in the Justice 
Department, resigned a deputy attorney general. It was McNulty 
who, testifying before Congress in February, first revealed that 
the White House had been involved in the firing of at least one of 
the eight U.S. attorneys who left office in December. 

On Tuesday, Attorney General Alberto "Mistakes Were Made" 
Gonzale , in a , peech at the National Pre Club, tried to lay the 
blame at McNulty's feet. "You have to remember. at the end of 
the day, the recommendation · (for who got fired) reflected the 
views of the deputy attorney general (McNulty). He signed off on 
the names ... and he would know better than anyone else, anyone 
in this room, anyone - again, the deputy attorney general would 
know best about the qualifications and the experience of the 
United States attorneys community, and he signed off on the 
names." 

As Gonzales was mixing the concrete for McNulty' feet down 
at the Press Club, up on Capitol Hill. James A. Corney. 
McNulty' predecessor as deputy attorney general, was telling the 
Senate Judiciary Committee about a secret late-night hospital visit 
Gonzales made in March 2004. At the time, John D. Ashcroft was 
attorney general, but he had been hospitalized for emergency gall 
bladder surgery. Gonzales was White House counsel at the time 
and badly wanted Ashcroft to approve the legality of a presiden­
tial order reauthonzing the warrantle s wiretapping of people in 
the United States suspected of terrorist tie . 

Corney had discussed the matter with Ashcroft before he fell ill 
and had reviewed a report on it by the Justice Department' 
Office of Legal Counsel. All agreed that the program was not 
legal. Filling in for hi sick bo s. Corney refused to certify the 
urveillance program as legal. 

So on the evening of March 10, 2004, Corney was alerted that 
Gonzales and then-White House Chief of Staff Andrew Card were 
going ro try to sneak into George WashingtOn University 
Ho pital's intensive care unit and get the desperately ick and di -
oriented Ashcroft to approve the deal. Corney testified that he 
alerted FBI director Robert Mueller to the White Hou e' attempt­
ed end run, then rushed to the hospital and prepared to protect 
Ashcroft from the wheedlings of Gon.tales and Card. Mueller 
ordered the FBI agents with Corney's security detail to keep 
Gonzales and Card from trying to evict Corney from the hospital 
room. 

Let's see ... where have we seen that ·cene before? Oh. sure. 
"The Godfather," where young Michael Corleone thwarts a plot 
by the Tattaglia family and a crooked cop to sneak into the hospi­
tal to finish off Don Vito Corleone, who is recovering from an 
a sassination attempt. 

Thi. editorial page had it difference with A hcroft as attorney 
general and, before that, as a U.S. enator and governor of 
Missouri, but that night on his sickbed, he showed personal, pro­
fessional and political courage. Flat on hi back, he did what was 
right, reiterating his objections to the pying program and under­
scoring that he had pas ed the authority of the attorney general' 
office to Corney. 

Would that we could see any hint of that kind of courage in 
Gonzales, in t~ad of his unrelieved toadying to the White House 
political operations. Would that we could see a little of Ashcroft's 
and Corney's belief in the tough and impartial administration of 
ju tice in President George W. Bush. That doesn't seem like too 
much to ask.

In early 21st-century America. 
what do you do when you encounter 
a severely mentally ill person? 

Anyone who live in the city 
knows the answer to that question -
you step around him on the idewalk. 
you hope he doe n' t has le you. and 
maybe you give him some money if 
he's panhandling. 

The authorities at Virginia Tech 
did their own version of this urban 
shuffle in their handling of Cho 
Seung-Hui. It's obviously much ea i­
er to reaJize that someone is danger­
ously deranged after he has killed 32 
~ople than when dealing with uncer­
tain knowledge in an environment 
where any wrong (or even corre t) 
move means a lawsuit. But Virgima 
Tech often tiptoed around Cho' 
mental di turbance. 

When his "poetry" was read aloud 
in a cia s, it was so terrifying that at 
the next meeting of the cia onl) 
seven of 70 tudents showed up. Cho 
was removed from that clas1->. and 
another professor began to tutor him 
on -on-one, but only after e tabl.ish­
ing a secret code word with her assi -
tant to signal when he should call 
. ecurity. 

Another alarmed professor went 
to ber dean with worrie about Cho. 

She was told that nothing could be 
done. so he was simply placed off to 
the side of the seminar, where he aid 
nothing and hi disturbing writings 
weren't read aloud. This is a micro­
com of how 
we've handled 
many of the 
mentally iII 
during the 
great deinstitu­
tionalization of 
the past 30 
year, when 
they have been 
left to their 
own devices -
and often to the 
treets or 

pril>on - rather than treated. 
There are many reru;ons for this­

tho rise of psychotropic drugs. budget 
cuts, expanded conception of civil 
rights - but one mtellectual current 
behind the trend was a moral disem­
powennent of sanity. One of the mo~t 
mtluential academic of the late 20th 
century. Michel Foucault. argued that 
attempt to label and treat madne s 
were inherently arbitrary and repres­
siYe.

While leaving food scraps 
on a park picnic table to lure 
bear. and their cubs close 
enough to photograph them 
may seem innocent enough to 
the person doing it, bears 
quickly learn to raid these area 
and become a nuisance . 
Relocating a problem bear is 
not always a solution. In the 
worst cases, they must be euth­
anized. 

Feeding bears unintcntion-

ally can cau e similar prob~ 
!ems. That's Where people can 
help keep Kentucky' bears 
wild. In southeastern 
Kentucky, pet owners should­
n't leave bowl of pet food out­
side or overnight. Instead, 
leave enough in the bowl for 
one meal. Thi will al o reduce 
problems with nocturnal visit 
by other animal . such a coy­
otes. raccoons and opossums. 

The most effective way peo­
ple can help prevent problem 
bears is by waiting to put out 
their garbage until the day of 
pickup. rather than the night 
before. Otherwise, keep 

garbage in a secure shed 
garage. 

Camper 
mindful of bow they handle 
their food: In McCreary 
County, campers at Great 
Meadows have created prob­
lem bears by leavmg food in 
fire pits instead of using the 
area's bear-resistant garbage 
cans. "lf you're in a camp­
ground, store your food inside 
of your car or truck," Dobey 
said.

'Bruininks, we have everything in 
place to be succes ful," Smith said 
Tuesday after a new confercn<.:e 
touring the launch of the new Big Ten 
Network. "[ think we've had to 
upgrade some areas and we're in the 
process of doing that. But it all starts 
with the per~on at the top. The face of 
this program is important to us, and 
we have to urround our~elves with 
the type of player · we recruit." 

Smith has been a busy man since 
he was all but shoved out of town by 
Kentucky's demandmg fan base in 

March, only to arrive to a hero's wel­
come in Minneapolis. 

He is charged with turning around 
a Gophers program that collapsed 
under the weight of an academic 
fraud scandal during Clem Haskins' 
regime, followed by seven years of 
mediocrity with Dan Mon on at the 
helm. 

Smith has spent lhe past two 
months assessing the program, 
recruiting players and making vari ­
ous public appearances in an effort to 
breathe life into a dormant program. 

"Gopher ba. ketball has been pret­
ty sound," Smith said. "There's been 
some slippage, but you go through 
cycles. One of the reasons 1 came 
her~; was because I see the potential 
in Minnesota basketball and what it 
means to so many people. There's a 
lot to sell." 

On the court, that's a different 
story. The Gophers went 9-22 last 
season. 3- 13 in the Big Ten. 

Smith brings instant credibility to 

a program that had none when il 
came to recruits. All he ba~; to do is 
wear that national championship ring. 
and he's got a high school player's 
attention. 

"It's been excellent," Smilh said 
of the reception he's gotten from 
recruits. "It' been very encouraging, 
very posili ve.
