Questions remain for 
opening -of new school

PRESTONSBURG - The 
2006-07 school year is now 
over, but plans for the consoli­
dation of two of Floyd 
County' s elementary schools 
for the 2007-08 school year 
aren't yet set in stone. 

When the Floyd County 
Board of Education began the 
construction of a new school at 
the former Clark Elementary 
school site, Clark students 
started the school year at 
Adams Middle School where 
they celebrated their last day of 
the school year on Wednesday. 
Construction on the new 
school, which will eventually 
house both Clark and 
Prestonsburg Elementary 
School students, is moving 
along, but completion dates 

have changed three times now 
over the past year. 0riginally, 
school officials exn~cted to be 
able to move into the new 
school before the 2007-08 
school year began, but now the 
deadline for completion is ten­
tatively set at Sept. 1, approxi­
mately one month after the 
school year will officially 
begin. 

The question is, however, 
that if the school is not com­
plete by the beginning of the 
school year, where will Clark 
students go? Will they stay at 
Adams or will the consolida­
tion go forward and move 
Clark students to the current 
Prestonsburg Elementary until 
the new school is fmi hed and 
then be forced to move again to 
the new school? 

Two moves in such a short 
period of time is really con-

ceming for some, so the Board 
of Education has enlisted the 
help of staff and parents from 
both schools along with the city 
police and fue departments in 
order to look at both options 
and decide what will be best for 
the student . 

This "transitional commit­
tee" is currently looking at the 
option of bringing the Clark 
students to the current 
Prestonsburg site, but accord­
ing to Floyd County 
Superintendent Dr. Paul 
Fanning, the decision will not 
come easy. Dr. Fanning says 
there are numerous factors that 
must be looked at, including 
the traffic flow through por­
tions of the city immediately 
surrounding the current 
Prestonsburg site, getting the

Supreme Court 
upholds murder

FRANKFORT - The 
Kentucky Supreme Court 
on Thursday upheld the 
conviction of a heavily 
armed gunman who opened 
frre on a couple out for a 
leisurely four-wheeler ride 
along a remote mountain 
trail, killing the wife and 
critically injuring the hus­
band. 

Kevin Rowe is serving a 
life sentence for the murder 
of Tammy Hylton and for 
the attempted murder of her 
husband, Robin Hylton, 
who was shot five times. 

In a unanimous opinion, 
the high court found no rea­
son to overturn the convic­
tion. 

The April 2005 shooting 
had shaken mountain rcsi-

dents who routinely ride the 
smaU vehicles recreational­
ly on networks of aban­
doned coal mine roads and 
who are trying to build a 
tourism industry around all­
terrain vehicles. 

Prosecutor Rick Bartley 
said during the trial last 
year that Rowe had no real 
motive for the shootings 
other than "just to see what 
it felt like." 

According to evidence 
presented at trial, Robin 
and Tarmny Hylton were 
rirung in a remote area of 
Pike County when Rowe 
opened fire with an assault 
rifle. Robin Hylton fell 
wounded to the ground and 
Tammy Hylton fell across 
the four-wheeler. Rowe 
then walked up and shot

Kentucky State Police 
and the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Law 
Enforcement Division are 
launching the ''Keep It a 
Safe Summer" public ser­
vice effort. The KISS mes­
sage appears on billboards 
near most popular lakes and 
radio and commercial 
advertisements are airing 
daily. Ads are scheduled to 
run the weeks prior to 
Memorial Day, July 4 and 
Labor Day, all key boating 
weekends. 

"In tandem with radio 
and strategically placed 
KISS billboards in lake 
regions, the mesuge should 
reach the boating public 
throughout the summer sea­
son," said Sgt. John 
Anderson, Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife's Boating 
Education Coordinator. 

Accordmg to Kentucky 
State Police, drunken 
boaters too often become 
drunken drivers and 
approximately 1-in-4 of the 
state's highway fatalities 
are related to alcohol use. 

"Impairment often 
begins with the first drink," 
noted KSP Commissioner 
Jack Adams. "But alcohol­
related crashes and fatali­
ties are preventable. 
Driving after drinking is a

September 2004 and March 
2007. 

"We hope this legal action 
will compel Little Ty Coal Co. 
Inc. to pay its debt and end its 
practtce of ignoring monetary 
penaltie ," MSHA director 
Richard E. Stickler aid in a 

statemt:nl. 
Calls to Little Ty Coal 

offtce in Pike and Floyd 
countie on Wed.ne day went 
unan wered. 

Since February 2006, 
MSHA ha filed five federal 
lawsuits in federal di trict 
court in a new approach to 
hold mine operators account­
able for penal tie . 

The fir t lawsuit wa filed 
against Stanley Osborne, head 
of Misty Mountain Mining and 
Midgard Mining LLC in Pike 
County, who failed to pay 
more than $200.000 in fines 
since the 1980s, according to 
court documents. 

On Tuesday. Osborne 
agreed to post a $20.000 bond 
to en ure payment of future 
fines. The agreement with 
MSHA awaits approval from a 
federal judge.

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-Guest 
OxyContin plea 
a turning point 

by U.S. REP. HAL ROGERS 

Top executives of Purdue Pharma. 
the manufacturer of the painkiller 
O:tyContin, admitted thil> month to 
lying about the addictive nature of 
thts drug and over elling it. >'This 
guilty plea marks a turning point in a 
long. hard baLtic to recover from the 
de truction this drug unleashed 
throughout our region and the nation. 

This wonder drug was meant to be 
prescnbed for evere pain, not a 
stubbed toe, but Purdue Pharma 
pu!>hed it even for moderate pain 
knowing all the while of its extreme­
ly addictive power. By simply cru. h­
ing it. the 12-hour time release com­
ponent was eliminated offering an 
instant high and making it ea:ily 
abu ed. Hundred have died from 
overdoses and thousands more 
became hopeles ly addicted. 

Starting in 2000, my constituent 
began to inform me of che dark. side 
of thi drug - one that was extremely 
addictive, leading to deaths, criminal 
activity. ruined career and broken 
familic~. What ~tarted in the board­
room of Purdue Pharma was spread­
ing into our Living rooms. bathrooms 
and classrooms at an exponential 
rate. Practically every family wa 
touched in ome way. By 200 L. 
Appalachian Regional Hospital in 
Hatard reported treating at least l 0 
OxyContin overdose a week. ln the 
meantime, OxyContin grew into a 
multi-billion dollar busines,. 
Purdue's boardroom was ec tatic. 

By now. my region of Kentucky 
was ground ?era in the abuse of 
OxyContin. I initiated a 
Congressional probe in 200 l that 
examined Purdue Pharma and its 
OxyContin victim . 

I will never forget a father and 
teenage son from the Fifth 
Congre. sional DiSLrict testifying 
before us. The high from OxyContin 
was described as not.hlng short of 
euphoric and on par with heroin and 
cocaine. ln this case, the teenage son 
was prescribed OxyContin for a 
sports injury, a common practice 
among unsuspecting doctors whom 
Purdue had assured was safe. 

This young man and his family 
had no way of knowing that thi pre­
scription would mark the beginning 
of Lhe end. After appearing before m) 
~ubconunittce. this young man with a 

, promising future ultimately surren­
dered to 0 yContin and died of an 

Co u m 
overdose less than a year later. I 
began hearing of dozens' of such 
death~. 

At that same Congrcssionnl hear­
ing. I pointed out to Purdue Pharma's 
Paul Goldenheim. one of the ex.ccu­
tives who pled guilty, that prescrip­
tions in my region were out of control 
and that other places in the country 
were "hot spot.,.'' I told him that peo­
ple were dying while the company 
did nothing as his product spread 
onto main :.treet America. 

By 2002, Ea.tem Kentucky was 
home to 25 percent ot the nation· · 
overdose tleath~ due to OxyContin. 
Nationwide. retail . ales went from 
$25 million in 1996 to $1.2 bill ion in 
2002, at one point accounting for 90 
percent of the company's . ale . The 
doctors who wrote prescriptions saw 
increa mg visits from Purdue ale~ 
people who lavishetl them with gift'> 
and spectal {lllCntion, assuring them 
that OxyContin was safe for minor 
pain. 

In 2002. my home community 
was devastated when my per onal 
friend, Pula, ki County Sheriff Sam 
Catron, was gunned do\\n by an 
assassm addicted to 0. · yContin. A 
corrupt political rival easily bought 
oft this drug addict who hid in the 
wood and fired the single shot thdt 
ended am's hfe. The add1ct had 
become a murderer who needed 
OxyConLin so much that nothing 
would stand in his way. 

Still, Purdue continued pushing 
th1 dmg. So, I tried another approach 
in 2003 I went before a Food and 
Dmg AdministraLion advisory panel 
to press them to limit OxyContin to 
"severe" pam and deny its use for 
"moderate" pain. But Purdue wao.; 
ahead of me. TI1is so-called advisory 
panel included members who receive 
pharmaceutical corporate funding, a 
conflict of interest favoring manufac­
turers like Purdue. Thev turned me 
down and continued- to allow 
OxyContin for people with stubbed 
toes, ore back. and tooth aches, the 
most lucrative part of the business. 
The fix wa in. 

Then in 2003, Lexington Herald­
Leader reporter Bill Estep wrote a 
. eric. of articles, "Prescription for 
Pam," about Ea~tern Kc.mtucky that 
. howed in horrid detail the overdo e 
tleaths. wreck.ed 1 ivc . abandoned 
children tmd distraught families left 
b~hind in the wake of Purdue's greed. 
Among the banner headlines: 
"Eastern Kentucky: Painkiller 
Capital.'' Another proclaimed: 
"Nobody· not the doctors. the cops. 
the court s} tcm or society was domg 
anyU1ing to stop the ahuse.''

Fletcher calJed the grand jury's 
investigation a political witch hunt. 

Beshear had a different perspec­
tive. aying there was "abundant evi­
dence that this admtnistration had vio-

lated the merit system laws. 
State Rep. Bob Damron, a conser­

vative Democrat from Nicholasville, 
said he was hopeful that Democrats 
would stick together in the general 
election. 

"I thmk you'll see Steve .Beshear 
reach out to all factions of the 
Democratic Party and try to unite 
them.'' Damron satd. 

Henderson County Judge-
Executive Sandy Watkins. a 
Democrat, predicted that Republicans 
will try to use social issues to divide 
Democrats.

A simple family or police precinct 

isn't enough anymore. Networks 
sought out plenty of fanciful , sus­
pend-your-disbelief ideas for series, 
particularly after seeing how NBC's 
"Heroes" proved the surprise hit of 
this season. 

This fall you 'll be able to watch a 
man who can bring back the dead 
with one touch, a time-traveling 
reporter, a modem-day vampire, a 
bounty hunter for rhe devil, a 400-
year-old immortal man, a family of 
cavemen and a bionic woman. There 
are cruel twists, too; the immortal 
man becomes mortal if he falls in 
love; the man who can raise the dead 
kills them again permanently with 
another touch, a complicating factor 
when his late childhood sweetheart is 
involved. 

That latter show, ABC's ' 'Pushing 
Daisies," is the most intriguing. 

The flip side is that few of the new 
shows are designed with family 
viewing in mind, leaving unfilled a 
hole created by the departures of

SERIALS 
There were two lessons from this 

season that television executives 
clearly didn't forget: Don't overdo 
the serial dramas with complex story 
lines that require a serious viewer 
commitment, and keep interruptions 
for successful ones to a minimum. 

More dramas - and network TV 
is primarily in the drama busjness 
these days - will tell stories that 
won't baffle the viewer who hap­
pened to miss last week's episode. 

Three successful serials were par­
ticularly hurt this season by long 
intervals with reruns. That was fatal 
to CBS' "Jericho," which was can­
celed. The other two, ABC's "Lost" 
and NBC's "Heroes," will run their 
new episodes uninterrupted next sea­
son, following the model of Fox's 
"24." So will the CW's "One Tree 
Hill." CBS will try the same thing 
with "Swing Town," one of its most 
promising newcomers. 

"I don't know if we know the ideal 
model yet for each of them," said 

Kelly Kahl, chief of scheduling at 
CBS. "We're looking, experimenting, 
trying to find the best way to do it." 

NO LAUGHS 
The slow death of the network sit­

com is continuing. 
Next fall ABC, CBS, NBC, Fox 

and the CW will introduce fewer 
comedies (6) than unscripted series 
(7). New dramas outnumber new 
comedies by 17-6. NBC, the home of 
"Friends," "Frasier," "Cheers" and 
"The Cosby Show," won't have any 
new sitcoms in the fall. The network 
has a bard enough time trying to find 
an audience for a Thursday night 
comedy lineup that gets critical 
praise, the idea of finding new ones 
seemed too daunting. 

"They're gun-shy, frankly," said 
Stacey Lynn Schulman, media ana­
lyst for HI: Human Insight. "They've 
tried and tried and tried, and nothing 
works." 

Fox's "Back to You" will be fol­
lowed most closely. It has proven sit­
com perfo.rmers in Kelsey Grammer 
and Patricia Heaton starring as TV 
news anchors in Pittsburgh. 

Oh, and don't expect much from 

"Cavemen." The few clips ABC pre­
sented made the insurance ads seem 
brilliant. 

COMMERCIALS 
With an estimated one-fifth of 

American homes expected to have 
digital video recorders by fall , some 
of the most creative thinking at net­
works these days is devoted to find­
ing ways to deliver commercial mes­
sages that people won' t fast-forward 
past. 

The CW will experiment with 
five-second commercials and an 
entertainment newsmagazine that 
incorporates sponsorship instead of 
commercials. Fox has tried inserting 
entertaining "shorts" within commer­
cial pods, which is where NBC will 
place the small skits created by 
Seinfeld. Several networks have tried 
backloading commercials - letting a 
show run longer without ads at the 
beginning with more ads in the sec­
ond half. 

Later this month, Nielsen Media 
Research for the first time releases 
ratings for commercial minutes.

"I'm just hoping to get consistent 
again, get back in the top 10. top 15," 
KHhne said. "Once you start doing that.

rently a miserable 35th 
in the standings. But he 
was placed with the one 
team at Hendrick that 
always has struggled. 
and wa1ked into a team 
that was a tad bit 
behind when he got 
there in December. Dale Earnhardt Jr. 

- After winning the 
fir t Car of Tomorrow 
race at Bristol in March, 
Busch came off as a 
spoiled brat when he 
ripped the car and repeat­
edly said it "sucked" dur­
ing his nationally tele­
vised Victory Lane inter­
view. When Busch con­
tmued the rant 111 hts post-Hendrick made a 

crew chief change four 
days before teams reported to 
Daytona, and it's taking some time 
for everyone to catch up. 

Ye , Mear appears to be the weak 
link. But it's unfair to judge hjm after 
a mere 11 races, and it's doubtful that 
Hendrick is doing that. 

Busch, on the other hand, has had 
plenty of time to be judged. 

Although Busch is under contract 
through 2008 and Hendrick previous­
ly said he's working on an extension,

"But he'll need a great run in the 
longest race of the season to make it 
happen. And even if Kahne is flawles , 
he 'II still have a hard time contending 
with Johnson, who ha n't fmishcd lower 
than second at LMS since 2003. 

John on fully expected Kahne Lo be 
among hi top competition this sea on, 
and has been urprised with how far 
bebmd the o. 9 team seems to be. 

"Without a doubt. I thought he was 
going to be a contender for the champi­
onship and race win. like he was last 
year," Johnson said. "1 know they're 
working hard, trying Lo ort out their 
stuff. I think it's been a shock to myself 
and I'd say mo t of the racing communi­
ty." 

But John on said the problems likely 
go much deeper than Kahne. As team 
stl11ggle to run two programs - the cur­
rent car and the Car of Tomorrow- tt's 
been a challenge to be ucces ful at 
both. 

Only Hendrit:k. with wins in all five 
COT races, seem to have it figured out. 

"A lot of that falls back on the orga­
mzation," Johnson said. "As you get 

into chassis development, engine devel­
opment, there's a lot of components that 
make up the effort that we have at the 
race track. 

"From year to year with rule 
changes, body changes ... to stay ahead 
of the curve on that stuff. to really thtnk 
those things through, takes a lot more 
than what you see." 

Ray Evemham, Kahne' car owner. 
won three championship:, as a crew 
ch.ief for Hendrick and knows how diffi­
cult reaching the top of the sport is. His 
organization has been decent ince its 
2001 launch, but he's yet to field a legit­
imate championship contender, even 
though Kahne is con idered one of the 
most talented young drivers in the sport. 

Evernham blames the recent strug­
gles on himself. 

"I think the past year has been very. 
very busy for me both professionally 
and personally, and I got probably a lit­
tle bit too far ;tway from my cars." he 
said. "I enjoy the cars and [ enjoy the 
guy and that's where I need to be." 

Evernham now is courting a partner 
for his race team, and hopes he can get a 
deal done with Montreal Canadiens 
owner George Gillett Jr. He's confident 
that parent company DaimlerChryslcr·. 
recent deci ion to sell the Chrysler 
Group to a private equity tlnn will not 
hamper negotiations wiU1 Gillett or ide­
track the Dodge Motorsports program. 

"He's aware of what's going on,'' 
Evemham said. "Eventually a NASCAR 
team is going to grow to not he depen­
dent on the manufacturer. J know 
George already i a Dodge dealer and 
has a great relationship with them. But I 
don't think Dodge being sold has really 
any input on what George i ·doing."

While 
Kyle stewed inside his hauler after 
the accident, Kurt gave a .,omewhat 
humorous interview and delivered 
the line of the race when he said. 'T m 
not eating any Kellogg's any time 
so n," in reference to Kyle's sponsor.

Kyle Busch? Not so much. 
When he first was :,igned by 

Hendrick to drive the No. 5 
Chevrolet, Kyle Busch vowed to use 
everything he· d seen his brother 
struggle through as a les on on what 
not to do. He's instead done just the 
opposite. 

He comes off as arrogant and enti­
tled, and veterans repea\edly gripe 
Busch never wants to listen to their 
advice. Two-time champion Tony 
Stewart felt like he was talking to a 
wall when he tried to counsel Busch 
after their 2006 tangle-;. 

And after Busch and Mear had 
issues last season .. Busch immaturely 
said he didn't know how to get in 
touch with Mears to di cus it. Never 

mind that these guys live inches apart 
in the motorhome lot 38 weekends a 
year. 

Hendrick is a patient man who can 
put up with an awful lot. And there's 
no reason to believe that enough time 
in the Hendrick organization won't 
eventually make Busch grow up and 
start behaving the way a good 
Hendrick driver is expected to. 

But with Dale Earnhardt Jr. sitting 
on the open market, wanting desper­
ately to fit in with an organization 
committed to helping him win cham­
pionships one has to wonder if 
Hendrick should take a long hartl 
look at making it happen. 

Who knows'? Maybe room No. 5 
at the Hendrick inn suddenly could 
open.

ing or banding rhe rallopian tuhes so 
the woman's egg can not pass to be 
fertilitcd. This procedure involves 
general anesthesia and i done with 
a scope through the navel (belly but­
ton).

The newer method, as I men­
tioned, involves tubal obstruction 
rather than tubal cutting and is con­
sidered a non-surgical procedure. 
While there is still light anestl1esia, a 
catheter is threaded through the 
uterus into the fallopian tube opening 
inside the uterus. A spring-like coil, 
called a micro-insert. i placed in the 

This is why you need a follow-up 
exam with the tubal blockage proce­
dure that's not normally required 
after a tubal ligation. About three 
months after the coi ls are placed, 
your doctor will want to do a proce­
dure called a hy terosalpingogram. 
This in not as complicated as the 
name might imply. It is simply a 
special X-ray where dye is put into 
the fallopian tube to be sure they 
are completely plugged up. Once 
this is confirmed, you can have the 
same degree of confidence that you 
would with a tubal ligation. 
Statistics show that both of these 
procedures are more than 99 percent
