FRANKFORT- Poor 
people in Kentucky actu­
ally pay more for every­
day expenses than their 
wealthier counterparts, 
according to a new study. 

Low-income families 
likely to have more 

expensive mortgages, 
higher interest rates on 
their car loans and cost­
lier auto insurance, 
according to a study from 
the Washington-based 
Brookings Institution. The 
report also found that 
poor people often pay 
more for their groceries, 
furniture and appliances. 

"Some of the highest 
prices for basic necessi­
ties in Kentucky are in its 
poorest areas, including 
the Appalachian region, 

ere everything from 
mortgages to insurance 
is comparably more 
expensive than in most 
other areas of the state," 
the report said. 

Terry Brooks, execu­
tive director of the 
Kentucky Youth 
Advocatas, said compa­
nies across the state 
could help by finding 
"innovative ways" to offer 
poor people loans with 
lower interest rates. 

Those who have low 
inpomes make strategic 

cisions, bi.rt have limit­
ed options in what they 
can do, Brooks said. 

"It's clearly not a quick 
fix," Brooks said. 
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Bunning urges incentives for alternative fuels

PIKEVILLE - Kentucky's coal­
fields could help curb the nation's 
dependency on foreign oil - if the 
right incentives are in place for coal-to­
liquids technology, U.S. Sen. Jim 
Bunning said Monday. 

The technology will uot only drive 
coal production in Kentucky -ranked 
third in U.S. coal production -but it 
would allow the United States to "cap­
italize on domestic re ources that will 
fuel economic growth and provide 

energy security,'' said Bunning. R-Ky., 
the key speaker at an energy confer­
ence in Pike County. 

While coal-to-liquids has been laud­
ed by lawmakers as a means to lessen 
U.S. dependence on foreign oil, the 
process of converting the sooty miner­
al to diesel fuel is a risky venture. 

To build such a plant is a $2 billion 
investment that coal companies and 
private investors aren't eager to make. 

At the insistence of the coal indus­
try, some federal lawmakers, including 
Bunning, are proposing an array of 
"energy independence" measure call-

ing for taxpayers to underwrite coal-to­
liquid plants. from billions of dollars m 
construction loans to minimum prices 
for the new fuel. 

Bunning said that on Tuesday, he 
would attempt to add the proposed 
incentives in his coal-to-liquids promo­
tion bill - co-sponsored with Sen. 
Barack Obama, 0-Dl. - to the pro­
posed energy legislation currently 
engaged in congressional debate. 

"It's not enough to have the coal for 
a coal-to-liquids plant:· Bunmng said. 
'·You need to have a strong combina­
tion of local, state and federal incen-

tives." 
Bunning's visit to the state's top 

coal producing county was met with 
oppo ition from members of 
Kentuckians For The Commonwealth, 
an advocacy group that seeks an end to . 
coal as a primary energy source. 

Less than a mile from the energy 
conference, the group rallied against 
the push for coal-to-liquids technology 
with signs reading, "Don't sell our 
souls to liquid coal" and "I.:iquid coal is 
filthy fuel!"

Dare we call it 

tyranny?

The American people' re ponse to 
President Bush's "war on terror'' 
should be ... terror. The admini tra­
tion, sometimes with Congress's com­
plicity: 

• is preparing for a 50-year tay in 
Iraq. complete with 14 military bases 
and an embas. y larger than the 
Vattcan. (Can there be a better recruit­
ing progran1 for al Qaeda?) 

• has abolished habeas corpus, the 
prmciple that for centurie has pro­
tected people from arbitrary contlne­
ment, for noncitizen declared to be 
"enemy combatant~." (While the fed­
eral courts have upheld the abolition 
of habea corpus for detainees at 
Guantanamo Bay and elsewhere over­
seas, fortunately an appellate court 
has ju t ruled against the admini tra­
tion in the ca e of a legal U.S. re. i­
uent, Kahlah ai~Marri. arrested in the 
United States, a ruling the administra­
tion is appealing.) 

• unilaterally claims the power to 
use "enhanced interrogation tech­
niques" - torture - on su pected 
terrorists and to tum them over to for­
eign government known to torture 
prisoners. This has been done to per­
son later cleared of wrongdoing. 

runs secret ClA pri. on in 
Europe and elsewhere. Thirty-nine 
per on . e1zed abroad and believed to 
have been in U.S. custody have disap­
peared, according to Amne ty 
International and Human Right 
Watch. 

• violate. our privacy by secretly 

accessing foreign phone calls, e­
mail . and financial and Other records 
- approved. if at all, only by a rub­
ber-stamp "court." 

• conducts searches without 
notice or JUdicially i sued warrants. 
The administration's assurances that it 
does not engage in misconduct arc 
worth little, considering what has 
already come to light. 

To hold onto the support of the 
American people for this dictatorial 
power, the Bu h administration ha~ 
engaged in its own form of terrorism 
by exposing dome tic "plot " involv­
ing small rag-tag group. allegedly 
bent on, among other things. attacking 
Fort Dix and blowing up fuel tanks 
and pipelines near JFK International 
Airport. The pipeline plot, U.S. 
Attorney Roslynn R. Mau kopf said, 
··could have re ulted in unfathomable 
damage, deaths and destruction." Yet 
people who actually understand these 
things say th.is is far-fetched. 

It looks as though we are being ter­
rorized by the government. To be sure, 
there mus.t be a few people in the 
country who. fLJr whatever reason. 
talk about blowing something up. But 
kepucism about these supposed 

threat is in order: the alleged plotters 
were exposed by FBl informants try­
ing to get their own criminal sen­
tences reduced. There i. a fine line 
between an informant desperate to 
cooperate with law enforcemem and 
an agent provocateur - the fact are 
easily concealed. 

The government's past conduct 
ju tifies suspicion. Remember Jo e 
Padilla. He first came to our attention 
in 2002 when then-Attorney General 
John A hcroft interrupted a visit to 
Russia to make a dramatic television 
announcement that Padil Ia, an 

American citizen, had been seized in 
Chicago for allegedly planning to det· 
onate a dirty (radjation) bomb in the 
United States. For years Padilla, a for­
mer gang leader who talked big, 
held- uncharged- in solitary con­
finement (tortured and drugged. he 
say ) by the military as an unlawful 
enemy combatant. When he asked lhc 
courts to review his detention, the 
Bush administration objected on 
grounds that Padilla was entitled ton<. 
protections accorded criminal dcfon· 
dants. He eventually got hb ca e int 
court. but an initially favorable dcci· 
ston was reversed on appeal. Before 
the Supreme Court could hear the 
case, the government moved it to the 
civilian courts, and Padilla is n<tv. 
tanding trial. But he was not charged 

with planing to set off a diny bomb i 
the United States. Instead. he v. ·, 
charged wtth planning to commit ter­
rorism in other countries. The U.S . 
government is the world's policeman. 

Avoiding the Supreme Court b)' 
taking Padilla to criminal tnal enable:d 
the administration to protect its powe1 
to hold "enemy combatants'' witho 11 

charge indefinitely. but now j)e al· 
Marr1 ruling makes it a virtual ccrtalll· 
ty the issue will go to the Suprerfle 
Court. If the administration prevai 
Padilla's acquittal wouldn ' t guarantee 
hi freedom. ·

Russell Cole Sr., 39, and 
Brandon Wilder, 23, were 
killed at the Stillhouse No. 1 
mine near Cumberland in 
August 2005. Federal regula­
tors cited Stillhouse for six 
violations, including failure to 
follow an approved roof-con-

trol plan and proposed what 
was then the maximum fine of 
$360.000. 

Federal inspectors have 
since cited the company for 
allegedly operating the mine 
without proper ventilation and 
proposed fines of more than 
$700,000. 

Earlier this year, Cole and 
several of her neighbors who 
had also lost spouses in the 
mines persuaded lawmakers to 

pass sweeping mine safety leg­
islation. 

A lawyer for Claudia Cole 
said he could not discuss the 
terms of the settlement, and a 
Stillhouse Mining lawyer was 
not available. 

Cole was pleased with the 
settlement, which will help 
take care of the family, includ­
ing two teenage daughters,

Rhoads said the investment 
could create 2,000 construe-

tion jobs over four years and 
"several hundred" permanent 
jobs. It would use 6 million 
tons of coal a year, he said. 

Stivers said more specifics 
of the plan will be discussed 
Monday at an energy sympo­
sium in Pike County and a leg­
islative budget committee 
hearing next week in northern 
Kentucky. 

The plan has been devel­
oped by state senators in 
recent weeks, and Stivers said 
it is "not carved in stone." 

The plan is modeled on an 
omnibus energy bill presented 
in this year's General 
Assembly by House Majority 
Leader Rocky Adkins, D­
Sandy Hook. The Senate and 
House could not agree on dif­
fering versions of the bill. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher, a 
Republican seeking re-elec­
tion in November, is consider­
ing a special legislative ses­
sion this summer, possibly in 
early July, to.take up the plan.

"This year, the incidence of 
people feeding bears is much 
more widespread," Dobey 
said.

New lime recommendations meant to help crop productivity

lime recommendations from the 
UK College of Agriculture go into 
effect next month. The existing regula­
tions have not worked weU, so changes 
were made to ensure farmers receive 
the correct lime amounts needed for 
their fields. 

Soil acidity is one of the biggest soil 
factors affecting plant growth and crop 
yield and profitability. Most soils in 
Kentucky are naturally acidic so peri­
odic applications of lime are needed to 
neutralize acidity and maintain crop 
productivity. Lime quality can vary 
widely depending on the chemical 
properties of the stone and the particle 
size. Chemical properties detennine 

the amount of acid that can be neutral­
ized, while size equates to how quick­
ly it will dissolve into the soil. 

For more than 25 year , lime 
sources in the state have been rested by 
the Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture to en. ure a reasonable 
quality was available to farmers. In the 
past, lime not meeting the minimum 
standards of 80 percent calcium car-

This is 
called the relauve neutrali .ring 
value or RNV UK's lime recom­
mendations have hecn based on 
an a.,~umed RNV of 67 percent. 
However, the range of punty. 
Jincncss and RNY hao; made it 
difficult to get accurate lime rec­
ommendation from different 
sources of lime. In the pa~t 
year, 42 percent of the lime 
sources did not meet the require­
ment<;. Either the ti ncness or the 
purity was below standard. 

So UK has revised its recom­
mendation. Under this new pro­
gram. the Kentucky Department 
of Agriculture will sample and 
test the quality factor of ag lime 
sold in the state and provide !.he 
data to UK and others. UK will 
ba! e new recommendations on 
100 percent effecti ve lime or a 
100 percent Rl V. 

Because bulk lime rarely is 
l 00 percent effective, the 
amount needed must be deter­
mined for each lime source 

ayne 

available, based on RNV. 
Farmers can use a simple formu­
la or table to determine bulk lime 
recommendations. For example, 
if UK recommends that a field 
needs 1.33 tons per acre of 1 00 
percent effective lime, and the 
quarry has an RNV of 52, lheq 
that mean 2.5 tons of hme pe 
acre will be needed from tha ~ 
quarry. The formula for this is 
1.33 tons per acre divided by 52, 
times 100. lt will vary depending 
on the lime source. 

If a farmer has two choices -
one with an RNV of 54 and one 
with an RNV of 67, and the rec­
ommendation is for two tons of 
100 percent effective lime, 
which means 3.5 ton or 3 tons, 
respectively, of bulk lime. And if 
the co t i · $ 19 per ton to spread 
it, the price i. $33,250 or 
$28,500 for 500 acres.

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Prestonsburg & Northern Floyd County 
by JESSICA HALE

L ocated in the county seat of 
Prestonsburg, The Time 
began its quest to cover Floyd 

County in the summer of 1927 as 
The Prestonsburg Post. During the 
la t 80 years, we have made it our 
mis ion to cover the news of Floyd 
County, and there's no doubt that 
we've wi.tnes ed plenty of newswor­
thy events throughout those years. 

Prestonsburg 
Perhaps one of the most historic 

early events wa the completion of 
the arch bridge in 1930. which span 
the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy 
River from what 1' now Arnold 
Avenue into the communtty of West 
Preston burg. The bridge was con­
structed as a joint effort between the 
county and the Chesapeake & Ohio 
Railroad Company. 

Billy Hale, a ew York re ident 
who grew up in We t Prestonsburg, 
says he and his friends used to bet 
with each other about who could 
climb the arche of the bridge and 
actually make it to the other side, a 
feat that would scare the daylights 
out of most people. Hale made it 
across the arche several nmes, but 
says it wasn't easy for him either. 

''When you got up there to the 
top, you didn't dare look down." 
'aid Hale. 

The West Preston burg Bridge 
was placed on the National Register 
of Historic Places in 1989. Although 
.no longer used for travel, the City of 
Prestonsburg ha adopted the bndge 
as its logo for the city. Lights were 
also added to the bridge several years 
ago providing a beautiful night time 
display of history. 

The next 30 years were a very 
bu y time for the city. A flood in 1937 
and another 20 years later in 1957 
nearly brought the city to its knees. 
The Times reported in 1957 that 
Prestonsburg alone had an estimated 
loss of $5 million. Over 2,000 homes 
were effected in Floyd County and 
the Red Cross provided relief to 983 
displaced families to the tune of near­
ly $400,000. 

The following year was almost 
unbearable for many. It was labeled

as the nation's worst school bu di -
aster as news entities around the 
country covered the story and the 
heartbreaking months that followed. 
On February 28, 1958, tragedy struck 
the county when chool bus number 
27 plunged into the Big. Sandy Rtver. 
carrying with it 48 student on their 
way to chool that morning. 

Some students managed to get out 
of the bus before it ank into the 
murky swollen waters of the river. 
Twenty-six children succumbed to 
the wrath of the muddy waters along 
with the bus driver. 

Forty-five hours passed before the 
bu was finally located 250 feet from 
the point it dove into the river. Only 

14 children were found onboard with 
the driver. Twelve children were 
found in the river over the next four 
month . The last child to be located 
was 9-year-old Paulette Cline. discov­
ered on May 10 near the Abbott 
Bndge. The recovery was over. but 
the burden ha never left Pre ton burg 
and its surrounding communities. 

Middle Creek & Abbott Creek 
Neighboring communities sur­

rounding the city have also een their 
fair hare of historic event . The 
Memorial Day flood of 2004 hit the 
county hard a it swept through the 
area. Five-and-one-half inches of rain 
fell in a 24-hour period, too much for 
the creek and tributaries to handle. 
Most families were asleep at the time 
when the creeks overflowed their 
banks and began to rise up around 
their home . Mo t didn't even ee it 
commg until tt was already there. 

Middle· Creek and Abbott were 
two communities that saw the brunt 
of the devastation. Hundreds were 
rescued from their home by boat, but 
unfortunately didn't have much of a 
home to return to. It was a cene of 
total devastation as one traveled 
through these areas after the water 
had receded. Mobile homes lay on 
their ide , car , porches and just 
about anything else you could think 
of littered the yard of re ident . 
Thick mud blanketed nearly every­
thing. 

the debris that the raging flood water· 
had left behind and picked up the 
pieces of their live that had been 
strewn about. 

The Times reported on the days 
following the flood that damages 
throughout the county was nearing $4 
million. The Federal Emergency 
Management Agency provided some 
assistance to the area, although many 
were still trying to bounce back from 
the les major flood that wept the 
area the year before. 

Temper began to flare and had 
many asking local offictals why there 
eemed to be a flood trend over the 

last few years. Some cited strip min­
ing and the dirt fill near the 
Pre tonsburg Po t office while others 
blamed official for not dredging the 
creeks to remove the debris and edi­
ment that had built up over the years. 

ln 2004, Middle Creek business 
owner Billy Frasure said, "The la t 
couple of years its gonen wor e and 
worse. With strip mining going on. 
and logging, the wa b off is filling the 
creeks up. There's nowhere for the 
water to go." 

David 

School, a private school aimed to 
promote literacy in the area. took up 
re idence in the old coal compan} 
commissary budding The school 
opened on Jan. 10 that year with 10 
student<; and only a handful of volun­
teers. but they made due with what 
they had. The commi sary rooms 
were turned into classroom and th 
movie theater wa~ transfonned into a 
shop building where students learned 
wood working kills. 

They made it l 5 years in the dilap­
ldatcd building. until building inspec­
tors thn.:atened to shut it dO\\ n. That 
same year, the community of David 
was <~ble to purchase back the ]anu 
that the Prince . Elkhorn Company 
still owned and construction on the 
new school began on 210 acre~ of 
wooued land. 

Although it operates as a private 
chool. The ))avid School ~~ tUtUon 

free, so it was going to take tons of 
volunteers to hl.!lp the school in it's 
time of need. Stone by stone, piece b' 
piece, volunteer~ from throughout the 
country, local busmesses and students 
them elves built a magnificent 
··counrry lodge" type of trucwre 
whtch opened it's doors in 1997. 
While expenditures stayed under $1 
million, The David School has an 
e timated value of $2.7 million.

While much has changed during 
the Ia t 80 years in the Martin, 
McDowell and Drifr area. the biggest 
change will probably be when the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers com­
plete its 10-year, $98 million project 
and the city of Martin is relocated. 

Thomasine Robinson, the current 
mayor of Martin, said he thinks the 
tnost fabulous thing that's happened 
to Martin in the last 80 years "is our 
flood project that's gomg on right 
now. Tt's wonderful that it's happen­
ing." 

Robinson said the community is 
truly blessed to have the support of 
so many agencies. 

"We just have to ge[ out of the 
flood water ,"she said. 

Martin 
Anna Skaggs Griffith has lived in 

Martin since moving from Pike 
County in 1932. Her dad was moved 
here as manager of Utilities Elk Hom 
Coal Company store in Martin when 
she was lO years old. 

"George L. Moore was the only 
principal we had at McDowell 
School while 1 attended there. He 
was the onl> one we needed. We bad 
discipline, because he demanded it, 
lf you got out of line, you had a 
choice: take a paddling or go home. 
If you cho e to go home, you didn' t 
get back in school unless you 
brought both parents with you. There 
wao; no dating allowed on cbool 
ground . The only sport we had wa 
basketball. The whole neighborhood 
supported the Dare Devils. We had a 
large band that played at every ho 
game. 

''Bristle Buck was the downtown 
area of McDowelL We bad several 
Mom and Pop grocery stores, a Post 
Office, a hardware store and mo t 
important of all a movie theater. We 
could go to the movies for .25 cents. 
You could buy a pop for a nickel or a 
box of popcorn for a nickel. On 
SatuiJlay night they always had a 
double feature. usually two Westerns. 

"The community in it ·elf, the 
neighbor , the people all around in 
Martin are wonderful," she said, 
adding there are seldom any prob­
lems that can't be fixed.

"The first sky craper in Bristle 
Buck was a three- tory concrete 
block building built by Bare-Head 
Lee Frasure for a children's home. 
We had three churches, Little Ros 
Old Regular Baptist and the Primitive

Griffith has fond early memories 
of life in Martin. 

"We didn't have any of the conve­
niences that we have now," she said. 
"There were no sidewalks, no roads, 
just dirt roads. It was a regular small 
town back then." 

"The railroad was great, it was 
the mam transportation," she added. 
"Of course the coal mines kept the 
town going." 

Griffith's husband, Raymond, wa 
mayor for 11 year , but had to resign 
for health reasons. She completely 
supports the relocation of Martin. 

"It's almost a ghost town on Main 
Street," she said. "We really need 
this project because our buildings 
haven't been kept up the best. l'm 
proud of the city of Martin. We have 
numerous churche . I have been a 
member of the Church of Christ for 
55 years and all of my children are 
members.

Wayland & Western F oyd County

STAFF WRITER 

In the Early 1900's, coal company 
prospectors set their sights on a :-.mall 
rural area of Eastern Kentucky. This 
area, located in the \Outhern half of 
Floyd County, wa~ to be mined and 
built into a city. Clan;nce Wayland 
Watson. a U.S. Senator and President 
of Elk Horn Coal Corporation. named 
this area Watson Town. The name 
"Watson Town" was later shortened 
and referred to as Wayland, Senator 
Watson· middle name. 

After the coal production started. 
bu inesses flooded the area and the 
Wayland Area became the home of a 
hospital, bank, theatre, hotel. jaiJ and 
over 3.000 citiL.ens. All of these fea­
tures made Wayland one of the 
biggest cities in Eastern Kentucky at 
one time. The city kept growing as 
the demand for coal reached it • peak. 
Thi · peak in . coal consumption 
prompted the Elk Horn Coal 
Company to build a brand new coal 
tipple in Wayland; the first multi-mil­
lion dollar coal mining facili[y in the 
United States and the biggest coal tip­
ple in the world. "It helped every­
body m every way," said Sammy 
Bentley, a c1tnen of Wayland and for· 
mer miner. "lt brought the town 
together." 

Wayland bas not only been known 
as a coal town, but a sports town as 
well. In 1948, Wayland added lights 
to their baseball field, making it the 
first lighted field in Eastern 
Kentucky. Albert Benjamin "Happy"

Governor as well as the 
Commissioner of .:vtajnr League 
Baseball, attenJcd the ceremony and 
threw the llrst pitch a~ "Lion's Field" 
was officinlly opened. 

"My favorite mcmoril s in 
Wayland alway:-. had something to do 
with baseball.'' explained Jerry Fultt.. 
Pn.-:<.ident of the Wayland H1-aorical 
Society. "I played lillie lt!ague base­
ball right hen; in \\'ayhUld on the 
nicest field I had c'>er seen." While 
some Waylandcr,: favorite memnrie~ 
arc of baseball, others recall hasket­
ball as being one of their favorite 
memories. 

When asked what his favorite 
memory of Wayland wa~. ''King" 
Kelly Coleman, local basketball leg­
end explained. "It's hard to pick out 
just one.'' After thinking for a sec­
ond. he mentioned, .. It has to be \\·hen 
my high school basketball coach told 
me that 1 would be playing a~ one of 
the starting five even though I was 
just a freshman. Man, wao; I excited!" 
Coleman, who was Kentucky's lirst 
·'Mr. BasketbalL" recalled Wayland 
when it W<tS at its' pinnacle "The 
whole town was like one big family. 
Everyone looked out for one anoth­
er." 

Martin Vanderpool. a Hueysville 
native, reminisced of a childhood 
where cars were scarce and more 
children were on the roads than vehi­
cles.

in Wayland in the mid 1 950'~ and the 
town has since ~enled into a ~mall 
commu nit of a few hundred. Those 
who rem;ined after the coal boom 
'>till bear in mind the big news stories 
that occurred in Wayland and the sur­
rounding area.~. These citiiens 
remember the intamou~ "flood of 
57'" that drove hundreds out of 
homes and .businesses. The> also 
n..:member the school consolidation of 

the Wayland, Garrett, Maytown and 
Martin High Schools into Allen 
Central High SchooL A sel.::ct few 
even remember a time when Wayland 
High School's mascot was the 
Wildcat and not the Wasp. 

Although Wayland and the sur­
rounding areas have lost many busi­
nesses and have declined in popula­
tion. the final chapter of this commu­
nity doesn't end just yet. ln 1997. cit­
it.ens of Wayland began construction 
on a place that could embrace the pa.;t 
by preserving parts of history includ­
ing memorabilia. <;Lories and memo-

ries of a once thriving community. 
This place. called the Wayland~ 
Community Center, opened in 1999 
and has been helping the community 
by offering scholarships, holding 
homecomings and collecting pre­
cious parts of the past. Jerry Fultz, 
the community center's founder, 
noted that plans arc in the making for 
a new city park and other attractions 
to help better the community. 

Kelly Coleman speaks for nearly 
all of Floyd County's citizens by say­
ing. "I grew up here; this is my histo­
ry."

1s one \Vhose 
life and family hi~tory reflects 
the e. perience of many or his 
neighbors. His father immi­
grated to the \Jnitcd States 
from Italy in 1911. After pass­
Ing through Ellis I. land, he 
worked first in Pennsylvania 
and then in Youngstown, Ohio, 
where he obtained his citizcn­
'>hip. In 1937. he heard about 
the opportunities avmlable in a 
booming coal camp in 
Kentucky called Wheelwright, 
, nd it \\as there that he moved 
hi" family and planted his 
roots. 

A ~ouple of year later, 
Louis Ferrari was born inro 
what he remembers as a near 
paradise for a grO\\ing child. 

"As d young boy, they had 
just about anything." Ferrari 
remembers. "They had a swtm­
mmg puol'and a bowltng alley. 
I remember when they got the 
first TV." 

Ferrari gre\\ up during 
Wheelwright's idyllic era of 
the 1940s and 1950s, and fond­
ly remembers the swimmmg 
pool and om\ ling alley, as well 
a~ the theater. golf course and 
clubhouse that provided both 
young and old a wealth of 
rcucational opportumlles 
\>hich were the envy of the rest 
of Floyd County. 

The rea on for 
Wheeh...right's golden era. as 
well a~ its development in the 
lifSl place. can he found in 
lnland Steel Company's coal 
operations in the mountain . 
which w·erc centered in 
Wheclwnght. Inland Steel not 
only owned the coal mmes. but 
the crltire town of 
Wheelwnght. operating its 
stores and servmg as landlord 
to its re. idents. 

Ferran len Wheelwright 
alter high school to serve in the 
mihtary. He returned briefly 
and worked for Inland Steel. 
hut Tl:Called by the military and 
letl once more, not to return 
until 1975.

Local res1dent B11l Hall. 
who went to school with 
Ferrari and played on the first 
Wheelwright Maroons football 
team with him in 1957, stayed 
in Wheelwright dunng the 
1960 and went to work for 
Inland Steel in 1961 as an engi­
neer. 

Hall remembers receiving a 
starting wage of $15 a day, 
which in tho e days was an 
ample salary that easily paid 
hi $17 monthly rent, with 
plenty left over to pay his $35 
annual membership to the 
community's nine-hole golf 
course. 

As with all employees of 
Inland Steel, all of Hall'· bills 
were deducted directly from 
his paycheck, as v.ell as credit 
in the company store. He 
recalls how some of his 
coworker • despite being paid 
a decent wage, still had a diffi­
cult time managing their 
money. 

"l saw guys who didn't 
draw a penny," Hall said, their 
entire paychecks taken up by 
bills and advance purchase 
from the company store. 

While Inland Steel owned 
all of Wheelwright. much of 
the credit for its advanced 
development is given to former 
mine superintendent E.R. 
"Jack" Price. 

"Mr. Price was proud of 
Wheelwright,'' Ferrari 
recalled. 

Hall added, "He wanted a 
modem town and he got it." 

In addition to being a town 
of many conveniences, both 
Hall and Ferrari remember 
Wheelwright as a peaceful 
town, as well. Ferrari credtted 
that achievement to policeman 
Gu Little, who he said, "ran 
everyone home about 9 or I 0 
o'clock every night." 

He also noted that Inland 
Steel imply did not tolerate 
"troublemakers.'' Smce the 
company owned the town, they 
could simply evict anyone who 
became too much of a nui­
sance. 

"Back then, anybody who 
caused a problem, they would 
get rid of them," Ferrari 
recalled. 

In the late 1950 , as Ferrari 
and Hall were nearing the end 
of his 'high school days. the 
nation was in the midst of the 
contentious end of public eg­
regation. As one of the few 
areas in Floyd County with a 
sizable African American pop­
ulation, Wheelwright perhap 
saw the greate t impact from 
integration. But while many 
areas of the South erupted into 
violent conflict at that time. 
Hall and Ferrari remember 
change coming to 
Wheelwright peacefully. 

"There were just a few peo­
ple who raised a ruckus when 
they mtegrated, but nothing too 
bad," Hall said. "It was 
squelched pretty quick." 

Wheelwright's glory days 
would come to an end, howev­
er, and just as Inland Steel can 
be credited with building the 
community, it was the compa­
ny's departure which et in 
motion the area' eventual 
decline. 

Hall wa still working for 
Inland Steel in 1966 when he 
received a letter informing him 
that the company was ·elling 

T H 

all of its assets in Wheelwright. 
And once he received the let­
ter, it wasn't long before the 
company was gone. 

The sale came us somewhat 
of a surprise, Hall said, hut 
there had been rumors about 
the company buying a coal 
seam in Illinois - clo ·cr to 
company headquarter in 
Ch1cago - Clrculatrng before­
hand.

Wheelwright would be sold 
twice more. After Island Creek 
bought the town in 1966, it 
sold again 10 month later ro a 
group of private local investors 
who formed Mountain 
Investment"> Inc . 

Today, many of the signs of 
Wheelwright'~ former glory 
are gone. The bowling alley. 
theater and clubhouse are all 
gone, and Golf Course Hollow 
is now a residential communi­
ty.

Sull. the former glory ot 
Whceh\ nght remains, alive in 
the mcmorie:-. of resident:- . .,uch 
as Hall and Ferrari, and com­
piled 111 suapbooks and web­
Sites. The rise and fall of the 
former ''model coal camp" is 
recalled not wtth mourning for 
what wa ln. t, but \\'Jth pride 
for what once was.
