The Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources will i:.sue 300 
elk permits to lut:ky appli­
canll. for the ~007-08 elk 
hunting .;ea·on. compared 
to 200 pem1its last year. 

Kentucky began restor­
ing elk in the winter of 
1997-98. Toda}, the eastern 
part of the state is home to 
about 6.500 free-ranging 
elk the largest herd east of 
the Misstsstppi River. 

Elk hunting returned to 
Kentucky in 2001, after an 
ab1>ence of I SO years. 
Since that first modern day 
hunt. the number of per­
nuts has steadily increased 
as the elk population has 
grown. 'ot only are there 
more permits available this 
year, but the amount of 
public land a\ ailable for 
elk hunting has increased, 
tOO. 

ntl\J; F1'h and 
Wildlife continuec; to 
acquire more public land 
for hunter access." said 
Tina Brunjes, big game 
program coordinator for 
Kentuck) Fish and 
Wildlife. 'These efforts 
and a growing elk herd 
mean more opportunity for

Operation U 'ITE of+icials were out 
early Tuesday morning rousing 23 su -
pected drug dealers from their slumber. 
On the morning of June 26. local and 
state law enforcement officer joined

investigation.

the Ashland area to gasify 
coal, hiomass and other car­
bon-bearing material . 

Fletcher has said repeated!) 
that Kentucky would nm even 
be considered for such project. 
without tax incentives that he 
is proposing for a special leg­
islative session, tentatively 
scheduled to begin next week.

Movie review: Moore offers persuasive, if 
one-sided, look at health care with 'Sicko'

"Sicko'' is a documentary, 
but it's a comedy, roo and a 
fanuly drama and a tmvelogue 
and, ultimately. a horror movie. 

[t's also the rare Michael 
Moore film thai isn't primarily 
about Michael Moore - at least 
not for lhe lirst hour or so. He 
truly seems to he aiming for the 
greater good here, not ju l push­
ing a personal agenda or carry­
ing out a vendetta as he 
appeared to do in ''Roger & 
Me" and .. Fahrenheit 9/Ll.'' 

But it is quintessential 
Moore: expertly l:rafted. emi­

't) nently entertaining, one-sided 
and overly simplistic. 

And incredibly persuasive. 
ln exposing the ills of 
America's health care system, 
the pot-stirring documentarian 
introduces us to regular folks -
with and without heallh insur­
ance - and lets them tell their 
stories of frustration, pain and 
Joss. Ln doing so, he purs a 
human face on an enormously 
daunting topic, one that sound. 
inherently dry and non-visual. 

One man sits in his living 
room. stitching up the knee he 
sliced open in an accident, 
while his cat looks langwdly 
on. Another recounts how he 
severed the tips of two fingers 
with a saw, and had to choose 
between reauaching one for 
$60,000 or the other for a mere 
$12.000. 

These are the absurdly funny 
anecdotes. On the opposlle end 
of the spectrwn, a mother tear­
fully recall losing her 18-
month-old daughter, who wa<> 
refu ed treatment lor a 104-
dcgrcc fever because the hospi­
tal they visited wasn't part of 
the Kaiser Pcrmancnte system.

how her husband died because 
he was denied a bone-marrow 
tran. plant. 

In the !Dlddle are enlighten­
ing tales from current and for­
mer insurance company 
employees. including a young 
woman who works at call cen­
ter taking applications. 
Unexpectedly, she chokes up ar 
the memory of providing false 
hope to a couple she knew 
would be denied coverage, and 
explains that that's why she's so 
abrupt on !he phone now she 
doesn't want 10 gel to know 
these people and their prob­
lems, she doesn't want to 
become emotionally attached. 

As in "Bowling for 
Columbine," it's in lhese 
instances that Moore, the self­
professed man of the people, is 
at his strongest.

Moore allows 
them to do that simply and 
powerfully 

Of course, he's also a master 
showman with a subversive 
sense of humor and a need to 
needle. So he has a liule fun 
with his old buddy, President 
Bush. As always, he blankets 
the film in voiccovcr that ranges 
from bemused to mocking to 
self-righteous. And in his trade­
mark fashion, he weaves in 
archival footage of idyllic, 
Eisenhower-era America, along 

with some propaganda films 
intended ro inspire fear of 
socialism. The pacing is always 
speedy, the energy high. 

Then, in the second half of 
"Steko," Moore visits Britain .. 
France and - in a climactic bit 
of literal showboating - Cuba, 
all countries where citizens 
enJOY the benefit, of govern­
ment-run medical care. ln his 
much ballyhooed tnp to 
Guantanamo Bay, he stand · at 
the front of a boat, surrounded 
by some of the men and women . 
who volunteered at ground 1ero 
after 9111 and have suffered 
physical and mental hcal!h 
problems ever since, and asks 
ttn·ough a bullhorn !hat they 
receive the same medical treat­
ment as lhe prisoners there. or 
course he knew from the 
moment he pulled away from 
the dock in Miami that they 
wouldn't get the allention they 
sought, but still - it makes for 
good theater. 

What weakens "Sicko" is 
that Moore never offers a single 
dissenting voice or even sug­
gests in a cursory way that he 
tried to reach any political lead­
ers or insurance executives for a 
response. We're told that top 
administrators receive bonuses 
for denying care. for example­
that the less coverage they pro­
vide, the fewer people they 
help, the more money they save 
!heir companies -but there'. no 
one to explain or defend this 
practice. Nor does Moore both­
er to mention how much it 
might cost to institute universal 
health care in the United States. 

Tn lead he tickles the funny 
hone and tugs at the heart- with 
surgical precision. "Sicko," a 
Lionsgate and Weinstein Co. 
release, is rated PG-13 for brief 
strong language.

Forestry. 

Originally spoiled near 
Detroit in 2002, the bug has 
stnce migrated to Ohio, 
Indiana. Maryland and lllinoi. 

and now, po ·sibly. 
Pennsylvania. A quarantine hac: 
been declared in Butler, 
Lawrence, Allegheny and 
Bcaycr countic . • restricting the 
movement of all ash tree mate-

nal, from nursery stock to 
wood chtps. Because of the 
difficulty in di tinguishing 
. pedes of hardwood firewood. 
all hardwood firewood has 
abo heen quarantined. 

Fore try officials believe 
the pest has moved to other 
. uncs on firewood carried hy 
campt::n. A h:dt:rctl quarantme 
prohibits the transportation of 
aH tirewood of hardwood 
species- like a,h, oak, maple 
and hickory - from the affect 
ed ·tales. So far. that's k.eptlhe 
ash horcr from cropping up in 
West Virginia. but Kincaid 
. ays, "It's only a matter of 
ttme." 

"We're hoping for the best 
and planning for the worst, 
because this thing has marched 
all the way from Canada and 
Michigan, .. he said. 

Ahout 3 percent of the 
state' trees are while ash. 
Kincaid said, hut that's snll a 
lot of tree·. We ·t Virginia is the 
third most forested state in the 
country, With about 78 percent 
or its land covered by tree , 
and there are large pockets of 
white a h.

Not one to spend his retirement 
years in a front porch rocker, Mr. 
Tom Oak McGuire, of Prcston:.hurg, 
choose to stay active and busy wtth 
ravorite pa.-;time , one of which hap­
pens to be gardening. 

Coming from a family of 16 chil­
dren, McGuire say. that his parents 
raised garden· and kept live. lock. all 
the while he was growing up. "We 
always had b1g gardens ... and we 
would slaughter maybe up to 8 or 9 
hogs every year, and a couple of 
beef, ton. \Vhy, yes sir, our smoke­
house always bad meat in it. ull the 
time." 

Gardening, McGuire shares. is a 
way of life lor him. "I've always 
gardened," he said. "1 enjoy doing ll 
and I reckon l' U do it as long as I'm 
able." 

Though McGuire ·ay · his gar­
dens have suiTercd Lhis season from 
lack of rain, most especially his corn 
crop, he nonetheless ha~ several gar­
den plot<;, located on Lmle Paint 
Road, that appear to b thriving, dry 
conditions or no. 

"Part of that is because I haul 
water from my borne in town over 
here to my garden. Plants have to 
have water and so T bring 11 to 

them," he laughed. 
Among Lhe man) vaneties nf gar­

den produce that McGuire ha<> plant­
ed lhis growmg cason are green 
beans, potatoes. ~wee! potatoes,

"Tlle 
book ·aid that these plants would 
grow up to 14 feet high, and . ure 
enough, they sure did. And I only 
had a 8 fool stepladder,'' he gnod­
naturedly Joked.

The most common cause of food 
poisoning at picnics is actually 
improperly prepared or stored mears. 
The bacterium most often responsible 
is Campylobact.cr jcjuni. It ic; followed 
by Salmonella enteritidis and 
Staphylococcu.s aureus. 

The best way to preventlhese types 
of bacteria from attacking your food 
and your family is to keep all foods 
"cooking hot" -above 140 degrees -­
or "refriger.ttor cold" - below 45 
degrees -- until they're consumed, 
Trmsponing your picnic meal in sepa­
rate msulated containers for hot and 
cold items should he satisfactory for 
meals that are to be consumed within 
four to five homs. For meals that arc 
to be eaten later than this, it's safest to 
lake canned or frozen food, along with 
a camp stove, and then cook the hot 
dishes immediately before the meal. 

Other bacteria, as well as viruses. 
chemical~; and parasites, can also cause 
food-borne illnesses. To lessen your 
risk of these, wash your fruit.-. and veg­
etables before you leave home

FRANKFORT - Tf you walkeu 
across a front yard nearly anywhere 
w Kentucky right now. it would 
sound like you were walking on bags 

~ of potato chips. It is dry, bard and 
crunchy. Ju 1 ~i'( weeks ago. you 
could've walked acros · a yard bare 
fool and l'ell c.:ool, green gras$ under 
your feet. 

PaJtures resemble the burnt brown 
of the Kalahari. Mo. t are<Js of the 
Kentucky haven·r rcce1ved any 
apprcciah1e rainfall since the Run for 
the Roses, or there ba.sn' 1 been 
enough rain to reach nom1al levels.

Lakes now hnve a brown or gre} 
rim around them that grows taller 
with each week that we don' t get sig­
nificant rain.
