PIKEVILLE - A state 
audit challenges nearly the 
entire $14 million budget of 
an eastern Kentucky county 
with a~ history of mis­
spending funds, according 
to state officials who said 
the amount in question wa 
unprecedented. 

·It's simply unaccept­
able that we have this con­
tinuino le\el of misman­
ageu'len. and po,stblc cor­
ruption," Auditor Crit 
Luallen said. 

The audrt scrutinizmg 
$13.5 million 111 Knott 
County's pending - the 
third report since 2004 to 
rai.;e serious que~tions 
about the county's finance 
- came a day after FBI 
agent raided county 
offices. Th FBI wouldn't 
comment on the reason for 
Tue da) 's raid. 

"To our knowledge, it is 
the largest dollar figure in 
questioned co t in county 
audits,·· said Joe Meyer. 
Luallen's enior policy 
advi . er. 

Luallen\ office referred 
the audit to the FBI. the 
Internal Revenue Ser.i<.:e. 
the U.S. D!.!partrne:nt of 

Labor. the U.S. Attorney's 
Office and everal state 
agencJes. 

"It i my hope that thts 
latest audit and the resulting 
federal investigation will 
result in something finally

Let bad drivers 
pay for roads 

It's been more than two centuries since Kentucky was 
part of Virginia, but there still are a few things we can learn 
from our distant cousin ' next door. 

Like every other state, Virginia was looking for ways to 
increase revenues to pay for highway maintenance. Instead 
of the easy course ''hiking gasoline taxes for everyone to 
pay'' the Virginia General Assembly last year decided it 
would make bad drivers pay the costs of keeping up the 
state· s roads. 

So Vrrginia legislators imposed what are called "civil 
remedial fees" on top of all other court fines, costs, jail time 
and licenses restrictions. 

And the fees are steep. 
As of last Sunday. reckless driving in Virginia includes an 

added fee of $1050. Driving under the influence costs 
$2,250. Driving on a suspended license involves a fee of 
$750. All other traffic misdemeanors carry a $900 fee, and 
driving-related felonies cost $3,000 in fees. 

To make the fees somewhat less burdensome, they can be 
paid in three annual installments. Legislators estimate the 
bad-driving fees will generate $62 million a year. 

And there is no great public outcry against the steep fees, 
since most people think of themselves as good drivers not 
subject to the penalties. 

The only real criticism "and apparently it's fairly wide­
spread" is that the bad-driving fees don't apply to non­
Virginia drivers. Opposition to that provision, )n fact, is 
leading lawmakers and Gov. Timothy M. Kaine to consider 
repealing it when the Virginia legislature next meets. 

In New Jersey, which has had bad-driving fees for more 
than 20 years, the fees apply to all drivers, and the state 
actually bas attached property liens and garnished wages of 
nonresidents to collect them. 

When the Kentucky General Assembly meets in regular 
ession next year. it ought to take a look at Virginia's bad­

driving fees. They're not taxes, heaven forbid, merely fees 
bad drivers pay to keep up the highways they drive on 
badly.

The age 
of cynicism 

In five years, we built the Hoover 
Dam. From 1931 Lo 1936, the 
Colorado River was diverted wtth 
tunnels blasted into the Black 
Canyon walls, a town was built to 
house a small army of workers labor­
ing in the desert, and 3 1/4 million 
cubic yards of concrete were poured 
into a dam reaching 726 1/2 feet high 
- two years ahead of schedule. 

Tl'1> hard LO look back at this mon­
umental effort without a feeling of 
envy. The dam was completed on the 
backs of desperate men during the 
Great Depression, but from this 
remove, it looks like an apotheosis of 
the can-do spirit. Who believes we 
could do omeLhing similar today, 
that political bickering, governmental 
bungling, Occupatlonal Safety and 
Health Administration regulation<>. 
lawsuits and environmental objec­
tions wouldn't make such a projecl 
all but impossible? 

Tl might be the rate of President 
Bush to be remembered as the 
emblem or an Age of Cynicism, 
when - despite many encouraging 
econorruc and social indicators - we 
experienced a deep public funk, dri­
ven by the feeling that government 
couldn't be trusted lO do anything, at 
least not well. 

Thi is the spirit Lhal more Lhan 

anything else brought down (for 
now) the Senate's Grand 
Compromise on immigration. TL was­
n't Bush's declining clout or raging 
xenophobia so 
much as the 
collective 
grass-roots 
reply to the 
White House's 
detailed expli­
calions ol' the 
enforcement 
provisions in 
the hill: "We 
simply don't 
believe you." 

The admin­
i tration is paying a price for it, seri­
al abuse of the word .. must." Bush 
often has said lhal a given country 
"must" relinquish it'l nuclear program 
or free a dissident or forswear Lest­
firing a missile, with little in the way 
of consequence when his demand is 
ignored. So when his administration 
says, under the immigration deal. an 
immigrant or an employer "must" do 
something. no one believes it repre­
sents anything more than wishfuJ­
nesl>.

Outdoors: Choosing 
the right fishing rod·

KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT - You have a 
rriend who caught hi;, first large­
mour.h bass lasr month He ha. n't 
quit talking about it since - and 
he's hugged you to death until 
you agreed to take him fishing. 
Although you urrer lo let him 
borrow one of your gootl bass 
stick~. he insists on bringing his 
own rod and reel. 

He shows up with a cheap dis­
coum store combo. lt has a tiny, 
plastic ultra light reel mounted 
on a rod that resembles a willow 
-witch with guides on it. The rod 
and reel would lruggle to land 
the minnows you planned to Ul)e 
for hail. 

His fishing experience would 
have been much beuer had he 
known what to look for in a rod 
and reel before bu)rng an outfit. 

Beginning (and sometimes 
expenenced) anglers often don't 
know ho~ to select a rod appro­
priate for the type of fishing the} 
plan Lo do. A rod designed for 
panfish won't work for hauling 
m b1g hass. 

Before deciding which rod is 
best. anglers should know the 
power and action or a rod. These 
tWO components Often get inter­
twined and confused, even by 
experienced anglers. 

The action refers to how much 
a rod bend~ when you'ra casting 
or have a fish at the end of the 
line. An ~xtra fast action rod 
hcnds just at the tip. A fast action 
hendc; in the last quarter or the 
rod. A moderate-fast action nxl 
bend" over the la">t third. A mod­
crate action rod hends o\·cr the 
last half. A \>low action rod bends 
all the ...... ay into the handle. Fast 
action rods pur more force into 
your thro ...... and gl\·e you longer · 
casts. ofter action rods arc more 
lorgi\ ing and have le-..s Lendenc} 
to throw live hait from your 
hook. 

The lure weights and line 
'i1es that a rod can hcmdle deter­
mine il· power. Ullra-light rod 
are designed for 2-6 pound line 
and lures weighing from 1/32-
ounce ro 1/4-ounce. Rods can 
handle progre sively hea\ ier 
lures and line as their power 
inl.:reases from light to heavy. 

A great choice for all-around 
fishing in Kentuck~ is a medium 
light power, fast act ion rod lor 
use with ·a spinning reel. These 
reels have an open spool in 1he
