Doctoring with 
· public health 

If Jame W. Holsinger Jr. wins Senate confirmation next 
month to be the nation'. new top doctor, he will' need to 
demon trate con ·iderable political independence from the very 
people who selected him for the job if he is to restore credibil­
ity to this once-proud position. 

HoL inger would succeed Dr. Richard Carmona, who was 
hardly a controversial or even particularly aggressive advocate 

· on public health is ues in hi four years as surgeon general. 
And now we know why. Nearly a year after leaving the pot, 
Carmona testified earlier this month before a congre. ional 
committee. He de cribed an unprecedented degree of political 
interference in hi work, with Bush administration political 
appointees muzzling him on numerous occasions and quash­
ing or watering down reports from his office for political rea­
sons. 

The science of embryonic stem cell research? Carmona said 
he was "told to stand down and not speak about it." 
Emergency contraception? Don't talk about it, they told him. 
Comprehensive sex education? No, they told him- absti­
nence only. The dangers of secondhand smoke? Carmona' 
report wa held up for political vetting. His report on global 

• health issues was suppressed because it did not brag enough 
about Bush administration efforts. And h1 speeches, he said 
he was told, must include President Bush' name at least three 
times on every page. He said he wa even discouraged from 
going to the Special Olympic and was asked, "Why would 
you want to help those people?" Who were "those people?" 
The Kennedys. Eunice Kennedy Shriver launched the move­
ment that grew into the worldwide charitable program for dis­
abled athlete . 

Carmona told the committee that the job of urgeon general 
"is to be the doctor of the-~tiort - not th ddctor of a politi­
cal party." But witlnhi bunch, he aid, "Anything ttiat does­
n't fit into the political appointees' ideological, theological or 
political agenda is ignored, marginalized or simply buried." 
"The problem with this approach," Carmona added, "1s that in 
public health, as in a democracy, there is nothing worse than 
ignoring science, or marginalizing the voice of science for rea­
sons driven by changing political winds." 

Well said. 
Carmona was hardly the first surgeon general to suffer 

political intervention from the Whlte House or political 
ppointees running the agencies. But a stnng of former sur­

·-geons general also testified that what they experienced paled 
by comparison. 

Now comes Holsinger, an otherwi. e highly qualified physi­
ian widely experienced in public health but who faces a diffi­
ult confirmation. It seems he himself confused politics and 
cience in regard to homosexuality in a 1991 paper he wrote. 

Holsinger said at his Senate confirmation hearing that the 
paper "does not represent where I am today .. , He also said that 
if pressured as surgeon general to put politic ahead of science 
on an important issue he would instead resign. He may not be 
in the job long.

In June and October of 2005, Gene Holland burned two houses and flood debris 
including vinyl siding, clothing, furniture, plastics, and other various items in 
Floyd County, Kentucky, as a means of improper disposal. The incidents were 
investigated by the Kentucky Department for Environmental Protection, and 
Gene Holland was cited for violations of open burning laws under 401 KAR 
63.005. Gene Holland has agreed to publish this notice and inform the public 

• 
about outdoor burning laws in order to help educate his fellow citizens about the 
hazards associated with open burning. 

Did you know that most open burning is prohibited in the state of Kentucky? 
The Kentucky Open Burning Regulations (401 KAR 63.005) prohibits the 
burning of most materials at any location. Generally, only the following materials 
can be legally burned: 

- Agricultural fields for removal of stubble or weeds 
- Househoid rubbish (paper products ONLY) 
-Leaves (check local laws/ordinances) 
- Untreated wood for camp .fires or bonfires 
-Vegetative debris from land clea9-ng (limited to 2 acres at a time) 
- Vegetative storm debris (no plastics) 

You cannot use tires or heavy oils, which create large amounts of toxic 
smoke, to start even legal fires. Tires are never to be burned. 

Most open burning is not necessary. Reducing, reusing, and recycling can 
eliminate much solid waste. Brush can be composted or piled up to provide 
wildlife cover. Landfills are also a legal option to dispose of your waste. 

Most open burning is prohibited in Kentucky because toxic gases are often 
emitted that harm human health and/or the environment. Air pollution created 
from open burning can cause respiratory diseases such as asthma, emphy­
sema, and chronic bronchitis. It can also irritate the eyes and skin, depress 
the central nervous system, and cause headaches, dizziness, and fatigue. 

Burning near or in a sinkhole or streambed is one of the worst places to bum 
because pollutants from open burning can contaminate drinking water. Burning 
near utility lines and forested areas may pose additional fire hazards. 

The Kentucky Division of Forestry, the State Fire Marshal's Office, and many 
city and cou~ty governments also have laws regarding open burning. When in 
doubt, call the Division for Air Quality in Frankfort at 1-888-BURN-LAW

•Create an "allergy free" 
zone in your home, preferably 
your bedroom, and strictly 
prohibit the pet's access to it. 
Use a high-efficiency HEPA 
air cleaner (available <Jt almost 
any home and garden store or 
discount department store) in 
l11e bedroom. Consider using 
impermeable covers for the 
mattress and pillows because 
allergen particles brought into 
the room on clothe. and other 
object can accumulate them. 

•Bathe your pet on a week­
ly basis to reduce the level of 
aiiergcns on fur by as much as 
84 percent. Although products 
are available that claim to 
reduce pet allergens when 
sprayed on the animal's fur, 
studies show they are less 
effective than a weekly bath. 
Even cats can become accu -
tomed to being bathed; check 
with your veterinarian's staff 
or a good book on pet care for 
directions about how to do this 
properly, and use whatever 
shampoo your veterinarian 
recommends. 

The source of irntation to 
pel-allergic humans? Glands 
in the animal's skin secrete 
tiny allergy-triggering pro­
teins, called allergens, that 
linger in the animal's fur but 
also float easily in the air. 
Allergens are present in the 
animal's saliva and urine, too, 
and may become airborne 
when saliva dries on the fur. 
The severity of reaction to 
these allergens varies from one 
person to the next, ranging 
from mild sniffing and sneet.-

• ing to life-threatening asthma. 

•Use HEPA air cleaners 
throughout the rest of the 
home. and avoid dust-and­
dander-catching furni hing 
such as cloth curtains and 
blinds and carpeted tloors. 
Clean frequently and thor­
oughly to remove dust and 

•Don't be quick to blame 
the family pet for allergies. 
Ask your allergist to specifi­
cally test for allergies to pet 
dander, rather than making an 
assumption. And understand 
that allergies are cumulative. 
Many allergy sufferers are sen­
sitive to more than one aller­
gen. So if you're allergic to 
dust, insecticides, pollen, ciga­
rette smoke. and cat dander, 
you' II need to reduce the over­
all allergen level in your envi­
ronment by concentrating on 
all of the causes, not just the 
pet allergy. For example, you 
may need to step up measures 
to remove the cat dander from 
your home and carefully avoid 
cigarette smoke during pring, 
when it is difficult to avoid 
exposure to pollen.

proteins arc injected unJcr the 
person's skin, triggering the 
body to produce antibodies 
(protective proteins) which 
block the pet allergen from 
causing a reaction. Patients ar~ 
usually given one dose per 
week for a few weeks to 
months (depending on the 
severity of the allergy) and 
then can often manage with 
one mjection per momh. 

•Additional treatmcms for 
allergies to pets are sympto­
matic, mcludrng sterordal and 
antihistamine nose sprays and 
antihistamine pills. For asth­
ma, there are multiple medica­
tions, sprays, and inhalers 
available. It is important to 
find an allergist who under­
stands your commitment to 
living with your pet. A combi­
nation of approaches - medical 
control of symptoms. good 
housecleaning method , and 
immunotherapy - is most hk.e­
ly to offer success toward 
allowing an allergic per~on to 
live with pets. 

Of course, if you do not 
currently have n pet and are 
considering one, and know 
you are pet-allergic, be sure to 
consider carefull whether you 
can Ji, e witli the allergy before 
you bring a new pet home. 
Except in the case of children, 
who sometimes outgrow aller­
gies, few allergy sufferer~.; 

become accustOmed to pets to 
whom they are allergic. Too 
many allergic owners obtain 
pets without thinking through 
the difliculties of living with 
them. And too often, they end 
up relinquishing pets, a deci­
sion that is difficult for the 
owner and can be life-threat­
ening for the pet.

The Education Awareness

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New school year can mean scheduling anxiety 
for par nts; tips on keeping things sane

Shannon Conner keep a 2-
foot-by-3-foot calendar on the 
wall and also carries a Palm, 
just to make sure she knows 
which of her six kids belongs 
at which activit)'. 

The Indianapolis mom used 
to have a rule: Choo e one 
sport and one non-sport a sea­
son. Bur then her 10 year-old 
daughter, Grace, wanted to do 
so much. Grace' schedule 
now goes like thjs: swim team, 
kickball, ba ketball, volley­
ball. student council and Girl 
Scouts. Every day an activity. 

And Conner, who has said 
no to till other activities, wor­
nes: Is it too much? 

A new school year means 
it's time for parents to sched 
ule after chool and weekend 
activities again. They've heard 
the experts: Children need 
some unstructured time to 
make up their own games, find 
their own friends and problem 
solve. 

"Children need down time 
to relax and decompre s, just 
like aduhs." says Paul 
Donahue, a child p ychologi t 
in Scarsdale, N.Y. "They also 
need time to ju. t explore, play 
on their own and use their 
imagination." 

Yet the pressure to schedule 
and overschedule 

remains strong. Wi11 your 
child fall behind if she doesn't 

take soccer or ballet with her 
friends'? Could you have the 
world's next piano prodtgy if 

nly you give him the nght 
l~ssons now? And anyhow, 
wl;lo doesn't want the kids 
dd!ng something safe and 
supervised when mom and dad 
are~'t around? 

Ppr parents contemplating 
which - and ho·w many -
activlues to sign their children 
up fo't this fall. orne guide­
lines from the pro :

Say no first, unless there's a 
good reason to say yes. 
That' the advice or 

William Doherty, a Univer. ity 
of Minnesota protessor who 
co-founded Putting Family 
First, an organization that rais­
e awareness of overscheduled 
kids. 

Parenting has become a 
form of competition. he say . . 
"Parents are more worried that 
the children are not keepmg 
up." 

Of course. a lot depends on 
each child. In Conner's case, 
it's Grace who' pushing her to 
say yes. 

"When you have a kid that 
wants to do something. it's 
hard. You have to set bound­
arie. with that child." Conner 
says. "She ees the (enroll­
ment) forms and he wants to 
know when we're turning 
them in." 

The camp . sports leagues 
and other activities keep send-

ing the forms to maintain or 
grow their enrollment num­
bers. 

"Once you've done some­
thing, it's like you 'rc in that 
loop. They market to the over­
sch~dukd child," Conner says. 
"We're on the suc!...c1 list.'' 

What's the rush? 
The choices for babies as 

young as 6 months can include 
mu ic. tumbling. dance. 
Spanish and sign language, but 
the best reason for enrolling 
might be just to give mom or 
dad a chance to get out of the 
house. 

Even pre chooler don't 
really need any structured 
activity. according to Doherty. 

"You're not actually doing 
them any good beyond just 
playing. You have to ask your­
self, why do it? It's o;ocial 
comparison," he sajd, 

In sports. forget teaching 
technique or proper form until 
a child is at least X. according 
to Brooke de Lench, editor of 
the site www.momstcam.com. 

What if a child is particu­
larly good at a sport? Playing 
something intensively from 
age 4 or 5 often makes the 
child want to drop out later 
and try something different, 
she says. 

Donahue. author of the new 
book "Parenting Without 
Fear·· (August, St. Martin·s 
Pre s), agrees: Speciali7ing 
too young can make the sport 

feel like ajob. he says. 
He suggest~ limiting activi­

ties to one or two a eason 
when children are under 8. 
Older kids often have two or 
three activities going, but he 
suggest<; keeping at least one 
or two days a week open. 

Make time for 
family and play 

Look at sports and activi­
ties as part of a pyramid. 
Doherty uggcsts: The base is 
lots of family time, then 
unstructured play with other 
kids. then playing on thelf 
own. and only then organi7ed 
activities. 

"The problem is when 
those structured act1 Vlllel> 
come at the rrice of family 
time. like meals together, time 
to hang out as a tamiJy, ·· he 
ays 

Little kids. especially. may 
need more time between activ­
Ities. 

Kimm Ellis, of Indio, 
Calif., signed her son Cabot, 
then 2. up for a 7 a.m. swim 
class twice a week before 
pre chool. For about seven 
monlhs, he loved it. 

Then he started crying and 
screaming in the car. 

.. 1 think he was oversched­
uled. Il was just bad timing," 
says Ellis, who pulled Cabot 
out of swimming. 

"He's much happier." she 
say . 

Guidelines for keeping 
kids' schedules - and 
yours - sane this fall 
Tips on creating a balanced schedule of 
activities for kids after school and on week­
ends: 
• Try not to schedule any activities for at 
least one or two days a week. 
• Look for sports leagues that aren't too 
competitive and emphasize having fun, 
learning sportsmanship, understanding 
rules and developing basic skills. 
• Remember that each child is different. 
What's right for one may not work for 
another. 
• Read your child and watch for signs of 
stress. Do they seem tired? Is homework 
getting done? Do they have enough free 
time? Are family meals being skipped too 
much to accommodate activities? 
• Be aware that some sports require an 
immense amount of time for practices and 
games and can cause strain on kids and 
families. 
• Remember that kids don't have to do 
everything at once. Some activities can wait 
til next year

Rules on Medicine at School 
' 

Dispensin2 Medication 

Except for prescription medication that i delivered to chool by the parent·, 
internal medicine, including aspirin. shall not be kept at chool for the purpose of 
administering to pupils. Antiseptic and appropriate other emergency medications 
shall be maintained in the first-aid kit. 

Upon written parental request1 and in accordance with the following guidelines, 
pupils may rake medicine which is brought from home and specifically ordered by 
the pupil's personal physician. 

1. Written documentation from the physician must be obtained prior to the chool 

personnel witnessing tudems taking medication at school or at chool-related 
events. 

2. Parent and chool administrators shall meet to discuss the student' · medication 
needs prior to any school personnel wime sing students taking medication at 
school or at school-related events. 

3. Parents mu t sign an authorization card in order for chool personnel to witness 
a student' taking medication. Schools will accept only those medications that 
will be administered for at least a two- week period or longer and only those 
medications brought to chool by parents. Parents arc encouraged to schedule 
times of administration so that a minimum number of dose will be given during 
the school day. 

4. Medication shall be brought to school in the original prescription container. 
which hall include the tudent's name and the name and pre cribed dosage of the 
medicine. Parents shall bring to school only the amount of medication needed 
during chool hour, . and the school shall accept only a month' supply of 
medication for any student. 

5. All medication brought to choor by parents shall be left in the Principal's office 
and kept under lock and key in a secure location designated by the PrincipaL 

Under procedures developed by the Superintendent. a student may be permitted 
to carry medication that has been prescribed or ordered by a physician to stay on 
or with the pupil due to a pre ·smg medical need. 

6. Two (2) designated school personnel hall w1tness student taking medil:ation. A 
Jog containing date, time, amount, student's name. etc. shall be kept. 

7. Provided the parent/guardian and physician files the written statement/authoriza­
tion each year as required by law. a student under treatment for asthma shalL be 
pem1itted to elf-administer medication.2 

8. Students . hall not share any prescription or over- the-counter medication with 
another student. Each year. the District shall notify students in wriling of this 
prohibition and that violation shaH result in appropriate disciplinary action, ~ 

including but not limited to suspension or expulsion.
