Kentucky still lagging 
in well-being of 
children, survey fmds

Kentucky continues to rank 
among the I 0 .states wtth 
the highest percentage of 
children living in poverty, 
according to a survey 
released Wednesday. 

The annual KIDS 
COUNT sur\'cy, coordinat­
ed by the Annie E. Ca~ey 
Foundation of Baltimore. 
al:so ranked Kentucky a:, the 
40th worst 'tate in the owr­
all well-being of children. 
an improvement from last 
year when the state ranked 
42nd. 

'The overall picture ~till 
should be a source of con­
cern for Kentuckians.'' said 
Terry Brook~. executive 
director of Kentuck} Youth 
Advocates. "We, a~ a state, 
would not tolerate ranking 
40th in Lhc nation in busi­
ness or basketball and we 
can't tolerate ranking 40th 
in the nation for children." 

The !'.Urvey ranked 
Kentucky 41st m the per­
centage of ch1ldren living in 
poverty. Aet:orurng to the 
study, 22 percent of 
Kentucky children lived in 
PO\ erty bet\\ een 2000 and 
2005. 

The state ranked 44th in 
the pc;rcentage of children 
living In homes where nei ­
ther parent had full-time 
emplo) ment, 44th in the 
teen death rate. and 45th in 
the percentage of teens who 
arc neither in s~.:hool nor 
working. 

One of the most eye­
catching findings. Brooks 
said. was that the death rate 
for chi ldrcn worsened by 4 
percent from 2000 to 100-l. 
The state ranks 32nd in the 
number of children per 
100.000 who died between 
the ages of 1 and 1-t 

Brooks s;JiJ the No. l 
cause of death among chil­
dren is car crashes. He said

'The Simpsons Movie' is packed 
with humor, but not exxxxxcellent

The universe of "The 
Simpsons" - outlandi. h, yel­
low and absent of normal 
human growl11 -has sketched 
wtth parodying pertecuon the 
.Lruggle of family life, the 
exploitation of a neighbor's 
good will nnd lhe bitarre qual­
itie. of school bus driver~. to 
name just a few of its accom­
plishment-; , 

ln one of irs greatest 
episode·, about Prohibition. 
Homcr'c; concluding toast 
demonstrated how the animat­
ed series could be as damning 
as it was lularious: "To alco­
hol, the cause and solution LO 
aU of life's problems!" 

"The Simp~on.;; Movie" 
arrives a decade after that 
1997 episode, and long ai'Ler 
its glory days. Not to sound 
too much like the Comic .Book 
Guy, but the Fox sitcom. 
which once brilliantly satirized 
TV'c; convention'S, has gradu­
ally settled into it<; own ruts -
which usually entails Homer 
acting silly lor silliness· ake. 

After \8 easons on televi­
sion. the much-anticipated 
big-screen debut of "The 
Simpsons" reels purposeless 
- as if creator Man Groening 
finally thought: ''Well. we 
might as well." 

The movie quickly revels m 
lampooning it elf. Ralpb 
Wiggum crawls over the open­
ing 20th Century Fox logo. An 
"llchy and Scratchy" segment 
tben plays out before revealing 
the Simpsons family watching, 
. cared in a movtc theater. 

'1 can't believe we're pay­
ing for omething we get for 
free on TV!" exclaims Homer 
(voiced by Dan Castdlancta). 

An alteration of the show's 
opening sequence lead~ to a 
Green Day concert where the 

band tnes to peak about pol ­
lution, thereby setting up the 
action: Lake Springfield, it 
turns out, is a polluLed mess, 
the result of - among other 
things - Krusty the Clown 
dumping tankfuls of his flop 
sweat into it. 

Homer ruins a cleanup 
effort, however, emptying a 
~ilo (yes. a silo) of pig feces in 
the lake. the result of his new 
best friend: the adopted 
Spider-Pig, who's later 
renamed Plopper. Thi. isn't 
Homer's first love alTair with a 
potential meal, nor his only 
go-around with a pig. Fans 
will recall his "pig-de-Ja-resis­
tance" in "Li-;a the 
Vegetarian,"' Lhe excellent 
1995 episode m wluch vege 
!arianism is tackled more suc­
cessfully than pollution is 
here. 

Lake Springfield promptly 
turns black and the 
Environmental Protccrion 
Agency, led by Russ Cargill 
(Albert Brooks), soon inter­
venes, placing a giant. trans­
parent dome over Springfield 
and its townspe~1ple. Tl's a 
dearly redundant entrapment 
for a town that exists every­
where and nowhere. (At one 
point. standing atop a moun­
tain, Ned F1ander1> point.; to 
the states bordenng 
Springfield: Ohio, Maine. 
Kentuck) and Nevada.) 

Cargill - who sounds a lor 
like Hank Scorp1o. the man1a-

Brooks voiced in a 1996 
episode - works for President 
Arnold Schwarzenegger 
(Hilll} Shearer) who declares:

Homer must save the town 
from Cargill's plans for 
Springfield, but, more impor­
tamly, he has Ltl win hack the 
trust of Marge, Bart, Lisa and 
Maggie. 

The plot is wayward at 
times particularly a trip to 
Alaska that feels excerpted 
from an unaircd episode. 

But narrative was never 
what drove "The Stmpsons. ·• It 
was always the jokes. which 
are ju. t as relenlless here as 
they arc on the show. 

Under director David 
Silverman's stewardship. rbc 
animation is brighter and filled 
'With more background detail. 
Every character now maneu 
vers with a carefully drawn 
shadow. 

Little has t:banged m the • 
leap Lo the big screen, hut we 
do gain a new perspective on 
Springfield, where Mr. Burns' 
house i. now so elevated it 
seems more like the Grinch 's 
lair hovering ahovc Whovillc.

A popular argument among advo­
cates l>finunigration control· is that a 
nation has a "righf' to control it<> bor­
ders. The argument is based on the 
SUpposed "right" 01' lhe U.S. gl.tVem­
ment to station gendarmes along its 
international borllers, including on 
privatcl) owned land. to prevent peo­
ple frnm coming into the coumry ille­
gally. 

What the advocates of eon1rol 
never addre~s, however, is a related 
siruation: Lf the government has the 
'"right" to prevent people from com­
ing into the country, why doesn't it 
have the correlative ''right" to pre­
vent people from leaving the coun­
try? Doesn't control over the borders 
connote control in both directions'! 

in fact, isn't that the true rationale 
for prohibiting Americans. on pam of 
fine and imprisonment, from travel­
ing to Cuba? While the fed actually 
prohibit Americans from spending 
doUars 10 Cuba. we all know that 
thai\ simply a sham to cover up what 
they are actually domg - preventing 
Americans from traveling from Lhe 
United States to Cuba. lf the federal 
government has Lhe power to prevent 
Americans from u·avcling to Cuba, 
doesn't it have the power to prevent 
Americans from traveling every­
where else? lsn 't tills what comes 
with the government's "right" town­
trullts border ·? 

That, of cuurse, brings US lO the 
Berlin Wall, a border control that 
seems lo make American proponent: 
of immigration conu·ols uncomfort­
able. 

One of the principal arguments 
that ad\CJCates or immigration COn­

trols make is. "The law is the law and 
people should ~)hey the law." Under 
East Gcnnan law, il was a crimina[ 
act to cross the border into West 
Berlin without pcrmi. sion from East 
Gennan officials. Even if people dis 
agreed with the law. the East Gem1an 
authorities expected everyone to 
ohey it. Alter all. lhey helieved, "'ll1e 
law is the law and people should 
obey the law." 

Once American immigration-con­
trol proponents accept that prim:iple 
as immutable, it would seem that 
they have no choice but to defend 
East Germany's enforcement of its 
law. Ycr most AmCiican immigration 
controllers would never do that. at 
least n(tl publicly. To defend the 
shooting of East Germans illegally 
crossing into West Berlin is not 
exactly a popular position. Once the 
advocates of 1mm1grat10n controls 
take the position that the East 
German law was immoral and, there 
fore, that it was morally okay for East 
Germans to violate it, an imponant 
principle emerges: People have a fun­
damental and inherent right to dis 
obey an immoral law. 

If a law that prcvcnrs people from 
leaving. a country is 1mmoral, then 
why isn't a law that prevents people 
from entering a country equalLy 
immoral'~ Suppose West Berlin had 
constructed Its own wall thal ran pur­
aile! to the East Berlin wall. Would 
advocates of immigration cono:ols 
have condemned the killing or an 
East Gcm1an for iJicga11y crossing 
the East Gem1an wall and pra1sed his 
killing for illegally crossing the West 
German wall? 

The immigration controlkrs often 
usc collectivist rhctori(j to justify 
immigration control . They ay that

from '·breaking into" our nanonal 
"home" and trespassing on farms and 
ranches along rhe border. 

But Lhe only rea~on lhal immi­
grants arc illegally hiking across peo­
ple's farrm and rctllches when they 
enter the United Stares Lc; that it's ille­
gal for them to o:avel normally by bus 
or car. Moreover, America i n'l Cuba 
or North Korea, where the govern­
ment owns the nation and everything 
and everybody within !he nation. 
Instead, America includes a mynad 
of private properties. homes, and 
businesses owned and oper.tted by 
million<; of private individuals and 
cornpamcs. It's obvious that the mil­
lions of immigrant· who have 
crossed the U.S. border illegally have 
found their way into these private 
residences and bu. inesl;es wi1h the 
consent of lhe owners.

'·Jock" our narional door, what they 
really wan! to do is empower federal 
officials to lock the doors of millions 
of pnvate homes and busine se · 
without the consent of the owners.

ON A ROLL: Ganassi riding high after consecutive wins

N.C. - Tn the 17 
years since Chip Ganassi formed Jtis 
first race team, bis passton for the 
sport has never wavered - not during 
the lean years of open whee!, his 
sLruggles after expanding to 
NASCAR. or even the death of a dri­
ver. 

·Weekends like rhis la.c;t one make it 
all worth it. 

Gaoassi drivers won two major 
races, as Reed Sorenson ended a 61-
race winless <;trcak with a Busch 
Series victory Saturday nigbt in St. 
Louis and Scott Dixon scored his 
third consecutive lndyCar Series vic­
Lory on Sunday at Mid-Ohio. 

One week earlier, Dixon won !:he 
lndy race while Ganassi·s sports car 
leams went 1-2 in Iowa, as he became 
the all-time winningcst owner in the 
Grand-Am Series. 

Ganassi wasn' t trumpeting his suc­
cess Monday as he headed to a golf 
tournament in his hometown of 
Pittsburgh. But the sometunes-can­
tankerous car owner was certain ly in 
bigb spirits after Victory Lane cele­
brations on consecutive days and con­
secutive weekends. 

''My passion for racing i!> probahly 
greater now Lhao when 1 first started." 
he said. "It"· JUSt because over time. 
the wins get to he more rewarding. 
And we've certainly had wins that 
have heen more meaningful, but lo 
win in two diil'erent series on the 
same weekend is something we won't 
soon forget." 

Truth is, many predicted Ganasst 
would have celcbraLCd plcmy of dou­
ble-win weekends smce entenng 
NASCAR in 2001.

After a11, it took him JUSt six sea­

sons to roll to the top of open-wheel: 
He formed his tirst CART team in 
1990 and won the lirst of four con­
secutive championships in 1996. 

Success, as expected, came fast in 
NASCAR. as Ganassi joined Roger 
Penske in August 200 l as the only 
team owners to win a CART race and 
NASCAR race on the same weekend. 
That laid the groundwork for a terrif­
ic 2002 season that saw Sterling 
Marlin put Ganassi on top of the 
NASCAR points standings for 25 
consecutive weeks. 

But a neck injury forced Marlin 
oul of the car for the final seven races 
of the sca~on, dashing championship 
hopes. And there was no carry-over 
into the next season, as Ganassi dri­
vers failed to win another N ASCAR 
race for more than four years. 

That early success may have raised 
outside expectahons . but Ganassi 
insisLS he never believed it would be 
easy. 

"In 2002 we were doing good. but 
we didn' t really know why," he said. 
"We had a good driver and good cars. 
but we were just sort of throwing 
things ar it and we knew we would 
continue to do good if we just kept 
doing whatever it wru; that we were 
d~1ing 

"But the truth is we didn't have 
any knowledge or where w¢ were, or 
how we stacked up against the or.hcr 
teams."' , 

As his NASCAR operation experi­
enced growing pains. so did his open­
wheel organization. Ganassi made a 
full-time switch 10 the Indy Racing 
League in 2003, and Dixon tri ­
umphantly announced the arrival that 
eason by winning the Litle.

Some older brass connectors have cc1 me apart, 
causing fires and explosions resulting in diEtaths and 
injuries. 

These older brass connectors have a serious flaw In the 
process used to join their tubing to their end pitolces. Over 
time, the end pieces can separate from the tubing, and 
cause a serious gas leak, explosion, or fire. To our knowl­
edge, these dangerous uncoated brass connectors have 

not been made for more than 20 years, but many of them 
are still in use. The older these connector s get, the 
greater the possibility of failure. 

Although not all uncoated connectors have tl'lt s flaw, It Is 
very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, Elny uncoat­
ed brass connector should be replaced lmme,tJiately with 

either a new plastic- coated brass or a new sta nless steel 
connector. Connectors can wear out from too much mov-

ing, bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be 
replaced whenever the appliance is replaced or moved from 

its location. 

WARNING. Only a qualified professional should check 

your connector and replace it if needed. Don't try to do this 

yourself! 

Moving the appliance, even slightly, whether to clean 
behind it or to inspect its gas connector, can cause the com­
plete failure of one of these older weakened connectors, 

possibly resulting in a deadly fire or explosion

HOW DO I KNOW IF A GAS HAZARD EXISTS??? 
YOUR SENSE OF SMELL SHOULD TELL YOU 

(1) A GAS LEAK IS POTENTIALLY VERY DANGER· 
OUS! - Gas may leak from faulty appliances, broken pipes 
or broken mains. Make sure all members of your family 
know what to do if they smell gas. 

(A} IF THE ODOR IS STRONG: 

1) Do not light matches. 
2) Do not turn lights on or off. 

3} Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from 
outlets. 

4) Do not use the telephone. 
5) Notify everyone in the building or house to leave 

immedtately, and leave the door open. 
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors 

and windows, starting where the odor is strongest 
Do not re-enter the building for this purpose. 

7} Call the utility company or fire department from a 

nearby building or house. Do not use the telephone 
in your house. 

8) Do not re-enter your home until the utility company 

or fire department has released you to do so. 

9) Never take chances' If your safety is threatened, get 

out quickly.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A GAS LEAK OUTSIDE HOUSE OR 
BUILDING - Gas leaks outside are uncommon, but it is a 
good idea to know how to recognize them. Common signs 

include: 
I) A gas odor. 

2) A blowing or hissing sound. 

3) Dirt being blown or thrown tnto the atr. 
4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond. 
5) Fire coming from the ground or burning above the 

ground. 
6) Brown patches in vegetation on or near gas pipel_ine. 

If you detect any signs of a gas leak outside, call Auxier 

Road Gas Company immediately.
