The search committee to 
appoint an Interim president 
for the Council on 
Postsecondary Education 
named Brad Cowgill, state 
budget director, to the posi­
tion late yesterday. 

Cowgill's contract begins 
Sept. 1 and he is expected 
to serve through the next 
session of the general 
assembly. He will be paid 
$275,000 a year. 

We are extremely 
pleased with the appoint­
ment of Mr. Cowgill. The 
search committee is confi­
dent that he wll,l be an effec­
tive and talented leader for 
the important work ahead," 
stated John Turner, chair­
man of the Council. 

''I am honored by the 
confidence which the mem­
bers of the Council have 
placed in me and I look for­
ward to working with the 
university presidents, legis­
lators and the governor in 
fulfilling the state's 2020 
goals," said Cowgill. 

There will be a one­
month transition period 
when Cowgill comes on 
board. Tom Layzell, current 
Council president, will retire 
Sept. 30. 

The Council terminated 
its search last week for a 
permanent replacement for 
Layzell. The Council 
charged Turner and two 
other Council members 
Dan Flanagan and Walter 
Baker, with the authority to 
appoint an interim president. 
The Council plans to reopen 
its search for a permanent 
replacement at a later date. 

The Council is the state's 
coordinating agency tor 
postsecondary and adult 
education. The Council is 
charged with leading the 
reform efforts. including 
doubling the number of 
Kentuckians with a bache­
lor's degree by the year 
2020, as envisioned by 
state policy leaders in the 
Kentucky Postsecondary 
Education Improvement Act 
of 1997.

Wide disparity in treatment of adults 
who leave kids to die in hot cars

MANASSAS, Va. - Kevin 
Kelly is a law-abiding cili:.-.en 
who, much distracted, left his 
beloved 21-month-old daugh­
ter in a sweltering van for 
seven hours. 

Frances Kelly had probably 
been dead for more than four 
hours by the Lime a neighbor 
noticed her strapped in her car 
seal; when rescue personnel 
removed the girl from the 
vehicle, her kin was red and 
blistered, her fine, carrot-col­
ored hair matted with sweat. 
Two hours later, her body tem­
perature was still nearly l 06 
degrees. 

What is the appropriate 
puni hment for a dOLing parent 
responsible for his child's 
death? A judge eventually 
spared Kelly a lengthy term in 
prison. Still, it is a question 
that is asked dozens of times 
each year. 

Since the mid- I 990s, the 
number of children who ilied 
of heat exhaustion while 
trapped inside vehicles has 
risen dramatically, totaling 
around 340 in the past lO 
years. lronicaJly, one reason 
was a change parent-driver 
made ro protect their kids after 
juvenile air bag deaths peaked 
in 1995 lhcy put them in the 
back ear, where they are more 
easily forgouen 

An Associated Press analy­
sis of more lhan 310 fatal inci­
dents in the past 10 years 
found that prosecutions and 
penalties vary widely, depend­
ing in many cases on where 
the death occurred and who 
lett the chiJd to die - parent 
or caregtver, mother or father; 

- Mothers are treated 
much more han;hly thun 
fathers . While mothers and 
fathers are charged and con­
victed at about tl1e same rates~ 
moms are 26 percent more 
likely to do time. And their 
median sentence 1s two years 
longer than the terms received 

by dads. 
-Day care workers and 

other paid baby sitters arc 
more likely than parents to be 
charged and convicted. But 
they are jailed less frequently 
than pArents, and for less than 
half the time. 

--charges are liled in half 
of all ca. es - even when a 
child was lert unintentionally. 

Jn all, rhe AP analyzed 339 
fatalities involving more than 
350 responsible panics. July is 
by far the deadliest month, 
accounting for nearly a quarler 
of the total. 

A relalively mall number 
of cases - about 7 percent ­
involved drugs or alcohol. Tn a 
few instances. rhc- responsible 
parties had a history of abus­
ing or neglecting children. 
Still others were single parents 
unable to 11nd or afford day 
care. Many cases involved 
what might be called commu­
nity pillars. 

"But no one thinks irs 
going to happen to them," says 
Janette Fennell, founder and 
president of Kids and Cars. a 
nonprofit group that tracks 
child deaths and injuries in and 
around automobiles. The AP's 
analysis was based largely on 
a dataha e of fatal hyperther­
mia cases compiled by 
Fennell' s organi.r.ation. 

Some of these children 
crawled into car or Lrunk on 
!heir own. but most were left 
to die by a l:aregiver. Most 
often, it wac; a parent who sim­
pty forgot the child was inside. 

There were death. recorded 
10 44 states - most m the Sun 
Belt. but many in places not 
known for hot weather. 

The correlation between the 
rise in these deaths and the 
1990s move to put children in 
the back scat is striking. 

"Up to that time, the aver­
age number or children dying 
of hyperthermia in lhe United 
States was about II a year," 
says Jan Null, an adjunct pro­
fessor or meteorology at San 
Francisco State University 

who has studied this trend. 
"Then we put them in the 
back, turned the car scats 
around. And from '98 to 2006. 
thar number is 36 a year.'' 

Few understand just how 
quickly a car can heal up, even 
on a moder.tte day. 

Accordmg Lo one study, Lhe 
temperature inside a vehicle 
can rise more than 40 degree 
in the span of an hour. And 
researchers found that crack­
ing the windows did little to 
help. 

Children, oflen Loo young 
to e ·cape; are particularly vul­
nerable because their imma­
ture respiratory and circulatory 
systems do not manage heat as 
efficiently as adults'. Already 
this year. at least 16 children 
have died in hot vehicles from 
Hawaii to Virginia. 

Since 1998, charges were 
filed ID 49 percent of t:ase.s. In 
those that have been decided, 
81 percent resulted in convic­
tions or guilly pleas. and half 
of those brought jail sentences 
- the median sentence being 
two years. ParcnL<; were only 
slightly less likely to be 
charged and convicted than 
others, but the median en­
tence was much higher - 54 
months. 

In cases involving p~ud 
caregivers, 84 percent were 
charged, with 96 percent of 
those convicLed. But while 
they arc jailed at about the 
same rate as parents, the medi­
an sentence in those ca-;c~ wao:; 
just 12 months. 

Women were jailed more 
often and for longer periods 
than men. Bul when lhe AP 
compared mothers and fathers, 
lhe entencing gap wa~ even 
wider. 

Mothers were jailed 59 per­
cent of the rime, compared to 
4 7 percent for fathers. And the 
median sentence. was three 
years for dads, but five for 
moms. 

"1 think we generally hold 
mothers to a higher standard in 
the criminal justice context 

than in just family life general­
ly." ·ays Jennifer M. Collins, a 
professor at lhe Wake Forest 
University School of Law who 
has ~tudicd negligence involv­
ing parents and sut:h hyper­
them1ia ca<>es. 

In 27 percent of the cases 
the AP studied, the children 
got into the vehicles on their 
own Tho e ca-.es are much 
less likely to he prosecuted. 

The AP identified more 
than 220 ca<;cs in which lhe 
caregiver admitted leaving the 
child behind. More than three­
quarters of those people claim 
they simply forgot. 

It's easy to forget your keys 
or that cup of coffee on tl1e 
roof. But a child? 

The awful truth. experts 
say, is that lhc stressed-om 
bram can bury a lhought -
something as trile as a coffee 
cup or Grucial as a baby - and 
go on aulopllot. While 
researchers once thought the 
dtfrerent parts of Lhe hram 
worked in conjunction wir.h 
each other. they now realize 
that different portions domi­
nate at different times. 

"The value of the item is 
not only not relevant 1n the~e 

competing memory systems:· 
says memory experl David 
Diamond, an associate psy­
chology professor at 1he 
University of South Florida. 
"But, in fact.. we can be more 
comp1accnt because we tell 
ourselves, 'There'· no way I 
would forget my child.·" 

Nationwide, about 60 per­
cent of cases where lhe child 
was left unintentionally re ult 
in charges. But policies vary 
wildly from one juri. diction to 
Lhe next.

Give Gov. Ernie Fletcher credit. When he finds some­
one he can depend on, he knows to go to him again 
when the situation demands. 

Soon. cases involYing five current and former mem­
bers of Fletcher's administration accused of merit system 
violations will be heard by the Executive Branch Ethics 

.Commission. The newest member of that commission is 
Ronald Green, appointed July 13 by Fletcher. 

How convenient. 
Back in the '90s, Green contributed $2.800 to 

Fletcher's congre. sional campaigns. Last year. Pletcher 
appointed Green and another of his financial supporters, 
Circuit Judge Jeffrey Burdette, to fill vacaJ.lcies as spe­
cial justices on the state Supreme Court just as the court 
was about to consider a suit challenging a grand jury· s 
right to retum additional indictments in the merit system 
investigation that enveloped the Fletcher administration 
in 2005. 

When it became known that Burdette had given 
money ro a Fletcher political campaign, he withdrew 
from theca, e. The conflict of intere. twas obviou .. 
Green, despite Attorney General Greg Stumbo's objec­
tion, remained and voted with the majority that the grand 
jury could not issue indictments for violations that 
occurred on or before the date of the blanket pardon 
is ued by Fletcher. That 4 2 decision, overturning the 
lower court. effecti\'ely ended the investigation. 

Green said his contributions to Fletcher won't have 
any bearing on his decisions on the ethics board. 
Considering his dependable ervice to Fletcher in the 
past, we aren't comforted by that pledge. 

With lhis brazen appointment of a political supporter, 
Fletcher thumbed his nose at the notion that even the 
appearance of conflict of interest must not be tolerated 
within the justice system. or govemm~nt in general. In 
this situation, the case could be made that more than an 
appcaran~e of conflict of interest i at play. 

It may be possible for Green to set aside his allegiance 
to Fletcher and render totally unbiased legal decisions as 
a member of the ethic, comrnis, ion. But his service on 
the panel will be called into question if his votes favor 
the governor' s employees. lf that happens, it will be 
unavoidable that the public\ confidence in the system 
will be diminished. Just the appointment of Green to the 
board has already accomplished that much. 

Fletcher is trying to get re-elected. But moves like the 
Green appointment are just ammunition for his critics, 
not to mention damaging to judicia] fairness. It makes us 
question his political acumen. The more sinister explana­
tion is that Fletcher and his advi ers are arrogant enough 
to believe they can get away with just about anything, no 
matter hov. wrong it is. 

Either way, the public loses.

Rush Limbaugh, the conservative 
talk-rac,Jio pioneer, has been called 
many nasty things before. but never a 
··structural imbalance." That's the 
fancy tcnn a libcraJ think tank uses ro 
characterize his success and to

ing that success through new govern­
ment regulation. 

The report of the Center for 
American Progress on "The 
Struclumllmbalancc of Political Talk 
Radio" marks the latest phase in lib­
craldom's grappling with con<:crva- • 
tive talk radio. Fir t came the 
attcmpl'> to create a liberal Limbaugh 
- Mario Cuomo, Jim Hightower, et 
al. - Lhat fell llal. Then an entire 
left-wing network. Air America. w~ 
foundecl. and foundered .

beat them, and you won't JOin them. 
you can agitate for government to 
regulate them. 

The report looks at a slice of 257 
talk stations and concludes that more 
than 90 percent of total weekday talk 
programming is conservative. The 
supposed reason for this ts, essenttaJ­
Iy, that media companies are conspir­
ing to shove conservative radio down 
the lhroaL':i of listener~ in a way they 
couldn't if, among other things. gov-

ernmenL required broadca),ters "to 
regularly show that tbey are operat­
ing on behalf of Lhe public interest.'"

Commissioner Astrue proposes to 
extend Social Security's quick disability 
detennination process to all states 

Michael J. A true, 
Commissioner of Social 
Security, today announced that 
Social Security will publish a 
proposed regulation to extend 
the quick disability determina­
tion (QDD) process to all State 
disability determination ser­
vices. The process IS now oper­
ating in the Boston region, 
comprised of the states of 
ConnectiCUt, Maine, 
Massachusetts. New 
Hampshire. Rhode Island and 
Vermont. Under QDD, disabil­
ity claims identified where 
there is a high potential that the 
claimant is disabled and where 
evidence of the claimant's alle­
gations can be quickly and eas­
ily obtained. 

"At my confirmation hear-

ing. I promised to look closely 
at the disability changes we 
were testing in New England 
and implement nationally 
those things that were working 
well,'' Commi sioner Astrue 
said. "We have seen the suc­
cess of the QDD model in 
identifying cases that are most 
likely to be allowed. To date, 
97 percent of the case identi­
fied have been decided within 
2 1 days and the average deci-
ion time is J 1 day .. We plan to 

build on the success of QDD 
by expanding it to all States 
because it is both efficient and 
compassionate for us to do so." 

Social Security currently 
receives more than 2.5 million 
new disability cases each year. 

"The length of time many 

people wait for a disability 
decision is unacceplablc.'' 
Astrue said. ''I am ~.:ommittcd 
to a process that is as fair and 
speedy as possible. While there 
is no single magic bullet, with 
better systems, better business 
processes and better ways of 
fast-trackmg targeted ca es, we 
can greatly improve the service 
we provide this vulnerable 
population." 

The proposed regulation 
provide for a 30 day comment 
period. It is on display at the 
Federal Register today and. 
starting tomorrow. can be read 
online at www.rcgulationo;. 
gov. For more information

Kentucky Afield 
Outdoors: Night is 
right for bass fishing

FRANFORT - Not all of us 
can afford or have the room for 
a glittery ba. s boat, john boat, 
canoe or float tube to indulge in 
our fishmg hobby. We fish from 
the bank. Although we may feel 
left behind on shore, bank 
anglers may have an advantage 
during the long, hot day of 
summer because the be t time to 
fish for ba ·s is night and the 
bank is the ea~1est place to night 
fish. 

Fishing from shore in the 
darkness is easier because an 
angler can concentrate on 
detecting trikes and catching 
fish, not boat positioning, kick­
ing gear off the casting deck or 
stepping on an expensive fishing 
rod. The bank is also the most 
stable platform from which to 
fi h.

Plus, the fact that you mu5t 
carry all of your gear forces you 
fish hard with what you have 
and not worry as much about 
lure colors or . Lyles. If ba. s 
anglers spent more time fishing 
with lures instead of changing 
them, they would catch many 
more fi h.

There is likely a good night 
bass fishing spot ju t a short 
drive from your house. Smaller 
lakes are the easiest to fish for a 

• shore-bound angler at night.

Some golf courses allow 
fishing on their lakes - and these 
lakes bold surprising numbers of 
fat largemouth bass. Workers 
u ually mow the banks of golf 
course lakes, making these lakes 
easy lo fish from the bank in the 
darkness. Farm ponds that hold 
largemouth ba s are hard to beat 
at night. 

Many farms in Kentucky,

especially in the western and 
outhern pan of the state, have 

\l.atershed lakes on them. The 
1'. atural Re!>ources and 
Conservation Service built most 
these lakes decades ago to con­
serve topsoil and prevent flood­
ing. You can find the, e lakes on 
topographic maps -just be sure 
to get the landowner's permis­
sion to fish them. 

You can fit all of the lure. 
you need for night fishing in a 
small tackle box. a soft sided 
pouch or a small paper bag.
