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Stumbo 
warns of 
Chinese tires 

FRANKFORT­
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo issued a consumer 
warning related to poten­
tially dangerous tires sold 
from 2002 to 2006 for light 
trucks, sports utility vehi­
cles (SUVs), and vans. The 
tires were manufactured in 
China. 

The distributor of the 
suspect tires, Foreign Tire 
Sales, Inc. (FTS), recently 
filed a Non-compliance 
Report with the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA). 
The report warns that at 
least 270,000 tires nation­
wide are missing "gum 
strips," an important tire 
component needed to pre­
vent tread separation. Up 

• to 3,050 of the tires are 
believed to have been sold 
in Kentucky. 

The Identified tires are 
made by Hangzhou 
Zhongce Rubber Co. Ltd. 
(HZ) in China and distrib­
uted in the United States 
under the names Westlake, 
Compass and YKS. Other 
brands manufactured by 
HZ include Vesta, 
Goodride, Milestone, and 
Telluride. 

"Protect yourself and 
your family," Attorney 
General Stumbo said. "I 
urge consumers to check 
all tires for any s1gns of 
tread separation. 

The Attorney General's 
Consumer Protection 
Division advises con­
sumers to check the side­
walls of tires for the brand 
name, size, model, and 
DOT number. If the DOT 
number contains "FTS" as 
part of the number, the tire 
may be subject to a future 
recall. Affected tires also 
will contain a tire size start-

FOP down plays effects of casinos 
on crime in backing Beshear

LOUISVILLE- The head 
of the Kentucky Fraternal 
Order of Police said Thursda} 
that fears of rising crime from 
legalized casino gambling have 
been exaggerated as his group 
endor ed Democrat Steve 
Beshear in the state·s guberna­
torial race;:. 

The FOP, which repre ent 
about 9,300 members 
statewide. picked Bc,hcar over 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher. who is seeking a sec­
ond term in the 1\'0\. 6 election. 
Four years earlier, the group 
backed another Democrat, Ben 

Chandler. who lost to Fletcher 
in the governor' race. 

With its latest endorsement. 
the FOP's top official also 
weighed in on the contentious 
debate about casino gambling 
and its possible impact on 
crime. 

State FOP President Martin 
Scott Jr. said that police chief!> 
in neighboring states have min­
imized th~ impact of casino 
gambling on crime in their 
communities. 

"The fears tha have been 
voiced have not borne fruit;· 
Scott said in an interview. 

Bcshear supports putting a 
proposed wnstitutional amend­
ment on Kentucky's ballot that 

would legalize casino gam­
bling. He said he supports lim­
ited casino gaming at some 
existing racetracks and at two 
to four freestanding facilities 
along Kentucky's border. and 
e. timates the state would col­
lect at least $500 million in 
extra revenue each year. 

Fletcher recently came out 
strongly again t casino gam­
bling, saying it would boost 
crime, wouldn't rai~e promised 
revenues and would divert 
spending from existing busi­
ncsse . Before then. the gover­
nor said he was per ·on ally 
opp0sed to casino gambling but

Privale equity and h~dge fund executives limousine<! lO Capitol 
Hillla t week to explain why they should be taxed les5 than ordi­
nary Americans. Senator.s. their campaign fl)nds fattened by Wall 
Street made sympathetic n01ses. 

Executives who make millions- sometimes hundreds of mil­
hons -of dollars a year argue that they should he taxed at lower 
rate than the departm~nl head~ and factory workers and secre­
laries and chauffeurs who work for them. 

It follows, then. that they believe working families also must 
carry a proportionately heavier burden for financing the services 
government provides: roads, schools, air controllers. health care 
for children and old people, pal rolling our harden;, safeguarding 
our fonds and drugs. gathe ring intelligence against terrorists. con­
dueLing diplomacy. fighting wars, paying lhe interest on our 
national debt. 

So far. the investment giants of the private equity and hedge 
fund world ha\'C got their way, paying about 15 percent in taxes 
on their eru.nings. The people who own Lhem likewise pay a tax 
rate of' ahoul 15 percent on the ir personal earnings. which orten 
are t.:ounted as capital gains. In contrast, a typical working couple 
pay 25 percent in taxes on income exceding $61.000 per year. 

Propo ·als in Congress would rm se the rate on some of those 
partner. hips to the 35 percent rare mo. 1 corporation. pay. 
Individuals also would he taxed at income tax rates of up to 35 
percent on their hedge- fund earnings. 

Kenneth Griffin made more than S I billion lasl year a'\ head of 
the Citadel Investment Group. a Chicago hedge fund. "1 am proud 
to be an Amencan,'' be recently told The New York Times. "But 
if the tax became too bigh. as a matter of principle 1 would not be 
working lhi. hard.'' 

Tf Grillin were to be taxed atlhe top federal income Lax brack­
et instead of the low capital ga ins rate, his take-home pay last 
year would have been a bit more than $650 million (before state 
taxes) . If Congress raised the top income tax rate back to 70 per­
cent, where it sat in the 1970s, he'd still pocket more than $300 
million. As a manor of principle, would Gdffm decline to exert 
himself for $300 million? 

Hedge fund and private equity e xct.:utives have "'amed sena­
tors that woe would befall the nation if their tax rates reflected 
those of other Americans - even including, we must point out, 
some very wealthy Americans. 

''There will he deal. thal don't get done," said Bruce 
Rosenbloom of the Carlyle Group pdvate equity firm in congre -
sional testimony. "There will be entreprenelliS that won't get 
funded and turnaround-; that won"t get undertaken:· 

If so- and there'. probahly some lrUth to it- rhat would not 
be ·uch a had thing. Privale equity llrms operate largely hy 
acquiring companies they hope to sell off later at a higher price. 
The process can be hugely profitable for the private equity own­
ers. but it often proves terribly wrenching for the employees of 
tbc companies themselves. 

La-;t week. The Wall Street Journal told the talc of Travclport 
Lld., a tr-avel hooking lirm in Colorado. The Blackstone Group. 
one or the world's largest private equity companies, and a venture 
capital firm bought Traveleport last August and quickly laid off 
10 percent of the staff The new owners then loaded up Travelport 
with dcbr {0 finance me deal and paid themselves a $1 billion div­
idend- with a "b''- an amount equal to their entire investment 
in the lirm. 

That leaves Travelpon burdened with massive debt payments 
- and laid-off former employees losing their homes. 

Such high-level tlnaocial manipulation doe · not make America 
stronger. At the very least, it<> practitJOncrs should not be entitled 
to special tax breaks. Congress ought to move to correct thi. 
unjustifiable unfairness.

In the 16th and l?th centuries, the 
WeM was cun\lulsed by religious

NFHS looks to 
reduce risk of 
injury through 
helmet contact

J DIANAPOLIS -In it con­
tinuing empha i on Illegal hel­
met contact in h.igh school foot­
ball, the National Federation of 
State High School Associations 
(NFHS) Football Rule 
Committee reorgani:t.ed and clru­
ified several rules with the inten­
tion of further reducing the risk 
of injury in the sport. 

Rules revi ion regarding ille­
gal helmet contact were among 
14 rules revisions made by the 
committee at its meeting held in 
Indianapolis earlier in the year. 
The rules changes were subse­
quently approved by the NFHS 
Board of Directors. 

In Rule 2, the committee 
., placed butt blocJ.Jng. face lack­

ling and spearing under the head­
ing of '·Helmet Contact -
lllcgal" to place more emphasis 
on ri k-minimitation concerns. 
In Rule 9-4-3, the committe·c 
added a note that lists examples 
of some types of i !legal helmet 
contact that could result in dis­
qualtfication. 

Examples of illegal helmet 
contact Lhat could re ult in di -
qualification include, but are not 
limited to: a) illegal helmet con­
tact against an opponent lying on 
the ground: b) illegal helmet con-

• tact against an opponent being 
held up by other players; and c) 
illegal helmet-to-helmet contact 
against a defenseless opponent.
