Inspections go 
only so far 
without action 

The catastrophe last week in Minneapolis. where an 
eight-Jane T-35 bridge across the Mississippi River co11ap ed 
during evening rush hour, ha focu ·ect attention on the 
deplorable state of this nation's bridges and highways. 

Across the country, 13 percent of all bridges carry the 
same de. ignation as the T-35 bridge ''structura11y deficient." 
Another 13 percent of the nation's 800,000 bridges are con­
sidered "functionally ob. olere." Thus one in four bridges in 
the United States i con idered deficient or ob olete. 

Tn Kentucky, the tati. tic. are hardly encouraging. More 
than 4,000 Kentucky bridges are considered "structurally 
deficient" or ''functionally ob oleLe.'' Fortunately, there are 
no bridges in Kentucky constructed in the same manner as 
the Minneapolis bridge. 

ln the wake of the 1-35 bridge collap e, with an as yet 
unknown number of deaths. Gov. Ernie Fletcher ordered 
tate Transportation Cabinet official ' to check bridge 

inspection infom1ation to determine if further inspections or 
safety precautions are needed at individual bridges. 

In the meantime, engineers in all 50 state capitals will be 
waiting to learn the reason why the 40-year-old Minneapolis 
bridge suddenly dropped inlo Lhe river. 

The cost of bringing all these deficient and obsolete 
bridges up to safe standards or replaced entirely is estimated 
to cost about what the Iraq war is costing for two years. And 
without spending what is necessary to upgrade and replace 
deteriorating bridges. it is only a matter of time before 
another major bridge comes down. 

The next one could be in Kentucky. 
It would be interesting to know how many of the 140,000 

drivers a day who crossed the 1-35 span would have contin­
ued their driving route if big digital signs along its 
approaches had announced "structurally deficient." 

It's a safe bet a lot of them would not and some would be 
alive today. They also would have demanded that the state 
and federal governments stop inspecting and begin correct­
ing det1cient and obsolete bridges. 

The rest of us should do the same.

"America good! AI-Qaida bad!'' 
- A trader in the Qatana bazaar, 
Ramadi. Iraq 

This is a sentiment that the Iraqi 
Lrader rell safe lO utter as a vi iling 
U.S. general passed by, according to 
John Bums or The New York Times, 
only after a furtive glance "up and 
down the narrow refuse- ·trewn street 
to check who might be listening:· In 
a mU.:rocosm, this 1s why we are 
finally makmg progre:ss against al­
Qaida in Iraq. The protection afford­
ed by American combat power ha~ 
made it possible for lraqis in Sunni 
areas to tum against the terror group. 

In a global struggle against 
Islamic exrrcmism, it if! an incon­
lestably welcome development thal 
ordinary Sunnic; in the Arab heartland 
are spurning al-Qaida. The grassroots 
revolt against it means that it is with­
jn our reach to deny al-Qaida its most 
imponanL current geopolitical objec­
tive, which 1s plunging Iraq into a 
bloody chaos in which il can thrive. 

Al-Qaida relics on intimidation to 
impo:se itselr on the Sunni communi­
ty, and succeeds unless driven back 
by a ·tronger force, i.e. the U.S. mil­
itary. ln his report from Anbar 

province. John Burns notes that the 
Sunni "sheiks turned only after a pro­
longed offensive by American and. 
Iraqi forces, starting in November, 
that put al-Qaida groups on the run." 
He continues, "Iraqi.. bludgeoned for 
24 years by Saddam Husscin"s terror, 
are wary or ri ing against any force 
bowevcr brutal. until it is in retreat" 

This experience has been replicat­
ed in precincts of 
Baghdad, Diyala 
province and other 
Sunni parts of Iraq.

Republican sena­
tors wam American 
forces, rarhcr than 
al-Qaida, to do the

- What was 
billed as a facehft turned into 

• major surgery this summer as 
Bristol Motor Speedway's ur­
face underwent its first major 
change since the original con­
crete replaced asphalt 15 years 
ago. · 

The reconstruction of the sur­
face that had been placed in the 
ummer of I 992 began March 

26, the day after Kyle Busch cap­
tured the Food City 500, when 
worker began tearing up the old 
surface and replacing it with con­
crete. 

Work on the multi-million 
dollar proJeCt wa<; completed in 
mid-July and thl: end result is a 
much smoother track with an 
even more distinct look to iL 
Over the years, the previott sur­
face had developed a crown 
effect creating a convex hape.

Kentucky Afield Outdoors: An 
affordable way to float a strean1

FRANKFORT Air tern 
peratures in the high 90~ make 
fishing a lake durmg the day­
tune a painful and [)OI.entially 
dangerous experience during 
the ul'focating and mberably 
hot days of August. Instead, 
imagine yourself gently float 
ing down a cool stream witl 
your legs dangling in the water, 
keeping the heat at bay and 
catching bass after bass. 

A canoe cost. several hun­
dred dollar-S, as docs a kayak or 
a . mall johnhoaL. But a lloat 
tuhc, also known as a hclly 
boat, usually costs less £han 
$I 50 with many under $1 Oll 
Float tubes give anglers an 
aiTorduble nptmn to enJOY a day 
of stre&n tishiug and escape 
the August heat. 

Not all float tubes arc creat­
ed equal. Three main types of 
belly boats exist on the market: 
lhe original round design. t:hc 
U-tuhe design nnd the pontoon 
design. The original round float 
tubes consist of a truck tire 
inner-tube sheathed in nylon 
cloth with pockets. They work 
in a pinch, but are a poor choice 
for stream tishing. Their design 
makes iL dlllicult lor you t.o get 
om of the hoar in. hallow water. 
Round lloet tubes can alllo nip 
over in cumnt and pin you 
upside down. 

The U-boat, which is open 
in the front anc.l torms. a l)emi­
circle around the angler. Is a 
better choice. These ure more 
expensive than the round 
design, hU£ arc safer to usc. 
They are light weight and ea y 
to carry to the stream. 

The pontoon design, howev­
er, is the hcst choice for floating 
streams. The pontoon style 
employs IWO pontoons Lhal i'ea-

ture a spreader bar m front of 
the angler. and a backre. l for 
more comfort on longer float">. 

The pontoon de. ign is easy 
to get in and out of, especially 
in shallow water. You can prop 
their leg. over the spreader bar 
and lloat through ·hallow 
shoals. Some anglers drill u 
hole in the end of a small 
wooden oar, run a pie~e or rope 
tltrOugh it and tic a carabineer 
to the end of the rope. They 
next attach the carahmeer to lhc 
D-rings on a belly boat so that 
tlley can maneuver in cun·ent 
wit:hout having to worry abom 
losing lhe oar. Other anglers 
wear flippers on therr feet to 
control their belly boats on 
streams. hut a pair of 'lA ading 
boots or plam work booLS do 
hcst in tlowing water. The thick 
sole of these bouts protect 
your feet from tmpacting rocks. 
Flippers make I!Xiting the boat 
diiTicuiL on slick rocks in cur­
rent or in shallow water. 

SmaUmourb streams with 
fairly deep holes punctuated by 
riffles are good place· to fisb 
with a lloattube. You can fish a 
flowing hole, get out, and walk 
back up 10 the lOp or the hole 
and floa£ it again. You may also 
float a section of stream and 
pack your float tube hack out ro 
your vehicle or set up u float of 
a couple or miles. You cannot 
cover nearly the water in 11 tlout 
tube thal you can in u cunlllol, 
kayak or johnboat. 

The low !lows of August 
make float tuhing on streams a 
great option. Flout tubes nre 
silent in the water, nllowing 
you to sneak up on spooky fish. 

The higher prolile of a lloat 
tube gives fly anglers an excel­
lent platform to pre ,ent their 
lures. August is a productive 
time for lly rvuder:. to tie on a 
cork popper, deer hair hug or 

Sneaky Pete and catch small­
mouth huss on Lop. 
Combinations of red, char­
treu e. hlack and orange 'fllorl< 
for these me .. hut plain hlack 
may do ~st of all. This type of 
fi~hing calls for at least a 6-
weig.ht tly rod to cast t:hese 
hel'ty !lies. 

The topwater bite improves 
al> the tlays shorten and water 
temperatures cool in early to 
mid-September. Spinning 
anglers cnn score with the 
l:igar-shaped top~·.:ater lures 
retrieved in the walk-the-dog

llonter/dh er or a chugger.
