FRANKFORT - Scores 
on the American College 
Test improved slightly for 
high school seniors who 
start college this fall, edu­
cation officials announced 
on Wednesday. 

Kentucky students 
scored an average of 20.7, 
up from 20.6 last year, but 
still below the national 
average of 21 .2 , according 
to the Kentucky 
Department of Educat1on 
and the Council on 
Postsecondary Education, 

This year, 30,929 high 
school seniors took the 
test, which measures stu­
dents' college readiness In 
English, math, reading and 
science. 

"The ACT results are 
valuable because they pro­
vide another means for 
Kentucky's secondary edu­
cators to focus attention on 
spec1fic areas," sa1d 
Interim Education 
Commissioner Kevin 
Noland. '·Kentucky's stu­

Fletcher. who in 2003 hcc:ame 
Kentucky's fir<>t Republican governor 
in a generation, was under in' , liga­
tion ror more than a year on allegation 
that hi<> supponers bud been handed 
protected state jobs because of their 
political connections instead of their 

Fletcher pardoned everyone other 
than himself· who could have been 
charged in the probe. He was later 
indictl!d on three misdemeanors that 
were t!vcntually dropped as part of a 
deal with prosecutors in which he 
ackno\\ledged evidence in the case 
"strongl} indicates wrongdoing by hi<.:

The eulement em ers 
176.997 pc0plc and busine ses 
who paid taxes on BellSouth 's 
Fa t Access Internet service 
from 1999 through 2006. 

Under tenm; of the settle­
m~nt released Wednesday. cus­
tomers will receive the amount 
they were billed as sales taxes 
plus interest from 1999 tl110ugh 
2006, minus attorneys fees. 

''Thus, the selllemem 
accomplishes a complete \ icto­
ry fbr the many Kentucky con­
sumen. subject to a no~\ unlav.­
ful tax for some seven years."'

"They are penalizing sludenl. in order 
to regulate the suppo ed recruiting of a~­
letes. instead or penalizing the orrending 
school," said Roeding, &-Lakeside Park.
