Wake-up call 
After nearly six years of hearing the Bush admini!;tration 

make as ertions about the war on terronsm that turn out to be -
to put it kindly overblown, Congre s and the public it repre­
sents should be wary about surrendering personal liberties for 
dubious claims of greater security. 

Recent days have brought two reminders that America still has 
a tough time being hard on terrorism without being soft on liber­
ty. The first was Congres"' abdication of its responsibilities in 
approving changes in the 1978 Foreign Intelligence Surveillance 
Act. The econd was the conviction last week of Jose Padilla, 
the one-time alleged "dirty bombe '' on charges unrelated to 
those that got his constitutional rights su~pended. 

The Hou ,e and Senate, in a hurry to begin their August reces , 
approved the FISA changes Aug. 4: instead of reining in the 
administration's abuse· of the FISA law- including warrantless 
eavesdropping on electronic communications - Congress actual­
ly may have made the problem worse. 

Under the new language. the government need not get a court 
warrant to eavesdrop on communications between the United 
States and abroad if there is a "reasonable belief' that the target 
of the investigation i outstde the United States. Previously the 
law required that the target be someone known to be on foreign 
, oil and su pected of direct terrorist involvement. 

Congress got rolled. The language of this provi ion and others 
is o vague that some expert:s now warn that spy agencies may 
be able to seize business records and conduct physical searches 
on American soil without first obtaining warrant. from a FISA 
judge. 

After the Senate approved the new language, Sen. Christopher 
S. "Kit'' Bond, R-Mo., one of the bj))'s most ardent supporters, 
said "I can sleep a little afer tonight." We're grateful for that, 
but more grateful that Congress at least had the sen e to put a • 
six-month limit on the new rules. 

As for Jose Padilla's conviction. seldom has the phrase 
"mixed emotions" seemed so apt. Clearly he was an angry. di -
affected would-be jihadist who, given the right resources, might 
have proved a danger to his fellow Americans. He apparently 
applied to train to become a terrorist and talked about il with 
other. , which proved to be lus undoin , ut there was never any 
evidence that he posed a real threat. 

The jury decided that being a terrorist wannabe is enough. 
Padilla faces 15 year to life in prison on his conviction in feder­
al court in Miami for conspiring in the 1990s (long before the 
Sept. 11 attacks) to provide support for Islamist fundamentalists 
- in Bosnia and Chechnya. 

He wa not charged with any of the things with the govern­
ment claimed he was involved when he was arrested in May 
2002 in Chicago as an "enemy combatant," including Lhe sensa­
tional and apparently specious allegation that a former Taco Bell 
cook could explode a "dirty bomb" attack on U.S. soil. 

PadiJJa. a United States citizen, was held in a military prison 
for two years without charges and without access to a lawyer. 
He was subjected to the series of coercive interrogation tech­
niques sometime::. known as "torture lite,'' including total senso­
ry deprivation. In 2004. fearing that the U.S. Supreme Court 
might insist thht U.S. citizens had rights. the Bush administration 
Kicked him over to the federal criminal court system. where the 
G'onstitution still applies. 

If Congress can wake up, it should in-ist that the Padilla case 
proves t.hat pecial military courts aren't needed to try terrorism 
oases. nor are special military prison. needed to hold suspects. 
Since 1787, the U.S. judicial system, operating under the 
Constitution and t:be rule of law, has managed the fine balance 
between liberty and security. To bypass the Constitution is to 
risk both.

employment functions in the 
Department for Workforce 
Investment.

FRANKFORT- A federal 
program that provides a sub­
stantial tax credit to employers 
who hire members of qualified 
groups has been extended apd 
expanded, according to the 
Kentucky Office of 
Employment and Training, 
which administers the program 
in Kentucky.

The Work Opportunity Tax 
Credit (WOTC) was recently 
extended by the federal gov­
ernment through Aug. 31. 
2011. In addition. changes in 

e program will ·ignificantly 
increa e the number of 
Kentucky JOb eekers eligible 
orWOTC. 

WOTC provides employers 
\\Qth up to a $9,000 tax credit 
per eligible hire for individuals 
who meet certain criteria. 
Among those eligible for the 
WOTC program are certain 
welfare, food stamp, and 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI) recipients: veterans; 
18· to-39-year-old residents 
who live in areas designated as 
federal empowerment zones, 

terprise ·communities. rural 
renewal communities. and 
renewal communities; people 
with disabilities; and ex-felons. 

wrhe most notable change 
in the Work Opportunity Tax 
Credit is that all residents of 
federal empowerment zones, 
enterprise communities, and 
renewal communities who are 
18-to-39 years old are now eli­
gible for the program. In the 
past, the age of eligibility in 
this group was 18 to 24," said 
OET Executive Director 

drew J. Frauenhoffer. 
"In addition. eligibility for 

this targeted group was extend­
ed to residents of federal rural 
renewal communities. As a 
result, all 18-to-39 year olds 
who hvc in Bell, CaldwQll, 
Floyd, Harlan, Hickman, 
Leslie, Letcher, Pike and 
Union counties are now eligi­
ble for WOTC." he said.
