U.S. Labor Secretary Elaine 
Chao said Wednesday that the 
Bush administration is commit­
ted to improving safety for 
miners under legislation passed 
last year after a stnng of fatal 
mirung accideRts. 

Chao did not discuss any 
specific safety issues related to 
the recent Utah mine. collapse. 

where rescuers were drilling a 
seventh hole deep into a moun­
tain to learn the fate of six min­
ers trapped since Aug. 6. 

"Our hea'rts and prayers go 
out to the families of the miners 
in Crandall Canyon," she told 
the International Mine Rescue 
Conference in Nashville. "We 
also remember the families ofi 
the mine rescuers, three of 
whom lost rheir lives. and 1:< 
others who were injured in the 
rescue effort." 

Chao did not take any ques­
tions and left quickly after the 
speech. The head of the Mine 
Safety and Health 
Administration. Richard 
Stickler. was scheduled to 
speak. but Chao said he was in 
Utah.

Beshear, Fletcher outline plans on higher education, health care

LOUISVILLE, Kentucky's 
gubernatorial candidates reached out to 
voters on core issues Wednesday by 
out1ining plans to make college and 
health care more affordable. 

Democrat Steve Beshear said it's his 
goal to double the number of college 
graduates in Kentucky by 2020 and 
proposed a scholarship program and 
other initiatives to make it happen. 

"There's an old adage, 'The more 
you learn. the more you earn, ... 
Beshear said at a news conference at a 

downtown Louisville park. "I couldn't 
agree more.''' 

His opponent. Republican Gov. 
Ernie fletcher, released his plan to 
reduce the number of uninsured 
Kentuckians and to make heaJth cover­
age more affordable. 

Fletcher's proposals include assist­
ing more small businesses in paying 
heaJlh insurance premiums under an 
existing state program, expanding the 
Kentucky Children's Health Insurance 
Program to provide coverage for more 
families and chlldren and offering tax 
credits for businesses offering employ­
ee wellness program&. 

"We want every Kentuckian to ha\c 
the choice of affordable and available 
health care." Fletcher said in a srate­
menL 

More than 550,000 Kentuckians 
have no health insurance, tncluding 
81,000 children. 

Fletcher didn't offer a price tag for 
his plarK Health and Famil) Services 
Secretary Mark Birdwhistell said the 
administration would work with law­
makers •·on final dollar amounts." 

Beshear\, higher education plan 
includes creating a scholarship pro­
gram <umed at keeping more college 
graduates in Kentucky, encouraging 

more high school students to take col­
lege-level courses and enticing more 
adults to go back to school to complete 
college degrees. 

Bcshcar said Kentucky lags near the 
bottom nationally in workforce educa­
tion and the numher of adults with col­
lege degrees and blamed Fletcher for 
not improving the situation.

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Industry notes increase in air pack thefts from mines

Greenbrier is making sure everyone 
knows West Virginia made it a felony 
Ia t year to .steal an air pack. 

Underground coal miners are facing a 
new and apparently growing safety 
threat: the theft of emergency air packs. 

reported 30 stolen air packs this month 
and Pittsburgh-based Consol Energy 
report losing abour 10 p.!f month. as 
have a half dozen other operator , said 
Randy Harris, engineering adviser for 
the state Office of Miners' Health. 
Safety and Training. 

torccu the industry to tore ten of 
thou. and of extra air packs in 
unlocked, unguarded boxes under­
ground ·o they' II be readily accessible 
to e ·caping miners in an emergency. 

That ulso leaves them vulnerable. 
"Sooner or later somebody's going 

to how up at a cache in an emergency 
and it'll be empty," Harris said. "That's 
why we made it a felony in the first 
place." 

Massey is considering alam1s and 
easily torn plastic ties on storage 
hoKes, but Gillenwater, like others. 
hopes a new Web site. 
www.minetheft.com, that lists the seri­
al number of dozens of missing air 
packs helps, too. 

"Most likely the markeL is out of 
tate for the big quantities," Harris said. 

Richmond. Va.-based Massey 

Authorities say noticeable numbers 
of the devices have been disappearing 
from mine , particularly in West 
Virginia, the nation's largest under­
ground coal producer. The thefts come 
at a time when manufacturing backlogs 
have created a desperately short supply 
of air packs, or self-contained self-res­
cuers. Mine operators have taken deliv­
ery of 86,000 air packs and are await­
ing another 100,000 to meet govern­
ment mandates adopted after the Sago 
Mine explosion and other disasters that 
killed 19 miners last year. 

Energy Co., the nation's fourth-largest 
producer by revenue, says it's lost at 
least 100 to 200 air packs. Other West 
Virginia coal companies say they've 
lost smaller quantities of the devices, 
which sell for upward of $800 apiece, 
and Kentucky mine have reported 
scattered thefts as well. 

Jim Kiser of Greenbrier Smokeless 
Coal, which lost 21 new air packs in a 
single theft, said the company has 
tepped up security, recorded serial 

numbers and is checking caches week­
ly. 

''We think, quite honestly, that it' a 
good thing the industty is doing it 
themselves," Harris aid. "Tiuu may be 
a very viable solution." 

Theft has beCome enough of a prob­
lem that the leading air pack manufac­
turer. Monroeville, Pa.-based CSE 
Corp., is adding detectors similar to the 
gear used at retailers. CSE controls 
about 60 percent of the U.S. market. 

"We constantly have a few things 
disJtppear," he said. ''We've put every 
control we know to mankind in place to 
hold onto them." 

While authorities say it's tougb to 
quantify the extenl of the problems, 
theft seem to be growing. 

''That's a lot, especially at the co t 
of each one of them," Mas. cy 
spokesman Jeff Gillenwater said. "It'· 
a noticeable problem." 

And one without an obvious >;olu­
tion. 

Yet air packs still disappear occa­
sionally, often in the hand of an ex­
employee who takes a job at another 
mine, Kiser said. In response, 

"We have working models now, 
prototype , and we'll be.displaying that 
to the industry . hortly, within a matter 
of months," President Scott Shearer

Right now. the federal tandard says chocolate must include a 
certain percentage of cacao fat - a1 o known as cocoa hurter.

Census shows slight increase 
in Kentucky poverty

PIKEVILLE- The num­
ber of Kentucktans living in 
poverty rose slightly in 2006, 
according to Census data 
released Tue. day. 

In 2006, 17 percent of 
Kentuckians lived below the 
poverty level. compared with 
16.8 percent in 2005. The state 
jumped from the njnth poorest 

tate in the nation in 2005 to 
tying Oklahoma at No. 7 in 
2006. 

The shift counters the 
national trend: 12.3 percent -
or 36.5 million Americans -
were living in poverty last 
year, down from 12.6 percent 
in 2005. 

··we still have a high rank­
ing 111 poverty," said Ron 
Crouch, director of the 
Kentucky State Data Center at 
the University of Louisville. 
"We sfill need to deal with it." 

Kentucky remains 45th in 
the nation in terms of median 
household income, though 
Kentuckians are making a bit 
more money: $39.372 in medi­
an household income in 2006 
compared with the $37,369 in 
2005. 

The Cen us Bureau data 
found that a slighti}' larger per­
centage of Kentucky children 
and senior cttJZens hved tn 
poverty in 2006. Ranked lOth 
(tied with Tennessee) in the 
country. 22.3 percent of the 
state's children lived below the 
poverty level in 2006, com­
pared with 22. J percent in 
2005. Kentucky residents age 
65 and o1der rank fourth 
nationally, with 13.5 percent 
living below the poverty level 
in 2006, compared with 13.3 
percent in 2005. 

Poverty in Kentucky is con­
centrated in the southeastern 
portion of the state - an area 
that has historically struggled 
with a lack of jobs and health 
care. More than 26 percent of 
the people in that region. 
defined as lhe 5th 
Congressional Di~trict, are liv­
ing below the poverty level. 

Nearly a third of U1e chil­
dren, 32.5 percent, and 19.8 
percent of . enior citizens in 
'that region are living in pove•­
ty. 

The problem is compound-

ed by the fact that more than a 
half-million Kentuckians don't 
have health insurance. The 
Census Bureau reported that in 
2006, 13.8 percent of tbe state 
isn't covered - a slight 
increase from the 13.5 percent 
in 2005. 

Kentucky fell below the 
national average of 15.8 per­
cent. The number of uninsured 
American. went up from 44.8 
million in 2005 to 47 million 
10 2006. 

"I don't ee this as an 
apprectable mcrease- 13.5 to 
13.8." said Mark Birdwhistell, 
secretary of the Health and 
Family Services Cabiner. 
'That's consistently under the 
national average and indica­
tive of many of the mltiatives 

we· ve had implemented over 
the last three years." 

f'or example, he cited a 
recently implemented program 
that helped give 1,100 people 
employed m small business 
ht:. lth care co,·erage. 

However. Dr. Baretla Casey 
of the University of Kentucky 
Center for Rural Health said 
access to health insurance 
remain a huge problem. espe­
cially for eastern Kentucky. 

"I truly believe it's very dif­
ficult for people to get health 
insurance," Casey said. "Many 
times on a fixed income, they 
have to make the deci~ion 
het ween food and clothes and 
health and medication."

The laughs are hit-and-miss 
here and both actors manage to 
ri e above the sophomoric 
material.
