Pike Circuit Judge Steve 
Combs sentenced Justice 
on Friday.

Combs for a six-year sen­
tence, aymg Combs has no

No matter the sentence, 

he said, Justice will have to 
bear the burden of her son's 
death for the rest of her life. 

Assistant Floyd County 
Attorney Wayne Taylor, the 
special prosecutor in 
Justice's case, said Justice 
hasn't taken responsibility 
for the crime. Taylor said 
Justice's other children are 
doing great now that she is 
no longer a part of their 
lives. 

"The longer they stay 
away from her, then, obvi­
ously, the better off they 
are," Taylor said . 

Wright said the convic­
tion and sentence will be 
appealed. 

"I think the appellate 
court will say anything that 
there is to say much better 
than I can say it," Wright 
said.

If you think America's rising obesity rate is not a prob­
lem, consider that the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention estimates, that medical costs due to preventable 
obesity-related illnesses total more than $75 billion fi year. 
About half that figure is picked up by taxpayers. 

Among the conditions rightly blamed on being over­
weight are diabetes, heart disease, high blood pressure, 
stroke, gallbladder disease, osteoarthritis and gout. Even 
modest weight loss can significantly reduce the risk for 
some of these ailments. 

Yet, Americans are getting fatter with each passing year. 
The latest survey shows that more than 20 percent of the 

people in 47 states are obese. Mississippi topped the list, 
with 30.6 percent of adults classified as obese. Colorado 
had the lowest obesity rate, a "mere" 17.6 percent of adu1ts. 
However, when all persons wl1o are overweight - not just 
those who are obese - are counted, even relatively slim 
Colorado has a deplorable 54.2 percent of people who 
weigh more than they should for good health. 

A raft of excuses is typically offered up to explain why 
so many Americans arc dangerously overweight. They 
include poverty; increased consumption of high-far, high­
calorie meals from fast-food chains; the automobile society, 
which deters people from walking; two working parents 
with little time to prepare healthy meals: school lunches of 
pizzas, hamburgers and soft drinks instead of s3.Iads and 
mille 

All of these factors contribute, of course. to America's 
increasing obesity. But none of them changes the reality 
that, to be healthy, Americans must eat less and exercise 
more. Do we need to wait for the bad news in the next obe­
sity survey to act on this simple truth?

Here is what you won't read in 
either of the two biased Kentucky 
metro newspapers. 

The race for Governor is still wide 
open. Consider these points: 

Polls taken now are worthless.

Judge allows case against Fletcher 
administration to go forward

LEXINGTON - A U.S. 
District Court judge ruled 
Friday that portions of a feder­

law uit against Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher and members of his 
administration can go forward. 

Though Judge Joseph M . 
Hood dismissed several parts 
of the lawsuit filed by 
Transportation Cabinet mem­
ber Michael Duncan, Hood 
said there is an issue over 
whether Duncan's right to free 
speech and freedom of associ­
ation were violated. 

Duncan claims he was ille­
ga..tly ftred because he support­
ed Democrat Ben Chandler in 

e 2003 gubernatorial elec­
tion. 

Though Hood said there is 
"scant" evidence that Duncan 
was fired for supporting 
Chandler, "there is sufficient 
evidence to create genuine 
issue of material fact regarding 
the reason for Plaintiff's termi­
nation," Hood wrote in his 19-
page order. 

Hood lifted a stay of di -
covery in the case, meaning

Duncan, a former deputy 
in pector general of the 
Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet, had been listed alon~ 
with 3 J other state employees 
allegedly targeted by 
Fletcher's administration.

- A 
serial crank caller using a 
donated cell phone has plagued 
911 with nearly 2,000 fake 
emergency calls over the past 
six months, t;:.ing up dispatch­
ers and sending police and fire­
fighters on wild goose chases, 
authorities said. 

A man identifying himself 
as Nomar has reported himself 
the victim of everything from a 
drug overdose and a possible 
heart attack to robbery and 
attempted suicide. Offictals 
said they didn't know why 
nearly all the false emergencies 
he calls in purportedly take 
place in Vallejo, a city of about 
I 00,000 along the waters north 
of San Francisco Bay. 

"He can be quite convinc­
ing and he definitely knows the 
geography of Vallejo," said 
Valkjo police spokesman Bill 
Powell. "If we can't determine 
it's a false call, we'll send peo­
ple out." 

He tarted making the calls 
in March, according to the 
California Highway Patrol, 
which handles most of the 
wircles 911 callr; for the San 
Francisco Bay area. 

Investigators analyzed the 
cell phone signal to track the
