Arkansas and Loui iana 
found banned antibiotics wh~.:n they tested imported seafood 
that had cleared l'.S. ports. 

While Congress needs to bobtcr federal food-safety agencies 
with mort! money, manpower and authority. it also needs to 
empower consumers with more infonnation. 

Federal law requires that seafood sold in grocery stores be 
labeled hy its country of origin, but there is no corresponding 
requirement for fish ervctl in rl!slaurant _ Congress has a good 
opportunity to begin moving in Lbat direction by passing a bill 
lhat would require country-of-origin labeling for restauram cat­
tish. 

lt makes sense to start with catfish, because mo. t of it is con­
sumed in restaurants_ Despite 1ts reputation as an American fi. h. 
a third of the U.S. catfish supply comes from overseas. Much of 
it is from China, where polluted conditions lead many fish 
fanners to use antibiotics and other drugs and chemicals banned 
in the u_s_ 

Labeling catfish in restaurants will better protect consumers 
and send a strong signal to fish farmer to clean up their act. 
Those benefits outweigh whatever cost or complications label­
ing presents. 

Federal agenctes need to do a much better job . creening 
seafoo~ and other imports. Meanwhile, consumers need all the 
tools they can get to protect themselves.
