FRANKFORT - The 
Division of Water has 
issued a water shortage 
warning for Magoffin 
County in eastern Kentucky 
and for Simpson County in 
western Kentucky due to 
water supply shortages. 

A water shortage warn­
ing that was issued on Aug. 
9 remains in effect for 
Warren County. including 
the city of Bowling Green, 
due to pers1stent low flows 
in the Barren River. 

The water shortage 
warning for Magoffin 
County is due to a short­
age of water in the Lick1ng 
River. The warning for 
Simpson County is due to 
low water in the West Fork 
of Drakes Creek. 

The Division of Water is 
extending a water shortage 
watch originally issued 
June 14 for 61 counties to 
now include all or portions 
of Breathitt, Floyd, Knott, 
Perry and Pike counties In 
eastern Kentucky. 

The extreme drought 
conditions that remain 
across most of Kentucky 
intensified throughout 
August and into September 
with record high tempera­
tures and a persistent lack 
of rainfall. For the month of 
August alone, rainfall 
detrcits of 3 to 4 rnches 
were common across east· 
ern, south-central and 
western KeRtucky. 

Rainfall in southeastern 
Kentucky, centered over 
the headwaters of the 
Kentucky and L1cking 
rivers. is at least 14 inches 
below normal for the year.

MSHA proposes changes 
• to mme rescue team regs

CHARLESTON. W.Va. 
fhe federal Mine Safety and 
Health Administration on 
Thursday announced proposals 
it says will improve rescue 
operation!> at the nation's 653 
underground coal mines. in part 
by cutting maximum emer­
gency response times in half. 

The agency published two 
proposed regulation~ in the 

Federal Register aimed nt com­
plying with a federal law 
passed last year l n the wake or 
an explosion that killed 12 
West Virginia miners. 

The proposed rule would 
require rescuer1> to reach under­
ground coal mines within one 
hour. The current rule i~ two 
hours. 

Rescue teams also "'ould 
have to be certified. funuliar 
\\ ith a mine's workings and 
participate in two local mine 

re. cue contests a year. Rescue 
team members alsn would ha\·e 
to have at least three yenrs of 
underground expencnce and 
undergo 64 hour of training a 
yea The current requirement 
is 40 hours per year. 

.i\line operators would be 
required to haw two certified 
mine rc. cue teams per mine 
and ha \'e a person kmm ledge­
able about mine rescue proce-

Judge nixes system for classifying young sex offenders

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky's system for dassi 
fymg and housing ju,eniles 
wh0 commit sex offenders has 
been struck down by a Judge 
who ruled thal it deprives the 
youths of proper !Ieatment. 

In his ruling Wcdne day, 
Franklin County Circuit Judge 
Phillip Shepherd said the state 
Juvenile Justice Department 

statement through spokesman

"The department disagrees 
with the JUdge's ruling.'· the 
statement said. "We're still 
reviewing hi· ruling and 
exploring our options." 

said. "None of the kids have 
ever graduated rrom thi. pro­
gram."

serious ofl'enses such as rape 
or sodomy. That classitication 
allows the department to send 
the youths to a secure faciliry 
where they are required to 
enter sex offender ucatment 
programs for up to three years. 

The judge ordered the 
department to top using the 
placement system and to rclo­
cate all youths who are placed 
inappropriately v. ithin 30 days.

An energy bill breezed through the House and Senate in 

special session last month. a far cry from the ensuing deba­
cle after Gov. Ernie Fletcher first ailed legislators back to 
Frankfort on July 5. 

The legislation clears the way for Peabody energy to 
build a coal ga. ification plant in the B1uegras .. although 
lawmakers insjst the incentives aren't Peabody-specific as 
three other companies have cxpre. sed an interest in bringing 
a coal conversion plant to Kentucky. 

Lawmakers from both parties hailed the session and the 
fact the bill put Kentucky in the Jorefront of luring alterna­
tive energy facilities. 

So why the big fuss in July? 
Hou-.e Democrats walked out of that session claiming that 

it was a political ploy by Fletcher to better his stance with 
voters before the November election. 

That was undoubtedly true on some parts as witnessed by 
the fact that both parties were eager for the session when 
other items of discussion - such as domestic pru1ner bene­
fit.., and building projects- were removed from the agenda. 

However, the bill could have passed in the regular session 
had it not been laden '"'ith unrelated items, so all are to 
blame. 

We only hope that the month of petty. political bickering 
didn't endanger the chances of the state with any company 
ready to bring jobs to the Bluegrass. 

There is a time for political postudng, but it should not be 
when the slate has a chanl·e to land new, high-paying jobs 
that will enable young Kentucl~ians to work near their 
home~. 

We have trouble believing that if the session was able to 
be resoiYed so civilly and to alrno~l unanimous satisfaction 
that the same couldn't have been done in July without the 
shO\\ boating. 

Perhaps this example will serve as a reminder the next 
time imporlantlcgblation b presented that needs timely 
attention. no matter to which party the gm·ern6r belongs.

Eavesdropping 
on terrorists 

Little did they know it, bul terror­
ist su pects living m Pakistan recent 
ly had their right:.. to privacy 
enhanced. 1t happened through the 
magic tlf adventurow .. judicial inter­
ptctation of an outdated U.S. Jaw. 

Back in 1978, when disco was 
king and no one owned a cellular 
telephone, Congress pa sed the 
Foreign Intelligence Surveillance 
Act. It sought to constrain the presi­
dent' power lO monitor communica­
tions for intelligence purposes here in 
the U.S. hy requiring him to get a 
wan-ant from a special fiiSA cnurt. 
The court would have to be con­
vinced that there was probahlc cause 
to believe that a target of surveillance 
was an "agent or a roretgn power." 

Congress thdn · t mean to in dude 
overseas communicauons under the 
law. Sn "wire" communications came 
under the law's purview, but not most 
"radio" intercepts, since chatter 
ahroad was picked up hy ~atellites. 

But the law's drafters weren't clair­
voyants. They presumably didn't 
foresee the dedim: of dist:o (let alont: 
the demise of the 8-track tape and the 
LP) or, much more importantly, the 
telecommunication~ revolution that 
gave us fiber optics and packet 
switching. Now two people can be 
talking overseas - say, from 

Afghanistan to Pakistan and their 
communication could travel in a 
packet of digital data through U.S. 
networks. where it can be conw­
nienlly surveilled. 

At least tn theory. The FISA court 
recently ruled that these entirely l'or­
eign·to foreign communications aJ o 
require a warrant. 

lt won· t always be possihlc to 
meet the probable­
cause standard on 
overseas targets.

hand. Even it we 
have Lhe goods.

When a rare opportunity present­
ed it'iclf. Forrest "Joe" Stewardson 
and Roger Owens. long time facul­
ty members from the Automotive 
Technology Department of BSCTC. 
took the opportunity to attend a spe­
cial workshop on hrbrid vehicles at 
Sinclair Commumty College, in 
Dayton. Ohio. 

The training was funded by the 
National Science Foundation and 
presented with the assistance of 
trainer from Toyoto, Ford and 
General Motors. There were 32 par­
ticlpants in the workshop from all 
across the USA and New Zealand. 
Only one per state was the general

The inten e training centered on 
hybrid vehicles, their gasoline

He wenL on to 1alk: about the bauery, 
which weighs 200 lbs., is 3 feet x 2 
teet in size and is mounted in the 
trunk of tl1csc vehicles.

Big Sand) Region. Routine rescue 
effons are nor an option with these 
vehicle. due to the cxu-cmc high 
voltage of the batteries. BSCTC 
w11l offe1 tnuning to offset thu~ haz­
ard," he continued. 

Hybrid vehicles get approxi­
mately 50 mpg m Lhe city and 42 
mpg on the highway. They are now 
being sold by se,eral aumotive 
companies and will require servic­
ing in the l'uiUre as they become 
more and more popular. Stewardson 
and Owens will be able to train oth­
ers witll the knowledge !hey gained 
by attending the workshop.

Wounded Warrior to increase 
access to benefits and services 
for returning service member 
who have been wounded? 

We at Social Security are 
doing all we can to make sure 
members of the military ser­
vice, and their fantilies, under­
stand just bow Social Security 
disability benefits can help 
wounded service personnel. 
In fact, Social Security disabil­
ity benefits are expedited for 
injured military service per­
sonnel, regardless of where or 
how the injury occurred. 

Like most civilian workers, 
current military personnel pay 
Social Security taxes and earn 
Social Security coverage. Jn 
fact, earnings for active duty 
military service or active duty 
training have been covered 
under Social Security since 
1957. Also, service personnel 
who had inactive duty service 
in the reserves (such a week­
end drills) have had Social 
Security coverage since 1988. 

The number of credits an 
individual needs to qualify for 
Social Security depends on his 
or her age. For example, if a 
person becomes disabled 
before age 28, then he or she 
would generally need only 

about one and a half years of 
recent work. 

[f the wounded service 
member has sufficient work, 
then Social Security must 
decide whether he or she 
meets Social Security's defini­
tion of disability. Basically. if 
the person cannot work 
because of a physical or men­
tal condition that is expected 
to last at lea t one year, then he 
or she may be eligible for 
Social Security disability ben­
efit!-. 

Even if the wounded er­
vice member is still receiving 
pay while disabled, he or she 
can receive disability benefits. 
For example, if a wounded sol­
dier is recovering in a hospital, 
and is expected to be unable to 
work for at least a year, he or 
she may be eligible to receive 
disability benefits even though 
military pay continues. 

ll is important to under­
stand that our disability rules 
are different from those of pri­
vate plans and other govern­
ment agencies. Social 
Security provides benefit· for 
total disability, not partial dis­
_ability. The fact that someone 
qualifies for disability from 
another agency - such as the 
Department of Veteran Affairs 
- does not mean that he or she 
will be automatically elig1ble 
for disability benefits from 

ocial Security. 
If you or someone you 

know is a wounded soldier, 
ftle for Social Security disabil-

ity benefits as soon as pos 1-

ble.

What happens if 
someone buys 

your tax bill

Every year, there are a significant 
number of Floyd CountJ.ans who do 
not pay ad valorem (property taxes). 
Unpaid property taxe are old each 
July by the sheriff. Recently, investor 
groups have been purchasing hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars of delin­
quent tax bill m Floyd County and 
other Eastern Kentucky counties. 
These purchases are a gold mine for 
the investor, but can create a consider­
able amount of aggravation for the 
non-payer. 

This letter is to explain to those 
whose taxes have recently been pur­
chased by investor what they can 
expect. Delinquent tax btlls, the pur-

chase thereof and the lien created 
thereby are codified in KRS 134.420 
through KRS 134.490. 

Basically, these statutes provide: 
1. If your taxes are delinquent to 

the point that they are rprinted in the 
newspaper and are sold on the court­
house teps by the sheriff, then any 
person can purchase them. 

2. Once they are purchased. the 
purchaser has a Ii n again t your 
property. He is required to write you 
within 50 days, notifying you that the 
tax btll has been purchased and that 
you can redeem the tax bill (at thi 
poim it is called a certificate of delin­
quency) and have the lien created 
thereby released by paying to the pur­
chaser the amount he paid, plu 12 
percent interest and certain costs. 

3. If after one year from the date of 
purchase the non-payer has not 
redeemed, then the purcha<;er can 
enforce the lien just as a bank would 
foreclose a mortgage and have your 
property sold. 

4. Because this certificate of delin­
quency is a tax bill, it has priority over

mortgages, which can cause a consid­
erable problem if you are carryin a 
mortgage. 

5. If the purchaser files a lawsuit.rc 
enforce the lien and you subsequentl} 
settle with him, he is entitled nor o~ 
to the face amount of the bill and 12 
percent interesL but also his attorney's 
fees and costs. This can n into a c.c:m· 
siderable amount of m y even on

6. If not pmd off, this lien is valid 
for II years and continues to acctue 
interest at 12 percent per year. 

If you:r tax bill was purchased, then 
you hould make arrangements to set· 
tle up with the purchaser as soon a~ 
po sible. This is not something thaf 
should be ignored. M; 

Thi i a popular invesunent strat 
gy new to this area, because there 
very few investments that can reap · 
12 percent annual guaranteed rate oJ 
return. Expect to see more of this ·n 
the future.

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Governor focuses on gambling 
' I

FRANKFORT - Ernie 
Fletcher was the fresh face vot­
ers. wamed four years ago 
when he swept into the 
Kentucky governor's office on 
the promi ·e tliat he would 
"clean up the mess in 
Frankfort.·· 

Disappointed by his prede­
cessor's extramarital affa1r, 
voters embraced Fletcher, an 

' ordained Bapti t minister, 
electing him as Kentucky's 
first Repubulican governor in 

r more than 30 years. 
But Fletcher's luster wore 

thin when a special grand jury 
indicted him on charges that he 
violated state hiring laws in a 
scheme to reward political sup­
porters with state jobs. Now 
Fletcher is facing a stiff chal­
lenge from Democrat Steve 
Beshear, who built his primary 
election campaign around a 
proposal to legalize casinos. 

Political scientist Larry 

Sahato said the outcome of the 
Nov. 6 election could be an 
mdicator of the nation's politi­
cal climate leading up to next 
year's presidential race. 
Kentucky has voted with the 
winner in every presidential 
election since 1964. 

"When you're running as a 
challenger. you promise to 
clean up the system," Sabato 
said. "Fletcher did that as a 
challenger, and now Beshear 
has the same opportunity. 
That's one of the few advan­
tages a challenger has." 

Beshear is hammering 
away at the Republican admin­
istration's hiring scandal. His 
first television ad of the gener­
al election campaign shows 
him standing in front of the 
state Capitol and gestunng 
toward the domed building, 
echoing the words similar to 
those used previously by 
Fletcher. In the ad, Beshear 
vows "to finally clean this 
place up." 

Fletcher is framing the 

election as a rererendurn on 
casinos rather th:-~n on his first 
term. He says Kentuckian. 
who don't want casinos should 
vote for him, and that thos~ 

who do should support 
Beshear, a former lieutenant 
governor and attomey gem:ral. 

Campaigning anoss the 
state on a "No Casinos" tour, 
Fletcher says gambling would 
contribute to bankruptcies, 
divorce and crime. He said 
Kentuckians would have to 
lose $1.5 billion at casinos to 
generate the $500 million a 
year in additional state rev­
enue that Beshear is predict­
ing. 

"He's putting all of his 
promises to Kentucky on ca<;i­
no gambling,·· Fletcher said 
during a radio dehate this 
week. 

Beshear says taxes from 
casinos could help fund educa­
tion, health care, economic 
development and other initia­
ti.,es. He said Kentuckians 
already spend huge amounts at 

casinos o\'er the stalc line in 
In<.lmna and lllinoJ ,

Bl'shear, the son of a !'mall­

town Baptist preadter, ts 
attempting a political come­
back more than a dt>cndc after 
his name last appe•ued on a 
Kentucky ballot. lie lost mces 
for governor in I \.l87 and U.S.

Kentucky i · famed for its

abntptly changed his stance 
during the primary, citing his 
personal opposition to gam­
bling. He says he'll fight any 
effort to change the constitu­
tion and that casmos w n't 
come on his watch. 

In his latest ad, Fletcher 

highlight 1111 llllllois woman 
\~hu went to pri..;on tor cmhez­
zhng $241.000 to feed a gam­
bling addllion. Bc"hear 
spnkc~woman Vicki <ilno;;s said 
f-letcher was trying "to keep 
the spotlight on other people's 
Illegal activities to keep it off 
his own." 

The grand jury that indkted 
!letcher alleged lhe governor 
had approved a "widespread 
and coordmatcd plan" to ski11 

state hiring laws. The goal, 
according to the panel, was to 
reward Fletcher's GOP pohti-

cal supporters with protected 
!il<lle JObs at the expense of 
state workers who bal!ked h1s 
opponent.

Martin County Sheriff 
Garmon Preece said 80 per­
cent of the arrests made by 
him and his four deputies are 
drug-related. And although 
they turn up drugs like mari­
JUana and methamphetamine, 
the biggest problem remains 
prescription pills, including 
the painkiller OxyContin. 

The drug, dubbed "hillbilly 
heroin" in drug-ridden Appa­
lachian communities, has been 
blamed for hundreds of deaths 
across the country in recent 
years. Addicts crush the piU 
into a powder and snort it. 

In 2006, 484 people died 
from drug overdoses in 
Kemucky, accordmg to the 
state medical examiner's 
annual report. Hillbilly heroin 
wa.'i the chJef cause in 16 per­
cent of the deaths. 

Desptte the best efforts of 
law enforcement, Preece said 
the drug remains prevalent in 
the mountains, and so do the 
dealers. 

Preece said law enforce­
ment can't do much more 
without increasing manpower. 

''We're doing our best with 
what we've got," he said.

RC Wildlife Rescue & Rehab assist injured, abandoned, wildl~f~

They arrive at the center with stories uiJ their 
own - 1oome, t:ven. with no story at all. 
Regardless, they arc welcomed warmly by the 
two women who co-own and operate RC Wildlife 
Rescue and Rehab, located on a small Endicott 
farm near the German Bridge campground area. 

Robm Branham and Cora Coleman. who for­
mally organized RC Wildlife Rescue and Rehab 
more than six year ago now, have a long history 
or helping animals . From re~cuing canines and 
cats from atop Cow Mountain, to assisting pan­
icked deer tleeing from predator. , both human 
and animal, the two friends have bonded through 
a love of ammals and wildlire for many years. 

Today, they own and operate the only licensed 
wildlife rehabilitation center in the area. "Lots of 
people don't realiLc that <1 license i" required to 

harbor a wild creature," Branham said. ··But 
there's a lot involved in caring for and rehabilitat­
ing w1ldlite." 

The women aim to rescue, rehabilitate and 
eventually release the animals that end up 111 their 
care but many times. the wildlife that come to 

reside on the grounds of their rehab center come 
to them far too tame to ever be released. 

"Lots of times. people lind these animals when 
they're babiel',·· said Branham. "They takt: them 
in, get them acclimated to human behavior and 
human life and don't realize that they are domes­
ticating them to the point that they can never be 
released back into the wild." 

Wildlife that have come to rely on humans for 
food and protection, especially rrom a young ngc. 
don't learn how to forage for and protect them-

selves in the wild. "When that happens," 
Branham said, "they simply become prey for 
other animals:·· 

Rehabilitating an animal and preparing for 
release into the wild can be a very lengthy. auJ 
precarious. process. Coleman and Branham often 
lind themselves becoming uttached to the animals 
they care for. but they realiLe that tl is in the ani­
mal"~ best interest to maintain a sale distance in 
order to prepare them to reenter the world from 
which they came.

"But it's 
cxpen:-;ive. We have to purchase suppUes some­
times from states away and pay shipping costs on 
them. Often, the money come from our own 
pockets, and we don't mind that, but sometimes 
we run awfully low on funds." 

Tht? wildlife center receives orne government 
funding but not enough to completely cover all 
tht::ir operating expenses. Donations in the form 
of cash. fencing, lumber and canvas sheeting are 
all badly needed at the present time. "We'll do

How to spot that real 
pest, the termite

It's estimated 1hat some 2 million 
homes will need termite treatment this 
year. Unfortunately, unlike with fire. there 
i no insurance policy that covers termite 
damage. 

However. there are things you can do to 
-.pot and quickly correct this problem. 

First, don't confuse termites with 
winged ants. While similar in size and 
color. fl~mg ants have a slim waist, hard 
body and double wings that are unequal in 
length, while termites have a soft round 
body and two pairs of wings equal in 
length. And the termite's antenna arc 
traight. not bent. 

Whether you find them or not, here are 
a few things you should always do: 

• St:al cracks in stucco and concrete 
and gaps in iding, and paint or stain 
everything. 

• Soil around foundations should be 8 
inches below walls and drain away from 
the house.

• All wood-like stairs and railings 
should have concrete footings or piers to 
avoid ground contact. 

• Finally, find and correct all leaks 
inside and out. because these little pe ts 
love damp wood.
