The proposal currently before the 
board would actually lower the tax 
rate, but would result in more money 
for the school ystem due to increased 
property values.

Without active and significant support from the com­

munity, the festival may very well be doomed to wither 
'and die. And while some might gripe about the festival 
~isrupting downtown business, we don't believe anyone 

ants to see it disappear altogether. 
E Or at least they shouldn't. The festival is an important 
~>art of community life. and its impact goes much further 
$}lan taking up downtown parking places a few day out 

f the year. 
Many of our community's churches and nonprofit 
oups accomplish a ub tantial portion of their fundrais­

ing for the year through concession sales. Take away the 
festival and their ability to serve the community would 
be seriously hampered. 

The festival also serves as a chance for Prestonsburg 
and Floyd County to showcase themselves. Our commu­
nity hosts many out-of-town guests during the festival, 
and their opinions of our area can be significantly altered 
by the experience they have while they are in town. We 
don't know if a well-run festival would influence the 
head of a company to relocate to our community. but a 
poorly-run festival with little evidence of community 
support or spirit could very well convince him to cross 
Floyd County off his list. 

For the Jenny Wiley Festival to be successful, the busi­
ness community in Prestonsburg and Floyd County need 
to step up. The festival committee could help its own 
cause by offering more creative ways for businesses to 
get involved, but all the idea in the world will be u ele s 
without a willingness to participate from business lead­
ers.

Do Americans 
owe service to 

the nation?

Why does the idea of "national ser­
vice" never cease to attract American 
intellectuals? Every few Y'!ars some 
promment ''ttunker" proposes that 
young Americans "serve their coun­
try" in either a civilian or military 
capacity. Such service is always 
promi. ed lO have a profound effect on 
both the nation and the people doing 
the serving. 

The latest example comes from 
Time magazine managing editor 
Richard StengeL ln his September lO 
cover article, "A Time to Serve," 
Stengel laments a lack of involvement 
in civic life by Americans. Too many 
people do nothing more than vote and 
pay taxes, he say . Well of course they 
pay taxes They are threatened with 
prison if they don't. 

Stengel is convinced that if the 
repubUc is to survive, young people 
must "serve." I Ie cites the Founders as 
authorities on the need to exert effort 
in order to "keep" the republic. but he 
is on somewhat weak ground here. 
There are Founders and then there are 
Founders. The Founders known as the 
Anti-Federalists thought that the way 
to keep a republic is to have 13 small 
ones joined in a confederation. not a 
big consolidated one. In a large nation 
people would have a hard time keep­
ing an eye on the government, and the 

resulting lack f "eternal vigilance" 
would be dan erous to ltberty. Thus 
if.; ironic for Iengel to be looking to 
Wruhiogton t lead the effort to pre­
serve the repu lie 

But the hi orical point aside, why 
JS it thought ppropriate that people 
should be eiuer forced or bribed to 
perform nallOJ al service as defined by 
politicians? o hi credit. Stengel 
doesn't want o compel people to per­
fonn the las he deems ·service." 
How though ul. However. the tax.pay­
ers would be arced to finance his pro­
gram. so 1t \\Ould not be fully volun­
tary. 

Stengel is ot merely urging people 
to do good d~eds in an organized way, 
ay, to join g10ups to teach poor kids lO 

read or to cl up their communities. 
He is talking about service to the 
Nation. 

But whe do people get the idea 
that the Na 'on is something to be 
served? Despite Stengel's invocation 
of the Fountlers, this is a profoundly 
un-Americ concept. It' far more 
consistent ith the European despo­
tism of the trst half of the twentieth 
century. Ym don't have to look hard to 
find quotat ons by Mussolini (dare I 
mentiOn Hitler?) about the duty of the 
individual t serve the Nation. 

lo call thts 1dea un-Amcrican i. no 
mere pole1:1ical device. It is a literal 
truth. Service to the Nation is a mysll­
cal notion Its advocates reify the 
abstraction "nation·· and call on us to 
sacrifice fu it. This i not what most 
Americans thought at the time of the 
founding. 1 the classical liberal phl­
losophy h d by many people in the 
late eight(enth century (inspired b)

John Locke). ·•society." "nation," and 
··countr}·"' were concepts indicating 
people's li\.ing together to enjoy life 
liberty, and property in collective sccu. 
rity. These were important conve· 
niences that permittt!d individual per­
son~ to live fully as human beings. 
They were means. not ends in them­
selves. The , Tation was not '\Omethi " 
to serve. An idea like that can get yo 
ktlled in a far-otT imperia~ war.

PIKEVILLE - All but one 
of Kentucky's I 0 unhealthiest 
counties are in the 
Appalachian hills. where 
smoking. obesity and poverty 
are mo t common, according 
to a study relea ed Monday. 

The study. titled "Health or 
Kentucky:· says most of the 
health problems in the state arc 
due to poor lifestyle chou.:es, 
such as tobacco use. unhealthy 
diets and not enough exercise. 
The study also 'aid a lack of 
physicians and health insur­
ance contribute to the poor 
health of Kentuckians - espe­
cially those in Eastern 
Kentucky, the poorest region 
in the state. 

Eastern Kentucky's Wolfe 
County was ranked as the least 
healthy county in the study, 
which was prepared by the 
Medical Institute of Kentucky, 
a Lcxington-ba ed medical 
think tank. 

Wolfe County showed high 
rates of lung cancer, premature 

deaths and deaths related to 
cardiovascular disea ·es . The 
eounty also has a low high 
school graduation rate and a 
low per capita income of 
$17.24 J, both of which con 
tribute to a lack of health 
insurance. 

"People here don't have the 
insurance," said Paula Dean, 
county coordinator for the 
Wol fc County health depart­
ment. ''Jobs are real difficult to 
come by here." 

Wolfe County's unemploy­
ment rate i the third-highest 
in the state at I 0.3 percent. 

The findings were similar 
to those of other Eastern 
Kentucky counties, including 
neighboring Lee and Powell 
counties. 

"It's all rhe usual suspects 
... we have always been noted 
for moking and obesity," said 
Dr. Raymond Wells. a phys1 
cian in Inez who co-chair · the 
Kentucky Institute of 
Medicine.

cooking and eating, on culture. 
"It's not that we can't 

afford healthy food. It's 
ingrained in us that cpting is a 
big part of our social lives," 
Well said. adding that chang­
ing unhealthy habits in the 
region would require a "mind­
set change.·· 

The healthtest counties are 
mostly centered in the suburbs 
ol Louisville and Lexington. 

Oldham County. north of 
Jefferson County and the 
healthiest on the Jist, reported 
low raLes of obesity, diabetes 
and overall mortality. Its 
strengths lie in affluence and 
education: its high school 
graduation rate and per capita 
income surpass state and 
national averages, with only 
eight percent of its under 65 
population uninsured . 

According to the report. 
Kentucky is "a healthy place 
to live and work." But 
Kentucky fares worse than the 
rest of the nation in terms of 
smoking, obesity, exercise and 
oral health: 

• 29 percent of Kentucky 

adults smoke compared to 21 
percent nationwide 

• 29 percent of Kentucky 
adults are obese, compared to 
24 percent nationwide 

• 32 percent of Kentucky 
adults don't get enough exer­
cise, compared to 24 percent 
nationwide 

• 37 percent of Kentucky 
adults arc mi~sing six or more 
teeth, compared to 33 pen.:ent 
nationwide. 

"Like politic. , all heath 
care is local,'' said Dr. Emery 

Wilson, director of the Oftice 
or Health and Development at 
the University of Kenwcky 
College of Medicine. "If we 
really want to improve the 
health of Kentuckians, we 
must start at the local or coun­
ty level."

The Omaha senator, who 
skips morning prayers during 
the legislative se _ion and 
often criticizes Christians, also 
says God has caused ''fear­

., some floods . .. horrendous 
hurricanes, tcrnfying torna-
does." 

He's seeking a pennanent 
injunction against the 
Almighty. 

Chambers said the lawsuit 
was triggered by a federal uit 
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Odds & Ends 
filed again t a judge who 
recently barred words such us 
"rape·· and "victim" from a 
sexual assault trial. 

The accuser in thl! criminal 
ca e, Tory Bowen. sued 
Lancaster D1strict Judge Jcffn.: 
Cheuvront. claiming that he 
violated her free speech rights. 

Chambers said Bowen's 
lawsuit is Inappropriate 
because the Nt.!braska 
Supreme Court has already 
considered the case and feder­
al courts follow the dcc1stons 
of state supreme courts on 
state matter . 

"This lawsuit having been 
filed and being of such ques­
tionable merit creates a cir­
cumstance where my la\\Suit 
is appropriately filed." 
Chambers said. "People might 
call it frivolous but if they read 
it they 'II . ce tllere are \'ery 
serious issues I have raised." 

U.S. District Judge Richard 
Kopf, m an order last week, 
expre sed doubts about 
whether Bowen's lawsuit ''has 
any legal basis whatsoever" 
and satd sanctions may be 
imposed again t Bowen and 
her attorneys if they fatl to 
show cause for the lawsuit. 

The Associated Press usual­
ly does not identify accusers in 
sex-assault cases, but Bowen 
has allowed her name to be 
used publicly because of the 
issue over lhe judge's lan­
guage restnctions.

CLEVELAND - Another 
bizarre week of twists, turns 
and turbulence in Cleveland 
ended with more absurdity:

• Derek Anderson threw five 
touchdown passes, Jamal 
Lewis rushed for 216 yards 
and the Cleveland Browns, so 
desperate after being embar­
rassed in their horne opener 
that they traded their starting 
quarterback two days later, 
outlasted the Cincinnati 
Bengals and Carson Palmer 
51-45 on Sunday. 

A week that began in chaos 
ended in celebration. 

"We Jive close to Cedar 
Point," Browns general man-
ger Plril Savage said, refer­

ring to the popular amusement 
park. "It has been a roller­
coaster. We won a game that 
nobody expected us to win." 

Palmer tossed a career-high 
six TD , but Iris fmal chance to 
rally the Bengals (1-1) ended 
when be was intercepted at the 
Browns' 27 with 21 seconds 
left by cornerback Leigh 
Bodden, who had missed prac­
tice time this week with a 
groin injury. 

The pick capped an eventu­
al seven days and an historic 
afternoon for the Browns. who 
had a 300-yard passer, a 200-

ard rusher and two 100-yard 

receivers (BrayJon Edwards 
and Kellen Win low) for the 
first time since joining the 
NFL in 1950. 

"Not in my wildest dreams 
could [ have imagined it," 
Bodden aid. 

Who could? 
The teams combined for 96 

point , 1,085 yards of offense 
and countless missed tackles. 

Even Cleveland fans, who 
bolted the stadium early a 
week ago, got a chance to 
party, not long after a few of 
them dumped beer on Bengals 
wide receiver Chad Johnson. 

Last Sunday, Anderson had 
come off the bench to replace 
Charlie Frye during the frrst 
half when the Browns ( l-1) 
were routed 34-7 by the 
Steelers. Less than 48 hours 
later, Cleveland dealt Frye to 
the Seattle Seahawks, becom­
ing the frrst team since the 
AFLINFL merger to trade its 
season-opening quarterback 
before Week 2. 

Cleveland racked up 554 
yards of total offense, scored 
it most points since returning 
to the league in 1999, and for 
the time being, took some of 
the heat off coach Romeo 
Crennel, who improved to 11-
23 in his third season. 

"A division win, how about 
that?" said Crennel, playfully 
mocking his 2-12 record 
against AFC North opponents. 

For once, it aU fell into 
place for the Browns.
