Judge upholds Ten 
Commandments 
display in courthouse

PIKEVILLE -A feder­
al judge has ruled that a dis-
play of the Ten 
Commandments at an 
Eastern Kentucky court­
house does not violate the 
Constitution. 

The Ten 
Commandments display, 
part of the ''Foundations of 
American Law and 
Govemmenl" exhibit at the 
Rowan County Fiscal 
Court, came under fire in 
2001 when the American 
Civil Liberties Union or 
Kentucky filed a lawsuit 
claiming the display was 
unconstitutional 

Aside from rhe Ten 
Commandments. the dis­
pia) includes the 
Ma) tlower com pact. the 
Dec aration of 
Independence, the Magna 
Carta. the Bill of Rights and 
other commemorative 
items. 

In his ruhng released 
Wednesday, u.S. District 
Judge Karl forester aid the 
display "rloes not have the 
effect of endorsing reli­
gion." 

Forester cited a similar 
case im olving :Vlercer 
Count}. in the Bluegrass 
region of the state. That 
county ·s display. virtually 
identical to Rowan 

County's, was upheld by 
the 6th U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals in Cincinnati. 

The ACLU sued Rowan 
County in 2001. more than 
two year after the Ten 
Commandmenh were post­
ed with the other docu­
ments in the litlle-u ed 
Fi ca1 Court. Afler the suit 
wa tiled, the copy of lhe 
Ten Commandments wa 
removed and the 
Foundation displa) went 
up. with the Ten 
Commandments mixed into 
it.

The U.S. government 4uic.:kly found out who was behind the 
attacks of Sepr. II. Osama hin Laden, head of the Islamic terror group 
al-Qaida, iniliall} denied any involvcmcnttn Lhc allacks. He, at vari­
ous times. was seen admitting that he knew ahout the attacks in 
advance and that he supported violence against the U.S. 

Bul it wasn't until 2004lhat be admitted he and his group planned 
and carried them out. President George W. Bush sent U.S. troops into 
Afghanistan about a month after the attacks. The Taliban government 
lhcrc was suspected of harboring bin Laden and his inner circle. We 
dispatched the Taliban. We got some al-Qaida operatives. But no hin 
Laden . 

... We still don't have justice for the victims of Sept. 1 L, 2001 . It is 
time the president spent less time worrying about democracy in Iraq 
and more on finding the man responsible for killing nearly 3,000 fel­
low citizens on Scpl. 11. 2001. 

The Staten Island (N.Y.) Advance, on the toy industry:

Why aren't the 

poor. on the 
media agenda??

On~r Lhe last 20 years, there ha \ e 
been rwo period when mainstream 
journali ll:i made promises about ded­
icating themselves to greater cover­
age of poverty, racism and inequahty. 
The first followed the Los Angele. 
riots of 1992: the ·econd wa-; atter 
Hurricane Katrina destroyed mu~h of 
New Orleans. 

Both promi es went largely unful 
II lied. 

Following Katnna, national neJ · 
coverage or poverty 1ncreased in 
September 2005 before returning to a 
normal, ahnost undetectable ba:e­
linc. A FAiR srudy released 
September 7 found that in just over 
three years (Y/11/03 - 10/30/06) the 
major TV networb, ABC. CBS and 
NBC. broadca t only 58 ~tories deal­
ing with poverty in more than a ra s 
ing menuon. Outside or the six­
month period immediately following 
Katrina, barely one network news 
segment a month dealt With poverty. 

Why so little wverage of poveny? 
For o'nc, journalist~ like a story to 
have a resolution, preferably a happ} 
one. Orten JOurnalists sc.'e pm erty as 
a sad, intractable fact ot lite, a stol") 
lhat never gels better and generates 
little interest or news. 

A contemporary iteration of ''the 
poor will alw~ys he with you" (Mark 
14:7), this view reinforces reac 
tionary view. of poverty by playing 
into the twin a!> ·wnptions lhat gm 
ernment is neither responsible ror 

cau. ing nor capable of a lie'> iating 
pOH::rty. If this J true, isn't it logical 
to conclude. as so many on the right 
have. that the cause for poverty lie 
in the poor themselves? 

And a more important preference 
than JOurnalist's personal tastes is at 
work~ Ad\'crtis rs don't mm:h like 
stories. such ns povert}, "'hich they 
sec as downers-or a. putting people 
in a non ·hopping mood. (That\ \vhy 
CBS offered to air "uph.::at image. or 
mes,age about the war. like patriotic 
views from the home front," Lo hun·er 
advertisements ti:om the reality of the 
Gulf War CThe ew York Times." 
2n19l.) 

In an online chat (8/28/06), 
"Washington Post"' media reporter 
Howard Kurtz explained, "news out­
lets tend rar too onen to cover what 
politictans arc talking abom," 
neglectmg thmgs "they can't solve." 
Kurt.z added that Katrina "highlight­
ed the extent to which the main 
stream press had stopred \\riling 
about race und big city poYerty," 
hecau ·e " omewhere along the "'U) 

those uhjeet. Wl:rC deemed to he 
un fao;hionable." 

Kuru didn'r sny in that chat why 
such tones ure ''deemed unfashion 
able." But he furrhcr illuminated why 
advent ers don't like poveny cover­
age in a revtew (21 19/07) of a rare 
poverty spe<.:tal hosted by D1anc 
Sawyer on ABC\ "20/20" ( 1/26/07). 
According to Kurtz, the '"20/20'" spe­
Cial. l'ocu~;ing on pt1or youth in 
Camden, N.J., "examined a . uhject 
that has largely vanished from tl1e 
media. deemed depressing and unap­
pealing to the afi1uent viewers prized 
hy advertisers." Kurt/ added:· 
Saw)er ays she and her team had to

Kurtz's comments reveal disturb­
ing n:ulilles about u television news 
business that puts uch a premium on 
affluent viewers that their alleged 
distaste for poverty coverage resu1ls 
in the neglect of the issue. 

In the end. it shouldn't be surpris­
ing that news that is produced hy 
powerful corporations, closely inter 
connected with other powerful cor~ 
pordte and governmental institutions, 
produce5 ne'hs that make such pow­
erful wstitutions look good. When 
the powerful gel to tell the stories, 
with few exceptions, they tend to 
shift the responsibility for social ills 
a'hay fwm the circle of powerrul 
decision-makers. As blame is 
a. signed do\l.nward, a it were, the 
bulk of the responsibility for social 
ills is laid at the feet of the least pov.­
crful-lhc poor. people of color and 
tmmigranK 

Commercial television news "'ill 
likely continue operating on the 
assumptions that the poverty narra­
tive is just not interesting and tl1at 
American"> don't care about inequuli­
ty. But it'. \H)rtl1 noting that lhcse 
assumpliom. are not accurate. A 2006 
Syracu. c University study revealed 
that more than 80 percent of 
American..,\ 1ewed income inequality 
as ctthcr a " criou problem" or 
" omewhal or a problem." Which 
makes media excuses for scant 
poverty coverage lillie more than 
cop-oul'\ for neglecting the most vul­
nerable: and powerle ·~ among us.

An estimated one in five 
American TV homes now have 
digital video recorder:;, a sharp 
jump from tbe 12 percent Last 
September, researchers say. 
Those numbers alone tell you 
more people will be taping their 
favorite programs to watch 
later. 

That's hound to make tJ1ose 
initial rating!> ugly compared to 
the year hefore, fueling !be 
notion tJ.at viewers are uban 
doning network teh!visinn. 

To get a truer sense of how 
the industry is domg. it's prob 
ahly hc11cr to wait for Nielsen 
Media Research's measure 
ment of who watches a pro­
gram within seven days ot It'S 

llrst a1ring. Nelwork suih 
would also he very interested in 
ratings ror commercial min­
utes, and they take thrc.c weeks. 

But who wants to wait that 
long when there arc "nap judg­
ments to be mnde? 

"The technology of measur­
ing how many people watch 
TV has not caught up with bow 
people arc watching TV,'' said 
Sarah Bunting, cc~-rounder of 
the Web site TeleVIsion Without 
Pity.

·of the river in July and 
August.'' said Dave Dreves, 
fisheries research biologist for 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife.

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
received no reports offish kills 
in this section of the 
Cumberland River over lhc 
summer. "They must have 
mO\ed upstream or found 
refuge "omewhere." Buynak 
~aid. "With the return of good 
water conditions. fish o;hould 
over time return to the lower 
river." 

Although low water makes 
accessing lhc river a challenge, 
anglers report great fishing in 
Lhe river this year. "Trout fish­
ing remains exceptional for 
anglers who wade, or who are 
fio;tring from small boat<; and 
canoes," Dreves said. "We 
don' t rccmnmend fiberglass or 
deep V st) le boats because of 
the lower than usual water lev­
els that remain on tbe 
Cumberland River."
