795,013 
set prior to last spring's pri­
mary election. the records 
show. 

"These healthy registra­
tion figures are hopefully 
an indication of a potential-

f._y strong turnout on 
Election Day," said 
Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson, chairman of the 
State Board of Elections. 

Kentuckians will choose 
a governor and lieutenant 
governor, attorney general, 
treasurer, secretary of 
state, auditor and agricul­
ture commissioner in next 
month's voting. 

The number of regis­
tered Democrats now 
stands at 1 ,61 6,586, up 
25,495 since the primary 

.rlection. An additional 
15,001 people registered 
as Republicans, bringing 
the GOP's state total to 
1 ,037,861. 

The records show that 
53 percent of the state's 
registered voters are 
women and 47 percent 
men.

PIKEVILLE - Some 
600 Appalachian nurses on 
strike plan to return to the 
bargaining table at the end 
of the month with officials 
from the region' large t' 
health care provider. 

The nurses from 
Kentucky and West 
Virginia have been on strike 
against Appalachian 
Regional Healthcare since 
Oct. I, when their contract 
expired. 

After meeting for a sec­
ond time with a federal 
mediator. both sides agreed 
on Friday to resume negoti­
ations on OcL 29. :tid Pat 
Tanner. chief negotiator for 
the nurses. 

.Rli f · c'.,l · •lted 
negotiations a few days 
before the Oct I deadline, 

presenting the nurses uruon 
with its "final offer.'' ARH 
offered an initial 2 percent 
pay rai e and flexible 
schedules, allowing nurses 
to work 10- and l 2-hour 
shifts. 

However, Tanner said 
the proposed contract 
reduces holiday pay and 
increases msurance premi­
ums, canceling out any pay 
raise. She said the union 
was open ro further talks . 

The nurses want better 
retirement and medical ben­
efits: reinstatement of the 
modified work week 
(working 36 hours for 40 
hours of pay); and addition­
al staffing to offset manda­
tory overtime. 

An ARH spokeswoman

Hillarycare 2.0 

When it comes to health care, 
Hillary Clinton is never going to lei 
her name be associated with the 
words "radical overhaul" ever agam. 
Or. if she can help it, with massive 
bureaucracy or new taxes. That's 
what happened in 1993 with her 
health-care plan as frrst lady, and. as 
she never tire& of saying, she ha') "the 
scars to prove it." 

HillaryCare 2.0 is an entirely uil'­
fcrent enterprise. or so she would 
have us believe. It's the "Ameril:an 
Hcallh Choices Plan." lt "builds on 
the current system to give businesses 
and their employer:, greater choice of 
health plans.'' while unposing "no 
overall increase in heallh spending .. ,r 
taxes.'' lt's the all-things-to-all-peo­
ple, !oiWeetne!)s-and-light, all-benelit.s­
and-no-cost<: health-care plan of 
2007. 

For a liberal seeking to expand 
government-run health care, it's not 
necessary to create new, elaborate 
governmental mechanism. that arc 
vulnerable to parody and iiightening 
to voters. Simply building on the sla­
tu · quo ts enough to hru;ten us toward 
nalional health insurance. 

That's because we have a hybrid 
system or private insurunce and gov­
ernment health care thar is increas­
ingly tilting toward government. As 
the conservative writer Ramcsh 
Ponnuru points out. the government 

already pays almost halr of health­
care costs. I 1beralo; need only push 
this sy1o.tem toward its logical conclu­
sion. 

Because the private health msur 
ancc market doc, n·t function proper­
ly, the government is left to pick up 
lhe pieces. But it IS government poli­
~ie._ thut diStort ili~ h~alth-insurance 
market in the lirsl place. Ideally. peo­
ple \1/ould pay for 
their own health 
insurance, the way 
they do with. say. 
auto insurance. But 
tbe tax t.:ode favor· 
insurance that peo­
ple gel through 
lheir emp!oyers. 

This creates an 
e.11pensive system 
that's anxicty­
indul:ing tor people 
who worry about 
losing thetr msurance. The way the 
system is set up makes it diflicult and 
expensive for individuals to buy 
insurance, which is one reason wh} 
47 million Ameneans arc uninsured. 

Clinton's plan would make this 
ramshackle system worse. She pro­
poses more Jcgulations on insurers 
and a mandate on large employer. to 
provide insurance coverage or pay a 
tax. The regu!attons will make insur 
aocc e''cn more expensive, while the 
employer mandate would only aug 
ment the wrrent senseless system or 
people geuing insurance through 
their Jobs.

a victim not merely of "judicial 
lynching" (which we all knew) but of 
racial discrimination worse than any­
thing Dred Scoll ever raced. Thure 
he was, a poor blaek kid making his 
way in the world at t11e n<1tiun's lines! 

schools. getting good grades. but 
~hen he geL~ his law degree from 
Yale there arlo! firms that won't hire 
him for big buck:., so he'· forced to 
take a menial job as 
assistant Atturne y 
General of Missouri.

Kentucky Afield: 
Don't fish shallow 
too early in fall

KENTUCKY AFIELD 

l-RANKFORT- The first cold 
weather of fall recently hit 

t;(entucky. Whenever tempera­
tures start to drop at this time of 
year, anglers start daydreaming 
about ba coming up so shallow 
that fish are practically tloppmg 
on the bank. 

Anglers he medium-runmng 
crankbaits on their rods. load their 
boat · and hit the water. They cast 
to the bank and crank the lure 
back to the boat with a fast 
retrieve. Cast after ca t olicits no 
strikes at all. They blame the lack 
of action on the weather. 

ll wa<;n't the weather, however. 
'Sass don't immediately shove 

eir noses into the bank with the 
fir t cold front of the fall. The 
shallow water near shore cools 
faster than the main lake when air 
temperature plunge rapidly. Thi 
keeps bas deeper and in more 
comfonablc tcmperarures than 
anglers realize. Bass don't ven­
ture much shallower than they 
were in the t.log t.lays of August. 

Largemouth bass eventually 
move shallow when the water 
temperatures drop to the mid to 
high 60s. Smallmouth bass move 
up when the water drops into the 
low 60s. Smart bass anglers target 
~ose intern1ediate depths from 8 
to 20 feet deep, depending on the 
lake, when water temperatures are 
still in the 70 in early fall 

Slopmg points and banks hold 
more fish in early autumn. Tho e 
comprised of mud mixed with 
shale or rocks are excellent places 
to target.

The Pro Bowl MVP has 
vented his anger in the last two 
games, something quite out of 
character for the lmd-back 
quarterback from California.

"I thtnk everybody's a little 
bit on edge around here." 
Palmer srud. ··we have boards 
in the offensive and defensive 

rooms. and every time you look 
up at them and see our produc­
~ion and our record there, 
you're ju"t natllrally on edge 
because you have such high 
expectations. 

"l have lost my cool a cou­
ple of times. and I apologi1e for 
that. I'll try to contain myself 
and be calm." ' 

Usually, Palmer is the club's 
voice of reason Juring tough 
times. When things go bad. he 
acknowledge~ the problems 
and accepts a bigger share of 
the blame than ncce~;sary 

When teammates squabble, he 
tries to restore the peace. 

Two notable exception 
have drawn attention and 
prompted those apologies.

Palmer was visibly angry 
again Sunday when his last 
throw was intercepted during a 
27-20 los. at Kansas City. 
Palmer tried to get the ball to 
Johnson in a crowd. but the 
receiver slowed at the end of the 
route. st!lling up the intercep­
tion. 

"New England - that was 
on me." Johnson said this week. 
"It's all on me. You can' t blame 
him. He's the Golden Boy."' 

That's Johnson's nickname 
for the 2002 Hei man Trophy 
winn!'r. one thafs more good­
natured than it sounds. What 
bothers Johnson, though. is that 
their ombursts are taken differ­
ent ways these days. 

When Palmer gets angry, it's 
a surprise. When Johnson vents. 
it's somethmg el ·e. 

"As soon as I do show emo­
tion. everybody's lir t word is 
· elfish,"' Johnson said. "You 
all know Chad better tl1an that. 
You've been around me long 
enough to know that I'm about 
winning and that's it. One-and­
four, if that's npt enough to be 
frustrated about. then I don't 
know what i ."
