"A smoke alarm battery 
typically lasts about a 
year," Raby said. "So an 
annual event such as the 
start of 'slow time' is a 
good reminder to make 
sure your smoke alarms 
are working properly. 

"We can save lives in 
Kentucky if residents will 
make sure they have work­
ing smoke alarms." Raby 
said. "Unfortunately, too 

• many people have alarms 1 
that don1t work because of 
missing or dead batteries." 

A smoke alarm emits a 
loud beep when it detects 
smoke 1rom a fire. This 
warning can be a life saver, 
signaling to occupants that 
a fire is burning and giving 
them time to get out of a 
house or apartment. 

The National Fire 
Protection Association 

• (NFPA) reports that 890 
lives could be saved 
nationally each year If al 

11 homes had working smoke 
alarms. An est1mated 65 
percent of home fire deaths 
in 2002-2004 resulted from 
fires in home with no work· 
ing smoke alarm.

Fletcher still trails by double digits

LEXINGTON 
Republican Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
continues to trail hi~ 
Democratic challenger by dou­
ble digits, according to poll 
results released Thursday 
evening. 

Fletcher trails Lexington 
attorney Steve Be hear by 15 
points, according to the Herald 
Leader/Action News 36 
Election Poll. A poll conducted 
by the two news organizations 
in September showed Fletcher 
trailing by 17 percent 

The telephone survey, con­
ducted by Maryland-ba ed 
Research 2000 between Oct. 22 
and 24, had a margin of error of 
plus or rrunus 4 percent. 

The results show that, 
Beshear, a former I ieutenant 
governor and attorney general, 
would receive 55 percent of the 
vote compared co 40 percent for 
Fletcher. Five percent of the 
600 likely voters surveyed said 
they are stilt undectded with 
les than two weeks until the 
Nov. 6 election. 

Del AJi, president of Olney, 
Md.-based Research 2000 

which conducted the poll, said 
with uch a wide marg1n 
between the candidate , cam­
paign cash to fund a final ad 
blitz becomes critical. 

But the most recent cam­
paign finance reports from 
early October showed that 
Beshear had nearly $1.7 mil­
lion left in his bank account 
after paymg in advance for sev­
eral weeks· worth of TV ads. 
while Fletcher's campaign had 
$1.2 million on hand.

Shield law vital 
• to protectmg 

a free press 
The Free Flow of Information Act that overwhelmingly 

pas ed the House last \\eek isn't perfect. but it is likely the 
be t shield law we'll get to protect the right of journalists 
to do their jobs free of government interference. 

Why is a federal shield law needed? Because the watch­
dog role as igned to the press by the Constitution i being 
undermined by the escalating practice in federal court of 
demanding notes and the revelation of sources. Most tate 
... already have hield laws. 

During the past year, more than two dozen reporters have 
been hauled into the federal courts and grilled about their 
confidential ources. Some have been fined, jailed or sen­
tenced to home confinement; others still face prison sen­
tences. 

Thi hara mcnt of journalists by federal prosecutors if 
allowed to continue, will have a chilling effect on the ability 
of reporters to gather information vital to the public intere t. 
Sources, fearful that under the threat of jail time a reporter 
will cough up their names, will be le likely to reveal 
details important in understahdlng the workings of govern­
ment and other institutions. The Hou e bill, passed by a 
398-21 vote, strictly limits when a prosecutor can ubpoena 
reporters regarding their confidential sources. 

It is not an airtight shield. The law would make excep­
tions, including when there is evidence that disclosure of the 
identity of a source is necessary to protect national security. 
That should be enough to satisfy the Bush administration's 
fears that the law would protecr the leaker of national 
secrets and avoid a threatened veto. 

It also provides for suspending the shield if a reporter i a 
direct witness to a serious crime. 

Our concern with shield laws in general is they risk get­
ting the government involved in certifying who i and isn't 
a journalist. That's a particular!) dicey enterprise today, with 
the emergence of informal Web logs devoted to news cover­
age and commentary. The House bill attempt to address 
this concern by defining who' covered as loosely as possi­
ble, extending the protection to anyone engaged in gathering 
and disseminating news. 

We also worry that the provisiOn suspending protections 
when a reporter is a witnes~ o a crime will become a signif­
icant loophole. But on the whole, the House bill should put 
an end to attempts to keep public information secret by 
trampling the rights of the messenger. 

Love the media or hate it, democracy can't exist without 
a free and unfettered press. The Senate, which is consider­
ing a weaker shield law, should embrace the stronger Hou e 
version and send it to the president.

When five American soldiers were 
killed at an Iraqi government build­
ing in Karbala in January, 
Democratic Sen . Chris Dodd and 
John Kerry erupted in outrage. They 
both knew one of the soldiers kilJed, 
a talented West Point grad. According 
to The Washington Post, his los 
"radicalized Dodd. energized Kerry 
and girded the ever-more confronta­
tional stance of Democrats in the 
Senate." 

It turned out that Iran's Quds 
Force ht;lped carry out Lhe attack, 
providing training to the Shiite group 
responsible for it. So, the Iranians 
had effectively killed those 
Americans, but Dodd and Kerry have 
yet to become notably energized or 
radicalized about counteracting Iran's 
malign influence in [raq. 

Democrats angered at American 
casualties in Iraq can't summon more 
lhan pro forma denunciations of one 
of the main forces responsible for 
them.

These Iranian depredations u ual­
ly evoke a l-.teely Democratic resolve 
- to oppose whatever measures the 
Bush administration might be con­
templating in response. Sen. Dodd. a 
Democratic candidate for president 
(if you hadn't 
noticed), \Hole 
President Bush a 
letter re<;ently com­
plaining about 
"increasingly belli­
cose public state­
ments by United 
States officials."

I agreed. But this issue is one 
of those gray area where ethics.

hunter will do. Even the most 
well-meaning hunter can lose an 
animal despite a sincere attempt 
to retrieve it. Usually. only lhe 
hunter knows if an animal 1s left 
because of a genuine inability to 
locate it, or if the hunter just did­
o' t want w search for a deer that 
ran deep into the woods. 

The be t I could tell the 
woman was for her to encourage 
every bunter. especially those she 
allowed to hunt on her land. to 
act ethtcally and make every 
attempt to retrieve downed game. 

We're approaching that busy 
time again this year, when phone 
calls pour in to Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife from hunters across 
the state. They call to double­
check season date and regula­
tions. make sure their firearms 
are legal. get help with the 
Telecheck proce or find a pub­
lic place to hunt. Calls like these. 
which the department rakes h) 
the thousands, pro'e that most 
humcrs want to hunt ~a.fel) anu 
legally.

Instead, he ·u be 
offering advice and helpmg 
sele ·t plays for Steelers quar­
terback Ben RoethJisbergcr. 

Anderson, in his first season 
as Pittsburgh's quarterbacks 
coach. has not tried to remake 
hi tarter' delivery or reshape 
hi game after Roethlisberger 
followed up his Super Bowl­
winning season in 2005 by 
throwing an NFL-leading 23 
interceptions last year. 

ln tead. Anderson has been 
more of a ounding board for 
Roethlisberger, offering guid­
ance. support and a lifetime's 
work of experience. 

"I remind him of that all the 

time- he'.; got pknL) of NFL 
experience," Rodhlishergcr 
said, pointing to the 58-year­
old Ander. on's 10-plus sen­
sons a a player and coach. "I 
think the biggest thing he's 
helped \vith is after the games. 
the next day. Monday, Tuesday 
and Wednesday, coming in 
here and just giving me a recap 
of what happened and U1ings I 
did well. things I did poorly 
and things [can improve on.'' 

Anderson insists he hasn't 
done anylhing dramatic w it.h 
Roethlisberger, who was good 
enough lo win 27 of his first 31 
NFL starts in 2004·05.

Not only did 
hio; head coach change. so did 
hi. offensive coordmator (Ken 
Whisenhunt to Bruce Arians) 
and quarterback coach (Mark 

Whipple to Anderson). 
Roethlisbcrgcr has visthl) 

embraced the changL. at coordt­
nator. praising Anans anJ his 
game plans weekly. However, 
switching position couches 
was difCkult becau e 
Rocthlisberger and Whipple 
had a clo. e working relation· 
ship. 

Whipple, who is not coach­
ing full-time this season, 
remained in Pittsburgh and 
talks multiple Limes a week to 
Roethlisberger. If that bothers
