PRESTONSBURG - "I 
did it because I hate smoke," 
said Larry Wells, manager and 
co-owner of the Prestonsburg 
Dairy Cheer. "I always have. 
Going smoke-free just seemed 
like a natural step to me." 

Wells was more than happy, 
Thursday afternoon, to accept a 
framed certificate in recogni­
tion of being the first 
Prestonsburg restaurant to go 
smoke-free, presented by 
Thursa Slone, director of the 
Floyd County Health 
Department. 

"We just wanted to recog­
niLe Dairy Cheer for being the 
first to go smoke-free, way 

before they had to," Slone said 
"It was a great step for them to 
take." 

' Thursday was recognized 
nationally as "The Great 
American Smokeout,'' a day 
initiated by the American 
Cancer Society to encourage 
smokers to quit for a day in the 
hopes that they may decide to 
quit for a lifetime. In recogni ­
tion of the day, staff from the 
Floyd County Health 
Department traveled the county 
to present certificates to those 
businesses and organizations 
that have gone smoke-free. 

Four decades after the 1964 
U.S . Surgeon General's Report 
on the health consequences of 
smoking, smoking still remains 
the leading cause of pre-

ventable death and disease in 
the nation. Each year, approxi­
mately 440.000 Americans die 
of ~making related illnesses 
and an estimated 50,000 non­
smokers die of illnesses related 
to secondhand smoke. 

On a positive note, however, 
over 3 million Americans are 
successful in quitting each year. 
Now. more than ever, numer­
ous effective treatment options 
extst to help support any smok­
er in their quest to quit the 
unhealthy habit.

FRANKFORT -- Changes set to 
take place in the Governor's Onlce 
next month will have an immediate 
impact on more than who gets which 
Cabinet post. They will also affect 
which legislation is given top billing 
during the next state legislative ses­
sion beginning ip January, although 
the reason why might not be what you 
think. 

The Kentucky General Assembly 
will not consider Governor-Elect 
Steve Beshear's legislative proposals 
because it has to, since it is not 
required to consider any legislative 
proposal presented by the governor 
(although it may be called into special 
session by the governor to address 
specific issues). The state 
Coru;titution guards agairu;t such rub­
ber stamping by making the 
Legislative Branch a "separate but 
equal" branch or government and 
allowing only state lawmakers--not 
the governor or anyone else--to file 
bills rllat come before the General 
Assembly ror consideration. 

The only real say the governor has 
over state lawmakers' work is how he 
or she will enforce laws once they arc 
passed and whether or not a law 

assed by lawmakers should be 
vetoed (even a veto can be overridden 
by lawmakers with enough votes). 

The rca<>on .that state lawmakers 
will likely consider the governor's 
proposals--particularly his state bud­
get proposal--is because it is good 
government Both state lawmakers 
and the governor know that they must 
cooperate to meet the needs of the cit­
izens they serve. So lawmakers who 
are members of the governor's politi 
cal party typically agree to sponsor 
his or her proposals in their respective 
houses (House or Senate) to ensure 
that those proposals, if deemed wor 
thy by lawmakers, can he heard in 
legislative conn ittcc and have a 
chance for passage. 

lt remains to be seen which key 
issues from the Beshear c<impaign 
platform will b~ addressed by the 
General Assembly in the upcoming 
session. Some have speculated that 
lawmakers will consider Beshcar's 
proposal to allow Kentucky's Yoters 
to tlecide whether to penni! casino 
gaming at vmious statewide loca 
tions, but that is yet unknown. Also. 
plans for school reform, increasing 
stale tourism, improving the quality 
of life of seniors and helping 
Kentucky families that were also part 
of the Beshear platform have yer to he 
filed for the General Assembly's con­
sideration. Chances are thaL those 
proposals are being drafted now and 
will receive legislative sponsorship at 
some point over the next several 
weeks. 

Meanwhile rhc Governor-Elect is 
wasting no time extending a hand of 
cooperation to state legislative leaders 
who have ~ final say on whether or

not his proposals make it through the 
often difficult legislative process. He 
met with those key lawmakt'!rs on 
Wednesday during the monthly meet­
ing of the General Assembly's 
Legislative Research Commission 
and spoke about goals ror his admin­
istration. lt will be his ability to work 
well with this core group. more than 
anything else, that will determine 
how tough the legislative process is 
for him.

on a new era of leadership for our 
state.

Board brushes aside Beshear, plans to name commissioner 
The Associated Press 

LOUISVILLE -The Kentucky Board 
of Education plans to name a new educa­
tion commissioner, brushing aside a 
request from Gov.~elect Steve Beshear to 
reopen a search for someone to fill the spot. 

Chairman Joe Brothers said the board 
has selected a candidate from four finalists 
and wants to make an announcement Nov. 
25. 

"We've heard a message over the last 
• few days from across the state that it is time 

to make a decision," Brothers said. 
The comment<; came days after Beshear 

asked the board to reopen the search 
nationally, hire a new search firm and seek 
additional candidates so it would have a 
broader pool of people to draw from. 
Beshear said in a brief statement 
Wednesday that he is "deeply disappoint-

ed" in the board's decision to forgo anoth­
er search. 

In May, the state school board hired 
Illinois educator Barbara Erwin, but she 
resigned from the $220,000 post shortly 
after amid controversy over errors on her 
resume and criticism of her leadership in 
past jobs. The hiring process has drawn 
scrutiny since Erwin's hiring and resigna­
tion. 

Brothers said the boarll's decision had 
nothing to do with Beshear. Instead, 
Brothers said, board members feared the 
integrity of the search would have been 
jeopardized had it scrapped its current 
batch of finalists. 

"We have some responsibility to these 
people who have applied," he said. "Now. 
had it tumed out today that they were not 
the quality people we wanted to be OUI' 

commissioner, then certainly it would've 

been a different outcome completely -
whether or not the governor had 
approached us. It's just an inopportune 
time for us to change horses in midstream." 

The Kentucky education commissioner 
post has been vacant for almost a year. The 
previous commissioner, Gene Wilhoit, 
resigned to take a job with a Washington, 
D.C.-ba<;ed education advocacy group. 

The board interviewed four Jinalists: 
Richard Hughes, retired Hardin County 
school superintendent; Larry Vick, the 
Owensboro school superintendent; state 
Rep. Jon Draud, an Edgewood Republican 
and the retired superintendent of the 
Ludlow school district in northern 
Kentucky; and Jim Warford, former super­
intendent of a Florida school district and a 
former chancellor of the Florida 
Department of Education.

Kentucky hunters take more than 
30,000 deer on ope~ng weekend

FRANKFORT Kentucky deer 
hunters, expecting deer movement to 
accelerate as forecasters call for tern 
pera,tures dipping inlo the 30s and low 
40s for the next several days, are look­
ing li)rward to a second banner week­
end. 

Hunters took advant.age or hrisk 
morning temperatures and clear 
weather on liD>1 Saturday's Nov.LO sea­
son opener and reported taking 17,791 
deer. which was 3,053 more than la-;t 
season's opening day. Temper(ltures 
climbed into the 60s on Sunday, caus­
ing some hunters to forego the cha-;e, 
hut by weekend's end, the harvest still 
had grown to 30, 191 , more than I ,400 
hcttcr than last sea"on 's opening week­
end. 

"We were watching la"t weekend's 
harvest very ·lusely," said Tina 
Brunjes, deer and elk program coordi­
nator for the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. "We 
cxpciienccd a sciious outbreak of 
Epizootic Hemorrhagic Disease 
(EHD) this year, but we had a solid 
opening weekend harvest that is right 
on our average. Our deer herd remains 
strong and healthy. •· 

Owen County led the state with 
1,119 deer reported taken. Other top 
counties included Pendleton with 803, 
Ctittendcn with 688, Grant with 663 
and Shelby with 674. Just over 60 per­
cent of the deer harvested on opening 
weekend were bu<.:ks. 

The weekend also marked the 
debut of "Telecheck Review" on the 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife website, 
fw.k.y·.gov. The review JS a setvJce for 
hunters and others to verify online the 
accuracy of harvested deer that have 
been reported through the depart­
ment's Tclcchcck service. 

While wildlife biologists hailed the 
program because it increases the accu­
racy of harvest data, conservation offi-

cers see the program as another 
enforcement tool. 

'We're already getting calls from 
people viewing harvest data on 
Telecheck Review who question why 
a particular harvest is not listed, or 
whether some listed reports are accu 
rate," said Major David Ca<;ey. assis­
tant director of the depmtment's law 
enforcement• division . "Our officers 
are following up on those <.:ails and it 
appears we'll be making some ca~es 
because of them."

Graham's 7 FGs delight fantasy fans, lift lowly Bengals

CINCINNATI - On his 
way back to town after kick­
ing those seven field goals, 
Shayne Graham started 
answering all the phone caJls 
and returning the laudatory 
e-mails and text messages. 

For fantpsy football play­
ers, the Cincinnati Bengals 
kicker was a difference­
maker. For his teammates, 
Graham was a godsend. 

He set a team record by 
going 7-for-7 on field goals 
in a 21-7 victory Sunday in 
Baltimore. Graham's biggest 
day as a kicker led the 
Bengals to their first road 
victory since last Nov. 26, a 
30-0 win in Cleveland. 

.. We're all walking in the 
locker room with smiles 
today, and that's something 
we didn't have for a while," 
Graham said Monday. 

For the Bengals (3-6), ir 
was momentary relief from a 
bad season. For Graham, it 
was the first big moment in 
one or his quietest seasons. 
He'd never kicked more than 
four field goal" in a game 
during his career. 

The messages started

pouring while the Bcngals 
were on their way back from 
Baltimore. 

.. Between all the phone 
calls and text messages, peo­
ple congratulating me and 
thanking me for the fantasy 
league points and things like 
that- that 's what a lot or the 
messages were for,'' Graham 
said. "Sorrie of the e-mails I 
got were kind of fun to get." 

Graham connected from 
34, 19, 22, 35. 35. 21 and 33 
yards, bailing out an offense 
that couldn' t come up w1th a 
touchdown play. The seven 
field goals were one shy of 
the NFL record, set earlier 
this season by Tennessee's 
Rob Bironas. 

The seventh-year kicker is 
one of the most accurate in 
NFL history, converting 140 
of his 164 chances, or 85.4 
percent. He missed h1s first 
try of the season, coming up 
short on a 53-yard allempl in 
a 27-20 win over Baltimore 
in the opener. 

Since then, he's hecn per­
fect on 19 tries, settmg a club 
record for consecutive field 
goals made. 

With the Bengals strug­
gling and losing, Graham 
hasn't had a chance to make 

a game-winning kick. He'd 
had few chances overall until 
Sunday. 

"It had been a very quiet 
season for me,'' he said. 

For the Bengals as welL 
Arter a Monday night win 

over Baltimore got their sea­
son orr on a high note, the 
Bcngals won only one more 
game - over the lowly Jets 

before their rematch on 
Sunday. Their defense. 
ranked among the league's 
worst on most categories, 
had its best game, holding 
the self-destructive Ravens 
scoreless until the fourth 
quarter. 

ln each of those two wins 
over Baltimore, the Ravens 
had a pair of interceptions 
and four fumbles that put 
the Bengals in position for a 
win. 

"TI helps," linebacker 
Landon Johnson said 
Monday. "Tt ' s only one 
game. We've got to build on 
(il). But this g1ves us a 
foundation to build on " 

The offense still ' has a 
long way to go . 

For the second game in a 
row, the Bengals averaged 
less than three yards per 
carry. They ran 34 times ror 

70 yards, a measly 2.1-yard 
average. Rudi Johnson ran 
22 times for only 46 yards, 
and Kenny Watson picked 
up 24 yards on nine carries. 

The running backs fre­
quently were hit in the 
backfield or had to make a 
cut to avoid a tackle before 
they got to the line of 
scrimmage. 

"Yesterday, we got our 
hutt kicked." coach Marvin 
Lewis said Monday. "They 
were more physical than we 
were at the point of attack, 
and you can lake your pick 
of which guy and which 
time.

We need to get 
that corrected and get that 
done better."

I'd put him in a car 
right now."· 

The boy he bad pomted at wa'> 
Joey Logano. 

Since that day in Daytona 
Beach, Logano hac; gone ahoul 
the business of learning the rac­
ing trade. with successful stints in 
the ASA National Touring Series, 
the USAR Hooters Pro Cup 
series and, this year, NASCAR 's 
West and Busch East series. 

He has won races in each of 
them, winning this season's West 
opener -his fust rlli:c in a Grc:llld 
National car- and adding six 
victories in Busch East on the 
way to the series tille. Logano 
then added a win in the Toyota 
All Star Showdown against some 
of the top short track drivt.TS in 
the country. 

Jack RoustJ had Logano under 

contract for a while. at Martin's 
insistence. But he let him get 
away and now the youngster is 
part of Joe Gibbs Racing. which 
plans to run him in the 
Nationwide Series next season -
as S(Xm as he is eligible. 

"Joey turns lX on May 24 and 
we'll be running him the next 
week, May 31, at Dover," Gibbs 
vice president Jimmy Makar said. 
"We're going to try to mn a full 
schedule with him after that 
point, although that depends on 
sponsors for his team. 

"Unfortunately, they have that 
18-ycar-old limit or we'd start 
him at Daytona right away." 

Martin first saw Logano race 
as a 12 year-old against his son, 
Matt. The elder Martin quickly 
became the youngster's mentor 
and put him in a Cup car for a le&t 
at Atlanta Motor Speedway. 

Logano drove one ofMrutin's 
2004 Roush Racing Fords around 
the 1.5-mile Atlanta oval al 
speeds above 190 mph. 

'That jm.t made me want to 
race the car," Logano said, grin­
ning.

Father Ralph Beiting, founder, pays special visit to fall fest

"We're <>till here and we're still going strong." 
said Father Ralph Beiting, of the school he founded 
25 yc:.u·s ago in the small mountain community he 
grew to love as a young priest. 

Coming to Appalachia in 1950, Falher Beiting 
set out to help the many impoverished families of 
the area in whatever way he could. Seeing that, 
often, it was physical needs, rather than spiritual, 
thal many were most longing for, Father Beiting 
rolled up his sleeves and went to work Along the 
way. he gathered ~onstituents and helpers and soon, 
the Christian Appalachian Project was born. 

Having founded twenty churches in the eastern 
Kentucky region since his ministry here began, the 
community of Martin became home to one of them 
in 1981 . ''I a~ ked the people, in 1981, whal it wa!', 
that they needed most," he said. "They told me, 'we 
need a Christian school.' So, we got to work and the 
Christian Appalachian Project financed the lmild­
ing and we got ourselves a school. An ecumenical 
school where religious classes were taught every­
day. Our mission, though \'>e are a Christian school, 
wa<> always, always, to include those of different 
faiths, .. and to allow no exclusion of the poor,'' he 
said. 

Today, Mountain Ctuistian Academy is known 
for its strict allention to academic rigor as well as 
for its diversity among racial, ethnic, religious and 
income classes. Hanging in the school's gymnasi ­
um :.u·c flags representing those countries from 
which current, and past, students have ties to. 
"Ecumenism is a very imponant precept of what we 
stand for." Father Belting said "A blending of the 
well to do wilh the nul so well to do ... and to show 
what can he done, what can he accomplished, when 
people come together."

QA while ago you wrote about 
following your doctor '.1 

advice regarding rcreenmg 
colon cancer. Which tests are 

best? My .friend says a colonoscopy is 
tlze reaL test. hut my doctor says 1 
don't r~eed one. What are the recom 
mendmions for colon cancer screen­
in[?? 

AAs with many things in medi­
cine, there arc several ways to 
screen for colon cancer. The 

test that is recommended by your 
physician is based on your personal 
risk for developing colon cancer. The 
primary risk factor associated with 
the development or colon cancer is a 
family history of the disease. Also, a 

personal history or ulcerative cohtis 
or colon polyps increases your risk. 
People who eat a high- fat, low- liber 
diet and those who arc overweight 
are also at inLTeased risk for colon 
cancer. 

Age is also a very important factor 
in overall colon cancer risk . Although 
colon cancer does sometimes strike at 
younger ages, about 90 percent or all 
cases arc in people over 50. 

H you are at average risk, which 
means you have none of the above 
listed risk factors, it is acceptable to 
usc simpler and less expensive tests. 1 
assume your doctor placed you in this 
average risk category. Tn case-. like 
this, I usually recommend that the 

patient be saeened using the fecal 
occult blood test and a Jlexible sig­
moidoscopy. A digital rectal examine 
is also a good idea. All three tests 
should be completed annually start­
mg at age 40. 

The fecal occult blood test is per­
formed on stool samples lo see if 
small amounts or hlood - not readily 
visible are present. GeneraJly, this is 
done on three separate stool samples. 
The doctor gives you a special card to 
take home. You then collect the spec­
imen, place it on the card, seal it up 
and return the card to the doctor. If 
any of the three specimens arc posi­
tive for occult (bidden) blood, you 
need a colonoscopy. If all are nega­
tive, a tlexible sigmoidoscopy should 
be done. 

Flexible sigmoidoscopy is like 
colonoscopy with a shorter tube. 
Research shows that more than 50 
percent of colon cancers are within 
reach of the sigmoidoscope. This test 
can be done in a physician's office 

rather than the hospital out-patient 
setting needed for a colonoscopy. 
Also, you generally do not need to he 
sedated for thts procedure, whereas 
with a colonoscopy. the usc of sedat­
ing drugs is standard practice. 

Most doctors recommend a 
screening colonoscopy for people 
over 50 who are or average risk. 
During a eolonoscopy your doctor 
can ex<:~mine the entire colon. Any 
polyps that arc discovered can be 
removed at the time or the exam. Tf 
there arc no polyps present and the 
colon is otherwise normal, your doc· 
tor will probably recommend a repcar 
in 7 to 10 years. 

A newer testlhal is gaining in pop­
ularity is the virtual colonoscopy. 
This is aC-T X-ray or the colon. This 
can be a very good test, but it cannot 
find small polyps and iL cannot 
remove polyps. lf polyps arc found 
during a virtual colonoscopy, you 
will still need a regular colonoscopy 
to remove them. 

It is good that you are so interest­
ed in these screening procedures that 
you arc discussing them with friends 
and relatives. You and your friends 
should work with your individual 
doctors to determine which screening 
test is best. The answer for each one 
of you may be different.
