Ethical government. That doesn't have to be an oxymoron. 
At least Gov. Steve Beshear has taken rhe initial , tep. to make 

sure lhat ethical government in Kentucky doesn't remain a self­
contradicting phrase. 

This week. the new governor made good on one of his most 
important campaign promises. -;cuing into motion a sweeping 
reform effort to open the executive operations of state govern­
ment to more public , crutiny while tightening ethics standards for 
alllhose in his auministmtion and adding tougher enforcement 
and penalties. 

Unfonunarcly, the new governor's ncar-panic to straighLCn om 
the cooked books left behind by his predecessor, Ernie Fletcher, 
has captured most of the attention in Frankfort, threatening to 
delay if not jeopardize much-needed steps to restore. if possible, 
public conlidence tn tate government. 

Beshear's promise of an "open and transparent" government, 
made in comments to representatives of news media from across 
the slate, wa'> a breath of' fresh air, in sharp contra\t with the 
snarling relationship Fletcher cultivated with reporters and edi­
tors. Bcshear even pledged never to usc the door Fletcher 
installed as an escape hatch to avoid facing reporlers and having 
to answer their pesky questions. 

"It's a symbol of secretiveness,'' Bcshcar said. 
Of course, Beshear one day could regret orne of the commit­

ments he made in a brief appearance during a legislative work­
shop sponsored by the Kentucky Press Association, The 
Associated Press and the National Conference of Editorial 
Writers. 

Adding a touch of reality, Bcshcar conceded there will be some 
things he won't talk about in public. But sLate officials owe it to 
the public to be square with them, he said, to be up front and tell 
them what the administration is up to and planning to do. "I 
believe in the First Amendment,'' he said. 

Beshear follows two governors, a Democrat and a Republican, 
whose reputations and places in the indexes of future history 
books forever will be found under the letter "S" for scandals. 

Both Beshear and Fletcher owe their election · in large part to 
the indiscretions of their predecessors. Fletcher was indicted on 
misdemeanor charges in an investigation or his administration' s 
hiring practices, and in an attempt to frustrate the investigation 
pardoned everyone in his administration except himself. Paul 
Patton, the Democrat, pardoned some of his cronies as he left 
office discredited by an extramarital affair. 

Beshear pledged he will not use his powers to interfere with 
the legal process. He proposed to limit a governor's powers by 
prohibiting pardons before cases have completed the legal 
pmcess. He would make the Executive Branch Ethics 
Commission more independent by sharing appointment powers 
with other state officeholders. He would provide more protection 
for whi. tleblowers who reveal wrongdoing in tate agencies. And 
he would increase the penaltie for ethics violations. 

The governor's proposal can affect only the executive agencies 
or state government. Despite the sticky financial llUagmire he 
faces, Beshear followed up on the campaign commitment where 
fletcher, who promised to clean up Frankfort, failed. He also 
issued a challenge to legislative leaders In open their inramous 
budget conference committees where late-night ·pending deals 
arc made. 

As if a prelude to the difricult road the governor faces to 
secure legislative help in ethics reforms, hi · suggestion was greet­
ed by a mean-spirited response from Senate President David 
Williams, R -Burkesville. who snapped that he would open leg­
islative conference committees if the governor would open budget 
sessions with hi cabinet. Another legislative leader said the bud­
get negotiators need to work behind closed doors so they can 
have frank and honest discussions. 

No one explained why elected state lawmakers can't have 
frank and honest discussions in public.

MEDELLIN, Colombia - Tn 
what was once the most dangerous 
neighborhood of this, Lhe world's 
most notorious ci1y, a Sunday after­
noon is a bustling, joyful affair. The 
scampering children and people sil­
tmg at tiny ·idewalk cafes on the nar­
row streets would be lit subjects for a 
Colombian Norman Rockwell. 

"Look," says New York 
Democratic Rep. Gregory Meeks, 
part of a congressional delegation 
visiling from the United States, 
''they're cooking pizza~. they're eat­
ing icc cream, boyfriend. and girl­
friends are holding hands - this is 
amlVing, this Medellin! We're sup­
posed to be dodging bullets ... 

The late drug lnrd Pablo Escobar 
made this city into one of the most 
violent on Earth. Men like Sergio 
Fajardo - the outgoing mayor, a 
mathematician who is a leader in a 
citizens· movement that arose in · 
opposition to the violence made it 
into a city tpat belies its reputation.

F 1 o at and fly 
method works 
during wintertime

FRANKFORT- It is now mid­
January and the excitement of the 
holiday is gone till next 
December. Credit card bills arrive 
m the mailbox and it' a long slog 
before wann weather or any signif­
icant time off. The biggest burruner 
i the water temperarure in most 
Kentucky lakes and rivers. It hov­
ers in the rnid-40 . which for most 
anglers mean no fi hing for at 
least the next ix weeks. 

Don't de pair. The float and fly 
method - u pending a light fly 
underneath a bobber - lifts the 
wintertime. po. t-holiday doldrum. 
with chunky. mean mallmouth 
bas~. plus potted and largemouth 
bass. bluegill and even the occa-
ional walleye. The float and fly 

method utilize a long pinning 
rod, 4- to 6-pound line and a tiny 
duck feather or craft hair jig to fool 
liU. pended ft. h in winter. The tech­
nique works be. t m the toughe t 
lakes to fish uch a Lake 
Cumhcrland. Dale Hollow Lake 
and Laurd River Lake. The float 
and Oy will a! o work in the lower 
ection. of Green River Lake. 

Paintsville Lake and Barren River 
Lake. 

._ The float and fly technique 
works best when the water is cold­
est m KeniUck}'. Water tempera­
tures plummetmg mto the mid- to 
low-40s . trc!'.s baitfi. h uch as 
thrcadtin shad or alewtfe. They 
swim in circles and twitch errati­
cally as they fight off death. ature 
programs predator fish, such a<; 
smaJlmouth bas , to take advan­
tage of the situation by eating this 
easily captured prey. 

The technique harken back to 
your early fishing days of bluegdl 
li ·hing wnh redworms uspended 
under a bobber. You ·n need a rod 
at lea~t 8 feet in length. Many man­
ufacturers offer rods pecifically 
designed for this technique that 
retail for under $50. Six to 9-
weight fly rods and the long, fiber­
gin! s crappie rod have guide too 
!>mall for casting the extremely 
light fly and bobber much dis­
tance. but work in a pinch. 

The fly of the t1oat and fly is a 
small craft hair jig suspended 
under a ?- to 7/8-inch long, pear­
shaped plastic bobber. Tackle 
shops around Lake Cumberland 
and Dale Hollow sell pecially 

eighted Styrofoam bobbers 
designed for extra casting distance. 
They easily tip on their sides if a

Some bu ine leader!> in Ea tern 
Kentucky believe The Honey Project 
can teach teenager. aJI they need to 
know about starting, funding and run­
ning their own bu inesses. 

"They're competing in a global 
economy, so we want to expo e them 
a much as possible to options and 
opportUnitie and business ownership 
i one of tho e options," said Honey 
Project Director Nathan Burrell. Last 
year, Flonda students in the program 
earned more than $6,000 dollar . 
Directors say most students in the pro­
gram go on to own their own business 
after college. 

'T ve witnes ed first hand how pow­
erful thi program i. ," Miner co­
owner and pre idcnt Demetrius Ford 
added. "I've watched it tum young. hy 
teenagers into confident and out poken 
young profe sionals." 

When a ked why he wanted to 
bring the program to East Kentucky, 

Ford said, "After pending a few 
month in Pike County, I quickly 
learned that this area wa built on coal 
mining. Most of the kids here believe 
that their careers will be tied in one 
way or another to the coal industry, and 
little thought is put into working in 
other sectors or professions. There i 
also a trend whereby tho e students 
who are a bit more ambitiou and go 
off to coUege, don't return to East 
Kentucky and apply what they've 
learned here in the region. Bu ines 
leaders I've spoken with fear that if and 
when coal production slow , there may 
not be enough non-coal related indu -
try to continue to grow the local econ­
omy. What we're trying to do is reach 
out to the kids who have been ble ed 
with kill and aptitude they don' t yet 
know they have, and encourage them 
to be orne the bu ine leader of East 
Kentucky' future. T firmly believe that 
if you give kids an opporttmity they 

didn't know exi ted, and through train· 
ing, help them unveil talent and 
strength they didn't know they had all 
along, they will be excited and encour­
aged to excel. The hope is that most of 
the e young, future leaders choo e to 
stay in Eastern Kentucky, and take 
what they'llleam and pa it on to the 
generation that follow." 

All area high schools will have an 
opportunity to take part in the Honey 
Project. The f1tst class will commence 
on Wedne day, Jan. 23 at the Pike 
County Schools central office.
