The 95th . tate represen­
tative di trict won't be 
awarded to a lone candidate 
by default after Monday's 
declaration for candidacy 
by former Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo made a con­
test out of the May primary, 
and Republican Larry 
Brown followed soon after 
to ensure a race in 
November. 

Stumbo is currently the 
Democratic nominee for the 
Feb. 5 special election to 
fill a vacancy that was cre­
ated when James Brandon 
Spencer re. igned hi House 
seat in December. 

"T am really enjoying 
reconnecting with all my 
friend and neighbors," aid 
Stumbo in a relea ed state­
ment. "My friends and 
large family are working 
hard. We are not going to 
take anything for granted." 

Prior to hi time as attor­
ney general, Stumbo repre­
sented the 95th District for 
over 20 year , and served as 
majority floor leader for 
most of that time. Stumbo 
acknowledged mmors that 
he would be called again to 
leadership, though he 
admits that such specula­
tion i "premature." 

Stumbo say he i. cam­
paigning hard for next 

week's pecial election, an<;! 
i already gearing up for the 
May primary. "Most impor­
tamly, we are praying for 
good weather for next 
week's special election." 

While in Frankfort, 
Stumbo also filed an initial 
campaign fundraising 
report which revealed that 
he has raised $101,600. 

Earlier this month, 
Stumbo defeated his prima­
ry opponent, former Rep. 
Charle "Chuck" Meade, in 
a rout for the Democratic 
nomination. The victor)( 
wa nearly 20-to-1 in favo( 
of Stumbo over Mt!ade. 

After the nomination, 
Meade had said he did not 
believe the re ults were 
indicative of the true feel­
ings of the people of the 
95th District, and says he 
expect a different outcome 
"when the people are 
allowed to ca t their votes 
behind a curtain." 

"I'm offering them (the 
people) a chance for change 
-and hoping they will mov~ 
away from the same old 
politics," aid Meade in a 
released tatement on 
The day. 

Meade continued say­
ing, 'Tm putting my fuiJ 
tru t in the people of thi 
county and I hope they ca11 
clearly see that thi office i11

Stimulus plan 
is about politics·, 
not economics 

The timulu plan announced by President George W. 
Bush and congressional leader Thursday is much more 
~out politic than economics. 

The plan includes targeted tax ··cbates to individuals and 
tax write-off for businesse . Ind. vidual taxpayers with 
incomes up to $76,000 would get 1 ebate checks of $600; 
families with incomes of. 150,000 or le s would get 
$1,200 or more if they have children. 

Partial rebate would go to individual~ earning $87,000 
and couples with a joint income of up to $174,000. 

Anyone who earned pay totaling at lea t $3,000 in 2007 
would receive a $300 rebate check, even if they paid no 
income tax. The individual rebate:s would cost the trea ury 
about $100 billion. 

Businesses would receive about $50 billion through 
heftier tax wrlte-offs for purcha ing equipment and incur­
ring other expenses. 

Also included was an increa e in the amount of loan 
that federally pon ored mortgage agencies could make or 
buy to help the struggling housing market. The economic 
effects would be marginal. according to Gary Wolfram, a 

·n dale (Mich.) CoJJege economics professor. Mo t of the 
i(ldividual tax rebate , he says, could be expected to go into 
paying down credit card debt To that extent, it might have 
a mall, temporary effect on interest rates.

Of course, this is made much easier when pending is 
1;r.ought under controL Thi timulus plan doe n 't do any of 
that- but it gives•politicjans of both parties a chance to

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MSHA review fmds hUndreds of fmes haven't been issue 
The Associated Press 

CHARLESTON. W. Ya. -
:rhe federal agency that regu­
lates the nation's mining 
mdustry says 11 has failed to 
'ssue penaltie for hundreds of 
citations issued since 2000. 
Th agency's poke. man says 
the problem could extend as 
far back a 1995. 

"And we would gues it 
goes bad. far beyond 1995. 
but because of a lack of elec­
ronic records before that year. 

can't verify that." federal 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration spokesman 
Matthew Faraci told The 
Associated Pre m a tele­
phone interview Sunday. 

"Given that this seems to 
have been an endemic problem 
that ha been with the agency 
for quite ome time. the part 
that we're optimistic about is 
that we know about it and are 
working to fix tt." 

MSHA di covered the 
problem after it recently 
checked into whether a 
Kentucky coal operator had 
been asses cd a penalty fol­
lowing a Dec. 30, 2005, acci 
dent where a coal miner bled 
to death after not receiving 
proper first aid, the Charleston 
Sunday Gatctte-Mail reported. 

Their review showed the 
company had never been 
fined, but Faraci told the AP 
that the maximum fine was 
assessed Jan. 18 for $60,000. 

"There IS no doubt that 
there i a problem," MSHA 
director Richard Stickler told 
the newspaper. 

.. There's not a trend that 
hows it's increasing. But it is 

a problem that appears to have 
been around for a few years," 
he said. 

Preliminary data hawed 
that penalttes had not been 
a sessed against about 4,000 
citattons Issued by the agency 

between January 2000 and 
July 2006. Stickler told the 
newspaper that the review also 
. howed that penalties had 
never been asses ed for a few 
hundred citation-; issued in 
1996. 

The agency ha, had the 
authority to assess monetary 
tines for violations since 1969. 
When MSHA issues a citation 
against a mine operator, the 
agency has 18 months to 
assess a penalty. The time peri­
od stems from a court case and 
is spelfed out in a 1999 MSHA 
regulation, Jay Matto , 
MSHA' director of assess­
ment told the new. paper. 

In a speech given to West 
Virginia coal operators earlier 
this month, Stickler wid mine 
operators that MSHA had 
improved its inspection and 
a sessment process over the 
past year.

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Advertisers are banking more 
than ever on Super Bowl as 
writers' strike fells hit 1V shows

NEW YORK - The story 
line are unaba hedly goofy. 
Cavemen invent the wheel to 
tran port a beer cooler made of 
stone, and a car buyer enlist the 
help of a tribal warrior in case he 
need. some extra negotiating 
leverage at the dealership. 

F9r most of us, Super Bowl 
ad make fine entertainment. But 
for the advertisers who make and 
buy them, Sunday is white­
knuckle time. 

The blogging boom has creat­
ed crowds of armchair critic : the 
price for a 30-second pot is up 
again, to $2.7 miUwn: and a writ­
ers strike has wiped out many 
other opportunities to reach rna. s 
audiences by putting scripted 
dramas like "Desperate 
Housewives" on hold. 

Even again t odd like these. 
many major marketing powers 
and even a few first-timers 
couldn't resist the opportunity of 
reachjng more than 90 million 
people in a ingle shot - some­
thing that's increasingly hard to 
do in any medium. 

Adveni ers . till love the 
Internet for it ability to deliver 
measured results from click­
throughs and carve audience 
into tiny o.;egments. But only the 
large t of television's "evenL~"­
such as the Super Bowl. the 
Olympics, the Oscars and the 
Grammys - have the muscle to 
pull in tens of millions of people 
in real time. 

"There are so few media vehi­
cles out there that reach that size 
audience that there's till a big 
value in not only reaching so 
many people but in . uch an 
engaging manner," said Andy 
Donchin, director of national 
broadcast at Carat, a major buyer 
and planner of adverti ing. 

Add the extra buzz created by 
the possibility of the ew 
England Patriot making history 
with an undefeated sea on, and 
advertisers have a lot on the line. 
The placement i great if they 
h(ve a winning ad, not ~o great if 
tb .ad tanks. Last year's vfewcr­
shiplOf 93.2 million was close to 
the 811-time record of 94. I mil­
li n set in 1996. and many 
believe that recon.l could be sur­
pa. ed thi year. 

The results from online 
aqvertising often confirm the 
vqlue of hitting big audiences 
with TV, Donchin said, because 
advertisers can measure the 
up wing in traffic to Web sites 
after an ad is broadcast. 

The Super Bowl continues to 
draw new advertisers, including 
Planter packaged nut company, 
p<yt of Kraft Foods Inc., a well 
a <;ars.com, an online auto clas­
sib;a advertising company co­
o~PI~d by the new paper pub­
li~ Gannett Co., McClatchy 
Co" Tribune Co.. Washington

No neophyte in the advertis­
ing world, Kraft decided a Super 
Bowl spot was well worth the

VOTER MAY HAVE ASSISTANCE IF: 
1 . Voter is blind 
2. Voter is unable to read English 
3. Voter has a physical disebility which prevents the 

voter from voting without physical assistance 

WHO MAY ASSIST THE VOTER: 
1. Both Election Judges; or 
2. Person of voter's choice except-not voter's 

employer or agent of that employer-not officer or 
agent of voter's union-not a candidate to be 
voted upon. 

WHAT IS THE PROPER PROCEDURE? 
1 . Voter completes the "Voter Assistance Form" 

(SBE-31) completely, including the reason assis­
tance is needed, and signs name. 

2. If any person other than the election judges 
assists the voter, that person must complete the 
portion of the form which is an OATH that the 
assitor will operate the machine as directed by the 
voter AND this OATH must be attested by the 
Clerk signing. 

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the 
Democratic and Republican Judges must sign the 
OATH at the bottom, BOTH JUDGES will enter 
the machine with the voter, where in the presence 
of each other, the machine is operated in accor­
dance with the directions of the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each assist­
ed voter on the 'Record of Assisted Voters' (SBE-
31A) form which should be returned with the elec· 
tion material as instructed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 

There is a portion of this form where the voter may 
request the Board of Elections to certify the voter as 
needing permanent assistance due to blindness or 
other physical disability. If the Board approves the 
voter's request, voter will have permanent certifica­
tion, relieving the VOTER ONLY from the responsibil­
ity of completing the oath. Even if a voter is certified 
for permanent assistance, the assistor(s) must still 
complete and sign their portion of the Oath. 

Violations of the laws regarding Assistance to Vote 
should be reported to the Board of Elections imme­
diately, and noted on the "Precinct Election Sheriff's 
Post Election Report" (SBE-53} 

ELECTIONEERING 
Electioneering is PROHIBITED WITHIN 300 FEET* of 
any entrance to a building in which a voting machine 
is located, if that entrance is unlocked and used by 
voters on election day 

Electioneering is defined by law as: 
1. Display of signs 
2. Distribution of campaign literature. cards or 

handbills 
3. Solicitations of votes for or against any candidate 

or question on the ballot in any manner 
4. Solicitation of signatures to any petition 

The PRECINCT SHERIFF has the responsibility of 
ENFORCING the ELECTIONEERING LAWS within 
50 FEET OF THE ENTRANCES. VIOLATIONS OF 
ELECTIONEERING WITHIN 300 FEET should be 
reported to the Board of Elections IMMEDIATELY. 

The precinct Sheriff may request the assistance of 
any law enforcement officer to maintain law and order 
at the polls, but it is strongly suggested that Precinct 
Sheriff make that request through the Board of 
Elections. (County Board of Elections phone numer 
886-3816 or 1-800-481-2009) 

Any violations of the electioneering laws should be 
entered on the "Precinct Sheriff's Post Election 
Report" (SBE-53)
