was sentenced to prison 
Thursday by U.S. 
District Judge Karen K. 
Caldwell after pleading 
guilty to drug charges. 

Billy Ray uMudd" 
Watson, of Stearns, was 
sentenced to 21 years in 
prison after he pleaded 
guilty in August to 
attempting to sell crack 
cocaine to a McCreary 
County deputy jailer. 
The jailer had been act­
ing on behalf of law 
enforcement officials. 

According to federal 
law, Watson will have to 
serve 85 percent of his 
prison sentence before 
he can be released 
under the supervision of 
the United States 
Probation Office. 

Watson will serve 
., eight years of probation. 

The investigation was 
conducted by the Drug 
Enforcement 
Administration in coop­
eration with the Lake 
Cumberland Area Drug

PIKEVILLE - A Pike 
County grand jury has indicted 
a former Kentucky State Police 
trooper accu<;ed of beating and 
b1ting a West Virginia National 
Guardsman. 

Jared Alfrey, 28, of Belfry, 
faces a econd-degree assault 
charge. Alfrey resigned in July, 

soon after N~tional Guardsman 
Randall McCoy, of 
Williamson, W.Va., accu ed the 
trooper of dri\ ing him and his 
girlfriend to an abandoned 
mme m July and beating him 
after arresting the couple on a 
domestic violence call. 

Alfrey, in the citation he 
wrote, aid McCoy asked to 
move h1s handcuffs to the front 
becau. e of a back injury. While 

the handcuff were off, McCoy 
grabbed the trooper before 
being cuffed again, Alfrey 
wrote. 

Alfrey joined tate police in 
December 2005. 

Hi phone line wa discon­
nected and he could not be 
reached for comment Friday. It 
could not be immediately 
determined if be had an attor­
ney.

On Jan. 23. the Kentucky Senate passed two important 
math and cience initiative , 36-0. 

No doubt Senate leaders put these mittatives at the top of 
their agenda to make a point: Improving math and science 
education can't wait. In 2007. imilar initiative passed the 
Senate but then died in the House becau e of gubernatorial 
election-year politic and objections of the teacher~ union . 
Modifications have been made to accommodate the teachers 
- although the offending parts will have to be confronted 
one day. 

The House should act quickly on these bill . Kentucky lag 
in cience and math the way it lags in so many areas. 
Con ider a few stati tics: 

We rank 47th in the nation in the number of scienti ts and 
engineers and 42nd in high-tech jobs. And that ituation isn't 
about to change. 

That' because only 4.75 of every 1,000 Kentucky gradu­
ate get degree in science or engineering. That low percent­
age- far below the national average of 7.82 -put the com­
monwealth in 49th place. 

Why doe it matter? Fir t, many of the best jobs of the 
future will depend on math and science skills. The expanding 
field in the new economy include computer cience, envi­
ronmental engineering, health care and biomedical engineer­
ing. At the top of the li~t of jobs that are on the decline are 
manufacturing and agriculture - two Kentucky staple . 

But our extraordinarily low number of cience grads is 
tragic for another rea on: It show our schools are failing to 
excite tudents in science. Certainly. more than 4.75 of every 
1,000 students have a natural curiosity about science- and 
a natural inclination. Somehow that is being killed. 

So, Senate Bills 2 and 64 are meant to attack the problem 
in many way . SB 2, to cite just a few of many provisions, 
offer teachers professional development grant and high 
school grants for creating Advanced Placement cour es, and 
it demand, that all middle school and high school imple­
ment courses of study that will get students ready for AP 
cour es in calculus, chemi try and physics. SB 64 creates 
alternate route for teacher certification to help lure real sci­
entist and real mathematicians into Kentucky cla srooms, 
where they can pa s their passions along. 

Clearly, not everyone is built w be a scientist. And univer­
ities have many more mission than to prepare the next gen­

eration for jobs. 
But in most national ranking., something el e i dear: We 

have one of the nation' lowest per capita incomes. 
Responsible lawmakers must confront that truth, as must 
re ponsible university presidents.

H.S. volleyball 
rules changes 
announced

INDIANAPOLIS - Three 
revi ions related to officials are 
among changes in high school 
volleyball rule approved by the 
National Federation of State 
High School Associations 
( FHS) Volleyball Rules 
Committee at it January 6-8 
meeting in Indianapolis. The 
change subsequently were 
approved by the NFHS Board of 
Directors. 

In an effort to reflect current 
terminology. all references to ref­
eree and umpire in the NFHS 
Volleyball Rules Book will be 

~ changed to first referee and sec­
ond referee, respectively. 

"The other major rules codes 
- the NCAA and USA Volleyball 
- use this terminology, and offi-
cial refer to themselves in this 
manner a well." aid Becky 
Oake , 'FHS as L tant director 
and liai on to the Volleyball 
Rule Committee. 

In a similar type of "name'' 
change. the position of •·assistant 
scorer'' will now be referred to as 
"libero tracker." Since the duty 
of this individual is to track 
libero replacements and ubstitu­
tions, the committee determined 
that thi . change more ea ily iden­
tifies the position and its respon­
sibilitie . 

Although the u e of flag by 
Line judges is not required in high 
school volleyball and has been 
optional, the committee revised 
Rule 5-8-4 to allow the u e of 
flags on a state a sociation-adop­
tion basis. 

"The opport11nity to u e flag 
continue ," Oakes, "but the use 
of flags will be determined by the 
various state high school as ocia­
tions rather than on an individual 

I basis." 
A final change in Rule 1-6-2 

will allow a team to have more 
than one captain at the pre-match 
conference. Previously this con­
ference was conducted with only 
the head coach and one captain 
from each team. 

"Since many team have co­
captains, the commi!tee believed 
this change was needed to more 
accurately reflect what many 
state already permit," Oake 
said.

Cumberland River receives extra 
trout to boost populations affected 
by water quality problems

FRANKFORT - While la, 1 

summer's low warcr flows 
into the Cumberland River 
tail water made it a fishing 
paradise for wading anglers, 
the higher temperatures that 
resulted downriver created 
stre sful conditions for trout. 

To help boost the trout 
populations in the lower . ec­
tion of the river, the Kentucky 
Department of F ish and 
Wildlife Resources will stock 
21,000 brown trout into the 
tailwatcr this week. The 
bonus stocking is in addition 
to the 38,000 bro'~ n trout nM­
mally stocked in March. 

Water quality in the tail wa­
ter below Burkesville 
decrea. ed Ia. t ummer due to 

higher temperatures created 
by the ongoing work to repair 
Wolf Creek Dam at Lake 
Cumberland. The flow of cold 
water through the dam is 
being re duced becau -e the 
lake is being held al a lower 
level while con. truction is 
underway. 

Biologists did not observe 
tish kl.Us m the tailwater last 
year. However, the higher 
wmer temperature · stressed 
trout, and researchers believe 
the fish responded by moving 
upriver. Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife employees will rock 
the 6-inch brown trout <11. pub­
lic acccs. areas and boat 
ramps from Helms Landing 
downstream to McMillan's 
Ferry. The Mar~h stocking 
will include 8-inch fi h. 

It will take several years 
before anglers may keep these 
fish. The Cumberland River 
tailwater has a one fish. 20-
inch. ize limit on brown trout. 

Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
personnel also stock 161 ,000 
rainbow trout in the tailwater 
each year, beginning in April. 
All rainbow trout between 15 
to 20 inches caught in the 
Cumberland tailwater must be 
released immediately. Anglers 
may keep five rainbow caught 
rrom Lhe tailwater, hul only 
one fish ma:y cx:cccd 20 inch­
es. 

Anglers fishing the 
Cumberland River tailwater 
from Wolf Creek Dam down­
stream to the state line must 
pos es;o, a valid trout permit.

Stay warm without bulk in 
late winter and early spring •

FRANKFORT The 
advances in the science of 
keeping warm are miles ahead 
of where they were just 15 
years ago. The development of 
synthetic base layering and 
clothing with wicking propel'­
Lies makes going alielu in win­
ter and early spring pleasurable 
compared to the way things 
used to be in the days ol' wool 
and cotton. 

Gone are the bulk of those 
outer garments that made one 
feel inllated with air. They also 
greatly constricted movement. 
Also gone is the cold that 
comes from exerting oneself 
enough to sweat and then sit­
ling in cold damp cotton cloth­
ing the rest of the day. 

Outdoors enthusiasts under­
estimate nature's chill in late 
winter and early spring more 
than any other time of year. 
Those first warm spells that hit 
in mid-February ro mid-March 
lull bunters and anglers into a 
false sense of ecurily. They 
don't prepare enough for 
warmth when chasing sauger 
in a ta.ilwatcr, trout fillhing. 
·now goo ·e hunting or deep­
water crappie fishing during 
this time of year. It is easy to 
wind up so cold you wonder if 
your teeth will crack and break 
from chaLtering in the last few 
hours of the day. 

Hunters and anglers can 
prepare for this situation and 
stay warm without much bulk. 
A thin ha<;c clothing layer of 
polypropylene, breathable 
micro-fiber pr breathable 
tleece is the most e ·seotial 
in!!redient to 'laying warm. 
Silk is another great base layer 
- and it feel great against the 

skin . These materials allow 
perspiration vapor to escape 
and wick away moisture from 
the skin. This is what keeps 
you warm. 

Do not use a cotton tee-shirt 
and cotton sweat pant · as a 
base layer. Late winter and 
early spring weather changes 
by the hour. It could be 30 
degrees at 6:30 a.m., 48 
degrees at l 0 a.m., 52 degree.\ 
at 2 p.m. and hack into the low 
30s when the sun dips behind 
tbe hill in late afternoon. If 
you' ve exerted yourself during 
the day and sweated in your 
conon tee-shirt and weat 
pants, those damp garments 
become blanket or fro I at 5 
p.m. Cotton just doesn't dry 
and lose. all insulating proper­
tics once it gctc; wet. 

You can exert yourself 
while wearing a breathable 
ba e layer and the per ·piration 
mostly evaporates orr your 
skin. You stay warm in late 
afternoon. 

Layer some medium to 
heavy weight in ulating fleece 
over the thin hrcathahlc base 
layer and add a windproof nun 
suit. You'll stay remarkably 
warm with a non-constricting, 
comrorLable outli t. Tf it is going 
to stay under 40 degrees for the 
entire day, you may need orne 
insulated bib. and a jacket or 
coveralls. Bib and a jacket 
offer much more comfort and 
you can remove the jacket in 
the mid-day sun and stay com­
fortable with the bibs and 
under-layers. Once the un 
tlrop<;, slide the jacket on again. 

Use a thin polypropylene 
layer sock over thick wicking 
socks and your feet lay warm 
and dry all day. A wool sock 
works as well, but wool makes 
your feet sweat when walking. 

The dampness becomes cold 
when you slow down again. 
Don't put on your heavy, warm 
hoots until you arrive a1 the 
snow goose blind, tailwater or 
lake. Your reet sweat like crazy 
in a heated vehicle while wear­
ing heavy winter booLs. Your 
damp fccr feel like frozen 
blocks or wood two huurs after 
you leave the truck. You'll he 
miserable rhe rest l)f rhe day. 
Wear some slip-on shoes until 
you arrive· at your bunting or 
fishing destination. • 

Winter anglers often u, c 
fingerle s wool or fleece 
gloves. bul Lhey aren't too 
comfortable after a soaking in 
38-degree weather. A trick 
wjntcr trout and smallmouth 
anglers use i 10 spread an even 
coat of petroleum jelly on their 
band and lide a pair of latex 
gloves over tllcm. Your hands 
stay warm and the latex gloves 
shed water. Thin latex glove 
allow complete freedom of fin­
ger movement, making task 
like tying knots or releasing 
f1 h much easier. Pack several 
pairs of the latex gloves. A 
puncture hole from a hook or a 
fish fin ruins rhc insulating 
effect of the entire glove. 

Use lhe e simple tip, during 
tbis late winter and spring and 
you won't have to leave the 
trout water three hours cru·ly 
because your hands are o 
numh you can 'I tic on a fly.

For starters, think about a 
poster on every treet comer 
that reads, "Uncle Sam wants 
you to ... spend, spend, spend." 

The fact is, fear of a reces­
sion can lead to behavior that 
causes a rece ion. 

When times are uncertain, 
consumers and businesses 
become reluctant to spend 
their money. So, for exan1ple, 
companies don't build new fac­
tories or hire new employees if 
they're not sure they'll be able 
to maintain production. And 
consumers don't invest in a 
new car or TV if they're unsure 
they'll have a job in three 
months. 

On the other hand, if con­
sumer keep pending, it has a 
ca cade effect. The con umer' 
money goes to the retailer, 
which pays its workers as well 
as its wholesalers; the whole­
salers. in tum, pay their work­
ers and their manufacturers; 
and so on down the line. 

The problem, of cour e. is 
that what's good for the econo­
my may not be good for an 
individual's pocketbook. 
Spending without regard to the 
security of your job - or the 
an1ount of savings and debt 
you've got - could be haz­
ardous to your per onal 
finances.

What happened to the gas 
rationing coupons printed the 
1970s?

In response to the Arab oil 
embargo that began in October 
1973, the idea wa hatched to 
limit gas consumption by dis­
tributing coupons that drivers 
would need to present whenev­
er they went to flll up their 
cars. The plan was to let most 
drivers have 32 to 35 gallons 
of gas a month. 

(Rising gas prices, appar­
ently, weren't enough to limit 
consumption. The average 
price for a gallon of gas went 
up from 38.7 cents before the 
embargo to 54.2 cents a year 
later - in t{)day's dollars, 
that's a jump from $1.81 to 
$2.28.) 

The 4 .8 billion coupons, 
created in 1974, were never 
distributed. Ten years later, 
most were shredded and buried 
by the Department of Energy 
at an estimated cost of 
$145,000. 

At least two sheets of the 
coupon were saved for the 
National Archives and the 
Smithsonian. And few other 
coupon managed to avoid the 
shredder - one is among the 
items on display in an ongoing 
exhibit on the 1973 oil crisis at 
the Canadian Centre for 
Architecture in Montreal. The 
museum says the coupon was 
bought on eBay for $95.
