Fifty years later, the echoes of the 27 victims 
of the Floyd County bus crash linger over the 
till waters of the Big Sandy river, haunting a 

community in whtch all 01 its members were. in 
some way, tied to the fates of those who per­
ishcll. 

.. It wa a tragedy of a kind and magnitude 
that had never before been vtsited. on the nation 
- 26 children, and a man imprisoned in a 
school bus that had plunged from L.S. 23 near 
Knotley Hollow. '3 mtle outh of here, into the 
Big Sandy River," Norman Allen reported fol­
lowing the accident, in The oyd County 
Times on March 6, 1958. 

The accident occurred ot) what ., now Route 
1428 sometime after 8 a.m., wh~:;n the: -;chool 
bus being dri vcn by John Dero<;sl!if struck ., tow 
truck and careened off the road down the steep 
river bank. and into the frect.ino mudd) 'v\:ttcr<; 
of the Big Sandy River. Years later; local re J­
dents remember the events of that day, and the 
months that followed. 

"I can't drive by that spot and not think 
about those people," said R.D. "Doc'' Marshall.

"This is a red-letter day in 
the hi, tory of Eastern 
Kentucky University." said 
EKU President Dnug 
Whitlock. "I commend the 
Council on Po !secondary 
Educatio~ for the swtft action 
il took in approving thi: acad­
enut program, wrnch is so 
important to the future of our 
region and Commonwcahh.'' 

Dr. James Rinehart. chair 
of EKU's D partmcnt of 
Educational Leadership and 
Policy Studies, said the CPE's 
approval "is a big step for 
EKU to improve leader hip 
capat.:ity for rural education."

Casino bill revived, heads to full House

FRANKFORT - Democratic law­
makers have revived legislation that 
would legali/e casino· m Kentucky, send­
ing the proposal to tl1c full House for what 
promises to be a poliucal ·bowdown. 

Taxes on casino~. if they were pem1il­
ted to open, could generate as much a. 
$600 million a year for government pro­
grams in the ca~h-strapped sratc, Be. hear 
smd. The ·tate face a projected budget 
shortfall of some $900 million over Lhe 
next two year ·. 

State Rep. Mike Harmon, R-Junction 
City. said the humed move by House 
leaders proved that Hou e leaders are 
willing to do whatever they must to get 
the measure through the legislature. 

The horse industry wants stronger 
a<>surances in tbe bill that some of the 
casinos will be tied to tracks. As it is writ 
Len, tracks have no ,guarantee that they 
would receive even one. 

Beshear said he intends 10 meet with 
House leaders to find a way to address the 
hor. e industry's concerns. 

The Committee on Elections, 
Con tttutional Amendments and 
Intergovernmental AlTair~ approved the 
measure during a hastily called meettng 
Wednesda), a day arter the ~tate' pro­
ca<>ino goYcrnor told Democratic House 
leaders ''to geL their act together quickly." 

'The deck was stacked," Harmon said. 

"l am encouraged by the quick 
response to my call for action to move a 
version of Ibis amendment along," 
Beshear said. "It's just politics as usual." 

Lawmakers gathered in a sm 1l room 
on the third f1oor of the Capitol to approve 
the legislation on a 7-2 vote. Spectators 
who couldn't get into the room crowded 
armmd an open door LO see the vote. 

State Rep. Charlie HolTman, D­
Georgetown, said he expects the proposal 
Lo pass the full, 100-member House II 
needs 60 votes to be approved and sent to 
the Senate for con. ideralion long before 
the legislature adjourns for the year on 
April 15. 

The casino proposal has been a tough 
sel Jl) entucky. a Bible Belt state where 
lawtn:mers have rejected numerous other 
casino proposals over the past decade. 

House leaders improved the measure's 
chances on Tuesday by adding two new 
member · to the casino committee- state 
Reps. John Will Stacy of West Liberty and 
Tim Firkins of Louisville. They also 
removed another lawmaker, state Rep. 
Dottie Sims, D-Horse Cave, who voted 
ag:unst the measW"e. 

"We're at a point in the session right 
now where there's not a sense of extreme 
urgency, but the clock i · ticking,"

"lf there has ever been a more clear 
indication or the corruption or thb politi­
cal process than this meeting on this i sue, 
I haven't seen il," safd John Murk Hack.

Gov. Steve Bcshear had made legaliz­
ing casino a centerptece of his election 
campaign last year.

People ha"'king scrap met­
als would have to provide buy­
er ... with their personal mfor­
mation and copies of their 
photo IDs. Rep. Mike 
Denham, the hill. s sponsor. 
srud be wants to crack down 
on people steali11g vanous 
metal<; - such as copper, alu­
mmum or plaum~m to fetch 
high pnces on the resale mar­
ket. 

"It's happening ull over.'' 
Denham said ... It's a major 
problem" 

As the price of scrap metal 
ha<> im:reascd, so has tbe num 
her of scrar metal thefts across 
the ·tate. Member · of the 
House Judidary Comrniuee 
heard anecdotes Wednesday of 
people stealing copper tele­
phone wire, aluminum from 
homes and catalytic onverters 
oft the undersides of parked 
cars. 

arc also required to rcporl 
those transactions to police 
within 24 hours. 

The proposal being consid 
ered in the Kentucky House 
would e:xpand the tnformation 
that's kept on . ellers and the 
types of metals that would 
trigger the enhanced record­
keeping. Recyclers would also 
have to mruntatn records of 
their Lransaction. unuer the 
propo ·al. 

Transaction unuer . I 0 
would not be covered by the 
legh;latiun, and sellers would 
hm e to be paid by check or 
electronically - nor ca<;h,

Appalachian governors call for regional 
approach to substance abuse problem 

WASHINGTON, D.C. -
At the annual meeting or the 
Appalachian Regional Com­
mission in Washington on 
Sunday, the governors of the 
member Appalachian states 
and the federal co-chair under­
scored the threat posed by sub­
stance abuse to Appalachia and 
called for a regional approach 
to addres · the problem. 

Descrihing it as one of the 
''top three health issues" fac­
ing Appalachia and a "barrier 
to economic development,'' 
Federal Co-Chair Anne B. 
Pope cited an ARC commis­
sioned study which concluded 
that Appalachia leads the 
nation in the abuse of prescrip­
tion pamkillers and was facing 
increasing rates of metham­
phetamine abuse. 

Kentucky Governor Steve 
Beshear said that substance 
abuse, including prescription 
drug abuse. wa. a "big prob­
lem" for all !he Appalachian 
governors and affected the 
quality of the workforce avail­
able to take jobs. He looked 
forward to working together 
with tbe Commls ion in 
addressing the problem. 

Virginia Governor Timothy 
Kaine described the trarlicking 
in illegal substances across 
county or state lines as "a very 
vexing problem that really is a 
tragedy when y~)u see the mag­
nitude of it" and recommended 
sharing approaches to fight the 
problem. particularly with 
respect to methamphetamine 
abuse. 

Governor Bob Rilcy of 
AJabama observed that 
methamphetamine abuse m 
Alabama had become "epi­
demic." He . aid that while the 
manufacture of the dmg had 
ceased in the state it wa~ now 
coming in from omsidc, with 
the problem "probably a · bad 
as it ever was." He recom­
mended a regional advertising 
campaign showing the harmful 
effects of lhc drug. 

Governor Phil Brede~en or 
Tennessee referred to the 
abu ·e of legal prc:scnption 
dru!!s as an "enormous prob­
lem~ throughout the region," 
which he uggested could be 
addressed on a regional hasis 
by pursuing the doctors abus 
ing the prescription system. 

As immediatt! steps to 

addre ·s the problems identi­
fied by lhe governors. Federal 
Co-Chair Po'pe announced a 
new partnership with the 
Federal OJ'Iice of Rural Health 
Policy and the Substance 
Abuse and Mental Health 
Services Admmistralion 
(SAMHSA) at the U.S 
Deparrmcm of Health and 
Human Services. The partner 
ship will focus specifically on 
substance abuse i ·sues within 
Appalachia. Pope also 
announced a new grants com­
petition to encourage commu­
nities· to develop innovative 
strategies in dealing with sub­
stance abuse. 

These initiatives wtll he in 
addition to the funding already 
provided by ARC to the 

CoalitiOn on Appalachian 
Sub ·tance Abu e Policy, a 
multi-slate initiative involving 
public ofticials, local corrunu­
nities, and treatment profes­
sionals seeking to identify the 
scope and characteristic or 
the substance abuse problems 
and treatment alternatives in 
Appalachia. 

The ARC sponsored study 
citctl al t.he annual governors' 
meeting will be released in tbe 
next several weeks showing 
disparities in the Appalachian 
Region in mental heaHh statu 
and . ubstance abuse preva­
lence. With regard to trc.ar­
ment, the study notes that 
Appalachia in some respect<> 
compares favorably witb the 
rest of the nation.

Local author recountS details of fated morning

Yesterday marked the anniversary of the 
nation's worst '>chool bus disaster. A disaster that 
happened right here in Aoyd County. a mere three 
miles from the county seat. when the li\ c · of 26 
children and the1r hus driver were claimed hy the 
muddy waters of the Big andy River . 

Jad.ie Branham Hall, of Spurlock, wa., 13 year~ 
old at the time of the tragedy. he attended 
Pre. tonsburg Elementary School , along with many 
of the children who were on that hus. At the age of 
seven. Hall say. that . he had a dream that a "chool 
hus wa. falling from the sky - a dream that so dis­
turbed her that she never forgot it ... When I heard 
ahout the hu!'> wreck, it was JUSt like something hit 
me smack dab right in the m1ddle of the eye . That 
dream came right hat.:k to my mind," she aid 

In the years that followed, Hall took it upon her-

self to gather together a -crap book of new. paper 
articles ami any bit of information pertaining to 
the accident. As an adult. she . carchcd coun 
records and interviewed survivor-; of tbe crash. as 
well as the f'amihe. or the victims. "So many' p o­
ple don't like to talk about it." Hall said. "For one. 
there ha~ been Ml much written thai "as 1n error. 
along wllh ~~ lot of spcculaunn ... .And there·. just a 
lot of guilt. though it wa n't anybody's l~wll. 
People arc real careful ah0ut what d1cy . ay and 
those who survived are very prote..:U\'e of one 
another, as well a<; protective abom the memories 
of the classmates who didn't."

DeRossett was well into his 
second nm of the morning as 
be pu.:k d up the 40 dtildrcn 
from the Emma. Cow Creek 
and ugarloa.t area-;. It was 
approxima\ely 8:05 a.m. when 
he picked up the waiting eight 
children at Knotley Hollow. 

As the bus pulled out 
behind Horn· · wrecker, wr 
vivors rcmcmher that the) and 
their friend · and classmate!> 

• were engaged in lively chatter. 
It was Friday, the week almo t 
over and many were looking 
forward to attending the 
evening's ballgame and the 
luxury of sleeping l<ite the fol­
lowing morning. Spirit were 
high a-; the bus rolled along. 
Some. sitting on the right side 
of the bus, remember that Lhey 
were watching the rising 
water., or the Big Sandy a· the 
bus traveled along. Others 
have reported noticing and dis­
cussing the ditched ptckup that 
lay ahead. 

Martha Bur~.:hcu, Joyce 
McPeek and Emogene Darby 
were sLUdymg for an upcom­
ing typing test to be admims· 
tered later that morning. 

Martba. Emogene and 
Joyce were the best or friend:., 
often staying all night with one 
another, playing records and 
learning the latest dance steps; 
exchanging clothes ~o they

"We'd study together and help 
each other with chores." 
Martha later smd. Murtha also 
recalls that when the girJc; 
dated. they would have lo 
douhlc date because each of 
them had parents who were 
very strict. "But we always 
bad a good rime together." ·he 
said. 

Martha belonged lo the 
f'reewtll Bapti'>t Church and 
taught Sunday School for a 
youth group. '"l allendt!d regu­
larly and I believe that i. why 
God saved me," she smd. 
Martha later reported that as 
she bobbed adrift on the 
swollen river waters that she 
prayed eacb ·econd to be 
saved from the m er·s clutch­
es. 

Martha had left home early 
that morning to join Joyce at 
her house at the mouth of Cow 
Creek. Joyce wasn't feeling 
well that day and bad not 
dressed for <,Chool. Joyce had 
planned on skipping school 
that day, umil Martha remind~ 
ed her that they had an impor­
tant typing test that morning. 

"She borrowed my fur col­
lar and got dres · d and we 
caught the bus at James 
"Beadle" Goble's grocery 
store." she ·aid. The three 
Goble children were also wait 
ing there for their bus. 

··t took a scat with 
Emogene nexl to the window. 
Joyce sat in the seal next to the 
window behind us,'' Martha 
said. 

The driver made his u ual 
~lop· but after turning right out 
of Knodey Hollow. survivors 
repurt that along the way he 
turned the wheels to the left as 
he approached lhe site where 
the ditched pickup and tow 
truck were and that he never 
straightened the bus hack up 
again. ..He just gripped the 
steering wheel and started to 
push the brake and then he 
started hollering, 'Oh. no, oh, 
no.· and then we were plung­
mg down the hill into !he 
swelling waters," Martha 
related in her interview. 

Martha said that she 
remembered crying out, "Ob, 
my God!" and that everyone 
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around her were screaming 
and crying out. "The hw. hit 
the water and it was like a big 
hole started to swallow U\ up," 
she said. ''Water 'tartcd ru. h­
ing in through Lhe windows 
and doors and kids were run­
ning back and forth kicking 
and screaming and pushing, 
trying to get out of the doors 
and "'indows. I could feel 
mysel r touching peuple and I 
-wa also kicking and lighting 
despcratCiy to get out.'' Martha 
recalled. "Tt wa. the worst 
feeling 1 have ever 
had ... knowing that everyone 
on the bus was al o fighting 
for their lives. They were 
pulling and tugging at me and 
alii could do ww. try and save 
my own hfe. The bu v.as 
almo. t under water. I just kept 
kicking and jumpmg and light­
ing untiJ l made my way out.," 
he aid. 

Martha recalls that the swift 
movmg Water probably helped 
to wash her oul the rear emer­
gency door along with sev ral 
~~lhers. She reporl. that when 
she finally came to the top of 
the v. ater, Dootney Horn 
grabbed her by the hair and 
puUed her over to the side of 
the riverhank. 

"I could hardly breathe," 
she ~aid. "f was shivering from 
the cold water and for days I 
was in shock. Every night 
when J' d close my eyes LO go 
to sleep, T would see the bus 
plungmg down the hill and l'd 
wake up s~.:reami.ng ... l dreaded 
seeing the next day arrive. 
knowing that my best fnend~ 
were gone." 

Martha reports that she 
auended the funerals or her 
friends, ac; well ac; the funerals 
or the Goble children. 

'That was a horrible time 
tor me," she said. "The first 
day back at school was horri­
ble. When the bus driver 
pa">sed all those . Lops where 
we picked up ill} grrlfriends 
and the other~ who were no 
longer waiting, it was horrible 
for me. 1' d close my eye 
when we'd pa'>s the accident 
·ite. 

''The kids at school kept 
asking me what happened. 
what had made the bu go into 

the river. They'd a-;k me how 
many friends T lost. It gol so 
bad that the teachers had to 
order the kido; not to mention 
rhc bus wreck. lt was a great 
tragedy thal we will never for­
ger:·
