The full House 
approved the measure 
on Thursday to help 
eliminate a $26.6 billion 
unfunded liability. It 
would require future 
employees to work 30 
years before retiring. 

Under the plan, 
"'t retirees would receive 

annual cost-of-living 
increases of 1.5 percent. 
And employee contribu­
tions for health care 
would increase by 1 per­
cent. 

The measure now 
goes to the Senate for 
consideration. Senate 
President David 
Williams, A-Burkesville. 
said the proposal does­
n't do enough to shore 
up the financially 
strapped pension plan.

Lawmakers dig into 
budget, look for 
additional money

FRANKFORT - With an 
April IS deadlint! approach­
ing, lawmakers are preparing 
to turn their full attention to 
the slate's cash-strapped 
budget. 

the Capitol to pick through a 
proposed $18.5 billion behe­
moth in the tirst of a serie of 
meetings. 

"For the next two weeks, 
our emphasis will be on the 
budget," said Richards, D­
Bowling Green. 

Gov. Steve Beshear has 
descnbed the state's finan­
dal outlook as grim. In addi­
tion to the impending short­
fall. revenues fell some $434 
million this year alone.

FRA 'KFORT - Gov. 
Steve Beshear says he is 
working with Democratic 
leaders in the House to gar­
ner support for a belea­
guered proposal that could 
allow casinos to open 
across Kentucky. 

The measure, calling for 
a constitutional amendment 
that would legalize up to 
nine casinos, is proving to 
be a tough sale in a Bible­
Belt state where similar 
efforts have failed in the 
past. 

Beshear and House 
Speaker Jody Richards 
acknowledged Thursday 
that they don't yet have 
enough support to pass the 
measure through the 
Democratic- c ontrolJed 
House, where it needs 60 of 
1 00 votes before it can be 
sent to the Senate for con­
sideration. 

"We're now going to be 
going out and working the 
Hou e to try to line up the 
votes necessary to move 
this legislation along," 
Beshear said. 

Democratic lawmaker 
revived the legi lation on 
Wednesday by voting it out 
of a House committee, the 
first step in the legi lative 
process. The state's power­
ful horse industry had 
opposed the measure 
because it doesn't guaran­
tee that any of the casino 

would be tied to race trncks. 
Beshear offered as. ur­

ances on Thursday that 
enabling legislation, which 
would specify locations for 
casinos. would require that 
some go to race Lracks to 
generate revenue for the 
horse industry. 

"Any enabling legisla­
tion that we work on that 
does not give protections to 
the horse industry. I'm 
going to veto." he said. 

Richards aid he and 
other Democratic leaders 
have committed 10 help 
Beshear get the measure 
through the House. Though 
it doesn't now have enough 
votes to pass, Richards scud 
he believes enough other 
lawmakers can be persuad­
ed to win approval. 

Beshear had made legal­
i;~ing casinos a centerpiece 
of his election campaign 
last year. And since the leg­
islative se sion began m 
early January, he has been 
pu. hing lawmakers to 
approve the proposal that 
would lift the constitutional 
ban on casinos. If lawmak­
ers do as he want . \'Olers 
would have a chance to 
reject or ratify their action. 

Taxes on casinos, if they 
were permitted to open. 
could generate as much a. 
$600 million a year for gov­
ernment programs in the 
cash-strapped state 
Beshear said. The statt

State Rep. Robin Webb is hoping the fourth time 
is the charm for her bill aimed at protecting 
Kentuckians from becoming victims of identity 
theft, which has been called the fastest growing 
crime in America. Three times similar bills have 
been approved by the Kentucky House of 
Representatives, only to die without a vote in the 
Senate. 

State Rep. John Vincent- the Ashland 
Republican who has become something of an 
expert on identity theft legislation during his years 
in the House- is co-sponsor of House Bill 553, 
along with Rep. Jim Glenn, D-Owensboro. 

Webb, D Grayson, says about the only difference 
between HB 553 and the previous bills she has 
introduced is that "the numbers have gone up." 

Indeed, they have. Attorney General Jack 
Conway ... said the attorney general's office has 
received about 300 complaints about identity theft 
in the la t year. 

HB 553 would require companies that keep per­
sonal identification information about customers to 
notify them if their personal information - such as 
bank account or Social Security numbers - has 
been breached. Under the bill, if information is 
compromised, the business could be held liable for 
losses incurred by customers. 

The bill would allow victims of identity theft to 
obtrun a circuit court order they could use to dis­
pute fraudulent claim again t their accounts, and 
they could seek civil damages against anyone con­
victed of stealing their identities. 

Opponents of the bill contend it would place an 
undue burden on businesses or law enforcement. 
However, two organizations that represent busi­
nesses that would be directly affected by the bill­
the Kentucky Banker As ociation and the 
Kentucky Retailers, Association- have both 
endorsed HB 553. 

So ha the AARP. Bill Hamed, a member of the 
AARP's executive committee, said the additional 
burden the bill would place on businesses is noth­
ing compared to the burdens endured by those 
whose identities are stolen and incur huge charges 
on their credit cards for items they did not pur­
chase. 

Crime has gone high tech. HB 553 is one way of 
protecting the identity of Kentuckians from being 
stolen and providing them with some relief if it is 
stolen.

Bobby Toon is known 
a the Pig Czar at the huge 
army post on Georgia's west­
ern edge. 

He has been assigned to 
help nd Fort Benning of its 
unwanted guests: an estimated 
6,000 feral pigs that roam the 
184,000-acre installation. 

The animals, common 
throughout Georgia, are 
known for tearing up wood­
lands and farms. They are 
aggressive foragers, gobbling 
up native vegetation and 
endangered species. 

"These pigs feed and 
breed," Toon said. "That's all 
they care about. I've been here 
off and on for l7 years, and I 
can never remember a pig 
population as big as it is now." 

Since July, more than 900 
pigs have been killed. 

"These animals can smell a 
turkey egg three miles away," 
Toon said. "They're also a 
danger to tortoises and wood­
peckers." 

The former 2nd Battalion, 
69th Armor Regiment compa­
ny commander, who now 
instructs a course at the 
Man.euver Captains Career 
Course, ha personally 
brought down 68 pigs in the 
past year.

On target: New 
device helps blind 
archers take aim

FRANKFORT - Sydney and 
Austin Clark "'ere already 
unlikely archers.• The 'isually 
impaired sister and brother shot 
bows and arrows in their 
Frankfort elementary and high 
school archery programs along­
side s1ghted classmate . They hit 
the target despite being unable to 
see more than a few feet away. 
Bl!l they always needed a teacher 
to help them aim. Now. an appa­
ratus designed to allow blind and 
'isually impaired archers to aim 
and shoot on their own has ratch­
etcd their abilitie. up a notch. 

"The great thmg about this 
device is it allows them £O shoot 

., independently," said Jennie 
Richardson, Kentucky's coordi­
nator for the National Archery in 
the Schools Program (NASP). "It 
basically levels the playing 
field." 

The Clarks recently tried out 
thi · new device - a welded metal 
framt. \\ ith variou adjustment 
knobs and hinges - at Second 
Street Elementary School in 
frankfort. The device i simple. 
Shooters stand with their heels 
against the bottom of the frame. 
which allows them to set their 
stance correctly. Then they hold 

ltr theu bow out and rouch their 
knuckles to a metal beam which 
cn·e as an anchor point 

touching the beam tells them 
they arc in line with the target. 
They pull back their bow, then 
move their knuckles away from 
the beam and let the arrow go. 

"It g1ves them the ability to 
become an independent archer, 
so they're not relying on any­
one," said teat:her Lisa Frye, who 
has helped the students aim their 
arrows since the kid· began 
shooting four years ago.

Widlife viewing/photography blinds 
available at South Shore WMA 

TIMES STAFF REPORT 

FRANKFORT - Three 
wildlife viewing and photogra­
phy blmds are nuw available 
to the public on the South 
Shore Wildlife Management 
Area (WMA) in Greenup 
County. These blinds. forme­
ly available only for hunting 
during regulated seasons, will 
now be available for wildlife 
viewing and photography 
every year bebtinning Feb. 1. 
Blinds will remain open unlil 
the weililnds dry out, which 
u ually QCCurs from late May 
to late June. 

The South Shore WMA is 
located along the Ohio River 
just northe!lst of the c.:ity of 
South Shore. To reach the area, 
go east on U.S. 23 from South 
Shore, and tum left ontl1 u dirt 
and gravel road marked by u 
sign. A map or the WMA 
shows the location of each 
blind and provides ue\ailed 
driving duections to the area. 
This map is available on the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources web-
ite: fw.ky.go\. Type in the 

keywords, "South Shore 
WMAmap." 

The 95-acre South Shore 
WMA includes two shallow 
wetlands totaling about 20 
acres. These wetlands attrac.:t a 
Wide variety of waterfowl dur­
ing the spring migration peri­
od. Wood ducks, black ducks, 
pintails, mallards, Canada 
geese, and green-winged and 
blue-winged teal arc just some 
of the different waterfowl 
species encountered lhere dur­
ing late winter and spting. 
Birdwatchers have also spot­
ted bald eagles, northern harri­
ers. American bitterns, great 
egret~, common snipe, herons 
and shorebirds around the 
area. Spring is an excellent 
time to see the mules of vari­
ous waterfowl species in their 
brilliant, breeding plumage. 

Access to the b1inds from 
lhe parking area ncar the 
WMA entrance is by foot trav­
el only. Blinds arc a one-quar­
ter to a one- half mlle walk 
from the p<U"king area. 
Depending on the water levels, 
hip boots or chest-high waders 
arc necessary to access blind 
No. I. To avoid soggy feel, 
wear knee-high rubber hoot~ 
to get the other twu blinds. 
Each blind can accommodarc 

most camera equipment and 
up lO four people. Participants 
should bring portable seating 
with them. 

Although the blind<; arc 
weU concealed, visitors should 
minimi.r.e their nohe and 
movement wilhin the blinds to 
geL the besl opportunity lO 
observe waterfowl. Getting 
into a blind before daybreak 
will reduce the risk of spook­
ing waterfowl and allow 
observation of the morning 
flight. Blinds arc available on 
a first-come, tirst-served basis. 
No check-in or drawing is 
required.' 

The blinds will continue to 
be available for hunting only 
rrom aulumn through Lhe end 
of January. Consult a current 
Waterfowl Hunting Guide ror 
rules. For more infonnalion
