MARTIN - Rohots have 
invaded hosritals in Floyd 
Cl'Unly and other communities 
across the state, and health ofti ­
cials say that's a good thing. 

llospitals in the Saint Joseph 
Health System. including Saint 
Joseph - 1\lartin, ar~ beginning to 
usc ndeoconf~::rencing robots 
made hy InTouch Health that 
allow doctors to examine patients 
from miles away. 

The robots ~land about 5 feet. 
6 inches tall and have computer 
screens fur heads and video cam­
eras and microphones for eyes 
and ears. Doctors can operate the 
robots remotely. seeing and hear­
ing n patient through the robot. 
and even moving th~,; robot 
around a patient for a better look. 

·'This new technology will 
allow patients in our smaller 
communittes to o;;eek specialty 
care closl!r to home, without the 
need to travel long distances," 
said Gene Woods, CEO of Saint 
Joseph Health System. "Tiuough 
the usc or the robot<;, we can 
h1 ing the specialist to them.

But Congre,').-. would be doing the next 
best thing by passing historic legislation to regulate tobacco 
Pf_!'ducts that virtually have escaped the scrutiny given to 
food, drugs and other consumer products.

A bipartisan bill granting the Food and Drug 
Afuninistration authoritlover the manufacturing, marketing 
3iid sale of tobacco products, especially to children, has 
been approved by the House Energy and Commerce 
Conunittee. The legislation appears to have more than 
enough support to be approved by tl'ie full House. A Senate 
committee has approved a companion bill. L e· t t e r s ---------­

The Campaign for Tobacco-Free IGds, one of more than 
600 public health, religious· and other organizations that 
support the legislation, points out that tobacco use claims 
more than 400,000 lives in the United States every year and 
CO$tS the nation nearly $100 billion in health care costs. But 
there is another reason for the FDA to regulate tobacco 
products: protecting children . . 

More than 1,000 children in the U.S. become regular 
smokers every day, the coalition notes. 

To make up for declining U.S. smoking rates and bans, 
the tobacco industry has unleashed "a new generation of 
tobacco products," many clearly targeting young people, 
~cording to a new report by a coalition of major health 
organizations. The products include cigarettes, little cigars 
and smokeless tobacco in candy, fruit and alcohol flavors. 

1'he proposed legislation would allow the FDA to regu­
late nicotine, ban candy-flavored cigarettes, prohibit unsci­
entific health claims about "reduced risk" tobacco products 
and require larger health warnings on packs of cigarettes 
and other tobacco products. 

The legislation specifically prohibits the FDA from ban­
ning tobacco and from regulating tobacco farmers. But 
even with those exemptions, the legislation finally strips 
big tobacco of its special protection from government regu­
lation. Congress should pass it, and the FDA shouJd be seri­
ous about enforcing it.

in review

After a grueling eight days of con­
ference committee negotiations by 
the House and Senate on a $ 19 bil­
lion state Executive Branch budget 
for the next two years, members of 
the Kentucky General Assembly 
passed a bare-bones state budget last 
Wednesday that would significantly 
soften the blbw of propo ed funding 
cuts to state programs and services. 

Education, health and human ser­
vices and few other state programs 
would receive more funding in the 
final bu<,lget bill than was proposed in 
the governor's budget early this ses­
sion. 

The increases come from $400 
million we've identified as available 
through greater efficiencies and 
wiser mone} management over the 
biennium from existjng revenue 
ources. Of that $400 plus million, 

about $90 million would go toward 
health and human services programs 
like the Supports for Community 
Living program rhat allows those 
with developmental disabilities to 
avoid institutionalization, and 12-
percent cuts to higher education pro­
posed by the governor would b~ 
reduced to 3 percent. Some addition­
al dollars would also be provided for 
1 percent teacher and state empl9yee 
raise in each of the next two years, 
as we 11 a some corrections programs 
and capital construction project . 

Most of the additional dollars we 
found for the budget would come 
from four primary sources, with the 
bulk-- $170 million--coming from 
state workforce attrition -- not 
replacing retiring employees. The 
rest would come from government 
efficiency savings ($120 million), 
state debt restructuring ($1 00 mil­
lion), and $14 million from increased 
payments ro the state by the 
Kentucky Lottery. 

None of the new money would 
come from tax increases. 

The House voted 74-21 to pass the 
final budget bill, although House 
members who both voted for and 
against the measure indicated that 
they wished they could have done 
more to meet the needs of the 
Commonwealth, even in the face of a 
national recession and state budget 
crisis. 

House members attempted to do 
more in ~eir original budget plan 
which, combined with a revenue bill 
pa sed by the House, would have 
provided at least $360 million more 
dollar for state programs than the 
final budget bill. Yet becau e the 
Senate would not agree to tax 
changes--including a 25 cent per 
pack increase in the cigarette tax-­
and other parts of the revenue plan, 
that additional money was not 
included in the final budget. 

The lack of additional funding still 
concerns many House members who 
see the effect that the budget l:risis 
will have on their communities. Still, 
we are at least thankful that state 
agencies and programs will be able to 
do more with the additional funding 
that was provided in the final budget 
than they would have received under 
the governor's budget proposal. · 

Besides restoring most of the fund­
ing for higher education, the final 
budget also maintains base school 
funding as well as textbook funding 
for elementary and secondary educa­
tion and programs like Sate School 
and Read to Achieve. Tt saves $3 l 
million in the corrections budget by 
moving non-violent offender out of 
prison and into commuiJity programs 
and provides for limited capital con­
struction including base realignment 
work at Fort Knox, enhanced school 
~.:onstru~.:tion, authorization of a new 
Eastern State Hospital in Lexington, 
funding for the 2008 Ryder Cup in 
Louisville and 2010 World Eque trian 
Games in Lexington, and federal 
bond funding for the Louisville 
bridges project. 

Coal severance projects and $150 
nullion in bonds for water and sewer 
projects for coal and tobacco countie 
that had been removed from the orig­
inal House budget by the Senate were 
restored to the budget in a supple­
mental appropriations bill that passed 
the Hou 'e 83-l 0 after the budget 
vote. 

The final budget bill, House Bill 
406, now goe-. to the governor who 
may sign it. veto the entire bill, or 
strike down individual "line items" in 
the measure. We in turn will have the 
opportunity to override any such 
vetoes when we return to Frankfort 
for two days on Apnll4 and 15. 

Besides work on budget legisla· 
tion, the House spent last week pass­
ing doLens of bills including severaJ 
important House measures that had 
been amended by the Senate. One of 
those was House Bill 9L also known 
as lhe "bullying bill". whi~Ch had been

11 
would also require schooJ authontle~ 
to tell law enforcement about bully­
ing incidents that could involve a 
possible felony and require that 
annual reports on school harassment 
be sent to the Department ol 
Education and the General Assembly. 

The governor also will soon have 
before him Senate Bill 120, known as 
the "booster seat bill", which wot)ld 
require children under age ·7 who are 
between 40 and 50 mches tall to ndc 
in booster seats when in a movi-n~ 
vehicle. The House passed Lhe bill~y 
a vote of 88-8 last Wednesday. 

Under SB 120, violators would be 
fined $30 which tirst time offenders 
could avoid paying by showing proof 
that they have a booster eat. The 
fines would not be is ued until Jul)' 
1, 2009, although violators would 
receive counesy warnings until thai 
time. 

Legislation that would create 
watershed authorities to restore and 
improve streams around the 
Commonwealth is also on its way Lc 
becoming law. HB 717, which 
received final passage by a vote ot 
95-0 in the House last Wednesd . 
now goes to the governor' desk. 

The House and Senate arc mn~ 
adjourned until April 14 for what we 
call the veto recess--a lO-day penod 
during which lhe governor Will 
rev1ew bills sent to him in these final 
days of the se!.ston and determine 
whelher or not they should become 
law. Should there be any vetoes when 
we return on April 14. we will have 
an opportunity at that time to ovh­
ride those vetoes. Otherwise, we will 
spend the last two days of lhe session 
passing other legislation still await· 
ing a tina! vote.

FRANKFORT - Law­

January, faced with the daunt­
ing task of crafting a state 
spending blueprint with rev­
enue projected to decline by 
$900 million over the next two 
years. Gov. Steve Beshear had 
ordered 3 percent cuts just to 
manage an estimated $434 
million shortfall m the current 
fiscal year that ends June 30. 

The newly elected governor 
proposed the General 
Assembly raise revenue and 
increase the state's tax on cig­
arettes by 70 cents per pack. 
Beshear also urged legislators 
to approve a proposed consti­
tutional amendment that 
would legalize casino gam­
bling - a plan he says could 
eventually raise $500 million 
per year in extra revenue. 

Lawmakers, however, 
decided not to raise taxes. 

Instead. the legislature 
agreed to raise more than $300 
million in revenue by capital­
izing on an expected nood of 
retiring state employees. cap­
turing more revenue •from the 
Kentucky Lottery and restruc­
turing some state debt. 

Nevenheless, House 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee chairman Harry 
Moberly voted against the 
budget proposal calling it, 
"One of the worM I' vc t:vcr 
seen."

notea, on March 7. the 
Kenfucky Court of Appeals 
affi.(l)t~d a decision by Judge 
Johil Qavid Caudill in the law­
suit.of Pauline Bentley, Jerome 
Kinzer and Jammie Kinzer vs. 
Judy Parsons et al, in which the 
court found that, "Petitioners 
failed to provide a scintilla of 
evidence in support of the alle­
gations within their petition. 
As such, the court finds the 
Petition is frivolous and that 
Rule 11 Sanctions are appro­
ptiate." 

According to legal 
resources, Federal Rule of 
Civil Procedure 11 provides 
that a court may sanction attor­
ney's 'or parties who submit 
pleadings containing "frivo­
lous arguments" or arguments 
which provide no evidentiary 
support. 

The appeals court reported­
ly found only one flaw with the 
lower ,court's decision which 
pe$iqed to KRS 116.200, "to 
cod~ the election roster in a 
martner which would provide 
M~th. of Beaver precinct offi­
ci~ y.cith a means of determin­
ing a citizen's eligibility to 
vot~ in the city elections." 

The appeals court noted the 
fail"ftre to code the roster, but 
said that because the appellants 
bad failed to provide any evi­
den~e that an ineligible voter 
had cast a ballot, aside from an 
"erQ:meous" assertion concern­
ing Terry Parsons' eligibility, 
that their petition to void the 
election was not an option. 

bespite an inability to sup­
pJi'aily evidence that an illegal 
vat~ was cast, Pillersdorf says 
in rtte petition, "In finding that 
the fairness and equality of the 
election was not affected, this 
Court overlooked and miscon­
st:ru:,::d the fact that Appellants, 
Pat:(hne Bentley and Jerome 
Kin;zer, both lost their elections 
by OQe vote." 

tt is Pillersdorf's contention 
that J?ecause KRS 1 16.200 was 
vio~~ed, despite no evidentiary 
aff~. the court should void 
me flection. 

'fl'he opinion rendered by 
this Court incorrectly fails to 
provide a means of remedy, 
and instead seemingly reduces 
KRS 116.200 to providing 
gui(lance for precinct work­
ers,'' Pillersdorf says in the 
brief.

In his Response to the 
Court of Appeals. attorney for 
the defendants Keith Bartley 
calls the petition nothing more 
than a "creative effort at dis­
guising the same argument" 
and points to Civil Rule 76.32 
as defining the grounds on 
which a rehearing is granted. 

In the rule, it is f;ltated, 
"except in extraordinary cases 
when justice demands it, a 
Petition for rehearing shall be 
limited to a consideration of 
the issues argued on the appeal 
and will be granted only when 
it appears that the Court had 
overlooked a material fact in 
the record, or a controlling 
statute or decision, or has mis­
conceived the is ues presented 
on the Appeal or the law 
applicable." 

According to Bartley. 
Pillersdorf faile_d to meet any 
of the requirements stated in 
CR 76.32, and the petition is 
merely an "effort to reargue 
the same points." 

Bartley goes on to blast 
Pillersdorf for citing the FCT 
story. 

"The mere suggestion that 
the Kentucky Court of Appeals 
should change its unanimous 
decision simply because 
Appellants were unhappy with 
a headline in The Floyd 
County Times is the most 
absurd, most ridiculous and 
most frivolous· argument imag­
inable," Bartley said. 

"At the evidentiary hearing 
it was obvious that the case 
was baseless and that 
Appellants had filed suit with­
out conducting any investiga­
tion and without regard for the 
truth," Bartley said, adding, 
"Prior to the hearing iL was 
Appellants that fed misinfor­
mation, false information and 
baseless blind allegations to 
the local press." 

Bartley cites several news 
stories from 2006 that 
appeared after the original 
lawsuit had been filed, and 
says that it is the defendants, if 
anyone. who has a right to 
complain about media cover­
age. 

Bartley said the appellants 
along with their attorney 
should be exposed by both the 
courts and the media for their 
legal practices.

Statistics show that work 
zones can be dangerous places 
for motoris-ts and the men and 
women working in them if 
close attention isn't paid to 
tlagger. , igns. po~teu speeds 
or other traffic control devices 
in the zones. 

·'People don't pay attention. 
When we leave here. we need 
to tell our neighbors and 
everyone we come m contact 
with how important it is when 
we see orange signs anu cones 
and flashing lights on the 
trucks to pay attention,'" said 
J.L. Bowen. with Mountain 
Enterprise .

WHEREAS, the City of Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky, is incorporated 
under the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statues, and desires to grant a fran­
chise for an electric power company to own, maintain, construct and operate its elec­
tric power transmission and distribution lines upon, along, over and under the 
streets, thoroughfares, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, public ways and other public 
places of the City of Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky, and,

'Baby Boom' time for wildlife 
Wildlife baby season is officially here. 

which means ihat more people may come face­
to-face with newborn squinels. deer, rabbits. 
birds, raccoons and skunks now thmt at any 
other time of year. The Humane Society of the· 
United States (HSUS) receives a substamial 
increa<;e in frantic calls in April from home­
owners who have stumbled across wildlite 
babies in yards, attics, sheds and garages. 

According to Laura Simon, tield dill!\.:tor of 
urban wildlife for The HSUS. "Baby season 
coincides with a rise in temperatures, !'pring 
cleaning and yard work. With all of that human 
activity, many people will stumble aero. baby 
wildlife. The critical issue IS that some new­
borns. depending on the spedes, are leli alone 
for certain periods of time and people automat­
ically as~ume these creatures need human help 
if the mother is nowhere in sight. However, 
this is not always the case. Most ~ople have 
very good intentions, but all too often. human 

intervention can result in orphaned wildlife .. 
When haby willl animals ncru hunmn help: 
Baby squinds: If they l~tllli·om a tree being 

cut down, immediately cease the tree-cutting 
and leave the babies out for the mother to 
retrieve in the same spot \\here the> fell. If it is 
cold, put the squirrels on a hand warmer or 
heating pad on low tu..,ing an extension cord) 
and place a flannel shirt underneath the squir­
rels so they do not o\crhcat. If the mother doe:-. 
not retrieve them by nightt~tll. contact a 
wildlife rehabilitator immediately Note: 
assume that any adult ~quilrcls in atttcs right 
now are mothers with young. 

Fawns: lt is normal for mothC'r deer to leave 
their fawns Ult111C lor long periods of time to 
avoid auracting predators to the mother'..; scent 
(the young arc virtually odorless and therefore 
safer without mom around).
