2 sentenced 
on cocaine 
conviction

PIKEVILLE - Two 
Johnson County residents 
were sentenced this last 
week on conspiracy to dis­
tribute and distributing 
cocaine charges. 

Terry Branham, 56, and 
Kathy Branham, 54, both of 
Van Lear, were found guilty 
in December after it was 
determined that the 
Branhams had tried to dis­
tribute between 500 grams 
and 5 kilograms of cocaine, 
and had used telephones 
to commit drug distribution 
crimes. 

According to the U.S. 
Attorney's Office, Terry 
Branham was sentenced to 
151 months in prison with a 
$2,000 fine. Kathy 
Branham was likewise sen­
tenced to 87 months of cor­
rectional time for conspira­
cy to distribute cocame, 
aiding and abetting, and 
Intentional use of commu­
nications facility in the 
commission of a drug traf­
ficking crime. The two were 
sentenced by U.S. District 

, Court Judge Danny C. 
Reeves. 
, Federal law mandates 
that the Branhams must 
serve at least 85 percent of 
their prison sentence, and 
upon release will fall under 
the supervision of the 
United States Probation 
Office for four years. 

The Investigation into 
the Branham's drug traf­
ficking was carried out 
jointly between the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation and 
the Kentucky State Police.

Inmate convicted on weapon charge

PlKEVILLE - An inmate 
being housed in United States 
Penitentiary Big Sandy had 
his sentence extended for sev­
eral years after he was found 
in possession of a weapon. 

The announcement was 
jointly made by James A. 
Zerhusen, acting U.S. attorney 
for the Eastern District of 

Kentud.y, and Hector Rios. 
warden of USP Big Sandy. 

Tyrone Brown, 28, pleaded 
guilty in February to a charge 
of possession and admitted at 
the trial that he kept a sharp­
ened six-inch piece of steel 
hidden in his shoe. 

The weapon, known as a 
shank, was found by a correc­
tions officer during a routine 
search of the inmate. 

Brown was sentenced to 

three-and-a-half years m 
pnson for the offense. 
According to federal law, 
Brown must erve a minimum 
of 85 percent of his prison 
sentence, and upon release 
will be remanded to the super­
vision of the United States 
Probation Office for five 
years. 

The mvestigation was con­
ducted by the Federal Bureau 
of Inves1.igation.

Residents 
seek ftxes 
to park, road

PRESTONSBURG- A 
number of concerned citi­
zens came before the fiscal 
court during its regular 
meeting Friday to make the 
court aware of the deterio­
rating condition of Allen 
Park and the Little Mud 
Creek Road. 

According to Ray Greer, 
there are currently only 
three employees working at 
th golf cour e - Clyde 
Wood<: as supervisor, with 
forry S evens and Estill 
Mullins working in mainte­
nance - and they simply 
can't do all the work need­
ed at the Park. 

Greer sa1d that trash 
continues to be a problem 
because wild dogs running 
around the course continue 
to turn over trash cans. 

Greer said that the Paul 
Hunt Thompson Golf 
Course IS played mostly by 
Floyd Countians "who 
can't afford afford the big­
ger courses." 

Judge R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall expressed his 
de ire to help, while at the 
ame time noting the coun­

ty's continued fiscal woes. 
"The park is dear to my 
hean,'' said Marshall, "but 
we're stretched thin.'' 

Magistrate Jackie 
Owens backed up the 
judge, saying, "The judge 
added a county mainte­
nance worker to help cut 
grass." 

Owens added that a lot 
of the parks suffer from a 

lot of vandalism ... You can 
fix up everything, and with­
in a day or two, you have 
vandals come in and 
destroy things." 

''I'm going to do what I 
can to help," said Marshall. 
"I'm going to take care of 
the Allen Park." 

Also during the meeting 
Friday a number of resi­
dents of Little Mud Creek 
also turned out to continue 
to voice their displeasure 
over the state of their road. 

The res1dents had !>taged 
a prote ·t in .\1arch by 
blocking the road for sever­
al hour:. in an effort to get 
the county's attention. 
Locals said they had been 
asking the county to do 
something about the road 
for 20 years. 

''It's mud in the winter. 
and dust in the summer," 
said Dee Dee Hall, a 12-
year resident of Little Mud 
during the protest. "No one 
has ever fixed it." 

The residents relented 
peacefully when Kentucky 
State Police trooper. 
arrive!f on the scene to open 
up the road. "We blocked 
traffic in the wide pan of 
the road," said Gayle Hall. 
''In ca e an emergency 
vehicle needed to get by. 
We're not trying to hurt 
anybody, but thi. has to be 
fixed." 

The 3.5-mi\e dirt road 
was noted during the meet­
ing to be the longest dirt 
road in Floyd County.

Court officials warned early in the legislative session that 
budget cutbacks could seriously handicap their ability to serve 
both crimrnal defendants and crime victims in the coming 
biennium. Now the Department for Public Advocacy says a 
$2.5 million reduction in its funding for the next fiscal year 
means some people who normally would be assigned public 
defenders may not have such representation in court, which 
raises the question of whether those defendants can even be 
prosecuted without violating their constitutional right to fair 
counsel. 

It's just one consequence of the topsy-turvy priorities in a 
$19 billion state budget that ranked projects ahead of people. 
Patching together a deal on the new spending plan without any 
new taxes, legislators found millions last week to spend on a 
variety of porcine enterprises in their home cti&tricts .... 

For the public defender system, the fmancial situation is 
brutally simple, according to Robert Ewald, DPA commission 
chairman. "People won't work for nothing," he told the 
Associated Press, "and you can't tell a lawyer to take 800 
cases per year." The agency expects to cut its staff of attorneys 
by 54. Among the clients likely to be affected are people 
involved in conflict cases, probation revocation hearings, 
parole violation proceedings, status offender cases, involuntary 
commitments and some misdemeanors. 

So the deadbeat'\ who depend on the state to pay their legal 
bills will just have to make other arrangement'\ or go to jail, 
right? Wrong. If criminal defendants can't be defended, maybe 
they can't be prosecuted, either. Perhaps they'll end up back on 
the streets, once again getting into trouble with the law. And 
besides, prosecutors also face budget reductions. The Franklin 
County attorney and commonwealth's attorney have previously 
said they would be hard-pressed to keep up their end of the 
judicial contract with less money. Crimes could go unprosecut­
ed even if defenders are available. Prisons might have to set 
criminals free. 

'This is a painful budget for all who depend on the state for 
services," Gov. Steve Beshear said fn a statement after the 
Public Advocacy announcement. Exactly how painful is just 
beginning to be understood.

Frazter, referring to the 
school council as "the junior 
mafia," accu ed the members 
of u ing their authority to 
"gain control by ruining lives 
and taking people's job for 
the sake of your own personal 
agenda." 

Dove agreed. "Our primary 
concern should be these kids 
... I was told once that r should 
be a site-based council mem­
ber. I didn't want to, I didn't 
want any part of it, because I 
don't think it's a good thing.

However. we 
did nm audit the infom1ation and express no opinton on it. 

Our audit was conducted rur the purpose o f forming opinions on the linancial statements that col­
lecttvcly compnsc Floyd Count)'. Kentucky's baste tinancial statement~. The accompanying supple­
mentary 1nformat10n, combinmg fund financial statements are presented for purposes of additional 
analysis and arc not a required part of the hasic financial statements. The comhining fund financial 
statements have been subjected to the auditing procedures appl ied in the audit of the basic financial 
statements and, in our opinion. are fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the basic financial 
slutcmcnls Luken us a whole. 

In ucwrdance with QQYe-rnment udirin~ Stan.Qards, we have also is.,ued our report dated May 3. 
2007. on our consideration of Floyd County. Kentucky 's internal control oYer financial reporting and 
on llUr tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws. regulations. contrncLo;, and grant agrcc­
m nts and other matter:o.. The purpo~e or that report 1s to de:-;cribe the scope or our testing or internnl 
control over linancial reporting and cornplian-::e and the results or that testing, and not to provide an 
opimon on the internal controlllVer financial reporting or on comphance. That repon IS an wtegral part 
or an audit performed 10 ac.:ordmlt'e with Gllvernment Auditing_ Standards and should be constdered m 
assessmg the results of our audit.
