Deer lawns and 
other vounu 
wildlife best 
left alone

FRANKFORT- Springtime 
brings people close to wildlife. 
Landowners find deer fawns 
bedded in high grass or under 
trees. People see baby buds not 
let able to fly hopping around in 
backyards. Mowing may tum up 
baby rabbit , opossums. skunks 
and more. Urban development 
has led to increased contact with 
wildlife, but nature' rules 
remain the ~ame. Humans are 
poor sub titutes for wildlife par­
ent. 

This is particularly true for 
deer fawns. Deer have evolved 
to remain bedded down and hid­
den during their first weeks of 
life. as therr mothers stay av.;a) 
to feed and deter predator . 
People who find a baby deer 
may believe the fa\\11 is aban­
doned, but this is almost never 
theca e. 

The mother comes back to 
nur e two or three time a Ja), 
and then leave , " said David 
Yancy, senior deer biologist for 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fi h and Wildlife Resource . 
"The fawn will bleat if it's 111 

trouble. If you ·ee the fa~ n and 
you aren't mo'Wing or it's not in 
your way, just leave tt atone. The 
mother will come back ... 

Landowners who find a fawn 
while mowing and need to move 
the fawn can simply pick it up 
and move it a hort distance. The 
mother should be able to find the 
fawn when she returns to feet! it. 

"Move it , omewhere nearby 
where you have already mowed. 
Try to find shade if you can," 
said Yancy. "I wouldn't worry 
about human scent and the moth­
er abandoning it. The doe .,., ill 
most likely take it back." 

People should not take the 
deer and attempt to make it a pet. 
''Often. you have killed that 
deer," said Yancy. "Once a deer 
ha been in caplivit). the) arc 
nc\cr the arne By being around 
people, they begin to associate 
people with food and at least 
somewhat lose their fear of peo­
ple." 

Young deer often die if taken 
from the wild. II they do urvi\'e, 
they often cannot be released 
again. Without a natural fear of 
humans, Lhey may inadvertently 
hurt people, a · they quickly 
grow from 6-8 pound. at hirth to 

100 pound or more within a 
year. Not only ts taking a deer 
from the wild a bad idea - if 
al o against the law. Kentucky 
Fi h and Wildlife doe. not issue

Mentor Adl1icefrom Dr. Debra Horwit:.: A kitten need a afe place to 
rest and rc lax and not get into danger while unsupervi ed. A cat cage v. ith 
perches is one option, but hould not be over used. A kitten needs opportuni­
ties to explore and to be handled and taught appropriate behavior. A cat cage 
should have room for a litter box, resting area, and food and water bowl , a 
well as room to play, sleep, etc. If it can be in an area where people are, it 
can be u ed a a afe place with the door open and then as a place to keep 
the kitten when no one i ·home. Once the cat becomes more reliable, greater 
access to the horne hould be allowed, but the cage can remain open as a ·afe 
haven.

Stealing food, overgrooming, exce 1ve licking ... Do any of these behaviors 
ring true for your cat? Here's a sampling of common cat questions, along with 
orne helpful suggestions from the Purina Cat Chow Mentors: 

Question: M) eat loves to chew on anything. like cardboard, paper, leather 
chair·. \\hat do I do? 

Jl1.entor Advice from Dr. Janet Jacksotr: orne cat like the texture of 
certain materials. If your cat like leather or paper, provide toys made of 
the e material . uch a· a toy mou e made of leather, or a ball of paper, and 
switch them out with different toys every fe\v day so he doe n 't get bored. 
Make ure the toys have been te ted for cat afety. To help h1m learn the 
difference between his toys and thing he houldn 't chew, use hot pepper 
sauce, bitter apple, or some other deterrent on the surfaces of the e item . 
Be certain to test the surface, using an inconspicuous location, before apply­
ing the deterrent. A veterinarian may have other suggestion for a deterrent 
that would be both afe to use and unplea ant for the cat. 

Question: I intend to adopt a kitten in the near future and I am trying to learn 
as much a I can about kittens. I don't think there' a room that! can spare 
. peciall) for the k1tten. Can l keep the kitten in ide a cage and place a litter box 
and food bowl in it? 

Mentor Advice from Dr. Debra Horwit:: A kitten need a afe place to 
re·t and relax and not get into danger while unsupervi ed. A cat cage with 
perc he i one option. but hould not be over u ed. A kitten need opportuni­
tie to explore and to be handled and taught appropriate beha\'ior. A cat cage 
hould have room for a litter box, re ling area. and food and water bo-. I., as 

well as room to play, Jeep. etc. If it can be in an area where people are, it 
can be u ·ed a· a safe place with the door open and then as a place to keep 
the kitten when no one i home. Once the cat becomes more reliable. greater 
acce . to the home should be allowed. but the cage can remain open as a afe 
ha\en.
