$6.2 million

FRENCHBURG- A 
circuit court jury in 
Menifee County awarded 
6.2 million dollars in a 
verdict this week to the 
estate of a Langley man 
who was shot and killed 
in 2004. 

Christopher Akers, of 
Pike County, entered a 
plea bargain pleading 
guilty to first-degree 
manslaughter in the 
shooting death of 
Benjamin "Frankie" 
Martin who was killed in 
October 2004 while visit­
ing his sister's cabin near 

• Cave Run Lake. 
After the two-day trial, 

a jury awarded Martin's 
estate $200,000 for lost 
income, $1 million for 
pa1n and suffering, and 
$5 miiiiQJ'l in punitive 
damages. 

Martins estate was 
represented In the trial by 
Bobby Rowe & 
Associates of 
Prestonsburg, and Lucas 
& Carter of Pikeville. 

Bobby Rowe said that 
the Martins family had 
always been upset about 
Akers only receiving a 
20-year prison sentence 
and that they now "finally 
feel justice is done, and

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Detective says suspect admitted killing

PRE TO SBURG - Two Prestons­
burg men suspected of murdering another 
Floyd County man and attemptmg to cover 
up the murder with a fire were in floyd 
District Court Wednesday for a preliminary 
hearing. 

Kentucky State Police troopers were 
called out to the home of Tommy Rent ley, 
46. on Luke Ward's Drhc at 1 a.m. Ia t 
Saturday after receiving reports of a fire. A 
preliminary investigation determined that 
Bentley, who v. as disco'.'ered inside the 
home near the front door. had been hot in 
the head. 

Goble said that arson investigator Det. 
Rodney Carroll had determined through his 
preliminary investigation that arson was the 
cause of the fire because the fire had two 
points of or~gin. but that h1s initial mvesti­
gation showed that no accelerants had been 
used to start the blaze. 

Goble said that John Blair Jr .. a nearby 
resident. had heard what he throught sound­
ed like change hitting the streets, and upon 
investigation found a .22 caliber rifle laying 
in the road. with ~ome change. Blair left the 
scene where he saw the ritle, only to return 
later to find the rifle missing. 

During Wednesday's hearing, Del. Mike 
Goble, of the KSP, te tified that the prelim­
inary results of the autopsy on Bentley was 
death by gunshot wound. 

Goble said that later. a KSP trooper 
noticed a car parked across the road from 
the burning home. and upon inspection, 
discovered Tim Marsillett with the car. 

According to Goble, Marsilett. 39; told

Study: Finished 
highway system a 
boon for Appalachia

RICHMOND, Va. The 
hills of Appalachia, one of the 
country's mo t poverty-stricken 
region , could provide tens of 
thousands of jobs and billions 
of dollars once a nearly finished 
highway system is complete. 
according to a study released 
Thursday. 

Fini hing the more than 
3,570-mile Appalachian 
Development Highway System 
created more than four decades 
ago will enhance competitive­
ness, improve travel t1me. and 
help link the 13-state region to a 
global trade net work. according 
to the study by the Appalachian 
Regional Commis ion. 

"You can ee the economic 
benefit; that it is a wise invest­
ment for both Appalachia and 
the rest of the country," said 
Anne Pope. co-chmrman of the 
ARC. a federal-state partner­
ship that works to create oppor­
tunities for economic develop­
ment and quality of life 
improvement in the regton that 
stretches from southern New 
York to northeast Mississippi. 

About 85 percent of the sys­
tem authorited by Congress in 
1965 is complete, but some of 
the most isolated and destitute 
areas lie within the 434 mile~ to 
he completed, and the ARC is 
uependtng on federal money to 
finish the project.

behind the wheel of Toyota Priu. e., while their maids shut­
tle about in behemoth Lincoln avigators. 

Until recently, nobody knew when the gall-price tippi~g 
point - the level of pain at the pump that would prompt car 
buyers to change their behavior - would arrive. With gas 
now above $4 a gallon in most of California, we are clearly 
there. SUV sales have fallen off a clif.f; even the resale mar­
ket i~ ·o bad that about 36% of people trading in SUV in 
May owed more on the vehicle than it wa · worth. according 
to the Wall Street Journal, which is why these automotive 
brontosauru e are -uddenly becoming affordable for low­
income motorists. 

All thi i proving very painful for U.S. automakers, which 
are deeply reliant on SUV sales. On Tuesday, General Motor. 
Corp. announced that it would close four North American 
truck plants and might sell its gas-guzzling Hummer brand (if 
it can find anyone willing to buy it). Ford and Chry. ler are 
. uffering as badly or wor e. The only silver lining is that 
. ale. of mall car and. maller SUVs are taking off .... 

Tb country will not, and cannot, continue to give corpora­
tions a free pa. s to emit greenhouse gases and pollute the air. 
With some kind of carbon-pricing scheme all but inevitable 
(even if it takes a few years), the companies that invest a lit­
tle in reducing their carbon footprints now will save a lot 
down the road. Those that refuse probably will be road kill.

ial premise that virtually anything 
thar goe. on in the world is the busi­
ness of the U.S government. 

McCain, who. e hero is the bel­
ligerent nationalist Theodore 
Roosevelt. embrace· a policy of con· 
frontation with "our encmic. ·· - i.e., 
foretgn government that have never 
threatened to auack the United 

States. He entbu!-.iastically supported 
the invasion of lraq. and his attitude 
towaru Iran was made dear when he 
sang. ""Bomb, bomb. h~Jmb. bomb, 
bomb Iran." No doubt he would 
apply the same "what we say goe~" 
policy to Cuba. Venezuela. North 
Korea, China, Russia. and any other 
country that did not pay suftkicnt 
deferem:e to America·s ··leadership." 

That, of course, i. a recipe for per­
petual conflict. cold and hot. which 
for ob.,.iou reastin is contrary to the 
interests of most Americans, whose 
well-bemg depends on peace and free 
trade.

The American ambition to manage 
Iran's dealings with Iraq is ludicrous, 
constdering how much it has messed 
up in the pusL fler Iraq allacked 
lran in 1980, the Reagan administra­
tion -.ided with Saddam Hus~in 
Later, in the Lran-Con1ra affair. it sold 
arm · to the Islanuc Republic.

These animals -
called "reservoirs'' in the language of 
public health officials - can include 
deer, mice, horses, squirrels, chip­
munks, · birdl., raccoon<., and even 
sometimes dogs 

Many of the symptoms of tick­
borne illnesses arc similar. They 
include rash, fever and general 
malaise. Generally there Lc; about a 
seven-day wmdow between the tick 
bile and the onset or illness. 

Once a lick hru, been ucce.~srully 
removed, make a note of the date and 
time. Keep an eye on the person for 
signs of illness, like fever and 
fatigue, as well as an unusual rash. If 
your child or loved one becomes ill, 
be sure to tell the doctor that you 
removed an imbedded tick, show the 
doctor the site and tell him or her 
when you removed it This can be a 
vital piece of medical history.

the trooper, "he wa'\ just ilicrc 
watching the fire." 

When questioned by 
defense attorneys about why 
the lr(IOper confronted 
Marsilletr at the scene, Goble 
testified that Marsileu watch­
ing from across ilic road made 
the trooper ·uspicious. "It's a 
known fact among investiga­
tors that people who start ftres 
like to watch fires," said 
Goble. 

The investigating IIooper 
found bags of murijuana and 
scattered money around 
Marsilletrs car, as well as a .22 
caliber rifle, the suspcetcd 
murder weapon, in the creek 
bed behind his car. 

Goble said that the two men 
were found wiili over $3,000 
in cash on their person<;. "I 
assume they gol the marijuana 
from Mr. Bentley," Goble said. 

Marsilleu was issued a lield 
sobriety test and atTested for 
driving under the influence. 

According to Goble, a cold 
and wet Richard Adkins was 
picked up hy Trooper Wllliam 
Petry around 7 a.m. after he 
had • apparently wandered 
around the mountains all night. 

Goble saul Petry asked 
Adkins, 31, why he wac; out in 
the hills, and that the suspect 
re. ponded, "You know why.''

"The most difficult part 
about getting to this most 
beautiful place is the access 
from the roads,·· aid Troy 
Cardweil, the re ort' general 
manager.

Driver continues to 
leadNASCAR 
Sprint Cup Series

HARLOTIE, N C. - Kyle 
Bu ch and hi buddtes had btg plans 
last year at Darlington Raceway, 
where they lOok a rare race oft to 
grill out and enJOY some downtime. 

The cookout was ruined two laps 
into the Nationwide Series race 
when Bu. ch and Jeff Dickerson, his 
agent, ·potter and mo t trusted con 
fidant, realized they'd rather be rac­
iHg. 

' 'TL drove us envy not being in the 
race," Busch said. "We were sitting 
there on a Friday night with cars on 
the rrac.lc and we couldn't tigurc out 
why 1he heck we were ju. t siLting 
there." 

And so began Dickerson' s rclcnt­
les quesl to 1111 Busch's cheoule 
with as many races as possible. The 
journey hits h1sturic levels this 
weekend, when Busch becomes the 
first dm·er m NASCAR bistory to 
auempt all three national series on 
one weekend at three dliferent 
tracks. 

The ilinerary calls for Busch to 
practice and qualify his Sprint Cup 
Series car in Pocono Raceway on 
Friday. then jet off to Texas Motox 

Speedway for f:'riday nighl's Truck 
Serie~ race. It's back 10 Pocono after 
the race so Bu. ch can practice in hi. 
~,;ar on Saturday morning before bus 
tling to the Nationwide Series event 
in NashVIlle 

Then it's back to Pocono, where 
Bu ch will attempt un Sunday to 
wtden his lead in the Spnnt Cup 
standmgs. 

D1c.lcerson. \\ ho" will make the 
manic journey with Busch and pOl 
all three event., insists this i'> not a 
publicity stunt for NASCAR's 
newest superstar. 

"II' · just in your blood. You're 
either a racer lilr you're not," 
D1ckerson said. "If they hne up 
some car. , put people in the grand­
stands and give out a trophy, then 
~omeone is going to get their ptclure 
taken with a pretty girl 1t doesn't 
matter ir it's Friday, aturday or 
Sunday - we want to get a trophy, 
and we want a picture taken with a 
prcuy girl." 

With 10 wins ·panning 
NASCAR's top three series thi 
year, the dno is well on the way to 
lllling a 2008 photo album. Busch 
has coretl a serie -be t four Cup 
victories, four Natl.onwide wm~ and 
two m the Truck Series. 

He's got a cozy 142-poinr lead in 
lhe Cup Series, is second in the 
Nauonwidc standings and, after ini­
tially leading the Truck ·randings, 
he's mi. sed two of eight races and 
dropped to 16th. 

Allhough there's been talk of rac­
ing for all three champ1on. htps, con­
flict· with the Truck and Nationwide 
schedule make it impossihle for 
Busch to race all three series the rest 
of the ')Cason and he is prepared \0 

concede the driver title in the Truck 
Series. 

So why even allcrnpt this 
exhau ting cross country trifecta? 

For BtJsch, ifs ahout hoth his 
love of raclllg and a loyalty to truck 
team owner Billy Ballew. 

''It's nut about merd1andi~o;e sales. 
llr fan club members or Q-ratings­
he's not jaded enough to think of 
things like that yet," Dicker ·on said 
nf the 23-year-old phenom. "It's just 
a~out winning races . Every driver 
says il, hut T oon 't think every fan 
hchcvcs them. With Kyle there is no 
doubl. 

"Love him or hate him. every per­
son in· that grandstand knows that 
Kyle is Lhere for one rea~on. and it's 
to win that race." • 

And Lhal's why Busch is going Lo 
Texas, where be feels he's the hest 
option to keep Ballew in contention 
for tbe Truck Scric~ owners' cham­
pioru;bip. Ballew is currently fuurtb 
in the owner standings, just 33 
points behind the truck that owner 
Tom Mitchell fields for Rick 
Crawford. 

Bu ch ha: pul Ballew in con­
Lenlion, with four top- I Os and 304 
laps led m his SIX races. When he 
mi., ed Kansa'> and Munslield for 
scheduling conflicts, fill-in driver 
Shane Sieg Jinished 18th and 21 sl 
and didn't lead a lap. 

"I want to keep Billy up front, 
and no one else can do It," Busch 
said. "I think ifs cool that as lung as 
he's been in the port, he's rina11y 
got a chance to win a championshtp 
m1d I want to help him keep that 
alive." 

Busch accept· no money for dn­
ving from Ballew, an original owner 

from the inaugural I 995 truck sea­
son, and all h1s wmnings are 
returned to the race learn . Lk and 
Dickerson also brought NOS Energy 
Drink to Ballew this season as a 
sponsor ·tup partner. 

"He's heen ar<1und so long. and 
he's never had a full ume driver 
capable of winning him a champi­
onship," Busch said. "I'd like to be 
the one tu do tt for him.'" 

Loyalty nside, the Cup Series 
remains Busch' s priority. Should 
lherc be delays in Pocono, Busch 
will remain with his Joe Gihbs 
Racing team until 1t · work IS fin 
ishcd. So long as the No. 18 Toyota 
rerruuns his top focus and that effort 
doesn't suffer. the team has no issues 
with Bu ·c:h's hectic: sc:hedule. 

"l think il's a concern ror u<; if 
you watch him and he gets tired, or 
phy. ically run do\\.on," said team 
president .J.D. Gihh .. "llhin.lc where 
Kyle is right now, being 23. be can 
run prcuy hard." 

So JGR ofticials don"t stand tn 

Busch's way ol· lilling hi~ s~.;hedule. 
and this triple effort isn't the only 
slunl he's got planned lor Lh1 ~ sea­
son. Eddie D'Hondl recently 
approached Dickerson about h1s 
fledgling race team, wnndermg if 
Bu ch might he interested in nmning 
Lhe Nutionwidc Series race at 
Watk.in Glen in August. 

In what Dickerson calls "the 
dumbest tdca in rac ing," Busch 
agreed to pilot the car if Dicker ·on 1 ·

A little more than a year ago, 
Mears appeared on lhe brink or 
turning his career around. He 
raced to 'victory ar t11e Coca­
Cola 600 llD Memorial Dny 
weekend, on the same day once 
synonymoll'> with Mear · great 
ncs . His uncle Rick Mears is 
the four-time l.nd.ianapoli 500 
champ10n. and the relatives 
shared an emotional convCL'>a­
llon after Ca);Cy Mears linally 
burst through into Victory Lane. 

The milestone victory, 
though, did linle to spark 
Mears' season. He finished 15th 
in the poinLs and wns the only 
Hendrick driver who failed Lo 
make the Chase tor the charnpi 
on.ship. 

Mears also had to deal with 
the rumors that he might be on 
his way out at Hendrick to 
make room tor Junior. Instead, 
it was Kyle Busch who got lhe 
boot. Busch has been sensation­
al and Lhe top Cup driver in his 
first season at Joe Gibbs 
Racing, ~bowing that il is po~i­
hlc to make a smooth transition 

to a new team.

Mears started last week 39th 
at Dover Internalwnal 
Speedway and finished 17th, 
moving him up to 25th in the 
standing&.

"T don ' t feel like we' re that 
far off," Mears said. "1 think it 
looks worse than it is.

Alana, Terri, and I were 
bridesmaids in red velvet 
dresses. I still have mine as I 
couldn't part with it as it 
reminded me of our last happy 
time with the four of tJS. Alana 
and I visited after that, but I 
don't know that Tem and Lou 
ever got to sec Alana again. I 
wa~ the only one left in 
Prestonsburg. 

One horrible evening in 
1969. I head about a plane 
crashing and thought it was the 
one Alana was travelling on as 
she flew back to Stephen's 
College in Missouri for her 
sophomore year. I called 
AJana's house and talked with 
her Mother. She wa ~o dis­
rraught not knowing if Alana 
wa' on the plane or not till 1 
couldn't bring myself to call 
back. l beard then that Alana 
was on that plane. 1 searched 
the Ashland newspaper untll I 
found an obituary notice. 
Alana's plane had crashed 
clo~;e to Indianapolis with 82 
people perishing in the crash. 
It all seemed so unreal that this 
lovely. happy girl was just 
gone. She \\as the first friend I 
C\ er had to die. Terri. Lou, and 
J were Jivang in different 
placl.!s, but we grieved togeth 

1 cr. We never forgot the won­
derful smiling friend of our 
childhood and teenage years. 

In September of 1972, Tern 
had a lovely baby girl whom 
she named Rohin Alana. \Vc 
wanted to tell Alana·, mother 
and sister but couldn't lo ate 
them. There was no listing for 
a Vada or Mauhew Young in 
Ashland. 

When Highlands Regional 
Medical Center was huilt in 
Pre tousburg. the lovely 
chapel was dedicated to the 
rnernor) of Alana Susan Reed. 
Twas pleased and. urprised the 
first time I saw that. I don't 
remember ever going to the 
hospital for :my reason that I 
didn't atlcac;l stick my head in 
the door of the chapel and 
think a happy thought about 
my dear friend, Alana. 
Sometime ago. I went to the 
hospital. They had remodeled 
the chapel and removeu 
Alana's Dedicaton plaque. 1 
wanted to take a picrure ol 
Alana there and leave 11 . I 
don't know why they couldn'r 
have ju~t left the plaque a!:i <l 

memorial. Alana had many 
school friends who visited the 
hospital as well as me. 

Last weekend, which \HlS 

Memorial weekend, Terri was 
waiting for me m front ot the 
Hospice Cenaer in AshJand 
where her hcloved father. Jeff 
Wells. \\a taken. She said. 
"Come with me. 1 havl.! to 
show you something.'' That 
something was breath taking. 
ll was Alana's piano. Terri's 
hroLher hau Jiscovered il in the 
Hospice Center. The label on it 
said, "Donated in memory ol 
Alana Susan Reed by Vada 
Reed Taylor and Joan Reed 
Dudley", The mu ·ic: we sang 
when we were young wa. still 
in the piano bench with 
Alana'· name wrillen on sonlC 
of the pieces. I ju ·t hall to sil 

ana's -I 0 
dtlwn at the piano and play 
some of Alana's music. Terrr 
had been playing as well. Terri 
and I looked at each other and 
JU't smiled. We were there tor 
such a sad occa ·ion, bul 
Al•ma's piano ga\'e us <:om 
fori. I had to call Lou w share 
the wonderful news with her 
after I had 'isited with Terri\ 
dad. 

Tht: big question was the 
why and how of wh~ Alana's 
ptano was in the Hosp1ce 
Center. Thi~ was no ordinary 
place. When I walked through 
the do(lr, my lir!oot thought~ 

were. "Wow! What an awe­
sume place." ll wa' a tilling 
place for our Beloved Friend's 
piano. 

1 went to the desk a.~ 1 was 
leaving and asked about the 
piano but cnuldn't lind any 
answers. They d1d gi\'e me a 
phone number Lo call the fol­
lowing week. J talked with 
Susan Hunt. She was happ) 
that the piano had given us 
such cmnforl and was ama1ed 
thai the piano was the lirsL 
connection we· d had to Alana 
smce her death to 1969. She 
did tell me that Alana's mother 
had been .t "olunteer at that 
facility. I found out later that 
Vada (Alana's mother) had 
been on the hoard and had 
worked hard to get the center 
built and had been a wonderful 
"olunteer. The la'dy at the 
Hospice Center could only tcJI 
me that the piano had come 
from Louisville and that Vada 
had passed away about four 
years ago. She . aid lJ1at she 
would call some ofVada's vol 
U nleer i'riends lO <;ee I r they 
had Joan's phone number. She 
c:tlled to say . he had the num­
hcr and that she had talked to 
Joan and Joan would he happy 
to talk to us. I called and left 
mv number. 

·In the meantime, I went 
back to the Hospice Center on 
the following Saturda). s I 
walked in. I turned tnto the 
room to dsit Alana\; piano . 
Terri wa!-t playing the piano. I 
thought that was a wonderful 
coml"orting. thing for her to be 
dmng as they had only .,iven 
her Dad about 24 hours Lo li\'e. 
feiTi and Jeffrey !Terri's 
brother) had been there all 
night as !hey didn't want to 
leave him alone. 1 know that it 
i · ~uch a ·trange thing for that 
piano to he comforting at <>uch 
a horrih!t· time a~ Jeff\ gettmg 
ready Ill leave this earth. but it 
was. I think that he would have 
Jell the same way a~ he loved 
music and musical in. tru­
ment. , and he knew how much 
we loved Alana. 

Joan (Alana's only sibling) 
returned my call, and we 
caught up on the past j9 years. 
Hea mother had passed awa) 
in the same llospicc Ccnlcr in 
2004. That's ht;W Alana's 
Piano ended up there. Joan nor 
her famil)' could play, so she 
donated it to the Hospice 
Cenlcr. She could IMvc had no 
idea of the JOY it would hnng 
to Tcn·i, Lou, and me. We had 
n~vcr forgotten Joan lfi all 
tho. ~ y~ar!'> a. we ah..,ays won­
dered how ~he was doing and 
where she was. Joan said that 
things had come fulll circle a. 
we had discovered Alana's 
piano and that it gave her com­
fort in knowing tbi . 

Our souls clung lU Papa"' 
Jet1"s and weren't ready for 
him to go. But, Hetl\en was 
waiting. Saturday night he 
went on to sing in the 
Heavenly Ch(lir. l'm sure they 
welcomed his lovely voic~. 

Maybe Alana is playing lhe 
piano a he :-.ings. That hwcly 
thought makes my heart ·nule. 
M;tyhe now T can !mall) tell 
Alana goodbye. And. ma) be 
not. Maybe ·orneday the rour 
ur u-. can ~ing together in 
Heaven.

NATURAL GAS FACTS 
Natural gas 1s hghter than air, non-tox1c and contains no poi· 
sonous tngredients. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as , 
long as there is adequate 8lf to breath along with it. Natural 
gas will not burn by itself. Combustion can occur only when 
there is a mixture of gas and a1r containing between 5 per· 
cent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 
85 percent air. Because of its unique qualities of be1ng lighter 
than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas IS one 
of the safest energy sources available. It 1s also one of the 
most economical sources. Understanding and following safe· 
ty procedures will make nat.ural gas an even safer choice. 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 
Gas accidents can be avoided 1J you understand the paten· 
tial hazards. 

(1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard, if you let it. Don't let it. A 
very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can ignite any com­
bustible materials that happen to be near. Keep paper, cur­
tains. paints. solvents.,etc .. away from gas appliances. 

(2} EXPLOSION 
Natural gas can be 1gnited by open flames or sparks. That's 
why unburned natural gas should never be allowed to 
escape into a room. A spark, flame, lit match or cigarertte, 
even the flick of a light switch may be enough to cause an 
explosion. 

(3} CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING 
Even though natural gas itself isn't po1sonous, gas burners 
that aren't adjusted properly can produce deadly carbon 
monoxide. You can't see or smell carbon monoxide, but it's a 
k1!1er. To avoid 1ts dangers, always make sure thai any natur­
al gas appliances 1n your home are properly adjusted and 
vented to the outside .. so they'll burn safely and efficiently. 

(4) SUFFOCATION 
Natural gas can cause suffocation if 1t replaces air containing 
oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is 
another reason why natural gas should never be allowed to 
leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room. 

FOLLOW THESE COMMON SENSE SAFETY RULES ... 
IT'S UP TO YOU TO USE SAFE GAS APPLIANCES AND 
TO USE GAS APPLIANCES SAFELY!!! 

(I) KEEP COMBUSTIBLES such as papers, fluids. 
paints, curtains and rags away from furnaces, water 
heaters and gas ranges and dryers. 

(2) TEACH CHILDREN never to light or play with the 
controls of any gas appliances. 

(3) KEEP PILOT LIGHTS of your gas range fit. If you put 
them out to save energy, a dangerous gas build-up 
can occur if someone accidentally turns on the 
range. 

(4) KEEP GAS RANGE CLEAN- make sure burner 
bowls are free of used matches, grease. paper, etc. 

(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your 
home or apartment. This practice creates a serious 
fire hazard and puts you and your family at risk from 
dangerous carbon monoxide fumes. 

(6) MAKE SURE APPLIANCES ARE VENTED­
Natural gas needs air contaming oxygen to burn 
safely and efficiently. 
Without enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide is 
produced. For this reason, always make sure that 
your gas furnace and water heater are vented to the 
outside of the building. It you re not sure your 
appliances are vented properly, have them checked 
by a qualified heating contractor or plumber.

Gas connectors arc corrugated metal tubes used to con­
nect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes.

These older brass connectors have a serious flaw in the 
process used to join their tubing to their end pieces. Over 
time, the end pieces can separate from the tubing. and cause 
a serious gas leak. explosion, or fire.

-Gas may leak from faulty appliances. broken pipes or broken 
mains Make sure all members of your family know what to do 
if they smell gas 

(A) IF THE ODOR IS STRONG: 
1) Do not light matches. 
2) Do not turn lights on or off. 
3) Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from 

outlets. 
4) Do not use the telephone 
5) Notify everyone in the building or house to leave 

immediately, and leave the door open. 
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors and 

windows, starting where the odor is strongest. Do not 
re-enter the building for this purpose. 

7) Calf the utility company or fire department from a near­
by building or house. Do not use the telephone in your 
house.
