Price of gas to 
peak in August, 
lawmakers told 

FRANKFORT - A leader in 
Kentucky's energy research 
erforts told lawmaker 
Wednesday that the average 
price of gasoline is ex peeled to 
peak at $4.15 per gallon later 
Ibis summer, based on a feder­
al energy outlook report 

Rodney Andrews, director 
of the University of 
Kentucky's Center for Applied 
Energy Research. told the 
lntcrim Joint Committee on 
Agriculture and Natural 
Resources thal a U.S. 
Dep~ent of Energy report 
released Tuesday projects that 
the price per gallon of gas will 
peak in August, while Lhe price 
per gallon of diesel will hold at 
$4.32 for the remainder of 
2008 into 2009. The report 
also indicated. however. lhat 
strong demand for gasoline is 
expected to continue. 

A surge in oil prices to over 
$130 a barrel have driven the 
price of gasoline to $4- and 
higher per gallon in recent 
days. While a weak dollar, oil 
companies and speculation on 
oil futures have been blamed 
for the increa'ie, Andrews said 
that supply, demand and pro­
duction arc considered greater 
concerns. 

By improving domestic 
production. U.S. refining 
capacity and louking for alter­
native sources of oil and fuel­
including ruel produced by 
coal to liquid technology­
Andrews said the U.S. could 
improve it<: options. 

"I don't believe that the 
U.S. will ever be completely 
disjoined from world mar 
kets," he said, allhough he said 
domestic options "prcl':ent sig­
wficant opportunities." 

Committee Co-Chairman 
Rep. Jim Gooch, D 
Providence, agreed. 

"The more lhat we can do 
ourselves, we'll be beuer oiT," 
Gooch said. 

By relying on foreign oil, 
the U.S. must compete wilh 
growing tndustrial nations 
such as Tndia and China. which 
Andrews said are expe'-ied to 
consume a "drastic" increase 
in oil by 2030. Already facing 
a limited oil supply due in pan 
to unwillingness by ~ome 
OPEC countries to increase 
pro<.luclion, Andrews aid the 
U.S. must look for new oil 
sources such as South America 
and Canada, increase domestic 
production, and address its 
aging refineries.

op a specific type of anemia as a 
re ·ult of menstrual blood Jos... . In 
these cao;es. the menstrual hlood Joss 
deplete · a woman's iron '>tores, 
which causes her hody lo under-pro­
duce red blood cells.
