Investigators say 
they don't suspect foul 
play.

Decision 
corrects legal 
subversion 

It would be difficult to exaggerate the importance of 
Thursday's Supreme Court ruling that prisoners at 
Guantanamo Bay have a constitutional right to go before a 
federal judge and challenge their detention. 

The decision, by a narrow 5-4 margin, upholds the princi­
ple of habeas corpu . a pillar of American justice. By deny­
ing its application to the Guantanamo detainees for more 
than six years, the Bush administration in effect has claimed 
the absolute right to hold people indefinitely and without 
charges or trials. This is a subversion of the rule of law and 
hao; shamed the United States in the world's eyes. 

Critics should shelve their usual braying abouc "permis­
sive liberal judges." Does American conservatism truly now 
embrace a doctrine of authoritarian executive power? 

Last week's ruling actually marks the thitd time that the 
Court has attempted to force the administration to grant due 
process of law at the American base in Cuba and to move 
along the process of deciding prisoners' fates. In the first 
two instances, a lapdog Congress, then under Republican 
control, passed laws to subvert the Comt's findings. The lat­
est decision, couched in powetful con~tirutional terms. is 
likely far more secure. 

Justice Antonin Scalia, in a shrill and intemperate dissent, 
argued that the ruling "will almost certainly cause more 
Americans to be killed." 

The government must do all that it legally can to make 
sure that is not the case. But Justice Scalia's argument could 
be used to sidestep constitutional safeguards whenever dan­
gerous people are involved. 

Yet, American courts have successfully prosecuted terror­
ists, war criminals and serial murderers. Tt is sad that the 
President and four justices do not trust the system to weigh 
the evidence against the Guantanamo prisoners. 

In any ca'le, as Justice Anthony Kennedy wrote in the 
majority's opinion, "The laws and Constitution are designed 
to survive, and remain in force, in extraordinary times." 

Due process. fair trials and timely resolutions are 
American strengths, not weaknesses. The Court has wisely 
cleared the way for them to work.

The talking cure 
In their litany of American presi­

dents who met with hostile dictators, 
supporters of Barack Ohama cite 
John F. Kennedy and his meeting 
with Soviet Premier Nikim 
Khrushchev in Vienna in 1961. They 
leave out how il went. 

The earnest, young American 
president wanted to forestall any pos­
sibility. of misunderstanding and to 
win Khru. hchev's commitment to the 
international Matus quo. The blustery. 
risk taking Soviet premier wanted to 
bludgeon Kennedy into making con­
cessions that would further the Soviet 
goal of global revolution. When 
Kennedy thought he was being 
accommodating, Khrushchev thought 
he was being weak. Vienna wa<; the 
backdrop for SovieL assertion in the 
Cold War flash points to come. 

Not all talking is created equal. 
Which is why it's lolly ror a prest· 
dcntial candidate to make a blanket 
promise to negotiate personally with 
adversaries. 

Consider President Reagan, 
another president invoked by Obama 
supporters. Reagan believed in per­
sonal diplomacy, but concluded upon 
taking office that it was pointless to 
talk to Soviel hard-liner Leonid 
Brezhncv. ln stiffening U.S. defenses 
and pursuing the Strategic Defense 
Initiative, his administration sought 
to convince Moscow. in the words of 

Secretary or State George Shullz, that 
re trai.o.t ·'was its most attractive. or 
only, option," while pressuring Lhe 
tottering Soviet economic system. 

W h e n 
Mikhail 
Gorbachev 
came to power, 
the administra­
tion thought it 
had the strate 
gic upper hand, 
and a man it 
could work 
with. Reagan

Keenly aware of his inability to keep 
pace m a high-tech arms race, 
Gorhachev wanted any deal contin­
gent on prohibitmg SDT.

Om of his weakness, 
Gorhaehcv eventually gave the 
Reagan administration the kinds of 
arms cut<> it wanted and openings in 
the Soviet system. The Cold War was 
about to end. 

If a President Obruna handles rela­
tions with Iran as deftly. maneuvering 
the derical re¥ime to its doom, he's 
worthy of his hype. Nothing suggests 
that he even conceives of his desire to 
Lalk in these tenns. Th do o, he'd 
have to dcv lop some appreciation 
for the concept of leverage.

Who sliid that the power of the 
Press is dead? A few weeks ago T told 
pe6ple w stop whining about the high 
price of gasoline and do something 
about it; namely, usc less gas. 

Almost immediately, the 
American people responded. ln 
March of this year Americans drove 
11 billion fewer miles than they did 
in March of 2007 and used ~.3 per­
cent less gasoline. 

That marks the first time since 
1979 that traffic bas declined from 
one March lo the ne.x.l and constitutes 
the biggest drop since the govern­
ment started keeping track in 1942.

Twenty-five years have 
passed since fans last crowded 
the sidewalks along the thor­
oughfare and celebrated a title. 
a silver anniversary of futility 
made all the more painful by 
Boston, where the Celtics just 
gave th~1r city its ixth pro 
chumpinnship in seven years. 

How arc Philly fans to 
cope? 

TI1cir heroes of the past 
encourage them to appreciate 
the ncar-~ucces. c .. the JOY of 
being in contention, the antici 
pation oi' a championship sea­
son, the Jun of the gan1e. And 
they ~:oUIJ. el 11atience. up to a 
point. 

"II is such a delicate thing," 
said Billy Cunnmgham. a 
memher of the Sixers' 1967 
title team and coach of the 
1983 champions. '·If you go 

hack to the early '80s every­
body was domg well . ... 
Thmgs are cychcal." 

TI1e 1 982-H3 76er:>. were the 
lasL ol' Philly's pro teams to 
win a title, with Moses 
Malone, Juliu Erving and 
Maurice Checks leading a 
sweep ot the Los Angeles 
Lakers in the linals. 

After finals flameouts in 
1980 and 'H2, lhattille 1gnited 
the kind of excitement only 
Philly ran~ can display. They
