Luallen says former 
Perry County Sheriff Pat 
Wooton cooperated with 
Investigators. Wooton was 
sheriff at the time most of 
the shortfalls occurred. 
• Wooton did not immedi­
ately return a call late 
Wednesday afternoon 
seeking comment. 

Luallen says the audit 
revealed $573,025 in miss­
ing funds dating back to 
the 2002 tax account. 

Auditors say the deficit 
occurred when unreported 
corporate tax payments 
were used to replace 
undeposited cash taken 
after homeowners paid 
the1r property taxes 1n cash 
at the sheriff's office.

Some people with anorexia al o 
vorrut after eating and use laxatives, 
hut this doesn't happen in all cases. 
Other symptoms of anorexia arc 
depression, irritability, fatigue, lack of 
concentration, food Oh$Cssion and per­
fectionism. Advanced anorexia leads 
to sran•ation. which can cause life­
threatening heart problems, stomach 
problems. osteoporosis, electrolyte 
imbalances and anemia.

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Former tough-guy actor sets sights on US Senate

LOUISVILLE - Sonny 
Landham carved out a tough­
guy reputation in a series of 
big- creen roles, from rough­
ing up Sylve ter Stallone to 
getting to· ed out a windmv by 
Carl Weather . He pulls no 
punches in hi~ newest role: 
Libertarian challenger to a 
man known for political 
toughness, Senate Minority 
Leader Mitch McConnell. 

Now 67 and living in north­
eastern Kentucky, the man 
who played Billy Bear in '"48 
Hours'' and was killed by an 
alien in ''Predator" admits hi 
action-movie days are behind 
him. "I think I'm having wild 
action when I take two aspirin 
with my hot chocolate at 
night," he quipped. 

The actor known for his 
powerful physique, booming 
voice and his American Indian 
heritage says he' eriou 
about his long hot bid, 
because too many politicians 
are indifferent to voters' prob­
lems. 

Landham refers to 
McConnell, a four-term 
Republican, as "Boss Hogg" 

after the corrupt politician 
from "The Dukes of Hanard" 
TV show. He bluntly called 
Democratic candidate and mil­
lionaire bu ine sman Bruce 
Lun ford an "elitist." 

Even President Bu h is a 
target: "He took u into a war 
on lie :· Landham said, claim­
ing the actual intent was "to 
put 'Big 011' back into Iraq." 

To qualify for the 
November ballot, Landham 
mu t collect at least 5,000 
valid petition signatures by 
Aug. 12. State Libertarian 
Party Chairman Ken 
Moellman aid the petition 
dnve began recently and he 
believe Landham will make 
it. 

But the bid includes some 
campaign baggage that seems 
scripted for Hollywood, 
in tead of octally conserva­
tive Kentucky. Early in his act­
ing career in the 1970s, 
Landham bared it all in adult 
films. 

A ked whether that could 
hurt him politically, Landham 
replied, "What can I do? That 
was a part of my life you can­
not call back." 

But he does expres regrets. 
"If I wa going to do it now 

-knowing that I'm going to 
have four children, knowing 
that l was going to run for 
office- no, I wouldn't make 
that choice," he said. "But at 
the time I made the choice of 
getting a paycheck, staying 
alive for your big break." 

Landham also served more 
than 2-.,Q years in federal 
prison after being convicted of 
making threatening and 
ob cene phone calls to his ex­
wife. The conviction was 
thrown out by a federal 
appeals court that found he 
committed no crime. 

Libertarians, with their 
"live and let live" philosophy, 
look past his history. 

"We look at the character of 
the man today, not what he did 
30 years ago," Moellman said, 
noting the actor "asked his 
Maker for forgiveness, and 
that's all you can ask a man to 
do." 

He said Landham lives "a 
better lifestyle" today, residing 
in Ashland with his fifth wife 
and three of his children. 

The cast of 1987's 
"Predator" featured two future 
state governors: Arnold 
Schwarzenegger and Jesse 
Ventura. But the prospects of 

winnmg office . eem far more 
remote for Landham. 

Pohtlcal cientist Mtchael 
Baranowski, of orthern 
Kentucky Umverstty, predict­
ed minimal tmpact on the 
Senate race, though Landham 
could take some votes from 
McConnell. 

'T m not sure which is more 
of a hurdle for Landham, 
being a former porn actor or 
being a Libertarian Party can­
didate,'' he satd. "But if the 
race between McConnell and 
Lunsford i tight enough, the 
votes Landham pull from 
McConnell might be critical." 

McConnell campaign 
adviser Scott Jennings said 
Landham won't push the 
Republican incumbent off his 
me sage of how he ha "deliv­
ered for the commonwealth 
time and again." 

This isn't the first dabbling 
in politics for Landham, who 
struggled to get odd jobs after 
being released from prison. 
Now he still dabbles in acting, 
but Social Security checks and 
an acting pension are his main 
income. 

He flirted with running for 
governor as a Republican in 
2003, left the GOP and

And so far, there's 
been scant ~1gn that the 
Republican nominee-in-wait­
ing ts maktng inroads among 
these fervent helievers. 

''I don't know that McCain's 
campaign reali1.e · they cannot 
win without evangelicals," said 
David Domke, a prole. sor of 
communication at the 
Uruversity of Washington who 
studies religion and politics.

Family groups in Ohio out­
lined their doubt. about !l1e 
Ari/ona senator in a meeting 
with McCain\ advi. crs last 
weekend. They're concerned 
about his record on abonion 
rights and on campaign finance 
laws that they believe limited 
their ability to c1iticize candi­
date who are pro-choice on 
abortion.
