According to officials 
with SEIU, for the first time 
in the h1story of the con­
tract, the agreement 
between caregivers and 
management was resolved 
three weeks before the 
current contract exp1red. 
In previous negotiations, 
contract talks frequently 
broke down, resulting in 
strike notices.

To 
help cn:-.urc that your holiday 
celebration 1 · safe, attend a 
community fireworks show, 
advises Kentucky State Fire 
Marshal William Swope Jr. 

.. Protessional fireworks 
-;hov. are staged by e>tperi­
enecd companie!': that take all 
Lhe .. afet) precautions," Swope 
said. ..Plus, n pyrotechnics 
show is a much more exciting 
experience than selling off 
fireworks at home." 

Home fireworks carry ::;ub­
stantial risks for little reward, 
Swope smd. In Kentucky. only 
Class lAG (consumer)' fire­
works are allowed by law. This 
excludes Jirecracker:.. roman 
candles. and any other device 

that explodes or . hooL'I in t11e 
air. 

Every year throughout the 
United States. thou ·ands of 
people end up in ho. pital 
emergency rooms with injuries 
from tireworks. In 2007, hos­
pitals treated nearly 10.000 
·uch injuries. Moreover, 90 
percent or lhe injuries were 
cau ·eu by legal fireworks, 
according to the National Fire 
Protection Association 
(NFPA). 

Beyond the injury factor, 
home fireworks cause many 
!ires. TndependeJlce Day sees 
more fires in the United States 
than any other day of the year. 
with most fires caused by fire­
works, the NFPA reports. In 
2005. lirework cau ed an 
estimated 1,800 structure fires 
and 700 vehicle fires. 

For those who choose to 

usc home frrcworlcs, here arc 
some Lip~ : 

• AJways read and observe 
label directions. 

• Remember to keep water 
handy. 

• Always have an adult 
present 
. • Never re-light a "dud" 
firework. 

• Don't give ftreworks, 
includmg ,parlder, to mall 
children. 

• Stay away from dry 'eg­
etation.

Driven to 
distraction 

The telephone i ringing and the TV is turned up too 
loud to hear it. "Turn the volume down," shouts the har­
ried mom. a few feet away. "I can t hear the phone." 

No, the1'e are not the sounds of a typical evening in an 
American family room. More disturbing than that, it is a 
similar scenario that take. place daily in cars wending 
through city traffic or at 70-plus miles an hour on the 
Interstate ·. 

The car has become an extension of our technology­
saturated day. Many children no longer can ride in the 
family car without a movie playing on a portable televi­
sion. Satellite radio provides hundred.:; of scan choices to 
scroll through at the touch of a button. and GPS device. 
give no reason to pull over and look at a map becau. e the 
direction. are on a screen for the driver to observe while 
crui ·ing down the highway. 

Studies such as a recent one by the University of North 
Carolina Highway Safety Re ·earch Center have conclud­
ed that drivers are four time. more likely to be involved 
in a erious crash if talking on a cell phone. even the 
hands-free type. The reru,on: "the brrun is less engaged in 
the ta. k of driving." 

o argument with that. however, cell phones are only 
parL of the problem. Even the best at multitasking sacri­
fice their full attention to the main focus, driving, when 
all of these electronic diversions become an integrated 
part of getting from point A to point B. 

Maybe 'it is time to crack down on cell phone use in the 
car as some states, such as California and New York. 
which have banned the use of cell phones while driving, 
or Alaska and Connecticut, which have banned the send­
ing of text messages while dri ing. But laws are only a" 
effective as the people who choo e to obey them. 
Personal responsibility of the driver must go with it as 
well. 

Driving needs to be re-elevated to the main priority as 
we buckle in and put our vehicles into gear. Convenience 
gadgets and gizmos designed to make life more enjoyable 
and pass the time on road trips have their place, as do cell 
phones. But cars are not llving rooms, dining rooms or 
family entertainment centers. They are modes of trans­
portation with the potential of deadly accidents and little 
margin for error. 

As we spend more time on the highways this summer, 
remain focused on safely maneuvering through traffic, 
eyes and ears on the road, engaged in the responsibility 
we commit to as drivers. U ·e cell phone phones. televi­
sions, GPS devices, satellite radios and other electronic 
devices sparingly and with caution, knowing each can 
distract us from theta k at hand- driving. 

After all, your life and the lives of the passengers in 
your car and on the road beside you are worth your full 
attention, even if it means doing without a little entertain­
ment or convenience.

Kentucky State Police 
celebrates 60 years July 1 . .

FRANKFORT- Tn 1948, the 
world wru- a very ilitl'etent place. 
Like the rest or the country, 
Kentucky was still rccoverhtg from 
the errects of a world war anJ 
adjusting ro peacetime. Gov. Earl C. 
Clements was convinced that a stale 
police force was the common­
wealth's best answer to the chal 
Jenge!'. of a post-war increase in 
traftic problems and crime. 

Consequently, llO July I. 194X, 
Clements signed into law an act that 
created the Kentucky State Polil:e. 
Wtth the ·troke or a pen, Kentucky 
became the 3Rth state ro pa. s a State 
Police Act, which gave the agency 
full jurisdiction and power of arrest 
throughout the state except in cities 
with I ,000 rcsidems or more. (Thi. 
mgle re ·triction on the agency's 

border-to-border authority la.ted 
until 1976.) 

Gulhrie Crowe, an attorney and 
former police judge from 
LaGrange, wa!> appointed as the 
agency's first commi~. ioner. Most 
of his 147-member staff conststed 
of former members of the ~ntucky 
Highway Patrol. Clad in gray uni­
form· trimmed in hlack (said lo 
have been patterned after the 
LoUisville Leg1un led by Gen. 
Zachal) Taylor during the 
Mexican-American War) and gray 
campaign hats inspired by the old 
123rd Kentucky Cavalry, Crowe 
and his troopers set out in distinc­
tive black Ford crut ·ers to establish 
a force that would one day become 
the pride of every Jaw-abiding 
Kentuckian. 

With the help of the FBI and the 
Tndiana State Polil:e. a three-week 
training progra111 was held at Ft. 
Knox and Frankfon. Bowling 
Green resident Joe Barren, one of 
the first twopers to hit I he road, satd 
the traimng was something h~'ll 
never forger. One of his 1mtructors 
wa!'. the legendary FBJ crime-light­
er Elliott Ness. 

Training was e~sential, l'llf 

Crowe was de1em1incd t0 form a 
modern law enfon;cmem organiza­
tion. tn a Decem her I 9-1-8 arlldll 111 

the Cmcmnat1 Enquirer, Crowe aid 

he expected his troopers to he 
"comlcou". efficient and attractive 
m appearance. hut firm in their 
treatment of law \'iolators ." 

''Policemen.'' he wrote. "are no 
longer expected to he ferocious in 
temperament. nul 1o cmplo) do1m 
neering and loud-voi~ed. ta~t1cs 
whereby the luckless transgressor 1~ 
nearly frightened Ol,ll of hi-; wits for 
making a traffic en-or. The new 
policeman should be a man who can 
render service to and deal properly 
with people. He ·hould be a friend 
to the puhlic and not a hug-a-hoo 
wjth which to tiightcn small dlll­
dren.'' 

in his effort. to huild tltb mod­
ern foree, Crowe established the 
state'<; lirst crnne lab. acquiring a 
$1,200 companson microscope for 
bullet and cartridge ea~e analy.,is. 
He hired a young. chemical engi­
neering graduate rrom the 
Univer. ity of Louis\'ille, scm him 
off for two weeks training with the 
lndiana Stare Police Criminal 
Investigations Lab and budgeted 
$600 f{lr the starl up. The lab 
opened on 11.1ay 15, 1951 with a 
public annoum:ement that its .,;er­
\iccs were availahle to any city, 
county or other local police ol'licer 
in the commonwealth. 

One of the first mio.;swn~ ot th~ 
nev. agency was highway safety. ln 
a December 1948 Courier Journal 
Mag:.vine article, Crowe '>luted. 
"We are es'>entially an orgamzation 
to police the highways. Tt was clear­
ly the intcm of the lcgislawrc that 
we de' ole 80 percent or our time to 
this work. Eighty percent of our 
income i · derived from highway 
users. They arc entitled to go per­
cent of our effo11 . 

"From a cnminul stanuroint, nur 
organization is purely a supplemen 
tal one to aid the local constabu­
lary,·· he added. "We arc not 
design~d w :upplant Jo(;nl tlOi(;ers, 
hut to lend them assistance when 
they request H." 

The same arri lc went on to 
explam that "the du) ·s work ot a 
trooper i!> primarily trafli~ control, · 
checking tor stolen cars. accident 
investJgalions and lesliJ) tng in 
courl again~! \'tul:llt'r~ ." 

Resources and equipment were 

spar e. A Jul) I. 19-1-H inventor) 
lisb Q(J automohilc. "of vanous 
age-.; and ~tage or repair." Only 45 
had two-way T<~clio'\. One fomtcr 
trooper remembered that if head 
quarter' "anted him, they would 
call a lu(·al gas station. whicll 
swit.;hed un <in outs1lle light as a 
signal for the trooper to iind a 
phone and call his rosl commander. 

But the challenge remained. In 
194X, trooper:- tra\eled at about 35 
mites per hour .:-xccpt when pursu­
ing a ·peeder. Only a few congested 
urhan area. had an) speed rc. tric­
uons. The only law allowed police 
to charue motonst · with reckle ., 
driving ~if they were going more 
than 4:\ mile per hour! EYen then, 
th~ oflicer had lu con\ ince a judge 
thm the condiuon of the road and 
the vehicle. comhined with exce . • 
sive speed. created a clear hazard ro 
highway ~arety. 

KSP was undaumed, howe\'er. 
On Oct. 30, 1948. in a joint opera­
tion with military policemen from 
Ft. Knox. KSP held its .tirst tnrttic 
safety roadblock at the top or 
;\Juldraugb Htll m Hardin County. 
For I 0 hours, c' ery vehide ''a~ 
stopped, 1he operator's permir 
inspected atld the vehidc checked 
for safery Yiolations. lotmists who 
hatl been drin ·ing Y.ere arrl!sted. 
And 1h1s wa jusl tile heginning. 

Two month later. when rhe 
age!\Cy totaled up the o;tate"s high­
way deaths fm 1948. fatalities wt!re 
down 21.{.2 percent. fn June or 1950. 
the ttaftie famlity rate \\.-as 23 per­
cent tower than during the · same 
p~:rind in 1949. 

As the new decade dawned. KSP 
eontmucd its highway safcry efforts 
both on and off the road. Pubhc 
-.atel program., were d velop~d 
und lughv. ay ~afet) e.· hibll were 
displayed at the Kl.'ntud.y Slate 
fair and other events. Troopers also 
worked with ~tuuent salety patrols, 
which assi!\tcd wirl1 student pcdes­
tnan ~afet:r b) dir(;cttng traHH.· at 
int~rsection. amund school gr0unds 
und helped teach atet} rule to stu 
dents.

Please help me. I had my oil 

changed re<.:ently and now have been 
told by my mechanic that the oil­
change place stripped the oil plug and 
I need a new oil pan. I have a Lexus 
RX 300. The oil-change people think 
they have adequately fixed it by 
putting a larger plug in. but the Lexus 
dealer tells me that is not adequate 

and I neeua new oil pan because it is 
a vital part of the car and may leak 
agam, especially with ~ubscqucnt oil 
changes. I don't know ""hal to do. 
Help!- Candace 

RAY: I'd side with the dealer in 
thi case. Candace. 

TOM: There are ways to "'patch 
up': a stripped oil pan. There's chew­
ing gum, plaster of Paris or an in crt, 
which is probably what your oil­
change guy used. 

RAY: There are different kinds of 
inserts. There are inserts that cut new 
threads into the pan, there are rubber 
drain plugs that expand once they're 
in the hole, and there arc self-rapping 
drain plugs that make their own new, 
threaded hole in the oil pan. 

TOM: Most of those will work. At 
least for a while. 

RAY: But they're all designed to 
be used on cars like the ones my 
brother drives- i.e .. heaps. They're 
repairs of last resort. when you own a 
$300 car and you don't want to invest 
$600 in an oil pan. 

TOM: And unles you've been 
using your Lexus in a demolition 
derby on weekends. I'm going to 
guess rt's not in that category yet. 

RAY: So, I'd have the Lexu deal­
er replace the oil pan. You don't want 

to have to worry about your oil leak ... 
ing out and your engine seizing. 

TOM: And it's going to be very 
hard for you to demand that the oil­
change place pay for iL Oil pans usu­
ally get stripped over time, particular­
ly when mechanics overtighten the 
plug instead of changing the gasket 
and being judicious in tightening it 

RAY: Everyone's afraid of under­
tightening the oil plug, with good rea 
son. So they tend to go too far in the 
other direction. But unless you've 
had your oil changed exclusively fll 
this place, you can't lay all the blame 
on them with any cenaimy. 

TOM: So. you can show them the 
receipt for the oil pan, show them a­
letter from the dealer explaining why 
the initial repair wa'i inadequate and 
a~k them to contribute to the repair in 
the intere t of keeping you as a c.u ·­
tamer. But when they tell you to get 
lost, just chalk it up as an age-related 
repair. And then enjoy your car and 
forget about it.

killed in the line of duty," aid 
KSP Commissioner Rodney * 
Brewer. ''We stand on the 
shoulders of all those who 
have gone before us and strive 

As the 1950s progressed. 
KSP took on new duties. In 
1951. Gov. Lawrence 
Weatherby directed the agency 
to take action against illegal 
gambling, liquor and prostitu­
tion operations in northern 
Kentucky, "Hender on and 
other area around the state. 

On Aug. 31. 1951. 
Commissioner Crowe person­
ally led 52 troopers armed 
with shotguns and pistols in a 
raid on the Latin Quarter and 
Club Manana in Wilder, just 
outside of Newport. Sixty­
eight people were arrested, 
almost $20,000 m ca h wa 
seized and thou ands of dol­
lars worth of gambling equip­
ment was confiscated includ­
ing dice tables. roulette wheels 
and slot machines. 

Other raid soon followed. 
The Hi-Dee-Ho Club. The 
Lookout House. The Beverly 
Hills. The Yorkshire Club. 

Operations were al o 
mounted in the Henderson 
area against niglmpots such as 
The Trocadero, The Dells, 
Riverview Gardens, The Little 
Commando and the Kentucky 
Tavern. 

Newspaper clippings of the 
period mention accounts of 
other raids in Paducah. 
Boonesboro. Scottsville and 
Richmond. 

One raid in Richmond 
uncovered ''a second-story 
handbook operation at the cor­
ner of Water and First Streets." 
Thirty people were arrested 
and the confiscated equipment 
included a ticker tape (which 
was in operation as officers 
entered), four telephones. a 
dice table, public address sys­
tem and microphone, five odds 
boards with pasted race forms, 
a betting box, 34 racing jour­
nals. book betting slips. parley 
forms for betting on football 
games and an adding machine. 

KSP continued its battle 
against vice throughout the 
I 950s and into the I 960s. 
They must have done some­
thing right. In 1965, a 
Louisville Courier-Journal 
reporter toured Newport after 
dark and was told by one life­
long resident that the city was 
"dead and gettin' deader." 

The 1960s marked the 
beginning of two new KSP 
programs aimed at young peo­
ple. [n J 961, children visiting 
the Kentucky State Fair were 
treated to the debut of Safety 
Town at the KSP exhibit. 
Under the watchful eye of 
state troopers, children ped­
aled tricycles through a mima­
ture city. complete with repli­
cas of real-life structures, tiny 
treet and working stoplights. 

Designed to teach pedestrian 
safety, it is one of the agency's 
Ionge t running and most suc­
cessful programs and it is still 
in existence today. 

The other program, Trooper 
Island. was originated by KSP 
Lt. John Ed Tomlinson and 
launched by KSP Director 
James E. Bassett. JTJ in 1964. 
It established a free summer 
camp for disadvantaged boys 
on Dale Hollow Lake in 

As the 1970s, 80s and 90s 
evolved, o did KSP, respond­
ing to new mtssions for new 
times. A drug enforcement unit 
was created, full-scale mari­
juana eradication wa<> initiated 
(KSP destroyed 493,692 plants 
in 2007) and DARE and drug 
interdiction programs were 
started. A Special Response 
Team was formed. Canine, 
Missing Persons. and 
Hazardous Devices umts were 
created. With the coming of 
the new century, pecial units 
were formed to handle issues 
such as Oxycontin and 
metharnphetamines. 

Over the years, KSP has 
continually progressed in 
terms of size and quality of 
service it provides to the citi­
zens of Kentucky. Today. the 
agency has 16 posts and 961 
trooper throughout the tate. 
Its six regional crime labs pro­
vide a variety of forensic sup­
port to local law enforcemem 
agencies. Its duties have 
expanded to include the pro­
tection of executive and leg­
i lative branch leaders. gov­
ernment factlities security. 
drug interdiction. marijuana 
eradication, ar on investiga­
tion, white collar and electron­
ic crimes, child and exual 
abuse cases, anti-terrori m and 
special respon e teams. 

Training now consi ts of a 
23-week program that 
includes more than 1.000 
hours of cl!!.ssroom and field 
study in subjects such as con­
stitutional law, juvenile and 
traffic law, use of force. 
weapons training, defensive 

Lagoon 
("Dr. Jekyll and Si ter Hyde") 
who is woefully mi cast as 
Gino and has more trouble 
with hi accent than Paris 
Hilton working an algebraic 
equation.

High school football rules revisions set

Rules 2-16-2e and 10-2-
4 were revised to state that 
a team mu. t foul twice dur­
ing the same down to com­
mit multiple fouls. These 
changes allow for enforce­
ment of both fouls when the 
opponent of the scoring 
team commits a foul on 
both a touchdown-scoring 
play and the sub. equent try. 

An addition to Rule 3-3-
4 clarities issues at the end 
of the half if there 1s a foul 
by either team and the 
penalty i accepted for 
unsportsmanlike fouls, non­
player fouls. fouls that 
specify a loss of down and 
fouls that arc enforced on 
the subsequent kickoff as in 
Rule 8-2-2. 

Change to Rule 8-2-2 
stipulate that fouls by the
