Massey, ICG cited for 
WVa. fatal mine accidents

CHARLESTON, W.Va. - Safety 
violations by promment eastern U.S.

tributed to the deaths of rwo miners in 
accident last May, West Virginia offi­
cials said Tuesday.

Drug abuse treatment 
saves Kentucky millions 

LEXJNGTON - Publicly 
funded substance-abuse treat­
ment programs in Kentucky 
reduce substance use, decrease 
criminal activity and increase 
employment, resulting in net 
. aving more than $10 million 
per year to the state's taXpay­
ers, according to a report 
tssucd today by the University 
of Kentucky Center on Drug 
and Alcohol Research 
(CDAR). 

The cenLer annually con­
duct'\ the Kentucky Treatment 
Outcome Study (KTOS) for 
the Kentucky Divtsion of 
Mental Health and Substance 
Abuse to examine whether 
publicly funded treatment 
accomplishes intended goals. 
KentUcky is one of only a few 
states to systematically exam­
ine Lhe benefits or treatment, 
both 10 terms of client gains a · 
well as reduced costs to soci­
ety, Rohcrt Walker, the study 
investigator, said. 

"This type of follow-up 
study enables us to quantify 
exac!ly how well the state's 

reduction in the numhcr of 
arrests and nights in jail at fol­
low-up when compared 10 

intake. 
• Slighlly more than 70 

percent of follow-up cJicnts 
reported a1cohol ab tinence I 2 
months after treatment, a 45.8 
percent increase from intake. 

• Almost 90 pereem of 
clients reported abstinence 
from illegal drugs I 2 months 
after treatment, a 70.1 percent 
increase in abstinence from 
in£ake.

KTOS examines the cost of 

state-funded treatment in light 
of estimated reductions in 
costs lo the puhlic resulting 
from crime and u nemploy­
menl. The reductions in arrests 
translate into savings of over 
$10 mil1ion and, when adding 
in the tax revenue. from 
increased employment. there 
is an estimated benefit to-cost 
ratio of about 5 to 1. That is, 
ror every dollar spent on treat­
ment, there is a $4.98 cost off­
set in crime, incarceration, and 
unemployment. These cost­
savtngs findings have heen 
consi<>rent for rhe past tive 
year.

The 
divi ion ha'i contracted wilh 
UK's CDAR for the past 15 
years to conduct several tud­
ies of rhc effectiveness of 
state-funded services. 

"- rrcatrnem programs arc 
doing," Walker said. "The 
overriding message here i'\ that 
treatment works and that it is a 
cost-effective means of 
addressing the problem of sub­
stance abuse." 

Unlike most studies of 
treatment effectiveness, KTOS 
examines the outcomes or 
treatment as it is provided in 
community practice.

Big steel makes coal play; U.S. companies absent

CHARLESTON. W.Va. -
It's been more than a century 
. ince J.P. Morgan, Andrew 
Carnegte and other .S. sree I 
baron. built mimng empire:-. 
that dominated life across 
wide waths of Central 
Appalachia's coaltield~. secur­
ing e sential fuel for their 
mills. 

Bits of that history arc start· 
ing to repeat themselves. 
Decaues after tough economic 
times forced steel makers to 
abandon company towns and 
sell their coal mines, 2bt cen­
tury steelmakers arc back in 
the hunt for coal. 

This time. rather than the 
Carnegie!» and Morgans. it is 
the Mittals and the 
Mordashovs. 

Ab ent from a global buy­
ing spree are the U.S. compa­
nies that wrote the book on 
owning everything from the 
commoditie u~cd to make 
steel to the finished product, 
such as Bethlehem Steel Co.'s 
mas. ive hipbuilding opera­
tions. 

The U.S. steel industry. 
badly damaged from plum­
meting steel prices and legacy 
co ts, spun off coal operations 
year ago and have been more 
hesitant, or do not have the bil­
lions, to spend locking up coal 
again. 

"I bet you they wished right 
now that they still had the coal 
mines," said Charles Bradford. 
an industr) analyst with 
Bradford Research/Solei! 
Securitie .. 

That torch, however, has 
been passed overseas. 

Luxembourg-based 
ArcelorMittal. the world 's 
largest steel producer, recently 
upped its stake in Au tralia's 
Macarthur Coal. supplier of 
more than one-third of the 
world's pulverized coal. At the 

same time. ArcelorMittal was 
. napping up :\lid Vol Coal 
Croup, a \ irtually unknown 
American company with 85 
million tons of re erves and 
mines producing some 1.5 
million tons of coal in West 
Virginia and Virginia. Terms 
have not been disclosed. 

International mining con­
glomerate BHP Billiton Ltd. is 
attempting a $170 billion 
takeover of rival London­
based Rio Tinto Inc., a deal 
that would combine the 
world's o. 2 and o 3 iron 
ore mmers. That buyout has 
come under European Unton 
cnJtiny because of a potential 

monopoly that could control 
the global prices of iron and 
cokmg coaL 

Korean steel giant Posco 
has bought J 0 percent of 
Macarthur Coal and Russian 
steelmaker OAO Severstal, 
under CEO Aleksey 
Aleksandrovich Mordashov, is 
openly hopping for coal 
mine. 

The price of the U.S. coal 
u. ed to make the coke that 
fuels the blast furnaces can go 
for as much as $250 a ton. Just 
last year, the cost was closer to 
$90. 

Steelmakers already face 
pressure from customers -
manufacturers that make 
everything from automobiles 
and aircraft to washmg 
machine and refrigerators. 
Steel producers are doing 
everything they can to control 
soaring prices for iron ore. 
metallurgical coal and scrap 
steel. 

"Obviously everybody 
wants to have their own low­
cost materials," Bradford said 

The U.S. steel industry was 
seriously wounded over the 
past two decades, as labor 
costs and inefficiencie. drag­
ging down profits and shutter­
ing dozens of mllls from 
Johnstown. Pa., to Cleveland. 

Even U.S. Steel, which 
signed a historic deal with 
union workers several years 
ago and had done better than 
survive, ha not announced 
any coal acquisitions. 

The Pittsburgh company 
did hold onto substantial cok­
ing operations, an enormous 
boost in the current kyrocket­
ing commoditie climate. 

"We continue to look at 
strategic opportunities related 
to our business, but we don't 
comment on them until it's 
appropriate to do so," 
spokesman John Armstrong 
said. 

Steelmakers over eas, how­
ever. are taking a page from 
the playbook of L'.S. produc­
ers of yesteryear. 

Nearly 1 00 years ago, 
giant such a Pennsylvania's 
Bethlehem Steel controlled 
everything from the coal com­
ing out of the ground, to the 
towns where mmers lived, and 
some even dominated industry 
in finished product<;. 

By mid-century, Bethlehem 
had four massive shipyards 
and was a major player in the 
shtpbuilding industry. 

Bethlehem declared bank­
ruptcy in 200 I. and two year~ 
later it was dissolved and sold 
off to International Steel 
Group. Those assets were 
snapped up by ArcelorMittal. 

In sheer mass. none rivaled 
U.S. Steel, which arrived in 
southern West Virginia at the 
start of the 20th century. 

The company tarted build­
ing the McDowell County 
town of Gary - named for 
founding Chairman Elbert H. 
Gary - in 190 l. Over time, 
one company town became 12 
company towns, all connected 
by a network of roads and rai l 
spurs. 

By the 1940s, the towns 
were home to almost 15,000 
people. 27 churches, 10 com­
pany tore., a country club, a 

bowling alley and a movie 
hou e. 

"It wa a very modern. 
modern facility." said West 
Vrrginia State College history 
chair Stuart McGehee, who 
runs the Eastern Regwnal Coal 
Archives. "It was designed 
specifically to produce metal­
lurgical coal for the steel 
indu try." 

And 1t did. 
L.S. Steel produced some 

200 million tons of coal from 
its West Virginia operations, 
and the company did the same 
thing in eastern Kentucky. It 
sold the last vestiges of its 
mining operation in 2003, but

other in the violation of those 
rights, they can receive not 
more than W years of impris­
onment, a $250.000 fine and 
not more than three years of 
supervised release.

BRISTOL. Tenn. - Joey 
Logano, the 18-year-old phe­
nom who made history this ' 
year when he became Lhe 
youngest NASCAR 
Nat1onw1de Serie. winner 
ever, hao; the Aug. 22 Food 
Ctty 250 at Bristol Motor 
Speedway circled on his calen­
dar. 

While lhe Food City 250 
will be Logano's first 
Nationwiue start al the World's 
Fastest Half Mile, it will not be 
the first time he has taken on 
the .533-mile oval. Three 
years ago, Logano made hi~ 
Bristol debut in a Hooters Pro 
Cup race. Despite, at 15, being 
younger than most of his com­
petitors, he actually ran as 
high as third that d<J.y. Then, he 
found him. elf in trouble. 
Caught up in a wret:k, the end 
resull was hardly to Logano' 
liking. 

"1 was actually running 
well," he said. "And then just 
like that. I was in a wreck. It 
wao;n't the best day so you can 
bet [' m coming back to 
redeem myself in Augusl" 

Logano. like most first­
timer.- at the steeply banked 
concrete oval, was suitably 
impressed - and a bit in awe. 

"The first time I went our 
(for practice), I ran four laps 
and 1 came hack in huffing and 
puffing," he "aid with a laugh. 
"Know why? 'Cause I was 
holdJng my breath the whole 
time. 

"1 plan on not only fini~h­
ing the race in August but a big 
part of my plan also will 
include remembering to 
breathe." 

Logano will have plenty of 

competition a:. he tries to con­
quer Bristol Motor Speedway. 
Not only will he have to con­
tend with the rc. t of the 
Nationwide eries regulars hut 
quite a few Sprint Cup driver)> 
ru; well as they banle for the 
Food C11y 250 title. He looks 
forward to racing with the Cup 
drivers. though hecause he 
realizes racing with the best 
will make him a bener driver. 

"l love racing with those 
guys," he aid. ''Who wouldn't 
love the chance to race with all 
of them? I'm just so lucky I 
get to be out there with tbe 
bc.c;t race car drivers in the 
world.
