Two of the sub­
jects were airlifted to 
UK, while the third was 
airlifted to Cabell 
Huntington Hospital. 

Pikeville police have 
not released the names 
of those involved until 
family members can be 
not1f1ed.

PRESTONSBURG The 
Prestonsburg Police Department will 
be receiving some extra funds later this 
month thanks to their work with 
Operation UNITE. 

According to Dale Morton, with 

Operation UNITE, the Prestonsburg 
Police Department will receive over 
$18,000. 

The funds are part of state and fed­
eral assets forfeited from illegal drug 
activities. The funds were forfeited 
after arrests of individuals by 
Operation UNITE and the assisting 
law enforcement departments that were 

part of the investigations. 
During a ceremony scheduled for 

August 18, at the London Community 
Center, $324,908.90 will be given to 25 
law enforcement agencies in the state. 

This will be the second distribution 
of funds, as $209,130.96 was distrib­
uted to 24 agencies in October of 2006.

1 Knott man 
indicted 
for drugs, 
weapons

PIKEVILLE - A Knott 
county man was indicted this 
week on drug- and gun-related 
charges in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville. 

According to the court 
records, Randall Gene Caudill, 
of Knott County, was charged 
with three counts of drug-related 
offenses. 

In the indictment, it alleges 
that Caudill "did knowingly and 
intentionally possess with intent 
to distribute a mixture of sub­
stance containing a detectable 
amount of cocaine, a schedule II 
controlled substance." Caudill 
was also indicted on charges of 
distributing oxycodone and 
hydrocodone.

iber pistol; a Charter Arms, 
model Undercover, .38 caliber 
revolver, and a New England 
Firearms model sportster, .17 
mm rifle." 

Woman alleges slip led to amputation

PRESTONSBURG -A civil action 
was filed this week against the Dollar 
General Store, after a slip-and-fall 
reportedly resulted in an amputation. 

Linda K. Johnson, 54, of Melvin, 

alleges that in September 2007 she was 
at the Dollar General Store of Bypro 
when she apparently slipped and fell on 
"a slippery foreign substance which was 
allegedly negligently caused by the 
defendants or negligently allowed to 
remain on the floor in the defendants' 
store." 

According to Johnson, "there were 
no caution signs or other precautionary 
measures ... to warn customers ... about 
the dangerous anp unsafe condition." 

According to John Kirk, Johnson's 
attorney. the fall was only the begin-

Chandler calls for troop pullout from Iraq

LEXINGTON Rep. Ben 
Chandler, who got a firsthand look at 
the situation in Iraq last weekend, said 
U.S. troop withdrawals should begin 
right away to force the Iraqi govern­
ment to stand on its own. 

"I think we need to leave them with 
as stable a situation as we can but we 
need to lift off from the country as 
soon as possible," the Democratic con­
gressman told the Lexington Herald­
Leader in an interview. "I think it's 
time to start withdrawing." 

Chandler acknowledged any such 
shift in policy is unlikely until the next 
president takes office in January. 

Jon Larson, Chandler's Republican 
opponent in the upcoming 6th District 
election, said the United States must 
be more patient with an Iraqi govern­
ment that's still "finding its way." 

"I believe we are going to need a 
continued presence in Iraq for a con­
siderable amount of time," he said. "It 
sounds like it's an extremely risky 
measure that Congressman Chandler is 
suggesting." 

Chandler said a surge of an addi­
tional 20,000 troops last year, which 
he spoke against on the House floor. 
clearly helped conditions. 

"We've done a wonderful job really 
in bringing more security to the coun­
try," he said. "You cannot dispute the 
fact that it is connected with putting 
more troops there." 

But he said U.S. efforts might have 
reached the "point of diminishing 
returns." 

"We've given them breathing room 
to stabilize their situation, and I'm not 
sure for the money we're spending that 
we can accomplish a great deal more 
than that,'' he said. ''Essentially we're 

borrowing from the Chinese in order to 
pay for a war that. if you look at the 
final outcome, it's really questionable 
whether we gain a thing from it.'' 

Chandler, a member of the House 
appropriations committee's subcom­
mittee for State Department and for­
eign operations funding, traveled to 
Ramadi and Baghdad on Saturday with 
four members of Arkansas' congres­
sional delegation and Democratic U.S. 
Rep. Tim Bishop of New York. 

In addition to meeting with troops 
and surveying the region. the group 
met with Gen. David Petraeus and Lt. 
Gen. Lloyd Austin. . 

Chandler said he's increasingly 
concerned with the mounting cost of 
U.S. occupation and reconstruction of 
Iraq, which works out to roughly $330 
million per day. 

"It's a shocking amount of money 
and at a time when we're concerned 

about our ability to compete in a glob­
al economy," he said. 

Republican U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers, 
R-Ky., who sits with Chandler on the 
House appropriations committee, said 
he also has been concerned about the 
Iraqi government's "progression 
towards political stability, financial 
accountability, and meeting the train­
ing milestones for their own military.'' 
But he said removing U.S. forces too 
soon could cause disarray that would 
encourage violence and terrorism. 

"I believe artificial timetables and 
unrealistic goals supported by some in 
Congress are a recipe for disaster in 
achieving a free and peaceful Iraq," 
Rogers said. 

Rogers, who hasn't traveled to Iraq, 
said he's awaiting Petraeus' latest 
round of recommendations to 
Congress and President Bush in

Country stars join woman's quest to honor 'Whitley

LOUISVILLE - Bonme 
Hill was 12 when she first saw 
Kentucky born country music 
singer Keith Whitley play a 
concert m his native 
Appalachia. 

1t left an ''everlasting 
impression" on Hill. Now, 
nearly two decades after his 
death from alcohol poisoning, 
Hill is fervently trying to 
cement Whitley's name in 
country music history. 

Whitley, who grew up in 
Sandy Hook. Ky., was no 
stranger to the country charts 
in the 1980s, recording a string 
of hils including "Don' L Close 
Your Eyes," and "1 Wonder Do 
You Think of Me:· He sold 
more Lhan three million 
albums before and after his 
death at age 33 in 1989. 

Hill says Whitley - whose 
songs are still performed by 
stars including Kenny 
Chesney. Alan Jackson and 
Alison Krauss - deserves to 
be among the legends 
enshrined in the Country 
Music Hall of Fame in 
Nashville, Tenn. 

"A lol or people know who 
Keith Whitley was. bur 1 kind 
or have to refresh Lheir memo­
ry," said Hill, who named her 
daughter Whitley after the 
curly-haired singer. 

Hill, who worked in the 
medical services indu~try for 
17 years before beconung dts 
abled in 2003, had no ties lo 
Whitley before she slarted her 
campaign. Since then she has 
grown close to Whitley's fam­
ily, including his parents, 
brother and lSister-in-law. 

Her Internet petition has so 
far collected nearly 2.000 sig 
natures. including some stars 
who knew Whitley: Ralph 
Stanley, J .D Crowe and Alan 
Frizzell, brother of Honky 
Tonk legend Lefty Fnzzell. 1 

But Whitley's pedigree and 
legion of fans h no guarantee 
he'll get into country music's 
exclusive Hall of Fame. 

Even 83-year-old' Stanley. 
whose honors inc] ude a 
Gran1my. the Natiom1l Medal 
of Art~ and mcmhersh1p at the 
Grand Ole Opry, isn' t m lhc 
hall. . 

"l'd like to he in it and I'd 
like to sec Keith in 1t too," said 
Stanley, who hired Whnley to 

play with hi~ backing hand 
when Whitley was a teen. 

Hill. 38, said she willtra\el 
to Nashville later this year to 
make a pitch for Whitley to an 
assistant to the Hall of Fame's 
director. 

There are plenty of fans 
who contact the museum to 
make a push for their favonte 
artist, hut few have taken it as 
far as Hill, said Scott Stem, a 
spokesman for the Country 
Music Association, which con­
ducts the Hall of Fame ballot­
in g. 

"As far as one who has 
taken the time to come down 
and meet with people, 1 don ' t 
know that we see that that 
often," he said. 

Stem said inductees are 
voted on hy a secret list or 
about 300 country artists and 
industi) people, meaning peti 
lions and inpul from fans hold 
no sway 

"They're purposely kepl 
anonymous so that nobody can 
inlluence Lheir \Ole," Stem 
said. '"We view it as country 
music 's h1ghest honor." 

1t is an exclusive club. 
Since 1961, when it began 

accepting members, only 
about 100 country rutist<;. acts 
and industry people have made 
it to the Nashville Hall of 
Fame. There arc well over 200 
inductees in the Rock and Roll 
Hall of Fame, which began 
accepting members in the mid 
1 980s. 

Hill acknowledges that her 
pelilion alone won't get 
Whitley in, but says the 
singer's inlluence on mouern 
artists should keep his name in 
the mix. 

Rising country star Ashton 
Shepherd, who was 3 years old 
when Whilley died, said 
Whitley had an indelible influ­
ence on her career and she has 
mentioned Whitley by name in 
her music. 

"T jusl Lhink he's jusl bril­
liant, an hing he's ever 
done," said Shepherd, who 
turns 22 in Augu~l. ''To have 
been taken out of th1s world so 
early in his career. il's son of 
like a Hank Williams story, but 
yet he's changed country 
music, for the good." 

Chesney, upon winning 
entertainer of the year at the 
Academy of Country Music 

Awards in 2007. told the 
crowd that he had only hoped 
to "cul a record as good as 
Keith Whitley did." 

"He's been dead almost 20 
years, and his music has slood 
the test of time" said Flo 
Whitley, who is married to 
Keith Whitley's brother, 
Dwight. "It's been almost 20 
years and there's still all these 
artists dropping his name as an 
inlluence.'' 

Whitley began singing as a 
4-year-old. After leaving 
Stanley's band he became lead 
singer for J.D. Crowe and the 
New South, a country-blue­
grass band. He went solo in the 
mid- l980s after earning a rep­
utation with his smooth voice 
and landed a recording con­
tract wilh RCA . In 1998, near­
ly ten years after his death, a 
bronze statue of Whitley was 
dedicated near Sandy Hook. 
The statue wa~ commissioned 
by New York entrepreneur 
Richard Snowden, a Whitley 
fan. 

Many of Whitley's songs 

were emblematic of a hard-liv­
ing lifc.stylc, which he lived 
off the stage. An aulopsy after 
his death indicated a blood 
alcohol content of 0.4 77. 

Hill is hoping Lo pul Logelh­
er a memorial concert in cast­
ern Kentucky in September for 
Whilley, and she says she 
won't rest until he is honored 
in the Hall of Fame. 

"Whether it's next year or 
the nel't ten years, T'm not 
going to give up."

Senior aidel) in the United States Justice Department 
failed their profession, their administration and their 
country when they hired career Justice Department per­
sonnel based on their own narrow political philosophies 
rather than the candidates' legal qualit1catiom. 

An intemal Justice Department report released Monday 
found that under former Attorney General Alberto 
Gonzales, qualified personnel for important jobs in such 
fields as counterterrorism or federal immigration courts 
often were passed over in favor of less qualified candi­
dates on the basis of arbitrary political considerations by 
those doing the interviewing. Such practices violated both 
federal civil service rules and the Justice Department's 
own hiring policies. 

If you think these complaints are partisan, election-year 
criticism<;, look again at where this report comes from. 
The danming indictment of the Justice Department's 
workings comes from the department's own inspector 
general and its internal ethics office. The misdeeds are 
detailed by people within the department who understand 
that justice is· a nonpartisan issue. According to the report, 
that distinction was lost on the likes of Kyle Sampson, 
Gonzales' chief of sta1I, and Monica Goodling, an attor­
ney and one of Gonzales' chief aides. 

Goodling is described as rejecting one qualified candi­
date was because his wife was a Democrat. Another lost 
out on a job because of a rumor that she might be a les­
bian. 

It is a common misconception that jobs in the executive 
branch are simply patronage positions to be filled by 
whichever party is in power. But by law, political appoint­
ments account for only a few of the 110,000 employees of 
the Justice Depmtment. The rest are hired not for their 
politic/.) but for their competence and experience, under 
the concept that the government works for us all. 

The report grew out of the investigation into the ques­
tionable filings of several U.S. attorneys after the 2004 
election. That controversy led to Gonzales leaving office 
last year. The report makes it clear that Goodling, 
Sampson and several others working under Gonzales tried 
to reduce the department to a spoils system. The resulting 
taint left the impression that the department's primary 
interest was not impartial justice. 

Attorney General Michael B. Mukasey, who replaced 
Gonzales, expressed disgust at the report's findings 
Monday, and vowed not to let such actions happen again. 
Violating the civil service rules or Justice Department 
policies are not criminal offenses. Goodling and the oth­
ers are long gone and can't be fired. But they did previ­
ously testify about their actions before congressional 
committee&, and their testimony may be examined in 
future congressional perjury investigations. Mukasey can 
keep hi~ vow by cooperating with any future probes.

White working-class voters typi­
cally aren't in vogue, with the politi­
cal chatter tending to revolve around 
"soccer moms," the "youth vote" or 
other boutique demographic groups 
of the moment. But the late charge ot 
Hillary Clinton's doomed presiden­
tial campaign made white working­
class voters surprisingly fashionable. 

They'll stay that way if the impor­
tant new book "Grand New Party;· 
by two young writers for The 
Atlantic. Ross Douthat and Reihan 
Salam. has the impact on the political 
debate that it should. In an incisive 
analysis, Douthat and Salam punc­
ture self-comforting delusions of 
both the right and the lert, and per­
suasively advocate a reotientation of 
the GOP to address working-class 
concerns. 

They define working-class voters 
-"Sam's Club" voters. in the phrase 
they bon·ow from Minnesota Gov. 
Tim Pawlenty - as that half of the 
electorate that lacks a college educa­
tion. Neither party has been able to 
build a durable majority, Douthat and 
Salam write, because 9f "the refusal 
or America's working class to pick a 
side and stick with it:' 

Their economic rorehears were a 
pillar of FDR's New Deal coalition 

- understandably, in Douthat and 
Salam's telling, since the hcst of New 
Deal policies helped graduate them 
into the middle class by rewarding 
work and aiding economic aspiration 
(with Social Security benefits, the 
home-mortgage deduction, etc.). 
They came 
unmoored from 
the Democratic 
Party when 
LBJ"s Great 
Society "cost 
them money 
and seemed to 
undermine their 
values into the 
bargain. 

The Demo­
crats have 
labored under 
twin misappre­
hensions in seeking to woo these vot 
ers back. One i') thm touay\ working 
class could be pulled straight out of a 
John Steinbeck novel. Jn reality, 
according to Douthat and Salam, a 
Sam's Cluh voter is "far more likely 
to be working in education or health 
care. office administration or busi­
ness services than on a farm or an 
assembly .line ... 

The second is that the basket of 
cultural issues with which the GOP 
has often been able to win these vot­
ers is a mere distraction. Actually, 
these voters have a keen self-interest 
in arresting social breakd'1wn: "Sal'e 
streets, successful marriages, cultural 
solidarity, and vibrant religious and 
civic institutions make working-class

Sto1ies. 
I like stories, everyone does. They 

have a beginning, a middle and an 
end; they make you laugh. cry and 
sneeze.

As a columnist, however, T have 
learned that they arc untrustworthy. 
The better the story, the less likely it 
is to be accurate in its details. Reality 
is messy; it is the enemy of coherent 
narrative. 

So when I hear a good story I 
never ask: "Is thatlrueT I merely say 
"Boy, that's a good story" and pass it 
on. (If you're looking for journalism, 
you should look elsewhere in this 
paper.) 

Here is a good swry I heard 
rccenrly from a friend who'd heard it 
from the brother of someone who'd 
actually been there: 

An old-line. high end private 
school in Seattle was combining, as 
schools tend to do, a reunion event 
with a fund-raising drive. Tts stated 
goal was $1 billion (with a B). As the 
keynote speaker at the big reunion 
banquet, the schOol enlisted the ser­
vices of one of its alumni - Bill 
Gates, founder of Microsoft. Gates 
began by saying how much the 
school had meant to his tire. He'd 
always been a kind of outsider-geek­
ish kid and the school had given him 
a welcoming place to grow. . 

In gratitude, he said. he w~s gm~g 
to kick off the fund-raising dnvc w1th 

a personal check - for $150 million. 
Then he told a story. 

One of the ways the school had 
helped him get over his shyness was 
by encouraging him to get involved 
in the drama department. He'd start­
ed off as a stagehand with some 
walk-on parts before graduating to 
speaking roles. By the 
time he was a senior 
he was ready for big­
ger things and he got 
the male lead in the 
senior play. Bursting 
with confidence by 
now he got up his 
courage and asked his 
leading lady - one of 
the prettiest and most 
popular girls in the 
class of course - to 
be his date at the 
senior prom. She turned him down. 

Gates looked straight at the girl, 
now a well-turned-out middle-aged 
woman sitting ncar the fronr of the 
auditorium, and said: ''Don ' t worry, T 
got over it. 

"I h~ you did." 
Boy, that's a good story. lt's got 

three surprises. 
One - l11ere are private schools 

that expect to raise $1 billion whh a 
bake sale 

Two - There arc people \J.'ho 
keep $150 million in their checkmg 
accounts. 

Three · Bdl Gates has a sense of 
humor. Who knew? 

Another story, this one from a 
l'riend who was actually there. 

It was right after World War II and 
this man, a veteran, wa:'. allending 
CCNY (the Jewish Harvard, they 
used to call it) in New York City. He 
had gone into the Great Hall, a large 
auditorium, to study. It was nearly 
empty. 

Americans more likely to be wealthy, 
healthy, and upwardly mobile." 

If they aren't the stuff of social 
realism, working-cla<;s anxieties are 
real. Douthat and Salam's worst case 
is a "steady degradation or everyday 
working-cla.-;s life under the pres­

sures or rising 
illegitimacy, 
inset:urity, and 
stratification." 

Douthat and 
Salam want 
Republicans to 
work to forestall 
this future. They 
float an activist 
program geared 
to buttressing 
families and 
addressing 
working-class 

discontents: a $5,000 per child tax 
credit; subsidies for parenL<; provid­
ing their own child care; expanded 
transportation in rrastructure to ease 
the suburban commute; etc. 

Their proposals have been dis­
mis~ed as "Clintonian triangulation 
from the right.'' Bm back in 1992, 
Bill Clmton 's political achievement 
was considerable. He broke with the 
stale pieties of his own party, and -
with new emphases and a few well­
aimed policies - renovated its 
image. Republicans await a figure 
who .will pick up the challenge of 
Grand New Party.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My wife wants to buy a Honda Fit, 

but now she is worried about the gas 
tank. lt is located under the front scat 
rather than under the trunk. h this 
dangerous? - Prentiss 

RAY: You're not trying to knock 
her off, arc you, Prentiss"? lf we tell 
you it's dangerous. you're not going 
to buy her the car, then Lake out a 
large life-insurance policy on her. are 
you? 

TOM: lfs not dangerous, as far as 
we can tell, Prentiss . We don't know 
definitively, because the Fit has only 
been out for a few years, and it's pos­
sible that a problem could come to 
light later. But trom what we can tell, 
it's not an issue. 

RAY: Most cars have their gas 
tank right behind the back seaL -
conveniently enough, where the 
mother-in-law usually rides. You'll 
notice no one's ever written to us to 
complain about that! 

TOM: Honda moved the gas tank 
in the Fit under the driver's seat to 
create more room in the back to fold 
the seats flat. And it IS a vei)' nice, 
functional design, from the point of 
view of usable interior spac~. 

RAY: When we looked underneath 
a Fit, we noticed that the tank doesn't 
e xtend right tll the outside edge of the 
vehicle. It's at least somewhat pro-

teeted behind a side structural mem­
ber. 

TOM: Here's what we do know. 
When the Fit was crash tested, it got 
top ratings for hoth frontal crashes 
and driver's side impacts. That's a 
good sign right there. Tl) addition, if

FRANKFORT - With 
temperatures in the 80s, it's 
hard to believe that fall's 
first hunting season begins 
in less than a week. Squirrel 
hunters can hit the woods 
Saturday, Aug. 16 for open­
ing day of Kentucky's fall 
squin·el season. 

"It's a great time to take 
kids," said Karen Alexy, 
Wildlife Division director 
for the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources and 
avid squirrel hunter. "Kids 
haven't hunted all summer, 
and parents really want to 

get out there, too." 
Early season hunters can 

find squirrels by finding 
their food. Hunters should 
scout for nut-producing 
trees, where they can hear 
squirrels cutting or barking 
and watch for moving 
branches as the bushytails 
move. 

'Tm mostly looking for 
cuttings on the ground and 
movement in the trees. I' II 
stalk for a while, then sit 
and wait," Alexy said. "I 
won't stay in one place for 
very long. It's a good time 
to stalk hunt because 
there's still a lot of green on 
the trees, and no dead 
leaves on the ground." 

Small game biologist 
Ben Robinson said his field 
observations indicate this 
will be a good year for sev­
eral tree species. 

"It's going to be a great 
crop of hickories, beech 
and white oak." he said. 
"Red oak probably won 't 
be very abundant, because 
they were so good last year. 
It's pretty common for 
them to skip a year." 

While it's easier to spot 
moving branches at this 
time of year, the amount of 
leaves on the trees can 
make it difficult to spot the 
squirrels themselves. This 
makes using a rifle more 
difficult than later in the 

season, when branches are 
bare. Still, many hunters 
like the challenge. Both 
Alexy and Robinson prefer 
a .22-caliber rifle. 

"If you're looking for a 
challenge, you might try a 
rifle," said Robinson. "If 
you're looking to stock up 
on meat, a shotgun would 
probably be the sure fire 
bet." 

Shotguns are also a safer 
choice for kids, who may 
not have enough experience 
to safely shoot a rifle up 
into trees. Twenty-gauge 
shotguns are a popular 
choice, but hunters with

team. 

"I have had Lasik surgery 
and have been wearing 
Lasik lenses which have a 
hard center and flatten out at 
the end," he said after with­
drawing. "I had got some 
infection in there and my 
doctor said that I needed to 
let my eyes rest by keeping 
the contacts out. 

"He gave me cortisone 
and steroids which were 

very painful and it was 
annoying and difficult to be 
to trying to fight a tough 
golf course and have my eye 
aggravating me at the same 
time." 

Perry said he is being by 
Dr. Robert Erickson, an 
opthamolgist from 
Birmingham, Mich. 

"I love the PGA 
Championship and I hate to 
not be continuing. But I 
have got to get ready for the 

Ryder Cup," said Perry, who 
turns 48 on Sunday. 

The biennial competition 
with Europe will be played 
in September at Valhalla 
Country Club in Louisville, 
Perry's home state. 

Perry. who did not eYen 
try to qualify for the U.S. 
Open and passed on playing 
in the British Open, has 
made nearly $4.5 million -

a PGA Tour- low 69.51 
stroke~ in 21 events.

If there are tmy signs of lin­
gering resentment from team­
mates or coaches, they arc well 
hidden. Fans sLill wear his No. 
85 jersey and call out his name 
for autographs, and Johnson 
has obliged. 

"I think the players, as are 
most nf us, are forgiving and 
want to sec the good in people, 
so I think that's how he 
approached it and that's how 
we accepted it," wide receivers 
coach Mike Sheppard said. "I 
don't think it took our team 
very long to take him hack." 

During one practice, 
Johnson ran a 12-yard come­
hack route, stopped and turned 
suddenly to catch a pass from 
Carson Palmer.

trading a future draft pick to the 
Packers fnr the 3R-year-o1d 
superstar. 

One of the toughest to ever 
line up under center, Favre 
showed the slightest bit of anx­
iety about leaving the Pack after 
16 seasons. 

"To a certain degree. I don·! 
kno"' what l'm getting into," he 
said. 

Favre brings instant rele­
vance to the Jets, who went 4-
121asl season and haven't had a 
quarterback of his stature since 
Joe Namath ruled Manhattan 
more than 30 years ago. 

Favre, though, isn't trying to 
march Joe Willie. 

'Tm here for one reason. 
Not to do commercials, 
Broadway all those things," 
Favre said before the JetS rallied 
to beat the Browns 24-20 in 
their exhibition opener. "I'm 
here to help the Jets win.'' 

The three-time league MVP 
is expected to practice ·with his 
new teammates for the first 
time on Saturday, but there's 
plenty to do before taking the 
field. 

On Friday. Favre will be

"He's convincing," Favre 
said, drawing a smile from 
Tannenbaum.

Before the Jets received the 
opening kickoff, Favre and his 
new backup, Kellen Clemens.
