The new Prestonsburg 
Elementary has had traffic flow 
woes since opening its doors 
last year, a officials attempted 

to get the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation 
to instaJI traffic signals in the 
area to no avail. 

"We tried to get the state to 
put a light there." Gngsby aid. 
"We went around and around 
about it. but they wou ldn ' t 
approve it." 

Part of the problem is the 
size of the student body. which 
means more vehicles drio,; ing 
around the school and causing 
traffic to bottleneck on the 
four-lane that passe, the 
entrance to the faci lit)'. 
According to Rose, 
Prestonsburg Elementary has 
around 150 more students than 
any other school in the district 

"With our headstart, we 
have 795 tudents," Rose said. 

"We also have 104 employees. 
and aU of that means a lot of 
traffic.'' 

While the morning traffic 
still cau es problem~ at the 
school. both Grigsby and Rose 
believe it i improvjng. 

"ft' getting better now," 
Grigsby !>aid. ''We have the cny 
and county police involved in 
helping direct the traffic flow. 
and we didn ' t have this addi­
tional parking last year. Once 
things get going. we shouldn't 
need the police detail. 
Prestonsburg Police Chief 
Mike Ormerod and Sheriff 
John K Blackburn have both 
been a big help."

Any 
parolee who does well during 
parole supervision is eligible 
for the crediLo;;, noljusl nonvio­
lem and/or nonsexual offend­
ers, she said.

The volunteers Wlll as ·i t with 

Amish thriving as populatiori nearly doubles in 16 years

LANCASTER, Pa. - The 
Amish are expanding their 
p1esence in stale~ far beyond 
Pennsylvania Dutch country 
as they search for affordable 
rarmland to accommodate a 
population that has nearly dou­
bled in the pa~t 16 years, a new 
srudy found. 

States such as Missouri, 
Kentucky and Minnesota have 
seen mcreases in their Amish 
populations of more than 130 
percent The Amish now num­
ber an estimated 227,000 
nationwide, up from 123.000 
w 1992, according to 
researchers from 
Elizabethtown College's 
Young Center for Anabaptist 
and Pietist Stud1es. 

Over the same period, 
Amish settlements have been 
e. tablished in seven new 
stares, putting them in at least 
28 states from coast to coast. 
The new states arc: Arkansas. 
Colorado, Maine, Mississippi, 
Nebraska. Washington and 
West Virginia. 

"When we think they might 
be dying out or merely surviv­
ing, they are actually thriv­
ing," said Elizabethtown pro­
fessor Don Kraybill. a leading 
expert on the Amish who 
shared his research from an 
upcomifig book with The 
Associated Press. 

Aho known <1:) Anabaptists, 
most Amish reject modern 
conveniences and rely on 
horse-drawn carriages. They 
began arrivmg in eastern 
Pennsylvania around 1730. 
Along with English, they 
speak a German dialect called 
Pennsylvania Dutch or 
Permsylvania German. 

Amish couples typically 
have five or more children. 
With more than four out of 
every five deciding in young 
adullhood Lo remain within Lhe 
church. their population has 
grown steadily. More than half 
the population is under 21. 

A small portion of the 
increase 1s also due to conver­
sions to the faith. 

The Amish are attracted lo 
areas with relatively cheap 
farms. a rural lire ·tyle and 
nonfarming jobs such as con­
struction or cabmet making 
that fit their values and allow 
them to remain mdependent. 
In some cases, they have 
migrated to resolve leadership 

problems or escape church­
related disputes. 

ln Intercourse, a town just 
east of Lancaster popular with 
Wl!Iists. Amish goat farmer 
Lester Stoltzfus said a number 
of ru·ca families had moved 
recently to other states in 
!Search of alTordable farmland. 

"It's tine with me if peopJe 
move out.'' Stolv.fus. 37, said 
from his farm along a country 
lane hemmed in by cornfields. 
"There arc too many people 
living here anyway." 

Down the road at Fisher's 
Tin Shop, where stove pipes 
and decorative items rashioned 
out of tin bung on the walls, 
Ben Fisher could nol offer any 
explanation for why the Amish 
are doing so well. But he said 
families arc on the move all 
the time. 

"They've got to go some­
where," Fisher said. 

As they move into new 
areas, some of the conflicts 
lhal occurred years earlier in 
established Amish setrlcmcnts 
are playing out again, orten 
involving issues c;uch ac; build­
ing codes or waste treatment. 

ln Mayfield, K)'., an area 
into which a few hundred 
Amish have moved m recent 
years, nine men are fightmg 
charges I hey operated hor. e­
drawn buggies without the 
nashing lights or orange safety 
triangles that state law 
requires. 

"They arc moving into new 
states and settling or establish­
ing new settlements in com­
munities where local officials 
aren't acquainted with them. 
That creates some misunder­
stmtding on zoning issues or 
other unique factor in Amish 
practice," Kraybill sa1d. 

At the same time, some 
businesses have hecn glad to 
accommodate the Amish. In 
Mayfield, hardware store 
owner Dan Faldcr said his 
business is one of several to 
instull hltdung posts where the 
Amhh can tie up their horses. 

Now when Falder looks 
across the parking lot, he sees 
horse manure. 'That's new 
within the last tew years." he 
said. 

Pennsylvania, Ohio and 
Tndiana continue to he the geo­
graphic center for the Amish, 
accounting for about two­
thirds of the faith· s population. 
They also accounted ror more 
than half of the total popula­
tion gain.

The number of Amish "dis 
tricts'' - congregalion~ that · 
usually consist of two or three 
dot.en ramilies has 
increased by 84 percent in the 
past 16 years. [rom 929 lO 
1,711. 

The arrival of the Amish 
can raise land prices. and their 
self-reliance translates into a 
relatively low burden on pub­
lic services. 

Dennis Hubbard, a govern­
ment official in Sheldon 
Township. Wis., said the new­
comers seldom appear in the 
court system, re4uire l<.mg 
term care or attend public 
schools.

Politicians 
discuss energy 
costs at state fair

LOUISVILLE 
Kentucky' top elected offi­
cials talked ahout rising energy 
costs over fried ham and eggs 
early Thur day rooming at the 
tate fair. 

Republican incumbent Sen. 
Mitch McConnell touched on 
the debate over dome tic oil 
drilling, which has been a hot­
button issue in the campaign 
for U.S Senate. Bruce 
Lun ford, McConnell's 
Democratic opponent. al o sat 
down for a hot meal at the 45th 
annual country ham breakfast, 
spon ored by the Kentucky 
Farm Bureau. 

"In order to solve this prob­
lem, we have to do everythmg. 
We have to both find more and 
use le s," said McConnell, the 
Senate' top-ranking 
Republican. McConnell also 
mentioned coal-to-liquid fuels, 
nuclear technology and e\'en 
electnc cars. 

"We're not too many years 
away from the time when 
We'll be plugging in our cars 
and truck for the night," he 
said. 

Lunsford, a Loui ville 
entrepreneur, aid hi energy 
plan includes expanded 
drilling. alternative fuels and 
drawing from the nation's 
strategic petroleum re erve to 
lower gas prices. 

National politicians in both 
parties have signaled they are 
willing to expand offshore 
exploration. and the issue has 

become a hot topic in the pres­
idential and congressional 
races. 

But Lunsford said 
Republicans are pushing for 
expanded drilli ng because it 1s 

favored by the oil indu try. 
"What the Republicans 

have done led by Mitch 
McConnell is they have been 
industry-driven for every solu­
tion, because that's who but­
ter their bread," Lunsford said 
in a phone interview Thursday 
afternoon. Traditionally, only 
elected officials speak at the 
breakfast. 

Lunsford released a new 
TV ad on Thursday that says 
McConnell has become a mil­
lionaire during his four terms 
m the Senate. 

At one point. McConnell 
and Lun. ford tood a few feet 
away from each other greeting 
visitors to the breakfast, which 
annually attracts more than 
I ,500 l<l the Fair and 
Exposition Center in 
Louisville. 

Gov. Steve Beshear al o 
touched on rising energy costs 
at the event, and said the 
state' agriculture indu ·try 
could offer solutions. 

"Kentucky's farmer will 
no longer be depended on for 
food. but also fiber and fuels," 
Beshear o;atd. 

The champion ham at the 
event, weighing 18.32 pounds, 
fetched $200,000 from the 
winning bidder, Republic 
Bank. The money will go to 
charity. 

Report: Ex-official drank, 
viewed porn in office

FRANKFORT - A report 
says the state's former top 
emergency management offi­
cial resigned after admitting to 
drinking alcohol and viewing 
online pornography at the 
Boone National Guard Center. 

Retired three-star Gen. 
Maxwell Clay Bailey resigned 
from his post in March. 

The Courier-Journal report­
ed Wednesday that a recent 
report, which it obtatned 
through an open records 
reque t from the 
Transportation Cabinet's 
inspector general, says Bailey 
admitted to the a llegations. 
The report ays the actions did 
not affect hi. job performance. 

The report states that Bailey 
says he was having fami ly and 
health concerns at the time and 
regrets any embarrassment he 
may have caused. A number 
listed for Batley in Paris, Ky., 
was disconnected on 
Wednesday. 

"Bailey explained due to 
family and health concerns he 
probably should not have been 
working," according to the 

report. 
Bailey, a Kentucky native, 

was hired by former Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher to head the state 
Transportation Cabinet after 
he retired from the military in · 
2002. 

Pre\ iously, Bailey was in 
charge of Air Force Special 
Operation Command at 
Hurlburt Field. Fla., and had 
supervised the Air Force's spe­
cial operations in Afghanistan 
during Operation Enduring 
Freedom. 

Bailey took up his po t at 
emergency management in 
March 2005. 

"We're dealing with some­
one that [really do con ider ­
in the totality of his career - a 
national hero," Maj. Gen. 
Edward W. Tonini, Kentucky's 
adjutant general, said. 

Officials in Gov. Steve 
Beshear's administration 
requested the inspector gener­
al's investigation, according to 
the report. The investigation 
tallied more than 17 hours of 
interviews and involved 15 
current or former employees. 
the report said.
