WHEELWRIGHT 
Law enforcement officers 
from around Floyd County 
went out in force Wednesday 
morning on a drug roundup 
in and around the community 
of Wheelwright. 

Officers armed and wear­
ing body armor initiated the 
arrest of 10 suspects during 
the course of the morning's 
work, and expect more in the 
future. 

Wednesday's drug 
roundup was the second this 
month stemming from a six­
month investigation into the 
illegal trafficking of pre­
scription narcotics. Based on 
the findings of that investiga­
tion, 18 warrants were 
reportedly issued for suspect­
ed drug peddlers. 

"Cooperation between 
law enforcement agencies at 
all levels is essential to suc­
cessful investigations." said 
Dan Smoot, law enforcement 
director for UNITE. "Since 
the day he was elected, 
Attorney General Jack 
Conway has shown his com­
mitment to drug enforcement 
in Eastern Kentucky. Today's 
roundup reinforces what can 
be accomplished." 

Staging for .the raid took 
place at the Left Beaver Fire 
Station #1 near Price, where 
detectives from UNITE 
joined agents from the 
Attorney General's 
Department of Criminal 
Investigations, officers from 
Prestonsburg Police 
Department, Wheelwright 
Police Chief Randy Johnson,

10 charged

1n savage 
jailhouse 
beating

PRESTONSBURG - Ten 
current inmates of the Floyd 
County Detention Center are fac­
ing charges after another inmate 
was beaten nearly to death in his 
cell earlier this month. 

On august 10, Terry Fisher, 
55, of Wheelwright, was report­
edly found near death in his cell 
after allegedly being assaulted 
by other inmates. According to 
Det. Steve Little, with the 
Prestonsburg Police Department, 
Fisher was allegedly subjected to 
the beatings over the course of 
three days. 

The last beating that Fisher 
sustained resulted in serious 
injury, that required him to be 
transported to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, and 
later to Cabell-Huntington 
Hospital, where he remains in 
serious condition. Fisher report­
edly arrived at Highlands with a 
shoe print on his face. 

According to Little, the pris­
oners would wait until after the 
third-shift changeover and post 
sentries on the windows before 
assaulting Fisher . 

"They'd basically work him 
over all night long," said Little. 

Little said he had spoken to 
Fisher's niece, Tina Green, and 
that her. uncle's condition has not 
changed since being assaulted. 

"He has a 'trach' (tracheoto­
my tube), he is on a feeding tube,

Two arrested

Two Toler Creek men were 
arrested on Tuesday and charged 
with stealing over 600 feet of 
copper cable owned by Gearheart 
Communications. 

Jacob L. Tackett, 23, and 
Jonathan Robinette, 22, were 
arrested by Kentucky State 
Police Trooper David Watkins. 

According to Watkins, Tackett 
and Robinette both appeared to 
be under the influence of drugs 
when he arrested them at a Toler 
Creek residence. Watkins 
allegedly viewed Tackett peeling 
the cover off of a length of the 
cable before he moved in to 
apprehend the two men. 

Watkins believes that Tackett 
and Robinette could be responsi­
ble for a rash of copper theft 
cases in the area. 

"Every day when I am out on 
patrol somebody's had some­
thing stolen cable-wise," Watkins 
said. "These guys have pr<>bably 
been doing a lot of it." 

Tackett also allegedly 
removed a tag from a Michigan 
vehicle parked in Harold and

Small-town mayor 
'taken aback' by 
vote-buying charges

PINEVILLE -- A small­
town mayor in eastern 
Kentucky accused of federal 
vote-buying charges said he is 
"taken aback" hy the indict­
ment. 

Longtime Pineville Mayor 
Bob Madon. 73, also told the 
Lexmgton Herald-Leader in a 
published story Thursday that 
he has no plans to resign. He 
said his attorney advised him 
not to comment on the charges 
against him. 

Court documents claim 
Madon and his 44-year-old 
son. Brent Madon, conspired. 
to inlluence voters -with cash 

. and prescription dmgs during 
the 2006 mayoral election. 
Madon won the election. 

Of the 305 absentee ballots 
cast in the election, 250 were 
for Madon, the U.S. attorney's 
oflice in Lexington said in a 
statement. The indictment says 
Brent Madon offered several 
people cash and drugs to vote 
for his dad. 

The newspaper said Brent 
Madon could not be reached 
for comment. 

The indictment was 
unsealed in federal court in 
London on Wednesday. The 
sealed indictment was returned 
in July. 

Both men face a maximum 
prison sentence or up to 30 
years if convicted. 

It isn't the rirst time the 
elder Madon has faced crimi­
nal charges. 

In 1987. he was convicted 
of nine counts of spending city 
money on personal expenses. 
Originally, he had faced 117 
counts or misappropriating 
city money. During his trial. he 
argued that he used the money 
to lobby for grants for the city. 
He resigned after his convic-· 

tion. but a pardon hom former 
Gov. Wallace Wilkinson made 
him eligible to mn for public 
oflice again. 

Madon was tirst elected in 
1977 and has :.en ed as mayor 
of the town ncar the Tennessee 
border for 18 years. He is cred­
ited with bringing a $54 mil­
lion tederal project to the town 
that included a flood wall 
topped by a four lane highway. 

Federal prosecutors have 
also pursued vote buying 
case~ in a number of other 
Appalachian communities. 

More than a dlven people 
were charged in Bath County 
in an alleged scheme to pay 
impovcnshcd residents to vote 
for patticulat candidates . 
Among those charged were 
candidates for judge-execu­
tive, county auorney and sher­
iff, all of whom were either 
convicted or pleaded guilty. 

In Jutlf, Knott Count} 
Judge-Executive Randall C. 
Thompson was one of four 
co.unty ofticials convicted of 
scheming to offer paving work 
m exchange for votes.

The Grand Rapids (Miclz.) Press, on dollar coins: 
The United Slates Mint has launcheu a campaign to promote 

usage of the dollar coin as an alternative to paper bills. Grand 
Rapids is one of four cities nationwide chosen to push the change. 
The coins could save billions in printing costs. ir embraceJ by the 
public. But that won't happen unless the government does what it 
has been unwilling to do in the past: phase out the dollar bill. 
Dollar coins will remain little more than novelties and collector's 
items, until that happens. 

There arc good reasons to swicch. The General Accounting 
ornce estimates that more than $500 million a year would he 
saved by going paperless with dollars. The coins cost more to pro­
duce, but last 30 years, compared to 21 months for paper bills. The 
coins also can be melted down and recycled into new coins. 
Dollars bills taken out of circulation are destroyed .... 

The United States is one of the few countlics with a $1 bill. 
Other nations, such as Canada, Japan. AusLralia and those in the 
European Union have phased out small denomination bills and 
replaced them with coins. Canada replaced its dollar bill with a 
coin in 1987 (the Loonie). ll followed that with a $2 coin (the 
Toonie). After initial gnunbling, Canadians have accepted both. 
Experiences in other countries indicates that it takes two to three 
years ror the public to adapt to such a switch ....

War in Georgia 

shows U.S. foreign 
policy is a bust

The tragic events in the nation of 
Georgia show that U.S. foreign poli­
cy is a bust. ln particular. NATO must 
go. This may seem counterintuitive, 
but this relic of the Cold War has 
nothing to conuibute to peace. On the 
contrary, it is a destahili:ring tool or 
America's provocative imperial for­
eign policy. 

Let us stipulate that the Russian 
government would undoubted!} be 

·interested in having Georgia in its 
camp even if NATO did not exist. 
The Russian elite has always seen 
itself destined for a major role in 
world events. and that dream of 
course included a large sphere of 
influence where friendly regimes sav. 
things the Russian way. 

Nevertheless, NATO - and the 
U.S. empire l'or which it stands- is 
a major aggravating factor in the ten­
sions between Rus-.ia and ih neigh­
bors. Not long after tl1c Soviet Union 
imploded and the Cold War ended. 
the U.S. foreign-policy elite began 
talking about expanding NATO to 
include former Soviet Satellite'> and 
republics. Considering that NATO 
was o~tensibly created to counter the 
Soviet Union in Europe, how could 
expanding the organitalion up to the 
Russian border not be provocative? 
What was the point. except to show 
the Russians who's boss? 

Georgia has been angling for 
member~hip m NATO for years. 

President Mikheil Saakashvili's 
Russian policy was nothing shon of a 
pro-American in-your-l'a~e policy 
strategy. The Bush administration 
encouraged it by training and equip­
ping the Georgian military. All of this 
stmed Russian suspicions about U.S. 
objectives in irs "backyard.'' ln 
return, Georgia sent troops to ass1st 
in America's mbguided mission in 
Iraq. 

The U.S. policy toward Georgia is 
part of a pattern that. naturally, is jus­
tified in the name or the "war (lll ter­
ror" and the spreading of democracy. 
although some of the Central Asia 
republics have odious authoritarian 
governments. But the Russians, hear­
ing talk of anti misstle systems in the 
new NATO countries, don't sec rhe 
strategy as benign. They see encir 
clement. Who can blame them! 

The immediate cause of the recent 
clash was Georgia's violent move Lo 
put down separatist activity in South 
Ossella, one or two break-away areas 
wirh sympathies toward Russia. 
Russia undoubtedly has helped 
advance secessionist sentiments there 
and in Abkhazia. Its brutal bombing 
inside Georgia is to he condemned, 
but that does not mean that 
Saakash\ iii's government is blame­
less. 

Did the Georg1an president get a 
green light from the Bush administra­
tion? We may never knov.. But the 
question is nor essential. What we do 
know is that U.S. policy created, a 
moral-hatanl .problem. In other 
words, the Bush administration's 
word.~ and deed~ almost certainly 
emboldened the Georgian govern­
ment with respect to South Ossetia 
and Russia, encouraging 11 to take

measures it probably would not have 
taken otherwise. 

As we saw, it was a major miscal­
culation. Saakashvili may have been 
counting on U.S. support. but what 
could he possibly have hoped for? 
The U.S. military, spread thin already 
in lraq and Afghanistan, has· no 
forces to spare. But even if that were 
not the case. did Saakashvili really 
think the Umted States and Europe 
~ould go to war against Russia? 
Memories of the bloody 20th century 
are too fresh in Europe 10 make that a 
realistic expectation. It i<; one thing to 
invade and occupy Iraq, quite anoth­
er lo take on Russia. Tt was out of the 
question. 

The Bush admimstration. then. 
made implicit -and perhaps explic­
it -guarantees to the Georgian gov­
ernment it was in no position to hack 
up. Thus the American imperium is 
revealed as a costly. provocative. hut 
in essential ways impotent force in 
the world. For this the taxpayers are 
coughing up hundreds of billion dol­
lars a year.

The message of Georgia is clear. 
We need a top to bottom rethinking 
or Amerkan foreign polic). The 
Ameticcm people's interest lies in 
peace and free trade. Let others work 
out their own problems. Most of all, 
let's keep the e.s. gcn·ernment from 
making the world's problems worse 
than they already are.

Providing you with detailed 
requirements regarding accep­
tance is somewhat diflicull. since 
each program has different 
requirements. However, I will give 
you some helpful direction in gen­
eral. 

Most PTA programs provide 
two year degrees and have very 
limited requiiements in terms of 
previous college level course­
work. Most PT programs m·e now 
going to a doctoral program, and

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Husband needs to see doctor to 
deterniine cause of low back pain

QMy husband has been com­
plaining that Iris lower back 
hurts for a couple of months 

n seems to come and go. and 
never get too severe. It doesn't go 
down his legs, just stays in one spot 
in his back. He lifted something 
heavy several years ago and had a 
back injury then that bothered him 
for a couple of weeks. He doesn't 
remember hurting himself c1gain, but 
he is an active guy. 

A Low back pain is one of the 
more common medical com­
plaints that cause people t9 

seek medical care. Low back pain can 
be mild and self-limiting. hut il can 

Well ness 

also be a sign or a major medical 
problem. Most adults have at least 
one episode or low back pain in their 
lifetime. 

Acute low back pain can last for a 
few days to several week<;. Usually 
this is a problem with the one or more 
musculoskeletal structures in the 
back, which include the muscles, lig­
aments, bones, and cartilage. The 
pain - often a result of some sort of 
injury or strain to the back- can he 
mild to severe. lt usually resolves 
with rest, over-the-counter anti 
inflammatory drugs and gentle exer­
cise. 

On the other hand, if your hack 

pain persists for more than three 
months, it's classified as a chronic 
rather than acute condition. Chrome 
low back pain can also r nge in inten­
sity from mild to severe. While it is 
not necessarily associated with a 
major medical condition, its cause 
can be difficttlt to determine and it 
can he difficult to treat. 

Since this pain has been going on 
for a couple or months, u visit to the 
doctor is probably in order. The doc­
lor will take a history and do a phys­
ical exam, then determine if further 
tesling is needed or what treatment is 
indicated. Many physicians will wam 
X-rays to look for structural prob­
lems, and sometimes, advanced 
imaging such as a CT or MRI of the 
troublesome area. H the hack pain is 
associated with const.itutional symp­
toms such as fever, malaise, nausea, 
or weight loss, the physician may 
look for an underlying medical cause 
of the clu·onic low back pain. 

If the tests all come out negative 

and a major underlying medical prob­
lem is rule out, treatment with anti­
inflarnrnatories, ice or heat, physical 
therapy and osteopathic manipulative 
(OMT) treatment may all be indicat­
ed. Also, 1 advise that you encourage 
your husband to avoid activities that 
might reinjure or restrain his back. 

Since 1 am an osteopathk physi­
cian, I would like to tell you a little 
more about OMT. 1 think that a study 
in the New Englund Journal of 
Medici.ne several years ago was par­
ticularly instructive. Researchers 
studied more lhan 150 people who 
said they had been having low back 
pain for three weeks to six months. 
Ahout half of them were givcn'OMT, 
while the other half relied on more 
tradilional lreatmenL-> such as pain 
medicine and physical therapy. 

Twelve weeks later, the people 
who had undergone OMT had 
improved just as much- and were 
just as satisfied with their treatment 
- as those who relied on medication 

and physical therapy. However, 
because Lhey used fewer medications, 
people in the OMT group had less 
risk or side effects. Another plus for 
OMT was that the cost of treatment 
was lower because the OMT g'roup 
didn't need a<; much medication or 
physical therapy.

i r he manages to keep his No. 48 
out of trouble on Sunday. 

Yet to hear the perfectionist 
in Johnson talk. 2008 hao:; been a 
frustrating mix of hit-and-miss 
efforts. While he remains in 
position to become the second 
driver in series history to win 
three straight points titles, 
Johnson admits his Hendrick 
Motorsports team is still trying 
to tigure out the Car of 
Tomorrow. 

"Some weekends I tee! like 
we have a dominant car and 
other weekends I feel like we're 
a lillh-place car or even a 1Oth­
placc car,'?

BRISTOL, Tenn. - Most 
drivers near the top of the 
Sprint Cup points standings 
get more attention than Greg 
Biflle these days.

Everything 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. docs is 
news, Jimmie Johnson is try­
ing to win his third champi­
onship in a row, Tony 
Stewart is hoping to win one 
as a parting gift to Joe Gibbs 
Racing, and Jeff Burton and 
Kevin Harvick are among the 
best drivers never to win one. 

Biffle doesn't mind at all, 
and is content lo lurk in the 
shadows, at least for now. 

"That's the way it's been, 
predominantly, a lot or the 
time,'' the veteran for Roush 
Fen way Racing said. "I think 
they kind of skip over me. l 
like that because it's less 
pressure for me. We just do 
the best we can, stay under 
the radar, T guess, and see 
what we can do." 

So far, that's been a lot, 
especially since he remains 
winless this year. 

Birtle will head into this 
weekend's race al California 
seventh in the point stand~ 
ings, 141 points ahead of . 
teammate David Ragan, who 
is 13th with two races to go 
before the top 12 advance 
into the Chase for the cham­
pionship. Kenseth, another 
teammate, stands I Oth. 

Jack Roush. who could 
wind up with four drivers in 
the Chase field if Ragan 
moves up one spot, thinks 
Biffle's team is close to 
putting it all together at the 
best time possible. 

"We still just haven't got 
the chemistry between he and 
the crew chief and the team 
that we rebuilt to be where 
it's at its absolute best, hut 
they're very dose to being 
able to do the deal," Roush 
said before Biffle finished 
11th at Bristol on Saturday 
night. "If we could just win a 
race and get that behind us, T 
think everybody would be a 
little bit more relaxed.'' 

While Edwards, Roush's 
top driver this year, picked 
up his sixth victory or the 
season at Bristol. Biffle 
never contended for the vic­
tory despite being solid all 
race long. 

"The reason he hasn · l won 
is just because we haven't 
had our cars fast enough, but 

he's been close," Roush said. 
"He should have won two or 
three times this year. Maybe 
he can he a contender for a 
championship and have the 
best part of his year after the 
Chase starts."

Reed Sorenson isn't wait­
ing for Chip Ganassi Racing to 
figure out the Car or 
Tomorrow. 

The 22-year-old driver 
signed a multiyear contract to 
join GilleU Evernham 
Motorsports next season, 
where he'll join Kasey Kahne 
and Elliott Sadler. 

Sorenson said his decision 
lo leave Ganassi, where he 
began his NASCAR career as 
a precocious 18-year-old, was 
difficult but necessary. 

"I:m going over here to try 
to make myself a better race­
car driver," Sorenson said dur­
ing a conference call Tuesday 
shortly after the announce­
ment. "I wanted to be more 
competitive and I wanted to 
have some more opportunities 
Lo win races and things like 
that." 

Sorenson made a splash in 
the Nationwide Series, finish­
ing fourth in 2005. He moved 
full-time to the Sprint Cup the 
next season, but his team has 
struggled to compete. He has 
never finished better than 22nd 
in the season points race and 
enters this weekend's stop in 
California 31 sl in the stand­
ings. 

"Tt seems like !his year it 
has been (the) worst year out 
of the three, so I guess you 
could say that probably fac­
tored in on things like that," 
said Sorenson, who plans to 
finish out the season with 
Ganassi. 

Sorenson has Y7 Sprint Cup 
starts with live top-live llnish­
cs, but just one this year. He's 

still searching ror his first 
Sprint Cup win and has been 
unable to duplicate his 
Nationwide success, where 
he's won three times and has 
20 top-five finishes in Y5 
career starts. 

"I felt like 1've done every­
thing I can with the situation 
I'm in now;· he said. "Like r 
said. it just seems like this last 
year, it got a little btl worse as 
far as not being able to find 
some speed at some of these 
places." 

Speed hasn't been much of 
a problem for GEM this sea­
son. Kahne has picked up two 
wins and remain<; in con­
tention for NASCAR's post 
season, ranking 14th with two 
races to go before the cutoff to 
the chase. Sadler is 20th in the 
points standings. hut has six 
top-lOs to his credit. 

"It seems like they are defi­
nitely on an uphill climb 
to1wards the top," Sorenson 
said. "They have definitely 
made progress .... It's a team 
lhal T think will he here for a 
long ttme and seems to be 
heading in the right direction 
to win races." 

GEM has 15 victories and 
27 poles since it began racing 
full time in the Cup tn 200 l. 

"Reed is a highly talented 
driver with a wealth of experi 
ence and accomplishments for 
a 22 year-old,'' said Mark 
McArdle, the team's vice pres­
ident and managing director of 
competition. "We belie\e he 
has a great future ahead of him 
here at Gillett Evernham 
Motorsports. He will be a 
great fit with our drivers, 
spon!;ors and employees:·

Sorenson concedes he needed 
after a bumpy ride this ~eason. 

"T think they believe in me 
as a driver, and that means a 
lot, and I believe in them as a 
team," he said. 

The details of a title spon­
sor arc still being worked out, 
and Sorenson smd there are no 
plans for Target, his main 
sponsor on the No. 41 car at 
Ganassi, to follow him over LO 
GEM.

Either way. Sorenson will 
be starling all over at GEM. 
He'll likely head to Daytona in 
February having to cam his 
way into the field for the 
Daytona 500. 1t's not the ideal 
way to begin the next part of 
his racing career, but Sorenson 
knows he's got to start some 
where. 

"It's obviously not a fun 
process to go through, that's 
for sure. having the extra pres­
sure on you," Sorenson said.
