Kentucky's standard 
deduction for individual 

income tax increases to 
$2,190 for the 2009 tax 
year as authorized by 
KRS 141.081 (2). This 
change represents an 

increase from $2,100 for 
the 2008 tax year. 

Taxpayers who do not 
itemize deductions on 
their individual income 

tax return are entitled to 
claim this increased 
standard deduction. 

Kentucky's individual 
income tax pension 

exclusion will remain 
unchanged at $41 ,11 0 

for the 2008 tax year. 
This exclusion applies to 
ta.x returns due April 15, 

2009. 

The 2005 General 
Assembly repealed KRS 
141.0105, which previ-

ously provided for the 

pension exclusion to be 
adjusted annually for 
inflation.

The Speedway station raised 
its price by 10 Cents early on Friday morning. 

While many of the customers were fueling 
up to prepare for the unwelcome change in 
fuel cost, Walter Bingham, of Paintsville, was 
getting gas out of necessity. 

Dane Sizemore, of Martin, fueled up at 
$3.85 per gallon before heading to Morehead 
to visit some friends.

"It's not going to be good, that's all I can 
say," Sizemore said. "It's not going to be good 
at all."

PRESTONSBURG - "If 
we can get just one of them to 
change, then it's worth it," 
Floyd County Jailer Roger 
Webb said, as female inmates 
lined up to be dunked in a bap­
tismal tank on Thursday. 

Webb has held a number of 
baptisms at the jail in the past, 
but it has been close to a year 
since the water last splashed the 
concrete of the recreational area 
in the Floyd County Detention 
Center. 

Bill Tussey Jr., with the 
Garrett Church of God, came to 

. the jail to play guitar and sing 

hymns, while also assisting with 
the baptism of inmates. 

"This is my first time baptiz­
ing in a jail," Tussey said. "We 
all just want to spread the good 
news and try to make a differ­
ence in people's lives." 

Before the baptisms started, 
Webb addressed the inmates and 
talked about the dangers of 
drugs . 

"How many of you are here 
because of drugs?" Webb asked. 
"Do you know how many we 
lost to overdoses in the past 
week? Six people. I've got 
boxes of files in my office of 
former inmates that have died 
from overdoses." 

The female inmates appeared 

to be shaken by Webb's words 
as he turned the service over to 
the various church members 
who began to sing and preach. 
Some of the inmates clapped 
along with the singing, while 
others solemnly stared at the 
ground. At one point, the 
prayers of the church members 
reached a fevered pttch and 
echoed off of the brick walls 
surrounding the recreation area. 

After each inmate was bap­
tized, they were led out of the 
tub and to tf1e back of the area 
where they were given a white 
towel to dry off. before leaving 
to change into a new set of 
clothes, and, Webb hopes, a new 
outlook on life .

Black holes 
or codswallop 

The track is almost 17 miles long. Racers travel in oppo­
site directions, building up speed for the moment when they 
reach peak velocity and veer into oncoming traffic. Around 
the track and around the world, spectators watch in unblink­
ing fascination- wondering what the outcome will be. 

We wonder. too: Does NASCAR know about the Large 
Hadron Collider? 

Tt is the largest machine ever built by humans, buried up 
to 300 feet underground on the French-Swiss border. Early 
Wednesday morning, the giant atom smasher surged into 
action. 

So far, at least, no atoms have been harmed (on purpose) 
in the production of this $8 billion scientific marvel. There 
were some collisions between protons sent racing around 
the track and "stray gas molecules," but, as they say in 
physics, you have to crack a few eggs to make an omelet. 

When the atom smashing begins in earnest later this fall, 
scientists hope to recreate conditions that existed millisec­
onds after the Big Bang. That should shed light on the so­
called dark matter that makes up about a quarter of the uni­
verse. 

Some physicists are even hoping to create a mystelious, 
hypothetical particle called a Higgs boson, or "God parti­
cle," thought to endow protons, neutrons, photons and elec-
trons with their mass. · 

For physicists, the supercollider is a very big deal. For the 
rest of us, it's an interesting scientific advance that should 
advance mankind's store of knowledge and probably won't 
kill us. 

There is, however, just a slight, tiny, no-need-to-worry­
about-it-really, little sliver of a remote chance that the col­
lider could create something else, too: a black hole. That 
would set in motion the end of the world. 

Black holes are theoretical regions in space where the 
gravitational pull is ·so great that nothing, not even electro­
magnetic energy, can escape. A tiny black hole created by 
the Hadron supercollider could, in theory, sink to the center 
of the planet and begin devouring everything in sight. 

Last spring. a pair of astrophysicists petitioned a federal 
cou1t in Hawaii to block operation of the supercollider, call­
ing it a "dark matter factory" that holds the potential for 

. ''global cultural genocide." 
The European Center for Nuclear Research, which built 

the atom smasher, dismissed those concerns as what the (set 
ital) London Telegraph (end ital) eloquently termed 
"codswallop." 

Part of the excitement generated by the supercollider is, 
of course, the uncertainty. Scientists really do not know 
what will happen once they wave the green flag to start this 
demolition derby for atoms. 

But clearly, there's an opportunity here for a smart, 
Belgian/St. Louis-based brewery to get in on the ground 
floor of the next big thing. When the atoms start racing, one 
of them b sure to have a very, very tiny Budweiser logo 
painted on it.

That stan­
dard set limits for how much u 
car could pollute. 

TOM: LEV was eventually 
replaced by ULEV. or the 
Ultra Low Emissions Vehicle 
standard. Then came the cur­
rent standard, SULE V, for 
(you guessed it) Super Ultra 
Low Emissions Vehicle. An 
SULEV vehicle is supposed to 
produce 90 percent less emis­
sions than the average vehicle 
made in 2003. That's pretty 
good.

California 
decided that it wanted to use 
standards that were stricter 
than the federal government's.

They 
made drastic cuts in the num­
ber of ZEVs required, and 
instead. they called for more 
SULEV vehicles, w1th a cou­
ple of additional requirements: 
that the cars produce no evap­
orative emissions (from evap­
orating gasoline), and that the 
warranty on all emissions 
components be extended to 15 
years or 150,000 miles. 

TOM: Now. what do you 
think California decided to 
c.all these enhanced SULEV 
cars? 

RAY: Uh, SDULEV'' Super 
Duper Ultra Low Emissi01 
Vehicles? 

TOM: No. Think public 
relations. California regulators 
didn't v.ant to lose face. They 
wanted it to appear that they 
were staying close to their 
lofty ZEV aspirations. So the) 
called the enhanced SULEV s 
PZEVs, or Partial Zero 
Emission Vehicles. And that's 
where the wacky name comes 
from. 

RAY: Since then, other 
states have adopted 
California's emissions stan­
dards.

All work, little play as 
Busch begins title hunt

NEW YORK Kyle Busch 
has been known to enjoy New 
York City and the ample 
opportunities it offers young. 
rich superstars.? 

And after a dream regular 
season, the kid who has seem­
ingly won everything this year 
'had plenty or reason to run 
wild during NASCAR's two 
day tour through the city to 
promote the upcoming Chase 
for the championship. 

Instead, the celebration 
seemed uncharacteristically 
subdued for Busch, the Las 
Vegas driver who u~>uall) has 
no trouble finding the latest 
hot spots. He did his media 
obligations and sq~eezed in 
shopping and sightseeing with 
his girlfriend, but bowed out 
when the part) roared into the 
early morning hours. 

"l've been low-key all sea­
son," he insisted. 

Maybe. But isn't New York 
your kind of town? 

''Tell you what." he said 
Thursday morning. "lf 1 come 
back here in December cele­
brating a championship, I'll 
tear it up." 

That's a promise Busch has 
10 long weeks to u·y to fulfilL 
He ied the Sprint Cup Series 
pomts standmgs for most of 
the season, building a cushy 
lead behind eight victories in 
NASCAR's Lop division . Tt 
ensured him the top seed in 
the Chase, which starts 
Sunday in New Hampshire. 

All bets are off from here 
on out, though, as any one of 
12 drivers can win the cham 
pionship Busch has been chas­
ing all season long. The title is 
up for grabs,· and Busch \\'ill 
face. stiff competition from 

two-time defending champion 
(and former teammate) 
Jimmie Johnson, as well as 
ri,·als Carl Edwards and Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. 

Busch isn't even immune 
from hi' own teammates heal­
ing him: Both Denny IIamlm 
and Tony Slewart are in the 
Chas~ . giving Joe Gibbs 
Rac1ng three chances to win 
the title. 

So 1t's understanding -
albeit a bit surplising - that 
Busch wants to keep things 
quiel as he focuses on the stan 
of the Chase. And who could 
blame him? New Hampshire 
lnternational Speedway isn't 
exactly a great track for Busch 
and the No. 1 g team. He was 
25th there in July, then took 
the same car to California and 
struggled there, too. 

"We're nottakjng the same 
car back this weekend.'' he 
said. ''The car we ran al 
Loudon ran so had, and we 
took to California and ran ter­
rible there. So that's a showcar 
now. We'll take something 
new there and hopefully we 
c uii run decent." 

The title can be losl by a 
single bad race, and Busch 
said his goal ror Sunday is to 
simply get the hest finish pos­
sible. But he also knows an 
average finish won't get it 
done. 

"\Vc'rc going to have to get 
a top 10," he said. ''If it's a top 
five, its an excellen.L day. 
Anything worse than that, and 
we· re probably already going 
to he behind and have to play 
catch up.·· 

And that's not something 
Busch has had to do this sea-' 
son. He's been out front all 
year. and ticked off wins at a 
rapid pace that frightened the 
competition. But he's-consid, 

cred to be in a bit of a slump 
right now - Busch followed 
an August win at Watkins 
Glen with consecutive sec­
ond-place finishes, but he's 
'"only" finished seventh and 
15lh in the last two events. 

So he's ready to get his 
momentum back, and would 
have preferred not taking a 
midweek Lrip to New York 
before the Chase opener. 

"Instead of having to take 
this week and come up here 
and talk about it, I would have 
preferred just going on to New 
Hampshire and getting this 
thing started," he said. "It 
feels like it's just a little dif­
ferent routine, feels a liule bit 
different ... like you went on a 
mini vacation and now it's 
like you have to go back to 
work."

Edwards, who dropped sev­
eral passes and a potential 
TD in last Sunday'<; 28-10 
loss, was asked if the 
Browns "have to" win this 
week. 

"Umm," Edwards said, 
pausing 10 perhaps ..:hose the 
right words. "it would defi­
nitely help to come out and 
get a win so we can rebound 
from last week. This is a 
division game. It would give 
us a chance to go 1-0 in the 
division. Tt"s a very pivotal 
game. lt's a very important 
game. ·Have' is a very strong 
word, but ifs close." 

Browns general manager 
Phil Savage wasn't quite as 
reserved in labeling the 
matchup as vital.

who took over the Browns in 
2005.
